Sinema tarihi, biytik oranda eril kulturiin oykiilerine odaklanmaktadir. Sophokles’in Kra/
Oedipus ve Elektra oyunlarindan giinumuze dek; populer kultur trtunlerinde ve
dolayisiyla filmlerde baba kiz iligkisi ya da anne ogul iliskisi genellikle Freud'un
psikanalitik yaklasimi cercevesinde ele alinmaktadir. 2012 yili yapimu olan Brave (Cesur,
Brenda Chapman, Mark Andrews) adli film ise eril egemen sdylemi kirmaya calisarak anne
kiz iliskisini merkezine aldig icin ¢alismanin konusu olarak secilmistir. Brave, ataerkil
soylemin sozculugunii ustlenerek, kizini s6z konusu soyleme uygun yetistirme konusunda
wsrarli Elinor ve ona isyan eden Merida’y1 konu edinmektedir. Filmde, kural koyucu olan
baba Fregus karikattir diizeyinde gortinmez kilinirken; kiltartn birbirine dtisman
konumladig Elinor ve Merida, dogada birbirlerini koruyup kollar ve nihayet tarihlerini
yeniden yazarlar. Calisma kapsaminda Brave filminde annelik, anne kiz iliskisi ve
Merida’'nin cinsiyet sisteminin normlarina karsi gelmesi; Simone de Beauvoir, Judith Butler
ve Luce Irigaray’in kuramsal yaklasimlari temel alinarak analiz edilecektir.

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Abstract

History of cinema is mostlybased on stories of the masculine culture. From Sophocles’
plays Oedipus Rex and Electra up to the present, the relationship between father and
daughter or mother and son in products of popular culture -hence in cinemafilms- has
been addressed with in the framework of psychoanalytic theory of Freud. The film Brave
(Cesur; Brenda Chapmanand Mark Andrews) which was released in 2012 has been
selected as the subject of the study due to the fact that it dissents from the dominant
discourse by putting mother/daughterbond in the center of the story. Brave tells the story
of Elinor who embodies the patriarchal discourse and insists on raising her daughter in
conformity with patriarchy and Merida whorevolt sagainst her mother. Throughout the
film; Fergus the father, who is the rule-maker, is renderedinvisible as a caricature, where
as Elinor and Merida, whom the culture positioned as enemies, protect each other in the
nature and write their own history in the end. Within thescope of the study, motherhood,
mother/daughterbond and Merida’s standing up against the norms of gender system in
Brave will be analysed according to theoretical approaches of Simone de Beauvoir, Judith
Butler and Luce Irigaray.
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
