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Abstract

The Arab Spring has urged reviewing the political and economic variables' association.

There is no consensus in the literature about this relationship. This article reviews the related
literature and highlights some guidelines for forming a suitable model to study this
relationship accounting for criticisms of various models. Thus, this study recommends that
(1), empirically, democracy should be decomposed into its determinants, (2) economic
development should include GDP per capita and the development quality indexes, (3) using
the V-dem dataset could improve future studies' credibility because it avoids most pitfalls of
rival datasets, (4) causdlity study aids in designing policies to improve economic stability,

and (5) using a cross-sectional sample to emphasize the countries specifications" differences
when studying the aforementioned relationship.

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1. Introduction

The economic development of any nation in the world mostly results in its
society's stability (Paldam, 1998). A substantial number of social scientists
have theorized and empirically tested the association between various
political variables and economic development. Nevertheless, a clear consensus
has yet to emerge on the significance of the political variables and economic
development relationship, Drury et al. (2006). The context of Arab spring
events has necessitated reassessing the abovementioned relationship.
Although some countries are growing very fast whether political freedom is
present in their political system, the Arabs, automatically and randomly,
believe that their inability to exploit their resources, the low standards of
education systems, and all other problems are caused by the political system
and the ruling elite. The system prevalent in most Arab countries, for example,
is not a participatory system; instead, it is totalitarian and authoritarian. This
belief led the pro-change youth to the conviction that the solution's beginning
is to change the existing political system and transform it into a system that
avails everyone to participate in decision making. According to these
individuals, this initiative will help eliminate the deteriorating situation in all
the life domains in their countries.

However, scientific evidence may exist in the literature, which may support or
contradict the Arabs' thoughts about the causes of their countries' bad
economic and social performance. For instance, Bashir and Xu (2014) found
that economic freedom and political stability positively impact economic
development even if there is no political freedom in a country. Their findings
entirely oppose the belief prevailing amongst most Arabs, where Arabs think
that their main problem lies in zero political freedom. On the other hand,
Acemoglu and Robinson (2013) explain why Egyptians protested their political
regime in 2011. According to Acemoglu and Robinson, Egyptians have
protested injustice, low standards of education, low standards of services
provided by the state, corruption, and inequality. They quoted the tweet of
Mohamed ElBaradei, a famous politician in Egypt, which is Tunisia: lack of
oppression + lack of social justice + ignoring the channels of peaceful change
= a time bomb. This statement may describe what motivated Arabs to protest
their regimes. Also, Acemoglu and Robinson (2013) mentioned that Egyptians
and Tunisians think that the lack of political rights is the leading cause of
economic problems. Therefore, it was evident that protesters thoroughly think
that political reasons lie at the root of these problems. All the economic
obstacles they faced are belonged to the monopolization of political power by
a small elite group. That is the first thing that needs to change. Egyptian
citizens are convinced that change, improving the current economic and
social situation, start by increasing political rights and allowing young people
to participate in the state's decision-making process.
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Moreover, for any nation to become more prosperous and more vital, the
political system must be transformed into a more democratic and
representative system with a fair distribution of power and political rights
within the society. However, some countries that achieved high growth rates
without any transformational political systems, such as China, suggest that
growth can be realized through several exploitative political institutions. Elites
can redistribute high-production activities that control temporary resources
(e.g., from agriculture to industry). However, the problem is that this kind of
growth is not sustainable in the long run because when the economic
resources run out, this will reflect on rapid growth and lead to an economic
crisis. When the state experiences an economic crisis, it will certainly have a
political crisis after the economic crisis. Soviet Russia's rapid growth is an
example that occurred in the Soviet Union. Since development is only strictly
under state control, the alternatives were not found available when the
functioning institutions changed, which led to an economic crisis that
culminated in a massive political crisis. Based on the similarities of the state's
monopolizing practices, the same scenario is highly likely to happen in China
sometime in the future (see Acemoglu and Robinson, 2013; Yilmaz, 2018).

This belief and arguments lead us to investigate to establish whether the
starting point of reaching sustainable development is correlated with having
a system that espouses political freedom. However, previous studies that
examined the relationship between democracy and economic development
suggest that this relationship is unclear and needs further investigation.
Nevertheless, many researchers believe that the ambiguity is due to the
models used. Therefore, the purpose of this paper is to review the existing
studies and endeavors to suggest an improved approach to study the
relationship between political variables and economic development. This
study will review empirical studies that investigated the relationship between
political variables and economic development. It will assess the previous
studies’ selection of variables and methodology, i.e. dataset sources, method
of analysis, and selection of the countries' group, to obtain robust results on
the relationship between the abovementioned variables. After that, it
evaluates different arguments on political variables and economic
development relationship before surveying empirical studies. This paper also
reviews various methodological challenges and presents suggestions for
constructing valid models for empirical research on the topic.

In this context, the first part of this paper will review the literature on the
models and methodologies employed in studying the relationship, as
mentioned earlier. After that, a new approach will be devised to study the
relationship between political rights and economic development by
incorporating any dimensions that previous studies lost sight of. Such reach
of a robust approach will help to get a deep understanding of this relationship.
Finally, the last section concludes.
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2. Literature Review

2.1 Theory

Several practical research papers have been written on the importance of
institutions in determining economic development. Acemoglu et al. (2001), for
example, found that colonial corporate legacies account for the current
income of many countries in Africa per capita. Rodrik et al. (2004) support this
argument with their findings showing that institutions are more important
than geography and trade in determining the level of sophistication in a
country. Moreover, Chris and Ulubasoglu (2004) emphasized that five types
of institutions influence the markets. These types are property rights,
regulatory agencies, institutions for macroeconomic stability, social insurance
institutions, and conflict management agencies. These institutions operate in
a wide range of economic and social activities, such as protecting and
promoting asset accumulation, preventing fraudulent and uncompetitive
behavior, managing financial and monetary organizations, providing people
with economic security and trust for life, building bridges, and coordinating
them.

Specifically, political institutions' effect on economic development and
welfare has been widely discussed in the literature. Acemoglu and Robinson
(2013) identified Nogales's city on the U.S.-Mexico border as a case study to
describe the political institutions' effect on economic development. The city
is divided into two parts, one on each side. The welfare of children in this
example set a stark comparison where on one side, some of them are close to
extreme poverty and get low services, and in many cases, they have to leave
school due to low income. On the other side of Nogales, the children receive
a high-quality education, health care, and other services. These reasonable
standards of living, on one side, is due to the political freedom from their
perspective whereby citizens are entitled to govern their life issues and justice
and the rule of law. The authors used this example to showcase that Nogales
is a city with the same geography and people, however, people in the city's
fatty part (of the same origin) have better levels of services, simply because of
the level of political freedom applied, than their fellows. Although rapid
growth is possible under authoritarian regimes, the authors argue that these
regimes cannot resist for long until they turn into economic and political
crises. The Soviet Union, Congo, and Spain in the 18th century are outstanding
examples of proving this theory. The regimes in these states had the same
characteristics in common that eventually caused them to fail. The three states
had no sense of democracy in their political institutions. Although they
achieved rapid and short-term growth, that growth was temporary and
unstable.
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Further, North (1986) says that weak institutions in low-income countries
result in high processing costs rather than promoting economic development.
Keefer and Khemani (2004) claim that the low functioning of democratic
institutions can explain inadequate levels of public services in many countries.
When voters lack knowledge, they can't coordinate effectively or have credible
political parties to coordinate their interests, politicians have less incentive to
provide public goods, and they rely more on direct political exchanges, such
as buying votes or favoritism.

Nevertheless, the question that arises here is whether the type of political
institutions' governance, i.e. participatory or non-participatory, plays a role in
determining economic development. Cukurcayir and Tezcan (20u)
underlined that the institutional structure is a factor in both social and
economic structure. They also stressed that the provision of individual rights
and freedoms in economic, social, and political areas of political rights, civil
and economic freedoms also demonstrate the importance of these factors.
Thus, regardless of whether the political institutions’ structures are free or not,
these structures will differ, and therefore there will be differences in their
societies and economic performance. Besides, Chris and Ulubasoglu (2004)
mentioned that Good institutions are obtained by reinforcing people's rights
in the constitutions along with public awareness. Democratic behavior can
facilitate the processing and gathering of public knowledge that result in the
best possible combination of institutions for society. In a similar vein,
Gukurgayir and Tezcan (2011) mentioned that democracy, which ensures that
the people govern the country and that the people are influential in
governance, can make significant societal changes. Besides, Tung¢siper And
Bigen (2014) indicated that many studies concluded that the political
institutions and the governance of these institutions play a huge role in
economic performance. They also pointed out that there is a strong trend
towards believing that the countries at the high level of growth and prosperity
cannot be judged only by capital accumulation, qualified workforce, and
technological development but also the difference in the institutional
structure is an essential determinant of the level of economic development
and prosperity.

Consequently, reviewing the role of democracy in determining the economic
development in the literature reveals four trends to describe this association.
The first trend argued that democracy is fundamental to reach economic
development. The second one sees that economic development is essential to
reach democracy, or there is a minimum level of development that paves the
way to make a democratic change. The third one presents a negative
association between democracy and economic development while the final
one suggests that there is no evidence proving that democracy plays a
significant role in economic development.
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Firstly, Ken Farr et al. (1998) suggest that granting people rights is essential
and necessary for increasing economic prosperity. Feng (2001) found that
political freedom affects the individual's decision to invest in the asset market
and that a strong link between political institutions and private investment
applies to developing countries. He also found that the change towards
democracy will alleviate the adverse effects of the political system's change,
while moving away from democracy will intensify its adverse effects. He thinks
that for countries where political change has become urgent, a gradual process
toward openness and comprehensive democracy will help creating stability
and support for the market, leading to better political conditions for economic
development. Moreover, Abdul Fatah et al. (2012) examined the effect of
democracy on economic development. They studied this relation for China,
Indonesia, and Malaysia, where they used political rights once and civil rights
another time as a proxy to democracy. They found that political rights in that
region are more important than civil rights in affecting economic
development. While only Malaysia records notable growth associated with
political rights, China and Indonesia have shown insignificant growth and
displayed a weak relationship between those variables.

Furthermore, Anwar and Cooray (2012) found that the advances in political
rights and civil liberties have significantly impacted South Asia's economic
development through their interactions with financial development. Guseh
and Oritsejafor (2007) suggested that political freedom seems to be a key
predictor of Nigeria's economic development. However, political freedom
promotes economic development, reduces the government's negative impact
on the economy, and increases international economic exchange benefits.
Therefore, developing a politically independent institutional framework that
protects economic freedom is essential for promoting economic development.

Additionally, Mbaku and Kimenyi (1997) pointed out that societies who
choose more politically open government systems provide their economies
with a much more favorable environment for growth. Their results support
the argument that political freedom would expand the scope of opportunities
offered to the individuals and provide them with the resources necessary to be
more effectively involved in the development and poverty reduction process.
Nevertheless, Barro (2002) argued that the Aristotle-Lipset hypothesis seems
correct from a political and institutional perspectives because economic
development tends to be accompanied by expansions of democracy. Dawson
(2003) studied the effect of political freedom and economic freedom and
found that political and individual freedoms are ahead of the level of economic
freedom and many of its core constituents.

Interestingly, Tavarez and Wacziarg (2001) found that democracy increased
human capital accumulation but lowered the physical investment rates in 65
industrial and developing countries. They concluded that democratic
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institutions strike a balance between measurable economic costs and social
benefits. This conclusion may go in line with the findings of Chris and
Ulubasoglu (2004), who found that political freedom had a positive and
significant effect on the total factor productivity and human capital
accumulation. However, this effect was negative and significant on physical
capital accumulation and labor growth. They also found that the total impact
of political and economic freedom on growth (direct and indirect) is positive.
On the other hand, Nalley and Barkley (2005) suggested that both political
rights and civil liberties have a positive and statistically significant relation
with GDP per capita. They concluded that more democratic societies tend to
have higher levels of GDP per capita.

However, Santhirasegaram (2007) points out that democratic and economic
freedom are sources of social and economic capital and contribute to
developed nations' long-term economic development. Having empirically
studied 70 developing countries between 2000 and 2004, he found no positive
relationship between democracy and economic development. He suggests
that there are necessary conditions to reach a significant level of development.
These conditions are a minimum level of control for democracy and some
restrictions on economic freedom. Moreover, he adds that most developing
countries seeking democracy had copied the democracy restrictions and rules
from the West without proper sociopolitical institutions. This note may
suggest that there is a need to build good institutions when adopting
democracy.

Put differently, Rodrik (2000) studied the effect of democracy on the
economy's long-term performance and found that living under an
authoritarian is a more dangerous gamble than living under a democratic one.
However, in the short-term, he suggested that democracy strongly reduces the
volatility in economic performance. He also found that the countries most
affected by economic shocks tend to have little political freedom, while
countries with open political regimes have done much better. Additionally,
Lajili and Gilles (2018) pointed out that democracy has an indirect positive
effect on financial and human capital development by supporting
international trade.

Secondly, the second trend suggests that economic development plays a
significant role in achieving political freedom. It is an inverse relationship
which assumes that a certain level of economic development is necessary to
transition from full government control to democracy. For example, Ken Farr
et al. (1998) found evidence that economic prosperity leads to political
freedom, but there is no mutual evidence that political freedom implies a
single-variable line of causality to the level of economic prosperity. Barro
(1999) also showed that countries with low economic development levels

typically do not maintain democracy. He found that a positive trend in GDP
and schooling rates per capita will mean an upward trend in democracy.

On the other hand, Polterovich and Popov (2007) studied the relationship
from a different angle. They considered that introducing democracy overnight
may not be the best way to transform authoritarian regimes. They stated that
the construction of democracy, like market-type reforms, should be gradual
rather than shock therapy. It should also be associated with strengthening the
law and order where democracy, participation in decision-making and civil
society are valuable development goals, and harmful practices should not be
compromised. These findings are consistent with demanding a minimum level
of economic performance, which leads to economic development and,
therefore, democracy.

Furthermore, Stroup (2007) found that economic freedom has more impact
on the quality of life than democracy. Vega-Gordillo and Alvarez-Arce (2003)
also found that economic prosperity facilitates democratization. In a similar
vein, Haan and Siermann (1996) found that disappointing growth
performance may lead to political instability.

Thirdly, Tavarez, and Wacziarg (2001) highlighted that the overall impact of
democracy on growth is negative and moderate. Gasiorowski (2000) also
found that democracy in underdeveloped countries produces higher inflation
and slower economic development.

Finally, many studies discovered that the relationship between democracy and
economic development is insignificant, affecting economic development. For
instance, Burkhart and Lewis-Beck (1994) concluded that there is a one-way
relationship between democracy and economic development such that
economic development enhances political rights, not the other way around.
Butkiewicz and Yanikkaya (2005) found no simple and straightforward
relationship between sociopolitical instability and growth and that this
relationship is relatively weak. However, they presented that sociopolitical
instability has more significant negative effects in the middle- and high-
income countries with acceptable democracy levels than in low-income
countries with weak democracy levels. Their conclusion supports Rodrik's
(2000) results, who claimed that living under an authoritarian regime is a
riskier gamble than living under a democracy.

Interestingly, Bashir and Xu (2014) found that economic freedom and political
stability positively impact economic development even if there is no political
freedom in a country. This finding suggests that economic freedom with
political stability is likely to happen without political freedom. Bahmani et al.
(2006) found an insignificant relationship between democracy and economic
development.
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Reviewing the related literature, especially the empirical studies, suggests that
the relationship between democracy in general, including political rights and
civil liberties, and economic development is unclear and needs further
investigation. Many researchers believe that the ambiguity is due to the
models used where these models play a significant role in drawing different
inferences (Vega-Gordillo and Alvarez-Arce, 2003). Thus, building a model to
study the abovementioned relationship is still an open research subject and
needs more review to get into certainty.

2.2 Empirical

Elff and Ziaja (2018) emphasized renewed interest in measuring democracy
and explained why it failed in some places. Therefore, this section will assess
the model specification (selection of models' variables, sources of data,
methodologies, and sampling methods) used in previous studies. It will then
suggest a better fit recommendation to researchers that would help designing
an empirical model to study the economic development and democracy
relationship.

As an attempt to explain the ambiguity resulting from model specification,
there have been many attempts to uncover the factors contributing to that
vagueness. For instance, Bollen (1990) pointed out that for more than two
decades, quantitative cross-national research has presented conflicting
evidence on the impact of political democracy on growth. Moreover, Helliwell
(1992) highlighted that the differences in results are due to differences in the
time frame, country coverage, and unequal match-up of political and
economic measures. Additionally, Vega-Gordillo and Alvarez-Arce (2003)
pointed out that an empirical study depends on the choice of methodology,
size of the sample, several control variables, and a wide range of variables
needed for many countries over a long period. Nevertheless, they suggested
that this task should not be underestimated by complexity.

2.2.1 The Model's Variables

The impact of democracy on growth is open to deep thinking and research. To
recommend an empirical model to examine the role of democracy in economic
development, this section will review the relevant literature to suggest a
definition to democracy, taking into account criticisms of previous studies.

Przeworski and Limongi (1993) claim that although politics is essential,
differences between regimes are not easy to capture. Political institutions such
as parliaments, parties, trade unions, and countries with competitive elections
could be governed by military dictatorships or democratic management. They
concluded that it does not seem like democracy or authoritarianism alone that
makes the difference; it is something else. Further, Nalley and Barkley (2005)
described that political freedom has two dimensions; the first one is the
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political rights, which is described as a situation where citizens are entirely
free to participate in the political process, where elections are fair,
competitive, and without corruption. The other dimension is civil liberties,
including press freedom, freedom of organization, freedom of religion, and
freedom of expression. In a similar vein, Freedom house (2019) suggested that
political rights consist of three components: the electoral process, political
pluralism and participation, and government functioning. Freedom House
(2019) also suggested that civil liberties include associational and
organizational rights, the rule of law, and personal autonomy and individual
rights. Conceptually, BenYishay, and Betancourt (2014) pointed out that the
critical factor distinguishing between the two aspects of democracy is that civil
liberties provide immediate satisfaction to citizens while political rights can
only do so indirectly. Empirically, these fundamental differences and other
associated differences between civil liberties and political rights create an
environment in which these two aspects of unparsed democracy change in
many ways.

Moreover, José Aixald and Fabro (2009) highlighted that to examine the
relationship between political and economic development, researchers who
were most interested in growth over the past decade accounted for two main
dimensions, i.e. economic freedom, political freedom. They pointed out that a
lack of theoretical consensus on the relationship between political freedom
and growth can be solved empirically by splitting political freedom into
political rights and civil liberties. They proposed that political rights generate
civil liberties. BenYishay and Betancourt (2014) also found that splitting the
democracy into two components, i.e. political rights and civil liberties
provides a comprehensive framework for analyzing democracy. They think
that a secondary contribution at the practical level provides evidence of
relative persistence sizes in both dimensions. While civil liberties have more
excellent permanence than political rights, it does not result in permanent
effects for political rights. Their empirical results suggest that promoting
existing civil liberties to create a sustainable electoral democracy in the future
will probably be more effective than promoting existing political rights.
Furthermore, while the population of Arab countries is unaware of the
difference between the two dimensions, distinguishing between political
rights and civil liberties leads us to examine the impact of democracy on
different aspects of economic development.

In light of the economic development variable, economic development refers
to the overall increase and improvement in living standards and quality of life.
Economic development measures the qualitative aspect of a nation's progress
through various models such as life-expectancy, human development, and
literacy levels (Liu, 2016). Reviewing a sample of the previous studies that
examined the relationship between economic development and the political
variables reveals that the majority of these studies considered the growth of
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real GDP per capita as an independent variable to study economic
development (Butkiewicz and Yanikkaya, 2005; Haan and Siermann, 1996;
Feng, 2001; Anwar And Cooray, 2012; Dawson, 2003; Farr And Wolfenbarger,
1998; Rodrik, 2000; Gasiorowski, 2000; Helliwell, 1992).

Nevertheless, Barro (2002) establishes that many cross country studies on
economic development focus on determinants of narrow economic variables.
Hence, the most common variables are the GDP per capita ratio and the
investment to GDP ratio. He emphasizes the need to focus on determining the
quality dimensions of economic development rather than just GDP per capita.
Moreover, Vega-Gordillo and Alvarez-Arce (2003) acknowledge that empirical
results are open to criticism because they depend on the choice of
methodology and the size of the sample. With that in mind, they suggest that
several control variables must be included in the model for the analysis to be
robust. Also, data on a wide range of variables is needed for many countries
over a long period. Sala-I-Martin et al. (2004) examined the robustness of
explanatory variables in cross-country economic development regressions.
They found the most significant relationships between economic development
and the relative price of an investment, primary school enrollment, and the
initial real GDP per capita. Besides, the measures of human capital and health
(such as life expectancy, the proportion of a country lying in the tropics, and
malaria prevalence), religion dummies, and some sectoral variables such as
mining are strongly associated with economic development.

To sum up, when empirically studying the relationship between the political
variables and economic development, this section suggests that democracy as
an independent variable should be decomposed into its determinants, i.e.
political rights and civil liberties. This study also recommends that economic
development as a dependent variable should include GDP per capita and the
indexes of quality of development, which are strongly related to economic
development. Quality of development indexes could be represented by the
relative price of an investment, primary school enrollment, the initial level of
real GDP per capita, life expectancy, human resources development index,
inequality of income distribution, and malaria prevalence. It is noteworthy
that the quality of development indexes could be used as a primary variable or
a control variable.

2.2.2 The Model's Methodology

2.2.2.1 Dataset Sources

One of the main model's specification is the dataset source for the selected
variables. There is no problem with the economic variables' sources because
they come from formal government or international institutions. However, a
problem may arise while choosing the source of the political variables.
Different approaches are used to measure various political variables in
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different countries across the world. Some indexes which measure democracy
have been found to report human rights. Then, they have soon been developed
to measure the political variables such as political rights, civil liberties ... etc.
(Fariss and Dancy, 2017). Therefore, explaining different political variables’
measuring methods calls for explaining the democracy indexes measures. This
section will explain the different types of indices, their methodology, and
assessment.

Interestingly, the first approach to measure political rights is the freedom
house index (FHI), which is a 7-point scale, as a measure of political freedom.
Civil and political rights are measured through categorized questions.
Categories help in generating raw values for all the questions asked. The values
are often in the form of points. An increase in the number of points is an
indication of an increased complimentary valuation. The next step is to
aggregate the points to fit them on the 0-40 political rights spectrum. After
aggregating the o-40 political rights spectrum points and o-60 civil liberties,
points are transformed to fit the abovementioned 7-point scale. The lower the
point on the scale, the higher the country's freedom (Freedom House, 2019).
For example, a country with a score of 1 is considered to have more freedom
than a country with a score of 5. Any value of the index between 3 and 5
indicates that a specific state has partial free political rights. Citizens of
countries with higher freedom exercise their political rights freely and
independently.

The second approach is the democracy index, which splits the political rights
into five distinct groups. The five groups can also be viewed as the democracy
dimensions (Unit, 2020). The first category is pluralism and the electoral
process, which presents the ways through which people vote. It determines
the ability of the electoral process to reflect the overall picture of a
population's choice. The second category is government functioning, which
details the government's capacity to protect people's political rights. It is the
government's responsibility to protect its citizens' rights, and the political
ones are not an exception. A third category is political participation, which
looks at how citizens participate in the political processes of their country
(Unit, 2016). The fourth category is the political culture that determines the
political life as a group of political traits possessed by different people. A final
category is the civil liberties that grant people the freedom of participation in
any civil duties. The approach involves bundling 60 indicators and later
summarizing them (Salgado, 2020). Experts assess the primary evaluation of
the indicators. The survey process is critical because the approach works with
the world’s values obtained from different surveys. Some countries do not
have survey results. The survey results of similar countries are used to fill any
missing data. Every indicator mentioned above gets ranked on a o-10 scale,
with 10 representing the highest level of political rights and o representing the
subject's lowest value. The approach categorizes regimes into four categories.
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The first one is the authoritarian regimes with a score below four while the
hybrid regime scores between 4 and 6. Flawed democracies score between 6-
8. Finally, the score for the full democracies ranges between 8 and 10
(Yevdokimov et al., 2018)

The third approach is the democracy ranking index (EIU index) that ranks
different countries' democracies. Remarkably, a country with a high level of
democracy has a high political rights score. According to the approach, quality
democracy is a sum of non-political elements' performance and political
systems' traits (Wike et al., 2017). High-quality adherence to political rights
can be concluded from analyzing conservative political systems. Therefore,
the EIU index is a more integrated approach, as it includes other aspects that
indicate the quality of political rights.

Put differently, the polity project index (PPI) covers both quantitative and
comparative analysis. It also covers major independent global systems across
the world. This index assesses the qualities of autocratic and democratic
authorities. The institutionalization of democracy is the primary focus of the
index. The index uses a 21-point scale to assign values between -10 and +10
(Boese, 2019). It is possible to divide democratic regimes into three main
categories, i.e. autocracies (-10 and -6), anocracies (-5 and +5), and
democracies (+6 and +10). PPI has six elements that record the critical
qualities of political competition, executive author constraints, and executive
recruitment. An updated version, namely Polity 5, covered 167 countries from
the effective global system from 1800 to 2018 (The Polity Project Website).

Lastly, V-dem is different from EIU as the latter presents dozens of indicators,
while V-Dem presents hundreds of them. V-dem uses extant indices, factual
data, and in-house coders to determine the level of adherence to political
rights. It has various scales and ranges. There are regular updates to the index
due to the rapid changes in different states regarding political rights. Its
advantage is that it uses factual data from official government documents,
which help in providing ratings. Its measurement model has minimized code
errors such that it depends on the methodological and theoretical experts
from different teams in the world to present reliable data (Coppedge et al.,
2017).

After reviewing many studies which investigated the relationship between the
different measures of political variables and economic development, we found
that most of them have used the FHI while just a small number of them have
used the PPI measure. Furthermore, Giannone (2010) pointed out that despite
the significant criticism of its methodology, many researchers who are
interested in a comprehensive variety of different aspects of democracy often
use the FHI measure. The FHI index is presented as a base to discuss and
express views, conduct research, and support interpretive assumptions.
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Similarly, Elff and Ziaja (2018) have studied the method factors in 23
democracy indicators from four popular data sources, namely The Economist
Intelligence Unit (EIU), Freedom House Index (FHI), Polity IV, and the
Varieties of Democracy (V-Dem) project. After examining these sources, they
suggest that the largest method factors can be observed for some of the Polity
IV indicators. They indicated that although FHI displays less bias on the cross-
sectional data, its average score was the worst of all sources when assessing
changes. They also highlighted that the previous studies had confirmed an
ideological bias of the FHI source. Elff and Ziaja (2018) added that very few
sources of studies had used the EIU's democracy index as a diagnosis of
moderate method factors. They also noted that the essential addition to the
recent group of democracy data producers was the V-Dem Project. The size
and diversity of V-Dem's expert group contrast, which is based on a much
smaller number of experts, mainly citizens of the United States, embodied
existing data sources, such as the Polity IV project and FHI data.

To sum up, FHI data does not offer a politically neutral time series due to
methodology changes and the strict interdependence between
methodological and political aspects both for research and policymaking.
Despite the low bias of the cross-sectional data, FHI does not perform well
when assessing changes as disaggregated data is not publicly available. Several
studies have suggested this source's ideological bias (see Elff and Ziaja, 2018;
Giannone, 2010; Boese, 2019). The PPI suffers from redundancies and
misconceptions due to omission of participation logic and unclear aggregation
rules. It also exhibits the most considerable variance common to some of the
polity indicators. For instance, the Polity project emphasizes the logic of ruler
selection rather than on participation (Elff and Ziaja, 2018; Munck and
Verkuilen, 2002; Boese, 2019).

Regarding the V-dem index, it is noteworthy that there is a significant
advantage to the index, which is that many experts contribute to preparing its
results. The project experts come from the most studied countries, while FHI
and other indexes depend on in-house experts to study most countries.
Besides, the V-dem index relies upon a massive time series and a vast number
of studied countries. Nevertheless, the V-dem project has been released after
40 years from the rivals, which gives it a considerable advantage to avoid all
the methodological problems in the other measures as well as becoming the
new standard in democracy measurement which adapts to future challenges
(Boese, 2019). Finally, despite some method factors in preparing the V-dem,
there are still few studies on the political variables that used the V-dem project
dataset. The V-dem project team has also worked hard towards qualifying the
indicator (EIff and Ziaja, 2018). Therefore, this study suggests that using the V-
dem index may improve future studies' credibility because it avoids most of
the other indexes' pitfalls. Re-examining the relationship between the political
variables and economic development through this dataset would allow
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interested researchers to draw more robust inferences about the interaction
between economic and political variables.

2.2.2.2. Method of Analysis

This section describes the statistical methods used to study the relationship
between political variables and economic development in the literature. Two
main methods are used to study the aforementioned relationship, namely
causality analysis and regression analysis.

Few studies in the literature have examined the relationship's causality while
the majority have used the regression analysis. Among the studies reviewed,
some studies investigating the causality between political variables and
economic development suggested that a higher economic development level
is associated with better political freedom. On the other hand, a group of
studies emphasized that economic development does not depend on political
freedom, but rather economic development is negatively affected by political
freedom. For instance, Dawson (2003) indicates that long-term impacts are
statistically significant and show that greater political/civil freedom is causing
better economic development. This finding supports Vega-Gordillo And
Alvarez-Arce 's (2003) findings who highlighted that the impact of political
freedoms on economic development is much less noticeable, resulting in
faster growth and economic freedom. On the other hand, Ken Farr and
Wolfenbarger (1998) pointed out that political freedom does not cause
economic well-being but the other way around. Finally, Gasiorowski (2000)
found that democracy in underdeveloped countries produces higher inflation
and slower economic development.

Put differently, out of the reviewed studies which used the regression analysis,
this study has found that some of them concluded that the relationship
between political variables and economic development is straightforward and
robust (see Feng, 2001; Anwar and Cooray, 2012; Guseh and Oritsejafor, 2007;
Mbaku and Kimenyi,i997; Chris and Ulubasoglu, 2004; Adam and
Filippaios,2007; Nalley and Barkley, 2005; Santhirasegaram and
Selvarathinam, 2007; Tavarez and Wacziarg, 2001). Another group of studies
reported that political variables are not related or, in the best case, there is a
weak or indirect correlation with the economic development (see Butkiewicz
and Yanikkaya, 2005; Bashir and Xu, 2014; Haan and Siermann,1996; Fazleen
et al., 2012; Bahmani et al., 2006; Stroup, 2007; Rodrik,2000; Lajili and Gilles,
2018; Przeworski, 2007).

Additionally, Dawson (2003) studied the causality for a methodological
reason. He considered that the studies that examined the political variables
and economic development regression used the variables' averages, making it
difficult to draw inferences from the correlation and causation. He argued that
averages make it more challenging to conclude causation since all the
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intermediate effects are summarized into a single explanatory variable.
Therefore, it becomes impossible to attend to the timing of different events
and their effect on growth. Also, Vega and Alvarez (2003) studied the nature
of causality of the relationship. They believe that the interaction between
political variables and economic development can form various cause-effect
chains. They suggest that it is essential to study the relationships' causality
because it is vital in designing development-oriented policies.

Moreover, Farr and Wolfenbarger (1998) pointed out that studying this
relation from the causality side is also essential. They think that limited
empirical evidence exists to support any possible interrelationship. They also
suggest that the causality study improves the decision-making in general on
two levels, the economic and political levels. Gasiorowski (2000), however,
supported the methodological reason for using causality methodology in
studying the relationship between political variables and economic
development. He considered that the causality is more rigorous in studying
this relationship and leads to more accurate conclusions.

To sum up, this study suggests that the causality study of the relationship
between political and economic variables is essential and needs further
investigation. The ambiguity in the relationship between economic
development and political variables suggests that it needs more investigation
to prioritize the decisions that should be making for development. Is there
should start by giving the people their political rights to reach development or
starting with economic development to reach political rights. Consequently,
causality analysis provides better support for the decision-making process,
which helps design policies to maintain economic stability and sustainability.
It is worthy to note that regression analysis is an analytical tool that provides
a better view of the current situation rather than improving the decision-
making process.

2.2.2.3. The model's Group of Countries

Gasiorowski (2000) highlighted one of the methodical issues in studying the
relationship between political variables and economic development. He
mentioned that most studies are based on samples that include both
developed and developing countries, which leads to misleading inferences.
This problem is originated from the fact that the political and economic
conditions may differ substantially between countries. Furthermore, he
suggested that extra care must be taken in selecting the group of countries.
This suggestion goes in line with Ken Farr et al.'s (1998) suggestions. They
divided the selected group of countries into two main categories. They made
the point that the risk of using pooled cross-sectional time-series data is that
cross-country differences may be so significant as to overwhelm any time-
series information available in the data. They also mentioned that the
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distinctive, and perhaps unique, characteristics among countries could result
in significant differences in the levels of economic freedom, political freedom,
and economic well-being. If this country-specific information is not controlled
for, it may bias the results and provide an inaccurate picture of any true
relationship among the studied variables.

Additionally, Tungsiper and Bigen (2014) mentioned that the results must be
measured according to the countries' group to account for the differences in
economic and political conditions between different countries. Brunetti (1997)
noted that most empirical studies report no relationship between democracy
and economic development, and only few studies, under individual
specifications, find significant positive or negative relationships. This suggests
that the exact result applies only to some chosen subset of countries and years.
This conclusion refers to the necessity of using a cross-sectional sample
containing homogeneous characteristics in terms of conditions and
specifications.

For instance, Chris and Ulubasoglu (2004) differentiated countries according
to the population size because they may have idiosyncratic factors in
determining real income. Further, they removed oil-producing countries from
the sample because they mainly rely on natural resources for production, and
a considerable portion of their GDPs do not represent value-added. This
methodology is in line with Barro (1999) where he considered that the oil
country dummy is significantly delusive because the high level of per capita
GDP associated with oil production does not have a positive linkage with the
other variables. As a result, reviewing the above studies suggests that a cross-
sectional sample that reflects the differences between each group of countries'
specifications should be used when studying the relationship between
political variables and economic development.

3. Conclusion

This paper reviewed several existing empirical and theoretical studies to
suggest an improved approach to study the relationship between political
variables and economic development. It assessed previous studies' selection
of variables and methodology to obtain robust results about the relationship
between the abovementioned variables. Then, it evaluated different
arguments on political variables and economic development relationship. It
also surveyed several empirical studies and reviewed various methodological
challenges to present suggestions for constructing valid models for empirical
research on this topic.

This study recommends that when empirically studying the relationship
between the political variables and economic development, democracy, as an
independent variable, should be decomposed into its determinants, i.e.
political rights and civil liberties. It also suggests that economic development,
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as a dependent variable, should include GDP per capita and the indexes of
quality of development, which are strongly related to economic development.
Quality of development indexes could be represented by the relative price of
an investment, primary school enrollment, the initial level of real GDP per
capita, life expectancy, human resources development index, inequality of
income distribution, and malaria prevalence. It is noteworthy that the quality
of development indexes could be used as a primary or a control variable.

Moreover, this study proposes using the V-dem dataset to improve future
studies' credibility because it avoids most of the pitfalls of the other datasets.
The re-examining of the relationship between political variables and economic
development through this dataset would allow interested researchers to draw
more robust inferences about the interaction between economic and political
variables. Furthermore, this research recommends that the causality study of
the relationship between political and economic variables is essential and
provides better support for the decision-making process, which aids in
designing policies to maintain economic stability and sustainability. It is
worthy to note that contrary to regression analysis, which is an analytical tool
that depicts the current situation rather than improving the decision-making
process, causality analysis studies the two-way relationship. Additionally, this
paper suggests that a cross-sectional sample that reflects the differences
between each group of countries' specifications should be used when studying
the relationship between political variables and economic development.

The recommendations proposed in this work are relatively simple and general.
A future work to extend this study's suggestions is to build a model to study
the relationship mentioned above to enhance the inferences.

Ghana is brandished as one of the most politically stable democracies in Africa. The country
has conducted eight successful elections without any upheaval. There have been various
policies and strategies to combat corruption since the country assumed its democratic
status. Corruption has been one of the significant developmental challenges to democratic
stability and legitimacy, social and economic development of the country. Undoubtedly,
somewhat attempt to understand completely the development problems facing democracy
especially in emerging countries (including Ghana), must confront squarely with wanton
corruption problems. Efforts to tweak the budding contagion by successive administration
have become moribund. With hindsight, practically and with no exception, political heads
who have assumed office and claiming as surgeons have left the office as patients. What are
the dynamics triggering unbridled political corruption and why becoming pervasive and
intractable? The article grills political corruption in Ghana in the context of Soft State
theory, Clientelism, Prebendalism, and Patrimonialism. The paper contends that these
theories are not only credible for understanding the predicaments of African countries
however it also provides relevant justifications for the ravaging and unbridled political
corruption, particularly in Ghana. The paper clinches that to address the problem of political
corruption in Ghana concrete actions which is probably one of the ways to go is to strengthen
legislation -working according to the stipulations of the constitution with regards to
avoiding conflicting legislation, and stopping the appointment of cronies to head business
institutions and this will go a long way to reduce corrupt tendencies.

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1. Introduction

Somewhat any analysis or experiment to completely understand the growth
and development problems bedevilling emerging democracies (including
Ghana), must confront squarely with wanton corruption problems and
inexplicable economic management. It does not suggest that political
corruption is peculiar to only third world countries. Undoubtedly, it could be
argued that corruption syndromes are not limited to specific societies or
cultures but it is a global phenomenon. On the other hand, the severity and
its calamitous damage are different from one region to the other. Certainly,
the devastating impact is more severe in the emerging democracies whose
political institutions are flimsy, weak economic systems as well as inadequate
control mechanisms.

Ghana is brandished as one of the most politically stable democracies in Africa
(ACBR, 2018). But today sixty-three years after independence and twenty-
seven years since the transition to multiparty democracy corruption remains
one of the significant developmental challenges. The socio-economic
developments of the country have been hampered by pandemic political
corruption and hence becoming a mockery in the political arena. The
manifestations of the contagion are apparent as many people including Civil
Society Organizations (CSOs) for example, Afro-Barometer, Imani-Ghana,
donor partners’ state officials, and foreign diplomats among others have
expressed their deep worry. For a country flaunted as the beacon of democracy
in West Africa, the pervasiveness of corruption poses greater challenges.
Undoubtedly, corruption is seen as the bane to Ghana’s democratic stability
and survival since the country assumed its democratic rebirth in 1992. The
Corruption news is stunning no longer in the country. The consistent rating
of Ghana among the corrupt nations in the global corruption perception index
vindicates Transparency International. For instance, in 2018 Ghana was rated
eighty (80) out of the one hundred and eighty (180) countries. Again the 2019
corruption perception index by Transparency International, a global anti-
corruption watchdog released in 2020 placed Ghana eighty-one (81) out of the
hundred and eighty(180) countries. Accordingly, the Afrobarometer survey
(2019) indicates that corruption permeates all the sectors of the economy and
significantly, the Courts and the Police are seen as the utmost corrupt
institutions in the country. There have been a significant number of political
institutions meant to fight corruption, notably the establishment of the
Commission for Human Rights and Administrative Justice (CHRAJ), Serious
Fraud Office (SFO), Economic and Organised Crime Office (EOCQO), among
others. As an addition to the already existing political institution to fighting
corruption, the current government has established, in 2017, the Office of the
Independent Special Prosecutor - a prosecutor whose major function is to
investigate government appointees who have been accused of corruption. This
institution is yet to give optimism to the Ghanaian citizens. Accordingly, one
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would have expected that the numerous established political institutions
should have contributed immensely to the fight against political corruption in
Ghana. Yet, political corruption keeps on soaring under democratic Ghana. At
this point, the argument is that development cannot encompass any political
milieu where corruption is palpable and entrenched. The neurotic
repercussions of corruption in any democratic milieu include lack of
recognition of governmental legitimacy, democratic instability, and electoral
fraud, rapacious poverty, deterioration of infrastructure, contract killing,
insecurity, and general developmental problems. In Ghana, those who claim
to be right surgeons have regrettably become patients in previous and current
revelations. The question enduring now is how can the endemic political
corruption be expounded in Ghana? What factors triggering endemic political
corruption in Ghana? And why has are all efforts encapsulated to pinch the
problem failing? The objective of the paper is to discuss some of the major
theoretical explanations for the pervasive political corruption in Ghana.

2. Defining Corruption

Corruption is subject to different interpretations and meanings. In other
words, it is a multifaceted concept. Indeed there is no general or acceptable
delimitation constituting corrupt behaviour (Gyimah-Boadi, 2002; Ayee 2016).
The definition of corruption however is premised on abuse of public power or
position for private gains. Corruption is defined by the Oxford Unabridged
Dictionary as a distortion or destruction of integrity in the discharge of public
duties by bribery or favour. The Webster Collegiate Dictionary (2006) also
explains corruption as an enticement to wrong by improper or unlawful means
(as bribery). Accordingly, a laconic delineation used by the World Bank is the
abuse of public office for private gain. This definition is analogous to the one
used by Transparency International, a foremost Non-Governmental
Organisation in the global anti-corruption to encompasses the behaviour in
which public officials whether politicians or civil servants improperly and
unlawfully enrich themselves or people close to them, by abusing the power
entrusted to them. Morris (1991), defined political corruption as the unlawful
use of public power for one’s private interest. Kaufmann (2005) expounded the
corruption concept to encapsulates “legal corruption” where power is misused
within the purviews of the law for the reason being that those often in
authority can make laws to suit their whims and caprices or for their
protection. The Ghana National Anti-Corruption Action Plan (NACAP) also
share similar perspectives on the topic of corruption and defined it as the
misuse of the power entrusted for personal gains. It further expounded the
definition to include bribery, embezzlement, misappropriation, trading in
influence, abuse of office, abuse of power, unlawful enrichment, laundering of
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proceeds of crime, concealment, justice obstruction, patronage, nepotism, and
conflict of interests (Republic of Ghana, 2011).

However, Peters (1978), for diagnostic and clarity purposes identified and
delineate political corruption into three approaches (dimensions). These
delineations are engrained in legal principles, public interest, and public
opinion. From a legal standpoint, political corruption connotes any behaviour
that violates the acceptable or laid-down rules enforced by the political system
to regulate the conduct and behaviour of people holding public office. Nye
(1967:419) furthermore, defined political corruption to encapsulate any
behavioural action that diverges any acceptable and recognised obligations of
a public role due to private concerning (own, family member, individual elite
group) monetary or status advantages; breaches norms contrary to the
exercise of certain types of personal responsibility vis-a-vis influence. This
analytical point of view has not escaped vehement denigrations. Jackson et al
(1994) have therefore discoursed that illegality may not constitute corruption.
They further underscored that; even worse, expending the law as the basis of
measuring corruption presupposed the affirmation that everything that is not
legal is permissible. The legality underpinning political corruption is
simultaneously too constricted as well as too comprehensive, excluding too
much (the immoral but lawful) and including too much (the unlawful but not
immoral). Peters and Welch (1978) vehemently criticise and argue that in
many cultural societies the laid-down rules lack legitimacy and reliable
denotation, which legalisms demonstrate little about the social significance of
behaviour, and public opinion or cultural standards are the ultimate for
mounting concrete delineations of corruption.

In the purview of the second perspective, when public opinion perceives that
there is corruption then one can say that a political system is corrupt. This
analytical viewpoint is additionally fraught with certain defects because one
must be able to establish the frontier between elite opinion and public
opinion. In many societies, what is considered to be public opinion is
oftentimes taken to be the opinion expressed by political elites groups.
Therefore, since the opinion of the public defines the outcome of the law and
what dictates the interest of the public, it is justified to be the ultimate test for
corruption (Jackson et-al 1994). This is a laudable idea for the reason being
that corruption like “obscenity is more strongly eschewed than defined or
delineated” (Robert 1987).

Rogow and Lasswell (1963) also provided another idiosyncratic insight into
corruption. For them, corruption means the abuse of the public interest. This
delineation moreover is fraught with vagueness, the reason being that the
interest of the public like public opinion is difficult to define. Some critics
contend that “although in agreement that the interest of the public plays a
pivotal function in cognisance of any political establishments, it is therefore
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not the sharpest mechanism for identifying wrongdoings that constitutes
corrupt act”. Brinkerhoff (2000), in a wider viewpoint, sees corruption as
“integrating an extensive multiplicity of unlawful, illegitimate, crooked,
and/or dishonest deeds and behaviours”. Corruption then from this
perspective can importantly be viewed as an ethical/moral, political, as well as
legal problem.

Gyekye (1997) defined political corruption as moral contamination which is a
result of manifestation and the influences of African customs and beliefs on
modern activities. In contrast to the justifications proffered by other scholars
expounding the political, economic, and legal consequences of corruption
(neglecting the moral consequences), he argues that political corruption is
essentially a moral predicament that needs serious cognizance and resolution.
In his view, a “commitmental moral revolution” requiring attitudinal and
behavioural change and responses of members of the community to their
societal beliefs, arrangements, and norms are paramount for combating
corruption.

In this background, corruption can be viewed as a multidimensional concept
encompassing social-economic, political, legal, and moral denotations. It is
multifarious ~having many various kinds and measurements. Corruption in
this paper is therefore considered to be an abuse or wrongful use of power and
influence, intentionally and wilfully for selfish, individual puffery or small
group gain. Fundamentally, corruption entails the abuse of public
responsibilities or funds, as well as the use of proscribed practices of power
politics and influence by private groups. Like this, corruption is inseparably
knotted (though unrestricted) to the political activity of governments, in
particular, if Harold Lasswell from traditional purview defined politics as “who
gets what, when, and how” and possibly in which manner.

The struggle for political power in the Ghanaian society has taken a
demoralising height allowing all categories of corrupt tendencies. Every single
political activity is connected to who gets what, when, and how. Therefore the
idea of participating in the political environment has allowed the various
political groups that constitute Ghanaian society breeding ground for looters
(thieves) and political groups who are fanatical with pilfering the state’s
revenue. In Ghana, the easiest way to get wealth is politics. Many politicians
have been indicted for corruption and misappropriation of funds. For
example, a former deputy minister was caught in a conversation that she came
to make money through politics. This position cannot, therefore, be
established without an appropriate understanding of the theoretical
discourses and nexus between the nature and character of the state of and
political corruption in Ghana.
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3. Theoretical Explanation of Political Corruption in Ghana

Any corruption analysis in Africa should be the focus of the central authority
of the state. Undeniably, there is no issue confronting the Africa continent
without emphasising the role of the state. This assertion is true because not
only that the state leads, however it epitomises African society. For example,
one may see endemic corruption in one country and conclude that entire
Africa is corrupt. Fundamentally, it should be noted that Ghana as a nation
just like most African countries, and emerging democracies is a colonial
establishment. Accordingly, unsurprisingly that the problem of political
corruption has been associated with the debauchery of colonialism by many
scholars (African political theorists and pundits). Many theories have helped
to comprehend the quandaries of Africa, especially the colossal pervasiveness
of corruption. Among the theories include soft state theory popularised by
Gunnar Myrdal, and Prebendalism theorised by Richard Joseph. Other
theorists have branded Africa continent as rentier states, Patrimonial, and
Neo-patrimonial states. The theories are not only credible for understanding
the predicaments of African countries however it also provides relevant
justifications for the ravaging and unbridled corruption in African countries.

For example, the Soft state thesis postulated by Myrdal is appropriate in the
Ghanaian context. The soft state thesis was used by Myrdal to expound on the
social indiscipline that has engulfed some countries in Asia. The theory can be
explained as the one in which codified laws promulgated by the legislative
body which are copiously applied but in a soft approach instead of robustly
and consistently. In such situations private individuals can have an advantage,
businessmen can bribe tax officials and also favour the superiors (Goldthorpe,
1975). For a better understanding of the theory, Myrdal (1970) therefore
explained soft state as a type of social indiscipline which emanates as a result
of a legislative deficiency, law observance and enforcement in particular, and
inexorable non-compliance of state officials, and, often, their collaboration
with the big men and their apparatchiks whose conduct they should have
regulated. Within the theory of soft states belongs as well as corruption
penchants (p. 208).

The paradox of countries that were colonised and its dilemma particularly
relates to soft state theory with its corruption problems. Consequently, the
post-colonial state be it democratic or undemocratic is saddled with the
inability to enforce social discipline or institute reforms. It is, therefore, a
situation where the legal system and its paraphernalia become moribund or at
best unsuccessful. Even when outlining programmes and policies, the
bureaucratic authorities (that is the politico-bureaucratic elite) are apathetic
to make the people responsible, particularly in matters of corruption (Myrdal
1968: 101). Corruption in Ghana is therefore linked to the soft state argument
that has existed after colonial rule. This has culminated in the development of
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an attitude of disobedience to any authority after independence. In 1960
decision was made by the parliament of Ghana to criminalise corruption. For
example, section 239 of the Criminal Offences Act (Act 29) of 1960, prohibits
corruption. However, according to (Le Vine, 1975: 48) weak legislative systems
and law enforcement were factors that contributed to corruption in the
country. Thus one of the justifications for the overthrow of Dr. Kwame
Nkrumah in 1966 and Prof. Kofi Abrefa Busia in 1969 was on the ground of
combating corruption. Briefly, the incessant military interventions of both
constitutional and unconstitutional governments in Ghana are due to
penchants of corruption (Republic of Ghana, 20m1).

Probably few scholars will disagree with Joseph’s relating to the corruption
issue in Ghana’s Fourth Republic to the prebendalisation of state power. The
political competition over resource allocation sometimes referred to as ‘the
national cake’” mostly has its calamitous repercussions as state offices are
transformed into prebends. Prebendalism theory holds the view that public
officials are considered as prebends that can be usurped by political elites who
use their position to accumulate wealth for themselves and their clients, co-
religionists, and members of their ethnic groups. Although clientelism and
Prebendalism might be collectively buttressing, however, they have distinct
connotations. Clientelism delineates individual nature and relationship
groups that are within the wider societal and political milieu, on the other
hand, Prebendalism is fundamentally a competition function and the
arrogation of political offices within the state. Thus, clientelism helps to
fathom the apparatus by which the political apparatchiks legitimizes the
skewed distribution of the country’s wealth among social groups and
augments the position of the big men or the elites (Seteolu 2005: 36). The
culture of politics in Ghana is therefore knotted on clientelism and
Prebendalism that further encapsulates our understanding with regards to the
pervasiveness of political corruption. The ultimate purpose of the pursuit of
political affairs is envisioned to usurp the political environment and wealth
amongst some segments within the political elites groups (Seteolu 2005:36).

Moreover, Ghana as a state is characterised by patrimonialism and neo-
patrimonialism (Yankah, 2008; Brobbey, 2016). Patrimonialism is a form of
governance or governmental system whereby the powers of the state directly
emanates from the top hierarchy of the political leadership. In this case, there
exists no difference between the public and private purviews. The essence of
Patrimonialism conceives the notion that the whole governmental powers,
authority, and the socio-economic rights which correspond to it, tend to be
treated and clandestinely arrogated for pecuniary gains (Medard, 1996).
Within this context of the study, the political social class or elite behaviour is
concomitant to the traditional value system of Africa. Traditional Africa in
nature is conceived as a patriarchal form where the control of political power
is tailored, and the direction of governance and leadership is perpetual within
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the framework of an oligarchical self-recruited manner (Seteolu, 2005). These
mutually assimilated standards are simulated in the political milieu where
competing alliances amass wealth to balance side disbursements necessary to
maintain or broaden followership within the framework of political power
distribution. The ferocious tussle in the political domain is connected to
skirmishes depicting the succession of leadership in the traditional political
systems and the magnetism of politics where political activity guarantees the
opportunity to clucth material wealth and economic dominance (Seteolu,
2005).

The political leadership class, therefore, uses social identity, for example, an
ethnic group for particularistic intention. Thus, the ethnic group persona
eventually becomes a marshalling tool for political power, consolidate
hegemony as well as economic dominance (Dudley, 1973; Osaghae, 1995).
Accordingly, it is surmountable that power can be used for individual or class
braggadocios. Corruption inherently appears to be an integral component of
the political culture in patrimonial societies. Therefore, corruption in Ghana
is mainly fostered and motivated by the patrimonial behaviour where family
associates and social exchange reflects in stratums of nepotism, cronyism, and
favouritism. The net upshot of it is the creation of a situation characterised by
a lack of commitment to change the status quo or to deal with the underlying
causes of political corruption in Ghana.

Neopatrimonialism, a concept connected to Prebendalism as well as a novel
system of patrimonialism is expounded to mean the failure of African states.
It is used basically to designate a system whereby the resources of the state are
used by patrons to shelter the loyalty of party supporters or clients of the
citizenry. It is an indication of an informal patron-client rapport from state
bureaucratic structure down to individuals in the districts, grassroots, or small
communities. Due to this kind of patron-client relationship politics, Ghana
has often been listed on Transparency International (TI) corruption
perception index as a corrupt country. With such politicisation of primeval
rivalries, the political elite and unscrupulous officeholders found a safe refuge
to misappropriate and squander the resources of the state. Therefore, the
problem of corruption is inextricably knotted to the citizenship identity
problem and it is rooted in history (Werlin, 1972). Consequently, one of the
destructive effects of identity politics is that it has the propensity to render the
state soft. Legislations are discriminatorily reinforced and anti-corruption
legislations are not exempted. Accordingly, the character of a soft state is that
it’s habitually or characteristically tolerant of corruption and corrupt acts.

In a nutshell, corruption in Ghana cannot only be associated through the
dimensions of soft state, prebendalism, clientelism, Patrimonialism, and
Neopatrimonialism. Nevertheless, the argument is that burglary and reckless
extravagance in the public sector have further impoverished primordial
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society instead of fattening it. The misappropriated resources or wealth flows
amongst the bureaucrats and the elite groups regardless of their district,
religion, and tribal affiliates. The outcome of this is ludicrous and detrimental.

4. Other Dynamics Factors Explaining Political Corruption in Ghana

Corruption is hydra-headed and multifarious, so there are several dimensions.
According to Klitgaard (1991), some scholars and authors in ancient times have
ascribed political corruption to greediness. For example, Ibn Khaldun, an
Islamic scholar who lived during the 14th century attributed it to the desire for
a flamboyant lifestyle within the ruling group. A survey by Afrobarometer in
2017 indicates that greed for money is one of the factors explaining endemic
corruption in Ghana. Others have also attributed corruption to some
individual values and beliefs (whether autocratic, personalistic, giving of gifts)
or peoples (Yankah, 2008). Others, still have demonstrated that corruption
becomes pervasive when there is a breakdown of societal norms, and in the
course of booms and busts. There is also blame on both the excesses of
capitalism and competition and on too little; on colonialism and the removal
of the colonial powers; on traditional regimes as well as the disintegration of
traditional institutions have further ignited corruption.

Several dynamics nurture political corruption in Ghana. They include
nepotism and cronyism where material wealth and power become
substitutable and the differentiation between the business world and the
political spheres is less clear. Some political office holders treat public
resources as their personal property and distribute them to their families and
cronies at will. Many public officers, after performing a public duty expect
expressions of gratitude in material form from the persons on whose behalf
they are appointed and paid to serve. The service recipient who fails to say
“thank you” with a gift in cash or kind at the time of service, or who fails to
give a hamper at Christmas, may in future receive poor quality service or suffer
delay, a rebuke, or outright denial of the service. Corruption is ubiquitous with
a minimal system of accountability and transparency, poor salaries for public
workers, and the remuneration and incentives package for different groups of
workers or professionals are unbalanced and unfair. There is also an
administrative form of corruption that takes the form of sexual harassment or
the extortion of sexual favours and services-sex is exchanged for jobs, good
grades in examinations, or other desirables (Republic of Ghana, 2011, p.34).
Corruption in Ghana has long been fortified by absolute impunity, non-
enforcement of laws, and selective enforcement of laws and regulations
against particular persons and groups. The failure to punish corruption and
economic crimes has also expedited corrupt behaviour in Ghana.
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5. Cases of Political Corruption in Ghana

Conspicuously when mentioning corruption and politics in Ghana incidents,
surprisingly the executive level, have had the chunk of it. Removals or
politically enthused firings have been obvious in the past and present,
particularly relating prospective competitors for the presidency. There is
widespread impunity often enjoyed by the incumbent and their loyalists
(Bertelsmann Stiftung, 2018). Political corruption remains a fundamental
impediment, notwithstanding the legitimate and institutional structures
design to combat it, in addition to the role of the media and anti-corruption
initiatives of the government (Freedom House, 2018). The political corruption
game saw many regimes overthrown in Ghana. For example, President Kwame
Nkrumah administration in 1966, Gen. Ankrah regime in 1969, Dr. Kofi
Busia/President Edward Akuffo-Addo administration in 1972. Gen. Kutu
Acheampong regime in 1978. Gen. Akuffo and Dr. Hilla Liman regimes in 1979
and 1981 respectively. Gen. Acheampong was killed for having just US$300 in
his foreign accounts (Akosah-Sarpong, 2008; Republic of Ghana, 20m).

There have been several allegations of corruption of former presidents since
the country gained its democratic rebirth in 19992. Former for example
President J] Rawlings is alleged to have abused his office. It is alleged that a
gargantuan amount of US$7 million cash got missing from a total of US$10
million that was meant to refurbish the Tema Food Processing Factory. It is
also alleged that most of the state-own companies that he sold were not
transparent. For example, the former president’s wife, Nana Konadu
Agyemang Rawlings bought Nsawam Cannery Company- a state-own
company. This is a clear case of the politics of Prebendalism and
Patrimonialism where resources of the state are shared among the political
elite groups. (Akosah-Sarpong, 2008). Other appointees of former President JJ
Rawlings government were jailed for causing financial loss to the state. The
former head of Ghana National Oil Company, Tsatsu Tsikata, was jailed for
financial crimes. He was jailed for willfully causing a financial loss of GHe¢
230,000 (about US$40,000) (GNA, 2008; GBN, 2009). Dan Abodakpi, a former
Minister of Trade and Industry was found guilty and jailed for ten years for
wilfully causing a financial loss of $400,000 to the State (Myjoyonline, 2007).
Ibrahim Adam, a former minister of Food and Agriculture, George Sipa-Adjah
Yankey former director of the legal sector, Private and Financial Institutions
division of the Ministry of Finance, Kwame Peprah, former Finance minister -
all politicians under the NDC administration were jailed for political
corruption. These public officials were accused of causing financial loss to the
state for giving over US$22 million sovereign government guarantee loans
(BBC News, 2003; Benson, 2003).

Again, political corruption under former president John Agyekum Kufour
cannot be ignored. Kufour was also alleged to have abused his official power.
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President Kufour while in office supervised his son, John Addo Kufuor to buy
a hotel at the cost of US$3.5 million (Apaack, 2009). The hotel was funded by
Prudential Bank, a Bank part-owned by SSNIT, a state-owned enterprise, and
by the National Investment Bank (NIB), another state-owned bank, and by the
ECOWAS Regional Investment Bank (ERIB), which advanced US$1 million to
the Hotel. At that time, President Kufuor was the Chairman of ECOWAS and
Mr. J. S. Addo, Chairman of the Board of Directors of Prudential Bank, was
President Kufuor's representative on the ERIB and the Chairman of the Board
of Directors of ERIB. A clear conflict of interest, prebends, and patrimonialism
yet, the President was found to be clean (Daily Graphic, 2006; Apaack, 2009).
Many appointees of his government also abused their powers. For example,
the Commission on Human Rights and Administrative Justice (CHRAJ)
recommended the former President Kufuor to relieve Dr. Richard Winfred
Anane, Minister of Transportation of his post following findings of abuse of
power and conflict of interest made against him by the Commission during an
18-month investigation. Hitherto President Kufuor saw nothing wrong with
Dr. Anane and went on to again nominate him as Minister for Transportation
(Apaack, 2009). A popular cocaine trade scandal was more disturbing in his
government. For instance significant amounts of cocaine worth 77 parcels
vanished from police surveillance, and a member of his government and
parliamentarian, Eric Amoateng went to jail in the US for heroin trafficking
(BBC News, 2005; Apaack, 2009). According to the CJA, eight ministries under
Kufuor’s administration misappropriated GH¢ 440,814,014,679 (that is about
US$77,000) which belongs to the state in 2005 as a direct result of a
combination of factors including corruption, maladministration, ineptitude,
and sheer laxity (Apaack, 2009).

Moreover, the erstwhile administration led by late President Mills and
Mahama-Amissah-Arthur faced some important and intolerably publicised
corruption cases during the presidency which dented its public image and
culminated in its defeat in the 2016 elections. Worsened by the fundamentals
of economic glitches during the three last years, political corruption appears
to be escalating and Ghanaian perception of how to deal with the cases have
become steadily undesirable and remains a political football. Accordingly,
these purported political corruption outrages have enfeebled the acceptability
and legitimacy of the independent democratic establishments amid the wider
populace (Bertelsmann Stiftung 2018). In the 2016 electioneering campaign, a
video was extensively circulated showing ex-president (Mahama) supposedly
“buying votes” by doling money to market women (Cheeseman, Lynch and
Willis 2016). On the other hand, the troubling aspects of it were the results
published in 2015 by Washington Post, a project relating to the impact of
elections in Africa, 43-% of the Ghanaians responded that votes buying were
either “not wrong at all” or was “wrong but should not be punished”. Likewise,
76% of the Ghanaians were of the view that when politicians direct
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development projects towards their constituencies or areas they support
them, they should not be castigated (Cheeseman, Lynch and Willis 2016). Vote
buying is a prevalent manifestation and with many discoursing that political
activists from the various political parties, in many years during electioneering
campaigns have habitually given sums of money (Cheeseman, Lynch and
Willis 2016). Again in September 2016 barely three months to the election, the
Commission on Human Rights and Administrative Justice (CHRAJ) dismissed
and cleared bribery allegations levelled against the former president Mahama
over a Ford Expedition vehicle the president received from a Burkina Faso
construction firm bidding on a lucrative government contract in Ghana.
However, the construction firm subsequently was awarded the contract to
construct a road. The corruption allegations were denied, the president
claimed that the Ford Expedition car was given as a gift but later added to the
Presidential Pool as state property. Even though the CHRAJ dismissed and
cleared the president of corruption, it found him guilty of flouting state laws
(Business Day, 2016; GAN Integrity, 2018).

In 2017, later, one of the political establishments of the state; the National
Youth Employment Agency publicised payroll fraud of approximately GHc 50
million (US$11.1 million) discovered by the internal audit of the agency. Yet,
as the year passes by, there was no evidence of the government holding anyone
accountable for the payroll fraud. In February 2018 Member of Parliament
Abuga Pele was convicted and charged with a six-year jail term for wilfully
causing a loss of GH¢4.1 million ( that is about $714, 000) to the state of Ghana.
Likewise, the Electoral Commission (EC) of Ghana, in 2017 was intertwined in
a corruption outrage, as some high-ranking members of the commission
castigated each other of fraud and maladministration, including awarding
illegal contracts, embezzlement of funds, and perceived political favouritism
(Freedom House, 2018; Koswe 2018). After a thorough investigation
conducted by the Economic and Organised Crime Office probing contentious
allegations that some high-ranking members of the EC had embezzled state
funds between 2012 and 2013, the chairperson, Charlotte Osei, and her other
two deputies were removed by the president in 2018 charged with corruption
and incompetence (Koswe, 2018).

Furthermore, there have been corruption allegations in the past involving
office holders of the state (government appointee) for instance, In June 2009,
a Member of Parliament and Minister of Youth and Sports Mubarak Muntaka
was ordered to step down by the late President Professor Evan-Atta Mills
following investigations into dozens of allegations levelled against him
including financial negligence and abuse of power. The latter was asked by the
Commission on Human Rights to refund the embezzled funds however,
indications are that more ‘can of worms’ could be opened again on this matter
(Kojo, 2017). In November 2013, a former deputy communication minister,
Victoria Hammah was relieved of her position after she was recorded allegedly
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saying that until she made $imillion (USD) she would not leave politics. Since
then she has not commented on the tape or her sacking (BBC News, 2013; Kojo,
2017). There was also a bus branding scandal in which former Minister for
Transport Dzifa Attivor spent a whopping sum of GH¢3.6 million on re-
branding 116 buses. The matter angered many Ghanaians questioning how that
outrageous expenditure could be approved under the watch of the President.
Before the investigation could carry out she has already resigned after some
seven Ghanaian citizens instituted a court action against the government over
the controversial contract. Today details of the investigative report have not
been made public yet (Kojo, 2017). In September 2019 the acting Board
chairperson of Ghana Revenue Authority (GRA) Adelaide Ahwireng was
entangled in a conflict of interest scandal involving the rental of two of her
commercial properties to the GRA. It is alleged that the two buildings were
rented out at an annual charge of GHC 1.4 million, an amount sources say is
exorbitant, particularly considering the location of the properties ( Daily
Guide, 2019).

Presently, the former Boss of the Ghana Cocoa Board (a government-
controlled institution) Dr. Stephen Opuni is charged with 277 counts of causing
financial loss to the state (Tornyi, 2018). The former COCOBOD CEO is
alleged to have been wilfully causing financial loss to the state to the tune of
GHgz2.1billion (about US$364,000) in three separate contracts for the supply of
fertilizers from Germany (GII, 2017). The charges levelled against include;
money laundering, violation of procurement laws, and defrauding by false
pretences. It has been established that he may face 25 years ofjail term if found
guilty.

6. The Magnitude of Corruption in Ghana

In Ghana, corruption is one of the significant developmental challenges and
permeates all the sectors of the economy. Corruption is undeniably seen as
the foremost justification for ostensibly insurmountable problems such as
poverty, ailments, hunger, and overall critical development disaster in Africa.
It has moreover “extremely obstructed development and the efficient
utilisation of resources in the region” (Egbue 2007). According to the US
Department of State (2017), women and children are frequently abused in
Ghana not forgetting clitoridectomy and human trading. This is because there
is a lack of accountability in the political systems. In 2012, Ghana was ranked
64th and scored 45 in the corruption table. It again in 2013 ranked 63rd out of
177 countries. Similarly, the 2017 Transparency International Corruption
Perception Index ranked Ghana 81 out of 180 countries (Transparency
International, 2018). In the 2018 Transparency International Corruption
Perception Index out of 180 countries, Ghana was ranked 78th (Transparency
International, 2019). The latest survey indicates that Ghana has fallen and
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ranked 8o out of 180 countries (Transparency International, 2020). Reports
have claimed that Ghana was losing US$4.5 billion every year from (Nominal
GDP) growth due to corruption and economic mismanagement under the
National Democratic Congress (NDC) government of Ghana led by the former
president, John Dramani Mahama. It is also on record that Ghana lost an
additional USs$2.5 billion from nominal gross domestic product (Nominal
GDP) growth from January 2013 to October 2013 through economic
malfeasance. Moreover, Ghana is an entry point for trading and transhipment
of illicit drugs, essentially cocaine from South America, and heroin from
Afghanistan and Pakistan (US Department of State, 2017). Ghana currently
loses more than $3 billion (USD) annually to corruption (OCCRP, 2019). The
police and the judiciary are seen as the most corrupt institution in Ghana. The
current administration is bent to fight corruption by some government
members, and a fellow politician of an opposition party, after ordering
investigations into scandals. Nevertheless, these actions are not sufficient to
fight corruption. There has been little determination within the political
leadership to punish corruption at the various levels of government and
excessively cosmetic shrugs such as creating powerless anti-corruption
institutions. There is evidence that before corruption can be deal with
effectively it has to be supported by strong political will on the part of the
ruling leadership willing to make reforms that are technically and politically
practicable and adopt credible sanctions, and allocation of resources,
including expertise, to a campaign (Smith, 2007).

Table 1 indicates the corruption ranking in Ghana by Transparency
International. From the table, in 2010, Ghana scored 4.1 and 3.1 in 2011 out of a
score of ten (10) and ranked 68 and 69 positions. Similarly, Ghana scored 45
in 2012 and 46 in 2013 out of the possible of 100 and ranked 45 and 46
respectively. Moreover, in 2014 Ghana scored 48 and ranked 61 in the world.
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In 2015, Ghana scored 47 and in 2016, came down to 43. Again Ghana scored
41 out of the possible score of 100 in 2018 and maintained the score again in
2019. This indication shows the prevalence of corruption in the country. This
also divulges the continued failure on the part of the political leaders and
bureaucrats to significantly control corruption thereby contributing to a crisis
in democracy. The data shows that despite some progress Ghana is failing to

make serious progress against corruption.

Table 2 shows the Worldwide Governance Indicators (WGI) by the World
Bank and accord the following scores in percentile rank to Ghana. The
percentile rank indicates Ghana’s rank among all countries covered by the
aggregate indicator, with o correspondings to the lowest rank, and 100 to the
highest rank (World Bank, 2016 cited in Rahman, 2018).

Besides the data obtained in 2016 and 2017, Ghana’s percentile rank has
witnessed the ensuing tendency in relation to the WGI control of corruption
indicator: 1. 2008-55.3, 2. 2010-57.6, 3. 2012-55.0, 4. 2014-52.4 (Rahman, 2018).

7. Anti-Corruption Institutions and Problems

From 1957 to date numerous actions and policies have been adopted to
eradicate political corruption. They include the institutional approach,
constitutional or legal approach, the use of propaganda, and the public
education approach. There have been several anti-corruption institutions
since the country gained its democratic rebirth in 1992. Like most
Government departments, however, they are faced with financial constraints
and are also understaffed (Bertelsmann Stiftung 2018). Among some
institutional framework assigned to combat corruption are as follows:
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1. Commission on Human Rights and Administrative Justice (CHRA]J)

The Commission on Human Rights and Administrative Justice (CHRA]J) is one
of the foremost anti-corruption establishments in Ghana. The institution
under one umbrella consolidates the work of the ombudsman, human rights
commission, and an anti-corruption agency (Kukutschka, 2014; ACA 2018).
The powers of the commission are enshrined in Articles 216, 217, and 218 of the
1992 constitution. The powers of the commission are to investigate as well as
works to combat corruption (ACA, 2018). However, the problem of the
commission is that it does not have the power to take legal action, nor does it
have financial independence (ACA, 2018). The CHRA]J is under the influence
of the executive since the president appoints commissioners on the advice of
the Council of State (Global Integrity, 2011; ACA 2018). The Website of the
CHRA]J usually keep informed activities of corruption-related issues and also
offers research publications on the topic. The commission makes available a
nexus on how to channel complaints, for example, three forms of complaints-
normal, whistle-blower, and discrimination reporting, to the public (CHRAJ,
2018). Moreover, the ombudsman cannot initiate its investigation as ruled by
the Supreme Court. A complaint must be made by someone otherwise the
commission cannot begin with any investigation (Global Integrity, 2011). Also,
it is important to note that, though the commission synchronizes and
supervises the National Anti-Corruption Action Plan (NACAP), the
implementation agency role is done by the presidency (Boateng, 2018).

2.Economic and Organised Crime Office

The EOCO started operation right after its establishment in 2010 as a
specialised agency purposely for crime monitoring and prevention, detection,
and investigation. Based on the mandate of the Attorney-General the agency
has the power to prosecute offences as well recovering proceeds of crime and
provide for interrelated issues (Bertelsmann Stiftung, 2018; Office of the
Attorney-General and Ministry of Justice, 2018). Primarily, the bureau function
to investigate and prosecutes wrongdoings that seriously implicate woefully
monetary loss to the country or any state entity or establishment where the
financial interest of the state is concerned. Besides, the commission is
authorized to recuperate the proceeds of wrongdoing. The office specifically
has some target areas such as money laundering, human trafficking,
prohibited cyber activity, tax fraud, and other serious offences (EOCO, 2018;
Office of the Attorney-General and Ministry of Justice 2018). Like the CHRA]J,
EOCO is bedevilled by a myriad of challenges in discharging its functions,
including executive interference. This palpable interference is as a result of the
fact the executive appoints the director and board members of the OECO and
then gives a report to the attorney-general (Kukutschka, 2014).
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3.Office of the Special Prosecutor

The Office of the Special Prosecutor (OSP) was approved by the parliamentary
act in 2017. The OSP is therefore charged with the responsibility to investigate
and prosecute allegations of some sorts of corruption and other criminal
offence. The office also has the power to prosecute those involved in suspected
infractions of the Public Procumbent Act as well as cases implicating
officeholders and especially political figures (Osei-Amoako, 2018). There is
great optimism in the OSP by the ordinary Ghanaians since it is the first time
in the history of our democratic dispensation that a position is created
exclusively to investigate and prosecute public officials specifically
government appointees (Okello, 2018). But fundamentally the office was
established to fulfill an electioneering campaign promise of combating
corruption by the President when he assumed office in 2017 (Okello, 2018). On
the other hand, some scholars and Civil Society Organisations suggests that
the establishment of the office may undermine the already existing
institutions and actions currently in place to tackle corruption - including
CHRAJ and NACAP. Others also posit that “NACAP” will be successful when
state authorities champion and lead the process, at the same time as they
championed the OSP (Boateng, 2018).

Notwithstanding the measures outlined above the country has consistently
occupied one of the world’s corrupt countries. The tenacity of the problem
shows a symptom that the laid down rules and institutional approaches, and
the socio-economic reforms are proven to be inadequate therapy. This
necessitates some more elucidations apart from the hypothetical explanations
that have been prior offered. Tackling political corruption is not a one-shot
effort, however challenging lasting responsibility, demanding advanced
commitment, and policy continuity (Brinkerhoff, 200:240). Politics in Ghana
have provided the easiest way of getting affluence and prestige. Politicians in
Ghana do whatsoever to obtain political power. This is done through vote-
buying, the vilification of an opponent, and outright bribery of electoral
management staff.

Anti-corruption strategies and policies in Ghana have faced grave
discontinuity in policy arising from unremitting partisan-politics. Hence, the
fights against corruption have not been fought on a justifiable foundation.
Most significantly, anti-corruption strategies and policies in Ghana are utterly
political entry premeditated to win the support and the favour of the masses.

8. Conclusion and Recommendations

Ghana (Africa) is far advanced in corruption. Lawbreakers are selectively put
before the laws for justice. It is very difficult to prosecute heads of state after
their term of office. This allows them to enjoy the stolen money and to
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influence certain decisions of the state. In Ghana, influential people do not go
to the EOCO, CID headquarters, BNI, and the likes, if it will affect our fortunes
in elections. Anytime the law is about to work people go and render an
apology. The culture of letting it go and begging is the one endangering the
efforts to fight corruption in the country. Though, the current administration
is bent to fight corruption by some government members, and a fellow
politician of an opposition party, after ordering investigations into scandals.
Nevertheless, these actions are not sufficient to fight corruption. There has
been little determination within the political leadership to punish corruption
at the various levels of government and excessive cosmetic shrugs such as
creating powerless anti-corruption institutions.

Having therefore investigated corruption in Ghana through the dimensions of
Soft State theory, Prebendalism, Clientelism, Patrimonialism, and
Neopatrimonialism, the article contends that these theories are not only
credible for understanding the predicaments of African countries however it
also provides relevant justifications for the ravaging and unbridled political
corruption, particularly in Ghana. However, as a point of departure, the
scholarly further contend that burglary and reckless extravagance in the
public sector have further impoverished primeval society instead of fattening
and therefore the misappropriated resources or wealth flows amongst the
bureaucrats as well as political gurus regardless of their constituents. The
outcome is ludicrous and detrimental.

Moreover, it is contended that the corruption problem is closely connected to
the idiosyncratic nature and character of Ghana as a country and on the other
hand the question of nationality. The paper concludes that to address the
problem of political corruption in Ghana concrete actions which is probably
one of the ways to go is to strengthen legislation -working according to the
stipulations of the constitution with regards to avoiding conflicting
legislation, and stopping the appointment of cronies to head business
institutions and this will go a long way to reduce corrupt tendencies. In this
sense, effective and strong political drive are needed within the political
environment and leadership supports guaranteeing long-lasting and single-
mindedness towards the fight against corruption. Essentially, the magnitude
and the danger associated with corruption should be extremely emphasised in
the political discourse instead of the gains that would destroy the foundations
of the country’s democracy. A Severe and stringent punishment must be
devoted to corruption in high public offices. Empirical evidence shows that
institutional buildings such as efforts to strengthen rule of law can be more
effective in combating corruption in emerging democracies. Besides, reducing
the cost of running an election, there must be an immediate effort to deal with
issues relating to cronyism and nepotism in politics and with dispatch. It is
imperative to add that corruption in Ghana is essentially a moral problem.
Therefore, there is a need for attitudinal and behavioural change in Ghanaian
politicking. This requires changing societal beliefs, arrangements, norms, and
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values. Hence, because the status quo and the problem is hydra-headed,
multifaceted, and colossal, the solution may conceivably appear unbounded.
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Abstract

The article describes the number of marriages and divorces in the urban-rural population in
Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region and its separate administrative districts
during 2001-2015. The number per person is also shown in the tables and relevant analyzes
were conducted. Also, separate schedules of marriages and divorces in urban and rural
settlements in the economic-geographical region during 1995-2019 were compiled and
analyzed. Also, the share of marriages and divorces in 2019 and the number map per
thousand people were compiled.

Ensuring sustainable socio-economic development requires the creation of new networks for
processing agricultural products and increasing the level of service to the population. It is
known that the socio-economic development of the region, the availability of a sufficient
number of jobs, the creation of new jobs and the creation of services in accordance with the
needs of the population create conditions for demographic development, as well as it has a
positive effect on the dynamics of marriage.

Low socio-economic conditions of the population have led to the migration of able-bodied
population living in urban and rural areas to other regions and foreign countries. This also
has a negative impact on demographic indicators of the population living in settlements. As
a result, the number of marriages in the region declined, and the number of divorces
increased. Within the State programs on socio-economic development of the regions, new
jobs were created to improve the living conditions of the population in the economic and
geographical area. While employment of labor resources and the increase in natural
population growth have a positive impact on demographic growth, it is still not enough.

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1. Introduction

Natural population growth, its age and gender characteristics play a key role in
the formation of demographic indicators. Along with natural growth, marriage
and divorce are also one of the main factors influencing the demographic
development of the population. Due to the socio-economic difficulties created by
the “transition period” in the early 1990s, able-bodied people of marriageable age
left their homes and migrated to nearby regions or foreign countries. This has
had a negative impact on the decline in natural population growth, the active
participation of the population in the region in the migration process, the
dynamics of marriages and divorces.

The sex-age and marriage-family composition of the population is formed under
the influence of demographic, socio-economic and political factors. The high
level of natural population growth in demographic processes creates favorable
conditions for the formation of marriage and family structure of the population.

As in other regions of the country, the natural-geographical conditions,
economic-geographical position, the general level of development of productive
forces and its regional features have determined and are determining the
settlement of the population in the Guba-Khachmaz (North-East Area of
Azerbaijan Republic) economic-geographical region. The territory of this
economic-geographical region has been inhabited by the Azerbaijani people
since ancient times. Favorable natural and geographical conditions have created
a good basis for intensive settlement and land acquisition, and have led to an
increase in the demographic potential of the population. This can be explained
by the relatively good socio-economic base of the villages of the Guba-Khachmaz
economic-geographical region and the more favorable position of these
settlements.

Favorable natural-geographical conditions and its variation in altitude zones
allow to deal with different economic sectors. The proximity of the economic-
geographical region to Russia and the passage of railways and highways, oil and
gas pipelines of national importance through this area stimulated the
demographic development of the population. The unimpeded sale of agricultural
products to the Russian market has a positive impact on the demographic
development of the region's population, the employment of the able-bodied
population and the growth of the rural population.

The economic-geographical region has a favorable geographical position with oil,
natural gas, agriculture, fruit growing, vegetable growing, grain crops, animal
husbandry and processing industry. As based on the use of natural resource
potential in the economic region, a diversified structure of industry and
agriculture has been created. But modern potential does not provide a growing
population of jobs and urban growth, social services lags behind modern
requirements.
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But for the time being, the functioning of objects in the light and food industries
has not been fully restored. Ensuring sustainable socio-economic development
requires the creation of new networks for processing agricultural products and
increasing the level of service to the population. These measures will lead to the
regulation of demographic development.

2. Literature Review

Both local and foreign scholars had discussed the issue of marriage and divorce,
which are the main demographic indicators of the population in their study.
According to Bruce Phillips and William Griffiths (2004), family-marriage
relationships are a long-term process that results from respect, loyalty and
commitment. Having a successful family relationship provides the foundation for
raising children. According to them, the family model will reduce the number of
divorces and increase the number of marriages. At the same time, scientists have
noted the socio-economic problems created by the divorce, noting the model of
divorce in their research. Unemployment, social problems, family conflicts and
drug abuse were the main factors behind the breakdown of families and the
increase in the number of divorces.

Betsey Stevenson (2006) noted that some married couples make decisions based
on their budgets by thinking in advance about having children and how many
children they will have. This is a key factor that has a positive effect on the
formation of the family budget. According to the scientist, if there are
fundamental changes in the law on divorce, it will reduce the number of divorces.
He also pointed out that unsuccessful marriages and early marriages are among
the main factors that negatively affect the increase in the number of divorced
couples. According to Stevenson, the correct allocation of the family budget and
increased investment in children's education are the main indicators that
strengthen family relationships.

According to Betsey Stevenson and Justin Wolfers (2007), employment and the
improvement of the socio-economic status of the able-bodied population are the
main factors influencing the growth of marriages. Wars, job losses as a result of
economic crises, and deteriorating social conditions are factors contributing to
the increase in divorces. At the same time, scientists note that the reduction in
the number of marriages is negatively affected by the desire of young people to
live together. Thus, in high-income European countries, young people with
higher education view family and marriage relations as an outdated tradition and
prefer to live together. Scientists point out that such desires of young people are
the factors that lead to a decrease in the number of marriages and an increase in
the number of children born out of wedlock.

Barbara L. Wolfe (2008) showed that the number of divorces in industrialized
countries has increased year by year. He also said that divorce has a negative
impact on the social and psychological conditions of women and children. When
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young people get married, they make a commitment to protect their long-term
family relationships. However, in the case of divorce they evade these obligations.

Barantseva and Natalia A (2018) noted that twentieth-century marriage and
family relationships were very different from twentieth-century marriages. At
that time, young people worked together for the long-term marriage and
education of their children, respecting family and marriage relations. Today,
young people prefer to live together rather than the traditional family model. This
leads to a decrease in the number of marriages. In addition, the low socio-
economic status of the population and socio-psychological tensions among
newlyweds were among the reasons for the increase in the number of divorces.
Continuation of this trend has a negative impact on the deterioration of age and
gender, demographic indicators and the level of natural growth of the population.

Eminov Z.N (2005; 2007; 2016) noted that the employment of the labor-intensive
population has a positive effect on the increase in the number of marriages. He
further noted that the increase in employment in rural areas, the creation of jobs
in accordance with the needs of the population will lead to an increase in the
level of natural growth and the number of marriages. As the highest rates of
natural population growth are in rural areas, it is important to create new jobs so
that people do not leave the countryside. This will both prevent rural discharges
and have a positive impact on reducing the number of divorces.

Imran Rasul (2005) noted that the number of divorces has increased in modern
times compared to previous years. Increased competition in the labor market,
problems in the employment of the able-bodied population as a result of
increasing needs in the family as the number of children increases are the factors
that lead to an increase in the number of divorces. Divorce by mutual agreement
increases the likelihood that both parties will be together again in the future.

Marianne P. Bitler, Jonah B. Gelbach, Hilary W. Hoynes, and Madeline Zavodny
(2004) were reports that social programs introduced in Europe in the late
twentieth century discouraged young people from marrying. Thus, the main
purpose of the program was to help women with children. Considering that most
young people in European countries prefer to live together than in traditional
marriages. Thus, according to the authors, this program had led to a decrease in
the number of marriages.

Rafael Gonzalez-Val and Miriam Marchen (2018) note that socio-economic
indicators have a direct impact on family-marriage relations. Just as
unemployment affects divorce, the high level of employment of the able-bodied
population has had a positive effect on the number of marriages. Rising
unemployment is forcing able-bodied people to leave their homes in search of
work. The increase in migration has affected the demographic development of
the population and the decrease in the number of marriages.
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According to Susmita Roy (20m1), job losses and unemployment as a result of the
economic crisis lead to the dissolution of marriages. If one of the married couples
loses his job, it does not affect the marital relationship. However, if the husband's
unemployment period is prolonged, it will lead to the dissolution of the marriage.
At the same time, the decline in employment has led to an increase in the number
of divorces.

3. Material and Method

The article uses the works of scientists and researchers of the Republic of
Azerbaijan on marriages and divorces, as well as data from the State Statistics
Committee of the Republic of Azerbaijan.

Statistical, comparative analysis, cartographic methods were used in the research.

4. Analysis and Discussion

The Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region, which covers the northeast
of the country, includes the administrative districts of Gusar, Khachmaz, Guba,
Shabran and Siyazan. The population is located in 6 cities, 21 settlements and 474
rural settlements in the economic and geographical region.

According to the statistics as of 01.01.2020, the territory of the economic and
geographical region is 6,96 thousand km? with a population of 554,7 thousand
people, including the urban population of 183,4 thousand people and the rural
population of 371,3 thousand people. The population density was 8o people per 1
sq. km. This region accounts for 8,0% of the population, 5,5% of the population,
3,4% of the urban population and 7,8% of the rural population.

In Europe prior to the 1990s reforms, the welfare system was widely regarded as
providing disincentives to marriage because it primarily allocated benefits to
single women with children. Some studies have concluded that more generous
welfare programs were associated with higher rates of female household headship
and nonmarital fertility and lower rates of marriage.

The work incentives created by welfare reform to effects on marriage and divorce.
Improved labor force outcomes for women as a result of welfare reform could
either increase or decrease the utility of being single relative to being married.
An increase in women’s earned income could lead to lower marriage rates and
higher divorce rates if the independence effect dominates or to higher marriage
rates and lower divorce rates if the stabilizing effect dominates (Bitler etc., 2004).

Marriage couples make decisions such as whether or not to have children, how
many children to have, whether to buy a house, whether one spouse should invest
in more education, and how to divide home versus market work. That stuation
affect both the value of their marriage in the future and their outside options.
These investments have long been recognized by economists as a central part of
marriage.
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Divorce laws affect the incentive to invest in marriage-specific capital for several
reasons. First, if divorce reform raises the divorce rate, then each spouse is less
likely to reap the benefits of marriage-specific capital, reducing the incentive to
jointly invest. To the extent that the change in divorce laws shifts bargaining
power within the household, then decisions about marital investments may
change, particularly if couples differ in their preferences for particular marital
investments. Furthermore, once a marriage-specific investment has occurred, the
returns are pure rents, and hence the incentive to jointly invest may depend upon
the ability of the couple to commit to a specific distribution of future rents, which
is likely shaped by divorce law. Finally, couples may use investment in marriage-
specific capital strategically over-investing today so as to constrain their future
selves to prefer to remain married than to divorce. As such, robust investment in
marriage-specific capital may be used to partially offset the incomplete
enforcement of marriage contracts by the state.

Investment in marriage-specific capital appears to be affected by the legal regime
governing the right to divorce. The empirical evidence demonstrates that a
switch to unilateral divorce reduces couples’ willingness to make substantial
investments early in their marriage. Couples are less likely to have children in the
first two years, are less likely to support each other sequentially through school,
and are more likely to have two full-time workers in the labor force and greater
female labor force participation. Some of these investments may simply be being
postponed, while others may never be made. Furthermore, these results are
largely invariant to the laws governing property division (Stevenson, 2006).

As in other regions of the country, marriage and divorce form the main
demographic base of the population in the Guba-Khachmaz economic-
geographical region. As a result of the general socio-economic processes taking
place in the country, changes have taken place in the development of marriages
and divorces. One of the factors that have a positive impact on the natural growth
of the population in the region, especially in rural areas, as in our country, is the
increase in the number of marriages. The increase in divorces has a negative
impact on the breakdown of families and the threat to the successful future of
children, their formation as patriots and personalities.

The nature of family life in America has changed dramatically over the past fifty
years. Fewer persons are marrying than ever before, those who marry do so later
in life and more marriages are now broken by divorce than death. Understanding
the cause and effects of these changes is important for a number of reasons. First,
changing marital patterns have implications for individual behavior over the life
cycle, such as labor market attachment, savings and fertility. Aggregated across
households, these changes will have considerable macroeconomic implications.
Second, the decline in marriage is of concern if marriage is viewed as a good thing,
in that there are positive private and social returns to marriage. Indeed shows a
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robust correlation between being married and having better health, earning
higher wages, and accumulating more wealth.

Moving from a mutual consent to a unilateral divorce regime then has two
opposing effects on the incentives to marry. On the one hand, individuals now
know they cannot be stuck in a marriage they would prefer to leave. On the other
hand, they may be in a marriage in which they prefer to stay but their spouse
prefers to leave.

Overall, the move to unilateral divorce may lead to selection into marriage such
that newly matched couples are less likely to divorce than the existing couples.
This selection effect may then offset the pipeline effect of unilateral divorce
leading to higher divorce rates among existing married couples. It is this latter
effect that has been focused on in the public policy debate on the reform of
divorce laws. This result is also in contrast to the view that more liberal divorce
laws simply reduce the costs of exiting marriage and so increase divorce payoffs.
If so, the prediction from almost any search model would be that because
individuals then become less selective in their original marriage decision,
marriage rates should rise moving from mutual consent to unilateral divorce
(Rasul, 2005).

As can be seen from Table 1, the number of marriages in the urban population of
Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region during 2001-2005 was 1129, and
the number of divorces was 194. The number of marriages in rural areas (2272)
was 2.0 times higher than in urban areas, and the number of divorces (123) was
1.6 times lower.

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Different dynamics of the number of marriages and divorces by settlements can
be observed in different administrative districts. The number of marriages (392)
and divorces (73) in Khachmaz administrative district was higher than in other
administrative districts. The highest number of marriages in rural areas was
registered in Guba (787) and Khachmaz (708) administrative districts.

In 2006-2010, the number of marriages in the urban population in the economic-
geographical region (1618) was 1.4 times higher than in 2001-2005, and the
number of divorces increased relatively to 221. The number of marriages in the
rural population increased by 1.3 times compared to the previous year and was
3038, and the number of divorces increased by 1.5 times and was 190.

It is clear from the analysis of individual administrative districts that the highest
number of marriages and divorces in the city population was registered in
Khachmaz administrative district. Respectively, the number of marriages was
537, and the number of divorces was 81. According to the number of marriages in
Khachmaz administrative region, it was 1.4 times higher than in 2001-2005. The
highest number of marriages in rural areas was in Guba and Khachmaz
administrative districts. 1099 and 9o3 marriages were registered respectively.

The number of marriages and divorces in Guba-Khachmaz economic-
geographical region during 2011-2015 differed from the previous statistics. Thus,
the number of marriages in the urban population in the economic-geographical
region decreased compared to 2006-2010 and amounted to 1536 marriages, while
the number of divorces increased 1.4 times and amounted to 316 divorces.

The recent rise in divorce rates in industrialized countries has generated a great
deal of attention from researchers and policy makers. Many worry about the
negative economic consequences of divorce for women and children, and there
is some evidence that more liberal divorce laws have negative effects on long-
term outcomes for children. On the other hand, recent research suggests that
divorce increases physical and psychological well-being for both partners. Thus
it seems clear that divorce legislation has potential effects on large segments of
the population and on several important dimensions related to both economic
and psychological well-being.

Individuals behave rationally, have full information and have transferrable
utilities. After each period’s marriage decision individuals receive a wage shock,
thus marriage decisions will take into consideration wage uncertainty.
Individuals will marry if and only if the expected value of getting married exceeds
that of remaining single. The decision to obtain a divorce depends on the value
of each spouse’s outside option relative to that within marriage. Household’s
decisions are assumed to be governed by partial commitment or by no
commitment. With partial commitment, the couple can obtain a divorce if and
only if both spouses desire to do so. With no commitment either couple can
initiate a divorce. With partial commitment spouses cannot change their
bargaining position during the duration of the marriage.
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Rather the bargaining process occurs at the time of marriage, and since divorce
is only available with both spouses consent neither spouse has the ability to
change the bargaining position. On the other hand, if households are governed
by no commitment, spouses’ bargaining positions within the household can vary
across periods and during the length of the marriage. The bargaining position
within marriage depends on the current situation rather than that which existed
at the time of marriage (Wolfe, 2008).

Able-bodied people are unable to find jobs that meet their needs and, as a result,
leave their settlements and actively participate in migration processes. This factor
has a direct impact on the demographic development of the region's permanent
population, as well as changes in the number of marriages and divorces.

In the economic-geographical region, the number of marriages in the rural
population increased slightly compared to 2006-2010, 3081 marriages, and the
number of divorces increased again and increased by 248 divorces or 1.3 times.
The highest number of marriages in urban and rural areas was in Khachmaz (532
marriages) and Guba (1134 marriages) administrative districts. The highest
number of divorces in settlements was registered in Khachmaz administrative
district, which was 99 and 95 divorces, respectively.

Social and economic factors have led to an increase in marriages, and wars have
led to an increase in divorces. The increase in the number of divorces after World
War II provides a basis for this conclusion. Also, uneducated women have a
higher divorce rate than educated women. In the United States, young people
with higher education view marriage as an “outdated tradition” and prefer to live
together rather than formally. Accordingly, the number of marriages in the
United States is low and the number of divorces is high. In high-income and
industrialized countries such as the United States, Canada, the United Kingdom
and France, young people live according to the Nordic model. Thus, they live
together informally for 3-5, sometimes 5-8 years, and therefore the number of
children born out of wedlock increases every year (Stevenson and Wolfers, 2007).

As can be seen from the graph (Figure 1), the rater of unemployed and divorced
in the Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region for 1995-2019 is given. It is
clear from the analysis of the graph that the increase in the rate of unemployed
has a direct impact on the increase in the rate of divorces. In 1995, the rate of
unemployed in the economic-geographical region was 55.9 percent. The rate of
divorces was 13.9 percent.

Although the share of divorces decreased in 2000 (13.2%), the share of the
unemployed increased 1.5 times compared to the previous year and amounted to
83.4%. The increase in the share of unemployed in the region has led to the
migration of able-bodied people. The increase in the number of migration has
had a negative impact on the demographic development of the population, the
violation of age and gender, the increase in the number of marriages.

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The share of unemployed in the economic-geographical region in 2010 (74.3%)
decreased by 1.3 times compared to 2005 and was 55.3%. In the same year, the
number of new jobs created in the economic-geographical region was 5,965, and
the number of permanent jobs was 2,472. The increase in the number of jobs has
had a positive impact on the socio-economic conditions of the population in the
region, leading to a decrease in the number of unemployed. The share of divorces
increased 1.5 times compared to 2000 (13.2%) and amounted to 20.8%. The
breakdown of family and marriage relations, the migration of the able-bodied
population to neighboring regions or Russia in search of work, women's working
careers and the desire to work are among the factors influencing the age of
marriage and divorce.

Marriages and divorces are one of the demographic indicators of the population
and determine natural growth, which is the main source of population growth.
The high number of marriages in cities is due to the migration of the population
to cities, the large number of young people in cities and the rapid development
of new industrial cities in the country [7].

It is clear from the analysis of the graph (Figure 2) that the rate of divorces in the
Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region has different dynamics. Thus,
although the rate of divorces in the rural population in the economic-
geographical region in 1990 was 19.7 percent, the rate of divorces in the urban
population was 4.1 times higher. Over the next 10 years, the number of rate in
urban areas decreased, but increased in rural areas.
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After 2010, there was an increase in the number of divorces in urban and rural
areas. Thus, the share of divorces in urban areas increased by 1.3 times compared
to 2000 (44.9%) and amounted to 60.8%. The low living standards of the
population and the lack of jobs in accordance with the needs of the able-bodied
population have led to an increase in the migration of the permanent population
in the settlements. The active participation of the region's population, especially
hard-working young people, in migration processes has contributed to the
decline in the number of marriages.

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Marriage has long been a revered social institution. Often portrayed as the
embodiment of commitment and devotion, it lays a foundation for lasting
companionship and the rearing of children. Of the many aspects that generate
the cherished notion of “family”, few tend to be more important than marriage.
Despite these traditional sentiments, the sanctity of marriage has been
challenged in the past few decades, as the number of people marrying has
stagnated and divorce rates have increased. There are common causal factors for
changes in trends to marry and divorce. However, the rise in marriage breakdown
has typically attracted more focus because of the greater problems it is perceived
to create. Depression and other psychiatric problems, social withdrawal, child

abuse, and drug use have all been mooted as consequences of family failure
(Phillips and Griffiths, 2004).

In Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region, the share of divorces in the
urban population in 2019 was 43.2%, and the share of divorces in the rural

population was 56.8%. The creation of basic jobs in urban areas and the higher
level of social infrastructure in urban areas than in rural areas have had a negative
impact on the demographics of the rural population by accelerating migration.

In the 60's and 80's of the last century, marriage and family relations were very
different from modern marriage. Low socio-economic conditions of the
population, socio-psychological mismatch between newlyweds have led to an
increase in the number of divorces among young people. Nowadays, young
people prefer to live together outside of marriage than in the traditional family
model. This has led to a deterioration in the age and gender characteristics of the
population, an increase in the number of divorces and children born out of
wedlock, and the emergence of significant differences between demographic
indicators in settlements. In rural areas, able-bodied people leave their homes
and migrate to larger cities in order to find work. The declining number of young
people in rural areas and the increase in the number of older people have led to
"demographic aging" (Barantseva, 2018).

As can be seen from Figure 3 in the Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical
region, the rate of marriages in 1990 was 30 percent for the urban population and
69.9 percent for the rural population. In 2000, the rate of marriages in the urban
population decreased by 1.8 times compared to 1990. In the economic-
geographical region in 2010 there was an increase in the rate of marriages in urban
and rural areas. There were 32.9 percent and 67.1 percent marriages, respectively.

Improving the living standards of the population in the region, the availability of
jobs in accordance with the needs of the working population has had a positive
impact on the development of demographic indicators. The number of marriages
increase has had a positive affect natural increase level of population.

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Rising unemployment rates in the economy can subject marital relationships to
a lot of stress. This is true of even those couples who have jobs as they are gripped
with anxiety and fear. Anecdotal evidence suggests that divorce rates fell sharply
during the Great Depression. More recently, following the recession and the
slump in the housing market in the US, many couples are realizing that they do
not have enough resources to take on life as singles. Shifts in the unemployment
rate can affect marriages in at least two ways. Firstly, it can affect the non-
pecuniary component of match quality.

Rising unemployment rates in one’s sector may lead to a change in one’s
personality, say, by making one more acrimonious. This can potentially lead to a
divorce. Secondly, a rise in the unemployment rate can affect marital surplus by
changing the amount of expected income one would have access to within
marriage relative to singlehood. Staying married enables one to have some
control over spouse’s income even if one were to lose his/her job. This pecuniary
component of match quality depends on the husband’s and the wife’s job loss
probabilities, which in turn depends on the unemployment rate in their
respective sectors. When the unemployment rate in the spouse’s sector is low, a
small increase in one’s sector specific unemployment rate may initially reduce
the odds of a divorce. However, if the unemployment rate in the spouse’s sector
is high, the possibility of reaping pecuniary benefit out marriage diminishes and
further increases in the unemployment rate in one’s sector may increase the
marriage dissolution probability (Roy, 20m1).

It is clear from the analysis of the second table that the number of marriages and
divorces per thousand people in Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region
during 2000-2019 differed from the indicators of the neighboring economic-
geographical region. In 2000, Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region
was higher than Sheki-Zagatala and Mountainous-Shirvan economic-
geographical regions in terms of the number of marriages per thousand people
(6.4 marriages) in the city population. According to the number of divorces per
thousand people (0.4 divorces) in the rural population, the highest rate falls on
the share of this economic-geographical region.

The effects of the business cycle are usually measured in terms of unemployment
rates, or price and poverty indices, but it also has strong social and individual
implications. For instance, economic conditions can affect family stability.
Individual decisions about getting married or divorced, or planning a pregnancy,
can vary considerably depending on the employment situation of the spouses.
The first perspective leads to a positive association between the unemployment
rate and divorce, although the effect should be greater when the variables are
lagged, since the stress of decreasing employment opportunities takes time to
affect marital stability. From the cost-of-divorce perspective, a job loss can
generate economic constraints, making access to a potentially-costly divorce
more difficult; for that, the increase in the unemployment rate should be
inversely related to the divorce rate.

Divorce rates may be low, either because marriage rates are low or because
marriages are less likely to end in divorce. To explore this issue, we could have
used an alternative definition of divorce rates, measured as the annual number
of divorces per 1,000 of the married population. This analysis would have been
less reliable due to the scarcity of data on the total number of marriages, which
is only available when each census is collected, normally every 10 years. Another
potential problem with the use of the unemployment rate is that variations in the
rate can be due to changes in marriage and divorce situations. Non-married
women appear to be more likely to enter the labor market than married women;
then, in the case that fewer individuals married or many individuals become
divorced, more women may be participating in the labor market. Nevertheless, it
is not clear whether decreases or increases in women’s participation in the labor
market correspond with variations in the overall unemployment rate.
Additionally, the rise in divorce rates has been found to account for a very small
part of the increase in female employment rates (Gonzales-Val, 2018).
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In 2010, the highest number of marriages per 1,000 people in urban and rural areas
was registered in the Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region. There were
9.9 and 9.7 marriages, respectively. The lowest rate was in the Sheki-Zagatala
economic-geographical region. The number of divorces per thousand people in
Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region was 1.7 divorces per thousand
people. As for the rural population, the lowest number of divorces per thousand
people was registered in Guba-Khachmaz and Mountainous-Shirvan economic-
geographical regions and was 0.5 divorces.

Marriages and divorces are one of the main indicators of the formation of family-
marriage relations. Their dynamics are important for regulating the population,
the formation of sex and age, reducing migration. During the years of
independence, the deterioration of the financial situation of the population, the
difficulty of providing jobs and housing has led to a decrease in marriages and
divorces. Divorces occur mainly in the first years of marriage, so their dynamics
are interrelated (Eminov, 2007).

The map (Figure 4) was shown the different dynamics of marriages and divorces
in urban and rural settlements of Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical
region. As can be seen from the map, in 2019, the number of marriages was 1164
people by urban settlements in the economic-geographical region. Also, the
number of divorces was 341 people by urban settlements. The number of
marriages was 2405 people in the rural settlements. As well as, the number of
divorces was 449 people in the rural settlements. In the rural areas the indicators
of marriages and divorces was higher than urban areas.

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In Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region, the share of marriages and
divorces in the urban population was lower than in the rural population. Thus,
the share of marriages in the rural population was 67.4%, 2.1 times higher than
the share of marriages in the urban population (32.6%). The share of divorces was
56.8% in the rural settlements.

Marriage and divorce are one of the demographic indicators of the population
and determine natural growth, which is the main source of population growth.
Marriages are more common in rural areas. The total number of marriages and
divorces in the regions is formed according to the population (Eminov, 2016).

5. Conclusions

Thus, taking into account the dynamics of the number of marriages and divorces
in the Guba-Khachmaz economic-geographical region and a comparative
analysis of statistical indicators, the following conclusions can be drawn:

1. From the analysis of statistical indicators in Guba-Khachmaz economic-
geographical region it is clear that in the first years of independence the absolute
number of marriages in urban and rural settlements was high, but after 2010 it
decreased and the absolute number of divorces increased. At present, the
tendency to increase the absolute number of divorces continues both in the
general economic-geographical region and in its individual regions.

2. Due to the low socio-economic conditions of the population, especially
young people in the economic-geographical region, the breakdown of family
relations, early marriage, forced marriage of girls has led to a decrease in the
number of marriages and divorces.
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Abstract

After the industrial revolution, the role of women in the economy has increased all over the
world. .The phenomenon of globalization has further increased the role of women in the
economy. Turkey is no exception to this development. Especially in the last two decades, the
labour force participation rate of women in Turkey shows a significant increase. The
education level and rate of women has increased in the same way. This study examines the
role of women on economic growth of Turkey and covers the years 1991-2018. In this period,
the relationships between women's labour force participation rates and economic growth in
Turkey were examined empirically using VAR and Granger Causality methods.

Sanayi devrimi ile birlikte kadinlarin ekonomideki rolii biitiin diinyada artmaya baslamstir.
Kiiresellesme olgusu bu trendi daha da artirnugtir. Tiirkiye de bu gelisimin disinda degildir.
Ozellikle son 20 yidir Tiirkiye'de kadimin isgiiciine katiim orami belirgin bir artis
gostermektedir. Kadinlarin begeri sermaye yatinmi da aym trendi géstermektedir.
Tiirkiye'de kadinin ekonomik biiytime iizerinde ki roliinti inceleyen bu ¢alisma 1991-2018
yillarint kapsamaktadir. S6z konusu dénemde Tiirkiye'de kadinin ig giictine katihim orani ve
ekonomik biiytime iliskisi ampirik olarak VAR ve Granger Nedensellik yontemleri
kullanilarak incelenmis ve kadin is giictine katilimi ile ekonomik biiytime arasinda pozitif
yénlii iliskiyi gosteren deliller ortaya konmustur.

Kadinlarin iggiictine katilimi 2. Diinya savasindan sonra daha da artmuistir.
Kadinlarin isgiicti piyasasinda istihdam edilmesi ekonomik 6zgiirligiin yaninda
kendilerine olan toplum ag¢isindan giiven ve saygi i¢cin de 6nemli bir faktordiir.
Ureten ve iilkesine katma deger saglayan bir hal almasi kadin icin de cevresi icin
de 6nem arz etmektedir. Kadinlarin iggiiciine katilmasi hem ekonomik hem de
sosyal ve kiiltiirel agidan kalkinmayi saglayan yoksullugun azaltilmasinda etkili
olan 6nemli sebeplerden biridir. Kadin ve erkek arasindaki esitlik ne kadar
saglanirsa GSYH artisinin da o kadar ytiksek olmasi beklenir.

Calismamizin amaci, Tirkiye'de kadinin istihdam oraniyla ekonomik biiyiime
arasindaki iligkiyi belirlemek ve literatiire katki saglamaktir. Bu nedenle de 1991-
2018 donemi Tiirkiye’de kadinin isgiiciine katilim orani ile biiylime arasindaki
iligki incelenmistir Calismanin temel hipotezi, kadin istihdam orani ve ekonomik
bliytime arasinda pozitif bir iligki vardir. Bu iligkiyi kanitlamak i¢in 1991-2018
donemde Tirkiye’de kadinin is gliciine katilim orani ve ekonomik bitytime iligkisi
ampirik olarak VAR ve Granger Nedensellik yontemleri ile incelenmistir. Bu
analiz yapilirken ilk olarak serilerin duraganliklar test edilip Engle-Granger
esbiitiinlesme testi yapilmistir. Daha sonra VAR modeli olusturulmus ardindan
da Granger nedensellik yontemi uygulanarak degiskenler arasindaki Granger
nedensellik sinamasi gerceklestirilmistir.

Bu calisma 5 boliimden olugsmaktadir. Giris boliimiinii takip eden ikinci boliimde

kalkinmanin tamimi yapilacaktir. Ugilincii béliimde literatiir incelemesine yer
verilecektir. Dordiinci bolim analizimizde kullanacagimiz ekonometrik
modelin tanitilacagi ve bulgularin tartigilacagi boliim olacaktir.

2.Kalkinma

1776 yilinda Adam Smith'’in “Uluslarin Zenginligi” adli eserinde, ilk kez kalkinma
kavramina deginilmistir. Modern anlamda kalkinma, 1940’11 yillarin sonuna
dogru baglamistir. 2. Diinya savasindan sonra, kalkinma gelismis ve gelismekte
olan tilkelerin ekonomilerindeki ilerlemeleri agiklamak igin olusturulmus
kavramlardan biri haline gelmistir. Kalkinma ilk zamanlar biiytime kavramiyla
ifade edilse de zamanla icerigi genisletilmis, insan ve cevre merkezli bir hale
getirilmistir (Giinsoy ve Ozsoy; 2017,1).

>.1.Kadinlarin istihdama Katilmasi

Kadin emegi 19.yy Osmanli imalat sektoriiniin de olmazsa olmaziydi. Osmanl
Imparatorlugu’'nda kadin emegi en ¢ok tarim sektériinde istihdam edilmekteydi.
Batida oldugu gibi evlerde kurulmus tezgahlarda faaliyet yaparak da ev
ekonomisine destek olunurdu. Fabrikada kadinlarin c¢alismasi ise, Rumeli
bolgesinde yasayan Miisliman olmayan toplumlarda 1840’larda baglamasina
ragmen, Miisliiman toplumda baslamasi 1860’lar1 bulmustur. Dini koken olarak
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bu fabrikalarda c¢alisan Misliman kadinlarin sayist daha azdir. 1915 yilina
gelindiginde tilkenin en 6nemli sanayi kuruluslarinda ¢aligsanlarin yaklasik 1/3'd
kadindir (Makal, 2015,42).

Cumbhuriyetin ilanindan sonra Tirkiye'nin izledigi ithal ikameci sanayi
politikasinin uygulandigi dénemde, kadinlarin is giiciine katilim orani sinirl
diizeyde kalmustir. Ikinci Diinya Savasi yillarinda erkeklerin seferberlik nedeniyle
silah altina alinmalar1 sonucu isgiicii icinde kadinlarin ve ¢ocuklarin orani biraz
artsa da kadinlarin sanayi istihdami i¢indeki pay: hala beklenilen kadar ytiksek
degildir. 2000li yillarda AB’ye uyum siirecinde kadin istihdaminin artirilmasi
hedeflenmis ve iki ¢6ziim 6nerisi sunulmustur. Bunlar; esnek ¢alismanin tesvik
edilmesi ve kadin girisimciligin desteklenmesidir (Aslantepe, 2015,153-165).

Kadinlarin isgliciine katilimi toplum agisindan zincirleme etkiye sahiptir.
Kadinlarin iggiictine katiliminin makroekonomik ve sosyal acidan etki etmesinin
yaninda tasarruf egilimlerine, harcama aligkanliklarina, saglik ve egitim
harcamalarina, dogurganliga ve ¢ocuk oOliimlerine etki etmektedir. Boylece
kadinlarin iggiicine katilimi siirdirilebilir biiytime ve kalkinmaya olumlu etki
etmektedir. Kadinin isgiiciine katilmasi ek gelir yaratmasi ve kadinin tasarruf
egilimin erkeklere gore daha fazla olmasindan dolayr hane halkinin tasarruf
aligkanliklarini da dogrudan etkiler (Giinsoy ve Ozsoy, 2017, 25).

Ekonomik kalkinma arttik¢a, kadinin ekonomik, sosyal ve toplumsal statiistiniin
de giiclenmesi beklenmektedir. Kadinlarin ekonomik, sosyal ve toplumsal agidan
gliclenmesi kalkinmanin da hiz kazanmasina sebep olmaktadir (Tutar ve Yetisen,
2009,118).

Kadinlarin ig yasamini diizenleyen fakat Tiirk Kanunlarinda belirtilmemis iki
onemli ILO sozlesmesi vardir: 156 sayili Ailevi Sorumluluklar1 Olan isgilerle ilgili
sozlesme ve 177 sayili Ev Eksenli Calisma Sozlesmeleri’dir. Bu s6zlegsmeler kadin
ve erkek tiim isciler icin diizenlenmis olsa da tiim diinyada sosyo-ekonomik ve
kiiltiirel anlamda en ¢ok kadinlar ilgilendirmektedir (Aslantepe, 2015,141).

AB'de kadinlarin ¢alisma c¢agindaki nifusun (15-64 yas arasi) isgilicii piyasasi
disindaki kisilerin orani 2002'de %31,4 iken, 2018'de %:26,3'liik daha dtstik bir
diizeye inmistir. Isgiicii piyasas1 disindaki kisilerin azalmasi, temel olarak calisan
kadinlarin artan katilimi ile agtklanmaktadir. Isgiicii piyasasi disindaki kadinlarin
payl 2002-2018 doneminde% 39,5'ten% 31,8'e diiserken, kadinlardaki bu 7,7
puanlik distis kargisinda, erkeklerin orani sadece 2,4 puan gerilemistir.

Tung (2018), en kiiclik kareler (EKK) yontemi ve dogrusal kalip kullanilarak,
tilkeler arasinda farkli gelir gruplar icin yatay kesit analizi yapmistir. Calisma
2015 yilini ve 99 iilkeyi kapsamaktadir. Ulkeler, diisiik, orta- diisiik, orta- yiiksek
ve ytiiksek gelir grubu olarak ayrilmistir. Daha diisiik gelir ve insani kalkinma
diizeyine sahip tlkelerde yiiksek gelirli tilkelere gore toplumsal cinsiyet
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esitsizligindeki artisin insani kalkinma diizeyini distirdiiginii gostermektedir.
Bu bulgu da az gelismis ekonomilerde toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliginin daha
onemli oldugunu gostermektedir. Ulkelerin gelir diizeyi diistiikce toplumsal
cinsiyet esitsizliginin etkisi artmaktadir. En disiik gelire sahip ilkelerde
toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi arttik¢a insani kalkinma diizeyi daha fazla oranda
diismektedir. Az gelismis tilkelerde toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliginin azalmasi ve
bu yonde izlenecek stratejilerin ¢ok daha 6nemli oldugu ve kalkinmay1 olumlu
etkiledigi sGylenebilir.

Kiral, Karhlar (2019), Calismada U sekilli kadinlagtirma hipotezinin 1996-2017
donemi kapsaminda 4 tilke-gelir grubu (48 yiiksek gelir grubu, 46 tst-orta gelir
grubu, 41 disiik-orta gelir grubu ve 27 disik gelir grubu) i¢in GMM
(Genellegtirilmis Momentler Metodu) ile incelemistir. Analiz sonucunda yiiksek
gelirli tilkeler ve tst- orta gelirli tilkeler i¢in U sekilli kadinlagtirma hipotezinin
gecerli oldugu, alt- orta gelirli iilkeler ve diisiik gelirli tlkeler icin U sekilli
kadinlagtirma hipotezinin gecerliligini reddetmekte ve ters U sekilli bir iligki
¢ikmaktadir.

Gilines (2019), 2007- 2010 yillar arasinda 15-64 yas grubu arasi kadin ve erkekler
icin panel veri modeli, panel logit modeli ve panel multinomial logit modeli
kullanilarak analiz yapilmigtir. 2009’da kadinlarin isgiiciine katiliminda artig
yasanmis ve bu artig issizligin artmasina neden olmustur. Hanenin toplam
gelirinden bireyin geliri ¢ikarilarak elde edilen emek dis1 hane gelirinin artmasi
kadin ve erkeklerin isglictine katilma olasiligini diigiirmiistiir. Modellerde yas ile
isglicline katilim olasilig1 arasinda egrisel bir iligski oldugu ortaya koyulmustur.
Kadin ve erkeklerin yas ilerledikge isgliciine katilimi deneyimin de artmasiyla
once giderek artmakta, daha sonra da emeklilik ve yashlik gibi faktorlerin
etkisiyle azalmaktadir. Egitim kadinin, iggiictine katiliminda o6nemli bir
belirleyicidir. Universite mezunu olmak énemli bir etkendir. Universite mezunu
bir kadinin, iggiiciine katilma olasilig1 44 kat fazla iken istihdamda olma olasilig1
49 kat fazladir.

Aksoy ve Keskin, (2019) tarafindan, 1990-2015 yillar arasinda, Gelismekte olan
ve OECD iilkelerinden olusan iki grup panel veri yontemiyle incelenmistir.
Gelismekte olan Pazar ekonomilerinde, kisi basina gelir artisi, kadin ve erkeklerin
isglicine katilim oranmni pozitif etkilerken, OECD iilkelerinde negatif
etkilemistir. Kisi basina gelir artisi, yiikselen Pazar iilkelerinde kadinlarin
isglicine katilim orani, erkeklere kiyaslandiginda daha fazla arttirmaktadir.
OECD iilkelerinde kadinlarin isgiiciine katilimlari, erkeklere gére daha azdur.

4. Metodoloji

Calismamizda kadin istihdami orani ile biiytime arasindaki etki incelenmistir.
1991-2018 yillara ait Tirkiye’deki kadin istihdam oranmi ve GSYH rakamlar

5. Sonuc¢

ayrimct uygulamalarla kars: karsiya kalmaktadirlar. Oysaki kadinlarin ekonomi
tizerindeki etkisi gormezden gelinemeyecek bir gergekliktir. Kadinlarin galisip
trettigi toplumlarda refah seviyesinin de beraberinde arttig1 gozlenmektedir.
Kadinin egitim gormesi var olan kogullarini iyilestirmesi, sosyal ve siyasal haklara
sahip olmasin1 da beraberinde getirir. Iste kadinin ekonomik hayata katilmasiyla
birlikte ekonomiye sagladigi bu katkilar bu calismanin ana konusu olmustur.
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Burada Tiirkiye'de kadinin ekonomik biiytime iizerindeki rolii 1991-2018 dénemi
arasinda ele alinip incelenmistir.

Bu analizi yapilirken s6z konusu dénemde Tiirkiye’de kadinin is giiciine katilim
orani ve ekonomik biiytime iligkisi ampirik olarak VAR ve Granger Nedensellik
yontemleri kullanilarak incelenmistir. Calismada kadin istihdam orani ve
GSYH'nin ilk farklar1 alindiginda duraganlastiklar1 goriilmiis ve ilk derecede iki
degiskenimizin de duragan oldugu sonucuna ulagilmigtir. Bunun sonucunda
Engle-Granger testi ile degiskenler arasinda eg biitiinlesmenin olup olmadig:
incelenmis ve aralarinda eg biitiinlesmenin olmadig1 sonucuna varilmigtir. Daha
sonrasinda VAR modeliyle test edilmistir. En son ise Granger nedensellik
sinamasi yapilmuis ve literatiirde yapilan ¢alismalara kiyasla bu ¢alismada, Kadin
istthdam oranindan GSYH’ya dogru tek yonli nedensellik oldugu sonucuna
varilmigtir. Yani kadin is gliciine katilimi ile ekonomik biiytime arasinda pozitif
yonli bir iliski mevcuttur.

Kadin istihdamini daha da artirmak igin; is arayan kadinlara is firsatlar:
yaratilmali ve daha iyi kosullarda is imkan1 verilmeli, ¢cocuk bakimi ile kadinlar
desteklenmeli ve kadinlarin egitimine yapilan yatirimlar daha da arttirilmalidir.

With the implementation of inflation targeting regime, it is expected that the exchange rate
pass-through will tend to decrease. This study analyzes Turkey's pass-through effect by the
autoregressive distributed lag (ARDL) bounds testing approach for the periods 2002Moi-
2010M12 and 2011Moi-2019Mi2 with a comparative perspective. According to our study's
findings, exchange rates and import prices in Turkey have been positively affected consumer
prices in the 2002Mo1-2010M12 and 2011Mo1-2019M12 periods, in terms of both long and short
term relationships. On the other hand, total industrial production affected consumer prices
only in 2011Mo1-2019Mi2. This effect was positive for long-term relations and negative for
short-term relations.

Bu ¢alismada Tiirkiye'de ge¢is etkisinin varligi, karsilastirmalt bir
bakis agistyla, 2002Moi1-2010Mi2 ve 2011Mo1-2019Mi2 dénemleri igin gecikmesi dagitilmis
otoregresif (ARDL) sir testi yaklasimiyla incelenmistir. Calismamizda elde edilen
bulgulara gére, hem uzun hem de kisa dénem iliskiler bakimindan, Tiirkiye'de déviz kurlar
ve ithalat fiyatlar, tiiketici fiyatlarint 2002Mo1-2010Mi2 ve 2011Mo1-2019M12 dénemlerinde
pozitif yénde etkilemistir. Toplam sanayi iiretimi ise tiiketici fiyatlartmi sadece 2011Moi1-
2019Mi2 déneminde etkilemis, bu etki uzun dénem iliskiler bakimindan pozitif yonde, kisa
dénem iligkiler bakimindan ise negatif yonde gergeklesmistir. Ayrica, 6nemli bir husus da;
déviz kuru ve ithalat fiyatlarimin tiiketici fiyatlart tizerine olan uzun dénemli etkilerinin,
2002Moi-2010M12 déneminde, 2011Mo1-2019M12 dénemine kiyasla déviz kurlarinda iki kati,
ithalat fiyatlarinda ise o,54 kat1 diizeyinde daha yiiksek olmasidir.

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1. Giris

Disa agik ve sermaye hareketlerinin serbest oldugu bir ekonomide, déviz kuru
makroekonomik degiskenlerin pek cogunu etkiler. Sermaye akimlarinin hizh
bir sekilde yon degistirebildigi gelisen disa agik ekonomilerde do6viz kuru
soklar1 enflasyondaki degisimi belirlemede 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir.

Genel anlamda ddviz kurunda meydana gelen degisikliklerin yurt igi fiyatlar
tzerinde yarattigr etki, doviz kurundan fiyatlara gecis etkisi olarak
tanimlanmaktadir.! Bir ekonomide dogrudan ithal edilen mallar veya ithal
girdi kullanimi ne kadar yogunsa kurlarin fiyatlar tizerindeki etkisinin de o
kadar yiiksek olmasi beklenmektedir (TCMB Merkezin Giincesi, 2017).
Gelismekte olan iilkelerin iiretim stirecinde ara mali ithalatina bagiml
olmalari, kurlardaki degisimin dogrudan ve hizla yerel tiretim maliyetlerine ve
dolayisiyla fiyatlara yansimasiyla sonug¢lanmaktadir. Ayrica, 6rnegin doviz
kurunun deger kaybetmesi, rekabetin gelismedigi ekonomilerde ithal
drtnlerin yerli para cinsinden fiyatinin dogrudan etkilenmesine yol agacaktur.
Buna ek olarak yerli para deger kaybettiginde ihra¢ triinleri yabancilar igin
ucuz hale gelecek, bu driinlerin talebi artacak ve bu da enflasyonu
ylikseltecektir. Bu kosullar altinda hedeflenen fiyat indeksi iginde ticarete
konu mallarin agirhigi ne kadar yiliksekse doviz kurunun fiyatlara gecis
etkisinin de o kadar gii¢lii olmasi beklenecektir (Kara ve Orak, 2008:115-116).

Ithalat ve maliyet kanallarmnin yaninda déviz kurunda meydana gelen
hareketler, beklentiler kanaliyla da yurtigi fiyatlar etkiler. Gegmiste yasanan
yiiksek enflasyon ortaminin besledigi enflasyon beklentileri enflasyondan
korunma giidiisiiyle ortaya ¢ikan endeksleme davraniglarina yol acarak
enflasyonun déviz kuruna duyarliligini ytikseltebilmektedir. (TCMB Merkezin
Glincesi, 2017). Bu nedenle doviz kuru geciskenliginin yiiksek olmasi,
enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisinin bagarisini zayiflattig: gibi para otoritesinin
kurlara miidahale etme istegini de arttirmaktadir.>

Disiik bir doviz kuru geciskenliginin politika yapicilarina bagimsiz bir para
politikasi izleme olanagi sagladigi ve enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisinin

ve Orak, 2008:115). Calvo ve Reinhart (2002); gelismekte olan ekonomilerin, esnek doéviz kuru rejimini benimsemis
olsalar bile, kredibilite yoksunlugu, yikimlulik dolarizasyonunun yiiksek olmasi gibi nedenlerle, politika yapicilarin
doviz kuru dalgalanmasindan hoslanmadiklarini belirtmislerdir. Yazarlara gore, dolarizasyonun giicli oldugu
ekonomilerde geciskenligin gelismis ekonomilere gére ¢ok daha yuksek olmasi, fiyat istikrarini saglamaya dontik para
politikalarinin basari olasiligini olumsuz etkilemektedir. Bu kosullar altinda politika yapicilarin enflasyonla ilgili
endiseleri nedeniyle, doviz kuru dalgalanmalarini sinirlama egiliminde olacaklarini belirtmislerdir.

Choudhri ve
Hakura (2001) ve Carriere-Swallow, Gruss, Magud, and Valencia (2016)
gelismis ve gelismekte olan {ilkelerden olusan biiyiik sayida 6rneklemle,
Ca’Zorzi, Hahn ve Sanchez (2005) ve Junior (2007) nispeten daha kii¢tik bir
orneklemle geciskenligi test etmisler ve ¢cogu ekonomide Taylor'un ileri
stirdigi diisiik enflasyon ortaminin gegiskenligi azalttig: yoniindeki hipotezle
uyumlu sonuglara ulagmiglardir.

Gelismekte olan tilke ekonomilerinin d6viz kuru dalgalanmalarina kars: var
olan hassasiyetleri nedeniyle, bu tilkeler i¢cin déviz kuru dengesi ve doviz
kurunun yurt igi fiyatlara gecis etkisinin biiyiikliigii, enflasyon hedeflemesi
stratejisinin saglikli bir sekilde ylirtitiilmesi agisindan 6nemlidir.

Tirkiye'de 2000 yilinda uygulanmaya baglanan yodnlendirilmis sabit kur
rejimine dayali olan ekonomi programinda, kur rejimi enflasyon hedefine
yonelik uygulanmaya baslanmuistir. 2001’de yasanilan krizin ardindan déviz
kuru hedeflemesi stratejisi terk edilmis ve serbest dalgalanan déviz kuru
sistemine gecilmistir. Krizden sonra yeni olusturulacak para politikasi
cercevesi fiyat istikrar1 hedefini gerceklestirme dogrultusunda enflasyon
hedeflemesi stratejisi olmustur. Ac¢ik enflasyon hedeflemesine gecis icgin
gerekli 6n kosullar saglanamadigindan 6ncelikle 2002 yillinda 6rtiik enflasyon
hedeflemesi stratejisi uygulanmistir. 2006 yili basindan itibaren ise agik
enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisine gecilmistir. 2008 kiiresel krizine kadar
Tirkiye Cumhuriyet Merkez Bankasi (TCMB)nmin tek amaa fiyat istikrar
olmustur. Krizden sonra sadece fiyat istikrarinin saglanmasiyla
makroekonomik istikrarin saglanamayacagi, bu nedenle merkez bankalarinin
fiyat istikrar1 yaninda finansal sistemde biriken riskleri de g6z 6niine almalari
gerektigi gozler oOntline serilmistir. Bu cercevede TCMB, 2010 yilinin
sonlarindan itibaren fiyat istikrarindan taviz vermeden destekleyici bir amag
olarak finansal istikrar1 saglamay1 da hedeflemistir.*

vurgulanmustir.

Bu calismada, ortiik enflasyon hedeflemesiyle baslayan enflasyon hedefleme
stratejisi stireci ve finansal istikrar1 gozeten politikalar sonrasi Tiirkiye'de gegis
etkisinin varligi, karsilagtirmali bir bakis acisiyla, 2002Moi-2010M12 ve
2011Mo1-2019M12 donemleri i¢in ARDL sinir testi yaklagimiyla incelenmistir.
iki ayr1 donem karsilastirmasi yapmanin, 2010 sonrasi doénemde kur
oynakliginin azaltilmasina doniik politikalar1 da iceren finansal istikrar
hedefinin, geciskenligi azaltma yoniinde etkisinin olup olmadigini gérebilmek
agisindan da 6nemli oldugu disiintilmektedir.

Calismanin bundan sonraki kismi su sekilde olusturulmustur. ikinci béliimde
konuyla ilgili literatiir taramasina yer verilmis, ticlincii bélimde c¢alismada
kullanilan ekomometrik yontem ve veri seti tanitilmig, dérdiincii béliimde
elde edilen bulgulardan bahsedilmis ve son béliimde ise ¢alisgmanin sonug
kismi yer almistir.

2. Literatiir Taramasi

Literatiirde enflasyon hedefleme stratejisi 6ncesi ve sonras1 donemlerde doviz
kuru geciskenligini karsilastiran ve geciskenlikte asimetrik etkileri inceleyen
pek ¢ok calisma yapilmistir. Tiirkiye’de doviz kuru gegiskenligini arastiran
bir¢ok calismada, enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisine ve dalgali kur rejimine
gecildikten sonra kurlardan yurt i¢i fiyatlara gecisin azaldig1 yoniinde bulgular
edinilmis ve gecis stirecinde asimetrinin varlig1 tespit edilmistir. Asagida bu
tip bulgulara ulasan c¢alisma 6rnekleri verilmistir.

Ca’Zorzi vd. (2007) Orta ve Dogu Avrupa, Asya ve Latin Amerika’da yer alan
12 lilke ekonomisi igin VAR (Vektor Otoregresif) modeli ile fiyatlara gegis
etkisini tahmin etmislerdir. Yazarlar calismalarinda Tirkiye ve Arjantin
disindaki tlkeler icin enflasyon ve gecis etkisi derecesi arasinda pozitif iligki
bulmuslardir. Calismanin bulgularina gore, Yillik enflasyonun ortalama

onlemeye yonelik olarak olusturulan yeni para politikasi gercevesine iliskin daha ayrintili bilgi edinmek igin bakiniz Kara,
(2012); Basgi ve Kara (2011).

5 Eichengreen (2002), gelismekte olan agik ekonomilerde enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisinin basarisinin ti¢ nedenden
dolayi zor oldugunu belirtmistir: bu tlkeler dis soklara agiktir, dolar cinsinden yiikimlultkleri vardir ve politika yapicilari
glvenilirlikten yoksundur. Yazara gore 6rnegin, yikimlilik dolarizasyonunun yiiksek olmasi, enflasyon hedefleme
stratejisi uygulayan merkez bankasinin déviz kuru hareketlerine izin vermemesine ve uygulanan rejimin saglayacagi
esneklikten yararlanamamasina, para otoritelerinin gtivenilirliklerinin olmamasinin gegis etkisinin ytiksek olmasina yol
acacagini ileri stirmistlr. Tum bu kosullar enflasyon tahminini zorlagtirmakta ve bu stratejiyi daha az gekici hale
getirmektedir.
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%10'dan az oldugu iilkelerde geciskenligin disiik, genellikle % 10'dan az
oldugu, ortalama enflasyonun %uo ile %20 arasinda daha yiiksek seviyede
oldugu tlkelerde ise gecis etkisinin yaklasik % 40 oldugu gorilmiistiir.
Arjantin ve Tirkiye'de ise %60'in tizerinde son derece yiiksek enflasyon
olmasina karsin, tlketici fiyatlarina geciskenligin ¢ok disik oldugu
gozlenmistir.

Damar (2010), Tirkiye'de d6viz kurundan yurt i¢i fiyatlara gecis etkisini
incelemistir. Déviz kurunun tiiketici fiyatlarina ve ¢ekirdek enflasyona gecisi,
dalgali kur rejimi 6ncesi ve sonrasi olmak iizere Ocak 1995-Haziran 2000 ve
Ocak 2002-Aralik 2009 donemi igin iki farkli VAR modeli olusturularak
incelenmistir. Yazar ¢alismasinda, gecis etkisinin dalgali kur sistemine
gecildikten sonra azaldigini, enflasyon hedeflemesi rejiminin etkisiyle doviz
kurunun bekleyisleri yonlendiren referans degisken olma 6zelligini yitirmesi
ve endeksleme davranisinin kirilmasinin bu azalmaya katkida bulundugunu,
fakat ithal girdi kullaniminin yiiksek olmasi nedeniyle gecis etkisinin yapisal
bir sorun olarak var oldugunu vurgulamaistir.

Kara ve Ogiin¢ (2008) 1994-2004 déneminde VAR modeli kullanarak Tiirkiye
icin yaptiklar1 calismada, 2001 donemi Oncesi yiiksek ve hizli olan gecis
etkisinin dalgali kur sistemine ve enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisine gegisle
birlikte 6nemli Ol¢iide zayifladigini ve yavasladigini gostermislerdir. Doviz
kuruna endeksli fiyatlamanin diismesi ve fiyat belirleme davraniglarinda
enflasyon hedeflerinin artan roliiniin, gec¢is etkisinin zayiflamasina yol acan iki
onemli faktor oldugunu ve para politikasinin siiregelen kredibilitesi ve doviz
kuru hareketlerindeki degisimin bu gelismede etkili oldugunu
vurgulamiglardir.

Kara, Sarikaya, Ogiing ve Ozmen (2017a) doviz kurundan enflasyona gegis
katsayisinin i¢inde bulunulan ekonomik kosullara gore degiskenlik
gosterebilecegini, bu yiizden her donem igin sabit bir rakamin olamayacagini
vurgulamislardir. Is cevrimlerinin ve beklentilerin geciskenligi etkilemede
onemli rol oynayabilecegi dogrultusunda, doviz kuru geciskenliginin
ekonominin soguma donemlerinde zayifladigi, 1sinma donemlerinde ise
giclendigini, gliclii deger kayb:i beklentisi olustugunda kur ve enflasyon
arasindaki iliskinin tarihsel ortalamadan daha yiiksek oldugunu ve olumlu
beklentiler olustugunda ise etkinin ¢ok daha disiik olabilecegini
vurgulamiglardir.

Kara, Ogiing ve Sarikaya (2017b) Tiirkiye’de, 2006-2010 acik enflasyon
hedeflemesi rejimi donemi ve 2011-2016 arasinda ¢ok amagh politika donemi
icin enflasyonun temel makro belirleyicilerini incelemislerdir. Yazarlar her iki
donemde de yillik tiiketici enflasyonunun ortalama ytizde 8,2 olarak
gerceklesmesine ragmen, enflasyonun etmenlerinin biytk farkliliklar
gosterdigini, 2011-2016 doneminde, enflasyon dinamiklerinin ¢ogunlukla d6viz
kurundan kaynaklandigini ilk donemde ise en biiyiik etkenin islenmemis gida
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fiyatlar1 oldugunu tespit etmislerdir. Yazarlar 6rneklem doneminde makro
degiskenlerle agiklanamayan ortalama yilizde 4 civarinda enflasyonun,
beklentilerden kaynaklanan fiyatlandirma davranisindaki kalicilikla ve diger
yapisal faktorlerle ilgili olabilecegini belirtmislerdir.

Dilla, Achsani ve Anggraeni (2017) enflasyon hedefleme stratejisinden sonra
hem kisa hem de uzun donemde gegis etkisinde bir azalma olup olmadigini,
enflasyon hedefleme stratejisini uygulayan Tiirkiye'nin de dahil oldugu 1 orta
gelirli ve 8 yiiksek gelirli iilke icin ARDL yontemi ile test etmiglerdir. Calismaya
gore ortalama anlamda gecis etkisi enflasyon hedeflemesinden sonra her iki
iilke grubu icin de azalmistir. Genel olarak ytiksek gelirli tilkelerde enflasyon
hedeflemesi siireciyle gecis etkisinin kisa ve uzun dénemde azaldigi, orta
gelirli iilkelerde ise farkli sonuclarin elde edildigi ortaya konmustur. Gegis
etkisinin 6rnegin Tiirkiye'nin de dahil oldugu 6 orta gelirli tilkede kisa ve uzun
donemde azaldigi, kimi tilkede sadece kisa veya uzun donemde azaldigy,
kimisinde de gecis etkisinin azalmadig1 sonucuna ulagmislardir.

Ding¢ag (2009) Tirkiye'de doviz kurlarindan enflasyona gegis etkisini 2001
oncesi ve sonrasi olmak tizere iki alt donem i¢in 1994-2009 yillar1 arasinda
asimetrik es biitlinlesme yaklasimini kullanarak incelemistir. Caligmada
dalgali kura gegisten sonra iyilesen ekonomik kosullar ve enflasyonda yasanan
disiis nedeniyle 2001 sonrasinda hem uzun hem de kisa donemde gegis
etkisinin 6nemli 6l¢lide azaldigr bulunmustur. Gegis siirecinde asimetrinin
varligi tespit edilmis ve wulusal paranin deger kaybetmesinin deger
kazanmasina gore daha yiiksek bir gecis etkisi yarattig: tespit edilmistir.

Dedeoglu ve Kaya (2015) 2003-2013 dénemi i¢in Tirkiye’de kur gegiskenligini,
model belirsizligini dikkate alarak incelemislerdir. Yazarlar, model
belirsizligini dikkate almak icin Bayesyen ortalama yontemini kullanmislar ve
TUFE'ye geciskenlik katsayisin1 yaklasik 7,5, UFE’ye geciskenlik katsayisini ise
yaklasik olarak 26,7 diizeyinde bulmuslardir. Calismalarinda TUFE igin
tahmin edilen kur geciskenliginin literatiirde daha 6nce yapilmis caligsmalara
gore daha disiik tespit edilmesini, gecis etkisinde zaman iginde azalma
egiliminin devam etmesine baglanabilecegini ifade etmislerdir.

Goktas (2019) Tirkiye'de 2003:01-2018:03 donemi icin doviz kuru
degisimlerinin enflasyon tlizerinde asimetrik bir gecis etkisi olup olmadig:
hipotezini Dogrusal Olmayan Sinir Testi yaklasimi (NARDL) ile aragtirmustur.
Arastirma sonuglarina gore TL'deki %1’lik deger kaybinin tiiketici fiyatlarinda
%0,24'liik, TL'nin ayni oranda deger kazanmasinin ise %o0,171lik bir artisa
neden oidugu saptanmustir. Dolayisiyla gecis etkisinin dogrusal olmadig:
sonucuna ulasgilmistir. Yazar inceleme doneminde ara mali ve enerji
ithalatinin yiiksek olmasi nedeniyle doviz kurlarindaki degismelerin ithalat
fiyatlarim1 6nemli Olclide etkiledigini, ithalata bagimli iiretim yapisinin bu
etkiyi derinlestirdigini vurgulamistir.
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Ozdamar (2015) Tiirkiye'de déviz kurunun yurt ici fiyatlar iizerindeki etkisini
2006:01-2015:10 donemi icin ARDL-sinir testi yontemini kullanarak arastirmig
ve uzun donemde yurt ici iiretici fiyatlar1 tizerinde doviz kuru etkisinin dustik
oldugu sonucuna ulagmustir. Yazar 6nceki yillara nazaran inceledigi donemde,
enflasyonun diisiik diizeyde seyretmis olmasina dikkat cekerek literatiirdeki
disiik enflasyon ortaminda gegis etkisinin de azaldig1 yoniindeki bulgularla
arastirma sonuclarinin uyumlu oldugunu vurgulamustir.

Alptekin, Yilmaz ve Tag (2016) VAR modeli kullanarak 2005-2015 déneminde
doviz kurundan vyurtigi fiyatlara gegis etkisini incelemislerdir. Doviz
kurundaki bir birimlik soka tretici fiyatlarinin yaklasik %14 oraninda tepki
verdigini ve etkinin 7 ay strdiglng, tiketici fiyatlarinin tepkisinin %4
oldugunu ve etkinin dokuzuncu ayda son buldugunu belirtmislerdir. Uretici
ve tiiketici fiyatlarinin d6viz kuruna gelen soklara tepkisinin olduk¢a diisitk
olmasinin temel sebebinin Tiirkiye’de 2001 sonrasi donemde enflasyonun
istikrarli seyrine ve dalgali d6viz kuru sistemine baglamiglardir.

Tumtiirk (2017) ¢alismasinda enflasyon hedeflemesi 6ncesi ve sonrasi i¢in
1994-2016 yillar1 arasinda Tiirkiye’de doviz kuru soklarmin UFE iizerinden
yurti¢i fiyatlar tizerindeki etkisini incelemistir. Calismada, enflasyon
hedefleme stratejisine gecisle birlikte gecis etkisinin azaldig1 ve 0.28 oldugu
sonucuna ulagilmistir. Yazar TCMB'ye olan gilivenin artmasi sayesinde
beklentilerin iyi yonetilmesinin, enflasyon ataletini ve yurtici fiyatlar1 doviz
kuruna endeksleme davranigini kirmaya basladigini, bu olumlu gelismelerin
devami i¢cin merkez bankasinin bagimsizligi konusunda herhangi bir kuskuya
yer verilmemesi gerektigini vurgulamistir.

Leigh ve Rossi (2002) 1994-2002 doneminde Tirkiye’de doviz kurlarindan
fiyatlara gecisi VAR modeli kullanarak aragtirmiglardir. Yazarlar, doéviz
kurlarindaki degisimin yurt igi fiyatlar izerindeki etkisinin, diger gelismekte
olan tilkelere nazaran hem hizli hem de daha yiiksek gerceklestigi seklinde
bulgulara ulagsmuglardir. Yiiksek dolarizasyon egilimiyle birlikte dolar kuruna
endekslenmis fiyatlarin, yiiksek enflasyon beklentilerinin, oligopolistik
endistriyel yapinin gecis stirecini hizlandirabilecek ve giiclendirebilecek
etmenler oldugunu vurgulamislardir.

Mihaljek ve Klau (2008) 1994-2001 ve 2001-2006 dénemi i¢in Tiirkiye'nin de
dahil oldugu 14 yiikselen ekonomi icin gecis etkisini arastirmiglardir.
Calismada 2001 yilindan itibaren tek bir iilke hari¢ tiim tilkelerde gecis
etkisinin azaldigi, Tirkiye'nin de i¢inde bulundugu bir grup tilkede azalisin
gicli oldugunu vurgulamislardir. Ayrica ¢alismada, doéviz kuru
degisikliklerinin enflasyon tizerindeki asimetrik etkilerinin varligina isaret
edilmis ve Tirkiye’de doviz kurundaki deger kaybinin enflasyon tizerindeki
etkisinin deger kazanimina gore, daha oOnemli ve daha giicli oldugu
gorilmustir.
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Jasova, Moessner ve Takats (2016) gecis etkisinin 22 gelismekte olan
(Turkiye'nin de dahil oldugu) ve n gelismis iilke ekonomisinde gosterdigi
gelisimi 1994-2005 yillar1 arasindaki verileri temel alarak GMM
(Genellestirilmis Momentler Modeli) yontemini kullanarak analiz etmiglerdir.
Yazarlarin bulgularina gore; gelismekte olan tilkelerde 2008 krizinden sonra
disen enflasyonla birlikte gecis etkisinin azaldigi, gelismis tilkelerde ise
enflasyonun istikrarli bir sekilde diisitk olmasinin aynm1 zamanda gegis
etkisinin de gelismekte olan {ilkelere gore diisiik kalmasina yol acgtig
sonucuna varmiglardir.

3. Model, Yontem ve Veriler

3.2. Ekonometrik Yontem: ARDL Sinir Testi

Bu ¢alismada Tirkiye'de gecis etkisinin varligi, karsilastirmali bir bakig
acistyla, 2002Mo1-2010M12 ve 2011Mo1-2019M12 donemleri i¢in, ARDL simir
testi (Pesaran, Shin ve Smith, 2001) yaklagimi kullanilarak belirlenmeye
caligilmistir. Pesaran, Shin ve Smith tarafindan gelistirilen kosullu hata
diizeltme yaklasimi, modeldeki degiskenler arasindaki baglantiyr hem kisa
hem de uzun donem cercevesinde tahmin etmektedir. ARDL yonteminin,
uzun donem dinamikleri belirlemede kullanilan diger es-biitiinlesme
(cointegration) analizlerine gore oOnemli avantajlar1  bulunmaktadir.
Bunlardan ilki, modelled yer alan bagimli ve bagimsiz degiskenlerin aym
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biitinlesme  (entegrasyon) diizeyinde olmasini  gerektirmemesidir.
Degiskenler o ya da 1. dereceden biitiinlesik olabilirler.® ikincisi, degiskenlerin
farkli gecikme degerleriyle modelde yer alabilmesidir. Degiskenlerin gecikme
uzunluklar1 dogru belirlendiginde, uzun doénem iligkiler konusundaki
analizler de daha saglikli olmaktadir. Uciinciisii, 6rneklem boyutu kiiciik bile
olsa bu yaklagimin etkinligini yitirmemesidir.

4. Ekonometrik Analizler

Ekonometrik analizin ilk asamasinda degiskenlerin hangi dereceden
biitiinlegik olduklar1 genisletilmis Dickey-Fuller (ADF), Phillips-Perron (PP)
ve Dickey-Fuller Generalized Least Squares (DFGLS) birim kok tahmin
yontemleriyle saptanmaya ¢alisilmistir. Her bir degiskene iligkin biitiinlesme
dereceleri ve birim kok istatistikleri Tablo 1a ve 1b’de yer almaktadir. Modele
katilan degiskenlerin ya sifir [I(0)] ya da birinci dereceden [I(1)] biitiinlesik
olduklar1 goriilmektedir.

5. Sonuc ve Degerlendirme

Sermaye akimlarinda yasanan dalgalanmalarin yarattigi déviz kuru soklars,
gelismekte olan disa a¢ik ekonomilerde fiyat istikrarinin saglanmasina doniik
para politikasinin etkinligini azaltan bir unsur olarak o6ne g¢ikmaktadir.
Gelismekte olan ekonomilerin kendilerine 6zgili problemleri gecis etkisinin
yiiksek olmasina yol agcabilmekte ve doviz kuru gelismeleri enflasyonun temel
belirleyicilerinden birisi olmaktadir. Bu nedenle, gelismekte olan tilkeler i¢in
doviz kuru dengesi ve doviz kurunun yurt igi fiyatlara gegis etkisinin
bliytikliigii, enflasyon hedeflemesi stratejisinin saglikli bir sekilde ytiriitiilmesi
acisindan 6nemlidir.

TCMB 2002 de ortitk ve 2006 da agik enflasyon hedefleme stratejisini tek
amaci olan fiyat istikrarini saglama dogrultusunda ytrtitmistiir. 2010 yilinin
sonlarindan itibaren ise TCMB, fiyat istikrariyla ¢elismemek kaydiyla finansal
istikrar amacin1 da destekleyici bir amag olarak hedefleri arasina almistir.
TCMB'nin finansal istikrar1 da gozeterek temel amaci olan fiyat istikrarini
saglama stratejisini yuritirken basarili olabilmesi icin, doviz kurlan
geciskenliginin bilinmesi 6nem arz etmektedir. Anilan dogrultuda bu
calismada ortiik enflasyon hedeflemesiyle baglayan enflasyon hedefleme
stratejisi siireci ve finansal istikrar1 gozeten politikalar sonrasi Tiirkiye'de gegis
etkisinin varlig1 arastirilmistir. Bu amagla, tiiketici fiyatlar ile onu etkileyen
unsurlar olan déviz kuru, ithalat fiyatlar1 ve toplam sanayi tiretimi arasindaki
iligkinin wvarlig1, karsilastirmali bir bakis acisiyla, 2002Mo1-2010M12 ve
201Mo1-2019Mi12 donemleri icin ARDL sinur testi yaklagimiyla incelenmistir.

Calismamizda elde edilen bulgulara gore, hem uzun hem de kisa dénem
iligkiler bakimindan, Tiirkiye'de, gerek doviz kurlarinin gerekse de ithalat
fiyatlarinin tiiketici fiyatlarini  2002Mo1-2010M12  ve 2011Mo1-2019M12
donemlerinin her ikisinde de pozitif yonde etkiledigini; toplam sanayi
tretiminin ise tiliketici fiyatlarim1 sadece 201Mo1-2019M12 déneminde
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etkiledigini, bu etkinin uzun dénem iliskiler bakimindan pozitif yonde, kisa
donem iligkiler bakimindan ise negatif yonde oldugunu ifade edebiliriz.
Ayrica, 6nemli bir husus da; doviz kuru ve ithalat fiyatlarinin tiiketici fiyatlar
tuzerine olan uzun doénemli etkilerinin, 2002Mo1-2010M12 doneminde,
2011Mo1-2019M12  donemine kiyasla doviz kurlarinda iki kati, ithalat
fiyatlarinda ise 0,54 kat1 diizeyinde daha ytiksek olmasidir.

Elde edilen bulgular dogrultusunda Tiirkiye’de enflasyon hedeflemesi rejimine
gecisle birlikte doviz kuru geciskenliginin zayifladigi, ancak doviz kuru
degisimlerinin enflasyonu etkileyen 6nemli bir faktor olmaya devam ettigi
anlagilmaktadir. Ote yandan geciskenligin ikili hedefin olusturuldugu 2010
sonrast donemde nispi olarak daha disiik ¢ikmasinda, finansal istikrara
yonelik politikalarin etkili oldugu, soylenebilir. Bu baglamda finansal istikrar1
saglamaya dontik politikalarin siirdtirlmesi, fiyat istikrar1 hedefine ulagsmada
ve gegiskenligin diismesinde yararli olacaktir.

Under the impact of the digital age, companies and organizational structures are
increasingly digitalised and digital transformation becomes the driving force for the future
success of companies. In the digital transformation mentioned, it is seen that classical
leadership styles do not adequately address the opportunities and challenges arising from
digitalization.

Dijital ¢agin etkisiyle sirketler ve organizasyon yapilart giderek dijitallesmekte ve sirketlerin
gelecekteki basarist igin dijital doniigtim itici giic olmaktadir. Bahse konu dijital doniistimde
klasik liderlik tarzlarimin dijitallesmeden kaynaklanan firsat ve zorluklart yeterince ele
almadigi gériilmektedir. Bu noktada ortaya ¢ikan liderlik tarzi dijital liderliktir. Dijital
cagda, sirketler ve is ekosistemleri icin dijitallesme stratejilerinin basarisint artiracak etkin
kararlar dijital liderlik sayesinde verilebilmektedir. Bu ¢alismada dijital ¢agda sirketlerin
dijitallesmesini gergeklestirecek liderlik tarzi olan dijital liderlikle ilgili literattir incelenerek
kavramsal bir ¢ergeve olusturulmustur. Bu kapsamda literatiirde yeni bir liderlik tarzi olarak

ele ahinan dijital liderlik kavrami ve 6nemi ile dijital liderlerin sahip olmas: gereken 6zelliklere
yer verilerek konuyla ilgili yapilacak arastirmalara kaynak sajlanmast amag¢lanmaktadir.

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1. Giris

Dijital doniisiimiin diinya ¢apinda tartisilacak giincel bir konu oldugu ve
diinyanin dort bir yanindaki sirketlerin is glindemine karar vermek igin ¢ok
uygun olan dijital bir ¢agda yasamaktayiz (Sainger, 2018: 1). Bu ¢agda, tim
endistriyel alanlardaki sirketler giderek daha fazla dijitallesmekte ve yeni
dijital organizasyon bigimleri halinde yeniden organize olmaktadirlar. Dijital
dontisim, mevcut isgletmeleri hizla ve temelden degistirmekte ve bugiin
dijitallesme egilimini kagiran sirketlerin gelecekte dijital 6nciilerden daha
yavas, daha az esnek ve daha az rekabet¢i olacag: yaygin bir sekilde kabul
edilmektedir. Bu baglamda dijjitallesme isin niteligini, is taleplerini ve
kaynaklarini degistirebilmektedir (Zeike vd., 2019: 1).

Genel olarak, “dijitallesme” terimi iki ag¢idan ele alinabilir. Bunlardan biri,
tamamen teknik olarak analog verilerin dijital bilgiye dontstiiriilmesidir.
Digeri ise biitlinsel agidan elektronik veri islemedeki teknolojik gelismeler
tarafindan yonlendirilen bir biitin olarak toplumun gelisimini ifade
etmektedir. Dijitallesme, ekonominin ve toplumun her diizeyinde genis
kapsamli degisiklikler tirettigi icin hem yeni zorluklara hem de firsatlara yol
agmakta, insanlarin birbirleriyle iletisim kurma ve etkilesimde bulunma
bigimlerini ve sirketlerin pazardaki faaliyetlerini temelden degistirmektedir
(Hensellek, 2020: 56).

Dijitallesme, sirketlerin iletisim kurma, tiretim ve orgiitlenme yontemlerini
degistirmistir. Dijitallesmenin ilk agamasinda sirketler; cihazlar, makineler ve
platformlar gibi dijital araclari, dijitallestirilmis dagitim kanallarini ve hatta
dijital is modellerini baglamak icin yeni teknolojinin entegrasyonu yoluyla
uretkenligin, verimliligin ve karliligin artirilmasina odaklanmistir. Daha
sonraki asamada ise dijitallesmeden kaynaklanan degisikliklere sadece
makinelerin ve yontemlerin degil, ayni zamanda sirket icindeki ve
kiltiirindeki liderlik sekillerinin de uyum saglanmasi gerektigine
odaklanilmistir. Bu durum iletisim, diizenleme ve calisma yontemlerinin de
degistigi, yeni yollarin ve standartlarin belirlenmesi gerektigi anlamina
gelmektedir. Degisen miisteri taleplerine ve ¢evik tiretim dongtilerine cevap
vermek ve bir sirketin bagarisini belirlemek icin yeterli bir liderlik tarzi
gerekmektedir (Bolte vd., 2018: 637).

Liderler igin dijital teknolojiler, yeni iletisim ve organizasyon bigimleri
anlamimna gelmektedir. Bu cercevede, dijitallesmenin organizasyonlarin
gelecekteki basarisi igin itici glic oldugu, ancak klasik liderlik tarzlarinin
dijitallesmeden kaynaklanan firsat ve zorluklar1 yeterince ele almadig:
gortilmektedir (Hensellek, 2020: 56). Bu baglamda dijital liderlik kavrami 6n
plana ¢ikmaktadir. Dijital liderlik “liderlerin dijitallesme siireci igin agik ve
anlamli bir vizyon olusturma ve bunu gergeklestirmek i¢in stratejiler yiiriitme
yetenegi” olarak tanimlanmaktadir (Larjovuori vd., 2016: 1144; Zeike vd., 2019:
1). Bagka bir ifadeyle, dijital liderlerin gelecege dair kapsaml bir dijital vizyon
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yaratmasi ve bu vizyonun insan merkezli bir sekilde uygulanmasini saglamak
icin gerekli becerilere ve zihniyete sahip olmasi gerekmektedir (Hensellek,
2020: 56).

Bu ¢alismada dijital cagda sirketlerin dijitallesmesi i¢in gerekli olan liderlik
tarzi olan dijjital liderlikle ilgili yazin incelenerek kavramsal bir cerceve
olusturulmustur. Bu kapsamda dijitallesme-dijital doniisim ve literatiirde
yeni bir liderlik tarzi olarak karsimiza ¢ikan dijital liderlik kavrami ve 6nemi
ile dijital liderlerin sahip olmasi gereken 6zelliklere yer verilerek konuyla ilgili
yapilacak arastirmalara kaynak saglanmasi amaglanmaktadir.

2. Dijitallesme- Dijital Doniisiim

Yasadigimiz zaman 4.0 sanayi devrimi, bilgisayarlarin yayginlagsmasi ve tiim
alanlarda kayit tutmanin otomasyonu nedeniyle dijital devrim olarak
adlandirmaktadir (Ghufron, 2018). Bu otomasyonun ve baglantinin varhig
endustriyel diinyay: hareket ettirmekte ve is rekabeti dogrusal olmayan hale
gelmektedir. Bu durumun somut yansimalarindan biri de robotlarin insan
ikamesi olarak kullanilmasidir. Ulfa (2019), 4.0 sanayi devrimi déneminde
dijitallesme ve otomasyon nedeniyle bir¢cok degisikligin ortaya ¢iktigini
aciklamaktadir. 4.0 sanayi devrimi, yasamin her alaninda birbirleriyle baglanti
kurabilen akilli bir teknolojiyi asilamaktadir (Asri ve Darma, 2020: 94).

"Dijital yerliler" olarak adlandirilan yani dijital teknolojilerle biiyiiyen nesil,
dijitallesmeyi igsellestirmis goriinmektedir. Dijital yerlilerin dijital becerileri
ve zihniyetleri, yerlesik yoneticilerin ¢ogu icin i¢sel faktorler olarak goriilebilir.
Bunun nedeni ise yerlesik yoneticilerin ¢ogu icin dijitallesmenin; sirketleri,
¢alisanlarini ve is modellerini etkileyen dissal bir gii¢ gibi gériinmesidir. Geng
ve cevik girisimler, dijital is diinyasini yenilik¢i triin ve hizmetleriyle
tanimlamakta ve yerlesik sirketler genellikle dijitallesme potansiyelinden
yararlanmakta zorlanmaktadirlar. Bu durum Facebook, Alibaba ve Uber gibi
sirketlerin ortaya ¢ikmasina ve sadece birkag yil icinde diinyanin en ytiksek
puan alan sirketlerine déniismesine neden olmustur (Hensellek, 2020: 57).

Chew (2015), dijital doniisim ya da dijitallesme terimlerinin g¢ogunlukla
teknolojik degisimler nedeniyle toplumda meydana gelen degisiklikler olarak
anlagildigini belirtmektedir. Dijital dontisiim, “dijital teknolojilerin getirdigi
degisiklikleri, firsatlar1 ve toplum tizerindeki etkilerini stratejik ve 6ncelikli bir
sekilde tam olarak kullanmak igin is faaliyetlerinin, stireglerin, yetkinliklerin
ve modellerin derin ve hizlanan dontisimii” olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Bu
tanima dayanarak dijital doniistim, onemli organizasyonel degisikliklerin
gerceklesmesini, organizasyon kiiltiiriinde ve siireglerinde dramatik bir
degisiklik olmadan basarilmasi zor olabilecek bir strateji degisikligini
gerektirmektedir (Demirkan vd., 2016: 14; Sow ve Aborbie, 2018: 141).
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Sirketler diizeyinde, dijitallesmenin itici giicleri genel olarak i¢ ve dis etkenler
olarak ikiye ayrilmaktadir. Dijitallesmenin en 6nemli dis etkenleri arasinda
mobil internet, bulut bilisim, nesnelerin interneti, 3B baski, artirilmis ve sanal
gerceklik, Blockchain veya biiytik veri ve yapay zeka gibi teknolojik gelismeler
yer almaktadir. Bir yandan bu yeni teknolojiler tamamen yeni olanaklar ve is
alanlar1 agarken, diger yandan mevcut teknolojileri ve is modellerini yenilgiye
ugratma tehdidinde bulunmaktadir. Buna 6rnek olarak Netflix'in kablolu
televizyon igin bir tehdit unsuru haline gelmesini gostermek miimkiindir.
Ayrica LTE veya 5G gibi mobil veri aktarim yontemleriyle birlikte bugiin
konum, zaman ve cihazdan bagimsiz olarak bir¢ok hizmeti kullanmaniza izin
veren internet lizerinden insanlarin artan etkilesimini dikkate almak da
onemlidir. Kalici erisilebilirlik icin bu potansiyel, yalnizca bireyler arasindaki
iletisim bigimini (hem 6zel hem de kurumsal baglamlarda) degil, aym
zamanda bireyler ve sirketler arasindaki iletisimi her iki yonde de
etkilemektedir. Yanit verme veya bilgi saglama hizi ve iletisimin
bireysellesmesi gibi faktorler, oOzellikle bireyler ve sirketler arasindaki
iletisimde giderek daha 6nemli hale gelmektedir.

Dijitallesmenin i¢ etkenleri ise girketlerin dijitallesmeden yararlanmasini veya
aktif olarak sekillendirmesini saglayan faktorleri igermektedir. Bu baglamda
dijitallesme, sirketlerin yeni teknolojik firsatlarla baga ¢ikma gevikligini tegvik
ederek, iriin gelistirmelerini ve bunlar1 pazara daha hizli sunmalarini
saglamaktadir. Bu alandaki trendler ise yonetilebilir bir zaman ve kaynak
harcamasiyla piyasada uygulanabilir bir iirtin gelistirmeyi amagclayan yalin
baslangi¢ yontemini ve dijital prototiplemeyi icermektedir. Ozellikle dijital
prototipleme, yalnizca bir prototipin 6rnegin, pazarlama videolar: veya kitle
fonlamasi kampanyalar1 yoluyla, nakliye i¢in hazir herhangi bir iirtin stogu
olmadan pazarlanmasini ifade etmektedir. Sirketlerin ¢evikligi ve yaraticiligi
genellikle “Is 4.0” ve “yeni calisma” terimleri altinda yer alan yeni, yenilikci
calisma bicimleriyle desteklenmektedir. is 4.0 dijital araclar, yazilimlar veya
uzak igyerleri gibi isyerinde mevcut teknolojik olanaklar ifade ederken, yeni
¢alisma ise insanlarin belirli bir zaman ve yerden bagimsizlig1 ve genel olarak
degisen is gereksinimleri ile karakterize edilen dijital ¢agda calisma seklini
tanimlamaktadir. Orgiitsel acidan bu durum, tele calisma ve sanal ekipler gibi
fenomenlerin ortaya c¢ikmasina yol a¢maktadir. Genel olarak, insanlar
arasindaki dijital iletisimin caligsanlar arasinda 6zerkligi, esnekligi ve yeniligi
tesvik edebilecegi s6ylenebilir (Hensellek, 2020: 57).

Dijital doniisim temelde liderlik gerektiren bir degisimdir, ¢iinki liderlik
istikrardan ziyade degisimle ilgilidir. Degismek ise yeni bir sistem yaratmay1
ve ardindan yeni yaklagimlar1 kurumsallastirmay1 gerektirmektedir. Biitiin bu
degisiklikleri organizasyona getirmek ve uygulamak i¢in 6nemli bir rol
oynayan faktor, organizasyonel liderdir. Ayni zamanda paydaglar da
liderlerden orgiitsel dontistim i¢in sorumluluk almalarini beklemektedirler.
Bu dijital cagda bir organizasyonun basarili doniistimi, biyik Olgiide
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organizasyon liderlerinin, dijital teknolojinin yalnizca teknolojiye bagimli
olmaktan ziyade ger¢ek zamanl olarak bilgiyi sentezlemek i¢in bir arag olarak
kullanildig is kiltiirtint nasil kabul ettigine ve asiladigina bagli olmaktadir
(Sainger, 2018: 2).

Berman (2012), dijital dontisim uygulamalarinda esnekligin, misteri
duyarliliginin, misteri ihtiyaglarim1 karsilamak ve bir organizasyonu
iyilestirmek icin kritik oldugunu belirtmektedir. Bir dijital dontistim asagidaki
unsurlar icermektedir (Sow ve Aborbie, 2018: 141);

e Isin gelecekteki yoniiniin belirlenmesi,

e Doniisimi yonlendirecek liderlerin belirlenmesi,

e Paydaslarin doniisiimiin iyi bir fikir olduguna ikna edilmesi,

e Organizasyonun dijital ¢agda nasil rekabet¢i bir konumda
olabileceginin belirlenmesi,

e Doniisiim sirasinda kararlarin nasil alinmasi gerektiginin belirlenmesi,

e Dontisimiin hedeflerine ulagsmak icin finansman elde edilmesi ve

e Orgiitiin bu cabayla basarili olabilecegi ve hedeflerini etkin bir sekilde
gerceklestirebilecegi alanlarin belirlenmesi.

Dijitallesme terimi, dijjital platformlardan yararlanan bir organizasyonun
Otesine gecerek dijital medya ve platformlarin ekonomiyi, toplumu ve
kiltiirin yeniden vyapilandirilmasini nasil etkiledigini yansitmaktadir.
Dijitallesme, kurumsal baglamda dijital bir isletmeye ge¢me siirecini, is
modellerini ve deger treten firsatlar1 degistirmek icin dijital teknolojilerin
kullanim1 olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Ayrica dijitallesme, is inovasyonunun ve
bilisim teknolojisi inovasyonunun daha entegre oldugu ve kurumsal bilisim
teknolojisinin eski bir perspektiften dijital bir perspektife gectigi kurumsal
bilisim teknolojileri i¢in yeni bir donem olarak goriilmekte ve bunun da djjital
liderlik igin kritik bir ihtiya¢ oldugu 6ne stiriilmektedir (El Sawy vd., 2016: 141).

Kane vd. (2016) tarafindan yapilan ve 3700 kurumsal karar vericinin katildig:
bir aragtirmada, katilimcilarin %go' 1 dijitallesmenin sektorlerini ¢carpici hatta
yikiar bir sekilde degistirecegini belirtmistir. Ayrica, katihmecilarin %s56's1
sirketlerinin dijitallesmeye yeterince hazirlikli olmadigini diissiinmektedir. Bu
dogrultuda, dijital liderlik yoneticilerin sirketlerini dijital dontisim yoluyla
basarili bir sekilde yonetmelerine veya ideal olarak kendilerinin buna aktif
olarak katilmalarina olanak saglama konusundaki 6nemini gostermektedir
(Hensellek, 2020: 57).

3. Dijital Liderlik Kavrami ve Onemi

Gliniimizde, teknolojik donlisim baglaminda bir degisim faktorii olarak
“dijitallesme ve dijital doniisim” orgiitsel verimliligin iyilestirilmesinde ve
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dijital teknolojinin yeni uygulama alanlarinin belirlenmesinde ¢ok 6nemli bir
rol oynamaktadir. Dijitallesme, herhangi bir organizasyonun c¢alisma
yontemlerinin degismesinde etkili bir faktér olsa da organizasyonu higbir
zaman kendi basina donistiirmemistir. Bir organizasyonun bdyle bir
dontisim veya degisimi gerceklestirmesine yardimci olan diger unsur
liderlerinin dijitallesmeyi ortaya ¢ikaran, bir 6rgiitsel ihtiyaca baglayan vizyon
ve karar verme siirecidir (Sainger, 2018: 2).

Wulandari vd. (2019), dijital ¢agda ideal liderligin 4.0 sanayi devrimi
taleplerini takip eden liderlik oldugunu belirtmektedir. Liderlik teknolojisi
gelisimini takip eden liderler, 4.0 sanayi devrimi ¢aginda baskalarini etkileme,
tesvik etme, yonlendirme, yonetme ve harekete gecirme becerilerine sahip
olmalidir. Giiniimiizde takipgilerini bir araya getirip bilgi teknolojisini
kullanarak ilerlemek i¢in adimlar atabilecek liderlik ihtiyacini ise “Dijital
Liderlik” yaklagimi kargilamaktadir (Asri ve Darma, 2020: 95).

Sirketler, dijital dontistimle ilgili basarili stratejik degisimi tesvik etmek ve
degisim stirecinde ¢ok ihtiya¢ duyulan bir istikrar diizeyini saglamak i¢in bir
dijjital liderlik modeline sahip olmalidir. Dijjital liderlik, herhangi bir dijital
doniisiimiin basarisi i¢in ¢ok 6nemlidir ve musteri katilimina, gelismis teknik
araclara ve yiiksek depolama kapasitesine ihtiyag¢ duymakta ve cesitli
bicimlerde dijjitallesmeyi desteklemek icin kiltiriin c¢ercevelenmesine
odaklanmay1 gerektirmektedir (El Sawy vd., 2016: 142; Sow ve Aborbie, 2018:
142; Lubis vd., 2019: 3).

Teknolojinin kisisel kullanim1 olarak baslayan sey, liderligin her yonti i¢in
sistematik hale gelmistir. Dolayisiyla dijital liderlik, yon belirleme, bagkalarini
etkileme ve bilgiye erisim yoluyla siirdirtilebilir degisimi baglatmak ve
gelecekte isletme basarisi icin ¢ok 6nemli olan degisiklikleri 6ngérmek igin
iligkiler kurulmasidir (Sheninger, 2014: 2). Bagka bir ifadeyle dijital liderlik,
“kurumsal ve is ekosistemi i¢in dijitallesmenin stratejik basarisini etkileyecek
dogru seylerin yapilmasi” olarak ifade edilebilir (El Sawy vd., 2016: 142).
Bununla birlikte, dijital liderlik hi¢cbir sekilde statik bir kavram olarak
degerlendirilemez. Toplum giderek daha fazla dijjitallestikge dijital liderlik de
zamanla gelisecektir (Hensellek, 2020: 65).

Alan yazinda, dijjital liderlik ile ilgili az ¢alisma yapildig1 goriilmektedir. Bu
nedenle, dijital liderligin operasyonel yonlerinin teoride veya pratikte ortak
bir fikir birligi veya kapsamli bir tanimi bulunmamaktadir (Larjovuori vd.,
2016: 1144). Sandel (2013) dijital liderligi, teknolojiyi ve dijital yetenegi optimize
ederek yaraticilik ortamini saglayabilecek yetenekler ve kapasiteler olarak
tanimlamaktadir (Wasono ve Furinto, 2018: 126). Larjovuori vd., (2016) dijital
liderligin, tist yonetimin ve bilisim teknolojisi departmaninin is birligi icinde
caligmasini ve dijitallesme projelerinde gorev ve sorumluluklar: yeterince net
bir sekilde tanimlanmasini gerektirdigine dikkat cekmektedir.
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Castells (2012), giintimiizde liderlerin yeni teknolojileri ne kadar ¢ok
kullanirlarsa, etkilerini o kadar fazla genisletebilecekleri durumunu “etki
iliskisi” olarak adlandirmaktadir. Her seyden 6nce farkli nesilleri bir araya
getirmesi beklenen teknoloji bu alandaki stiinliigii gliglendirip basariy1
artirmak icin gerekli bir ara¢ haline gelmistir. Liderlik ve dijjital yetkinligin
birbiriyle yakindan iligkili iki kavram olmasinin nedeni budur. Bir kisi belirli
bir alanda bir otorite olabilir, ancak dijital ortamlardaki gliciinii genisletmek
icin, kullanicilarin sadece c¢evrimigi varliklarint degil, ayni zamanda
miidahalelerini de kolayca gelistirmelerini saglayan dijital araclarin
kullaniminda da yetkinlik kazanmasi ¢ok 6nemlidir (Narbona, 2016: 93).

Dijital liderlik, yenilige giiclii bir sekilde odaklanan hizli, hiyerarsik, takim
odakli ve ig birligine dayal bir yaklagimdir. Liderin kisisel yeterliligi, zihniyeti
ve tasarim odakli diisiinme gibi yeni yontem ve araglar1 uygulama yetenekleri,
dijital liderler icin kritik boyutlardir. Enddstri 4.0, sirketlerin yeni sekillerde
disiinmesini gerektirmektedir (Oberer ve Erkollar, 2018: 6). Liderin rolg,
Endiistri 4.0'daki degisimi tesvik etmek, dontistimii saglamak ve ytirtitmek igin
onemlidir. Dijital liderlik, doniisiimct liderlik tarzinin ve dijital teknolojinin
kullaniminin bir kombinasyonudur. Bagka bir ifadeyle dijital liderlik, degisimi
yonlendirmek ve dijital teknolojinin firsatlarindan yararlanmak igin dijital
yetkinlik ve dijital kiiltiirtin bir arada kullanimidir (Mihardjo vd., 2019: 1752).

Bu baglamda dijjital lider, acgik¢a ifade edilen, dolayisiyla galisanlar igin
anlagilabilir ve kabul edilebilir bir dijital vizyon olusturmalidir. Dahasi dijital
vizyon, ¢evik ve yenilikgi start-up'larin yani sira ABD'deki (Uber ve Airbnb vb.)
ve Asya'daki (Alibaba ve Tencent vb.) biiyiik djjital sirketlere karsi uluslararasi
rekabette ayakta kalabilecek kadar iddiali olmalidir. Ilk iki gerekliligin bir
sonucu olarak vizyon, sadece bireysel alt alanlar veya stiregler degil, deger
yaratma zinciri ve ¢alisanlar1 da dahil olmak tizere bir girketin tiim alanlarini
ele alarak biitiinsel olmali ve bir girketin diger paydaslarin1 da kapsamalidir.
Nihayetinde dijjital bir vizyonun stirdiirtilebilir olmasi gerekmekte; ancak
dijitallesme basarili bir sekilde bir sirketin hem stratejisine hem de
operasyonlarma uygulanirsa sirket bundan rekabet avantaji elde
edebilmektedir. Ayrica anlamh bir dijital vizyon, iyi bir dijjital liderlik i¢in bir
on sarttir (Hensellek, 2020: 61).

Dijital liderlik, liderin bilgi toplumuna gecise katkisi ve teknoloji bilgisi ile
tanimlanabilir. Dijital liderlerin stiregiden kiiresel devrime ayak uydurma
yuktimlilagt vardir. Teknolojiyi sadece bir kolaylastirici olarak degil, ayni
zamanda devrimci giici icin de anlamalidir. Gelecegin lideri, otoriter
olmaktan ¢ok bir topluluk yoneticisi gibidir. Evrensel 6zelliklerin ve dijital
liderlik 6zelliklerinin dengeli bir karisimi, iyimserlik ve idealizm ile yillarca
siiren dontisim boyunca takipcilerine rehberlik etme potansiyeline sahiptir
(Sahyaja ve Rao, 2018: 740).
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Toomey (2016) dijital liderligin, kurumsal liderlerin veya CEO'larin, (djjital) is
teknolojilerinin etkin, verimli ve kabul edilebilir kullanimi yoluyla is bitytimesi
ve degeri icin firsatlar1 belirleme ve gerceklestirme yetenegi oldugunu 6ne
stirmektedir (Prince, 2018: 3). Oberer ve Erkollar (2018) dijital liderligin hizls,
hiyerarsik, takim odakli ve inovasyona giiclii bir odaklanma ile is birligine
dayali oldugunu belirtmektedir (Asri ve Darma, 2020: 95). Sultan ve Suhail
(2019) yonetim iglevlerinin dijital platformlar tizerinden saglandigi kurumsal
diinyada dijjital liderligin yeni bir kavram oldugunu belirtmistir. Bir liderin
dijital liderlik olarak tanimlanacak seyi bagarabilmesi igin internet bilgi
isleminin, iletisimin dijital yonlerini icermesi, ilgili icerige sahip olmasi, farkl
distinmesi, davranmasi ve tepki vermesi gerekmektedir. Bununla birlikte
dijital ¢agda, dijital liderlerin daha geleneksel liderlik tarzlarinin nitelikleri ve
farkli bir zihniyete sahip olmasi gerekmektedir. Manpower Group raporuna
gore, bugtiniin liderlerinin kuruluslarda dijital dontisiimi basarili bir sekilde
yuriitmek igin geleneksel liderlik niteliklerinin yiizde 80'ini ve dijital liderlik
niteliklerinin yiizde 20'sini kullanmalar1 gerekmektedir (Promsri, 2019: 2).

Dijital liderlik, is hedeflerine ulagmak i¢in bir sirketin dijital varliklarinin
stratejik kullanimidir. Dijital liderlik, hem organizasyonel hem de bireysel
seviyelerde ele alinabilir. Bireysel diizeyde, dijjital liderlik, bilgi islem
sorumlusu veya e-posta ve elektronik belgeler dahil olmak iizere dijjital
varliklar1 denetlemekten sorumlu diger kisiler tarafindan vyiritilebilir.
Bireyin is unvani ne olursa olsun, etkili bir dijital lider her zaman kurumsal
hedeflerin farkindadir ve kendi is sorumluluklarinin onlar1 nasil destekledigini
bilmektedir. Belirli bir pazardaki organizasyonel diizeyde dijital lider, rekabet
avantaji elde etmek ve siirdiirmek icin kendi dijjital varliklarindan basarili bir
sekilde yararlanan bir sirket olabilir. Dijital liderler, bir kurulusun misteri
ihtiyaclarina ve degisen is gereksinimlerine daha duyarli hale gelmesine
yardimci olmak igin bilgi teknolojisinin nasil kullanilabilecegini kegfetmeye
isteklidir. Bagarili dijital liderler, gelen veriler ile onu destekleyen sirket
icindeki siireglerin ve sirketin katildig: cesitli ekosistemlerde trettigi dijital
bilgilerin 6nemini anlar ve sorumluluk alir (Ritter, 2015).

Kollmann (2019) dijjital liderlerin yerine getirmesi gereken {i¢ yapi tasi
oldugunu iler stirmektedir. Bu yap1 taglari dijital liderlerin “dijital bir zihniyete
ve bir dijital beceri setine sahip olmasi ve kapsayia dijjital vizyonu
gerceklestirmek icin bu iki unsuru dijital uygulama” i¢in birlestirmesinden
olusmaktadir. Dijital zihniyet, bir liderin genel olarak dijital teknolojilere kars1
tutumu ve Ozellikle kurumsal baglamda kullanimidir. Dijital bir lider,
giinimiiziin dinamik ortamindaki gelismelere ayak uydurmak i¢in mevcut
durumu diizenli olarak sorgulamali ve siirekli gelisme i¢in ¢aba gostermelidir.
Dogru tutum 6nemli bir ilk adim olsa da dijital bir liderin dijital teknolojileri
anlamak, bunlar1 miimkiin oldugunca zahmetsizce ele almak ve bunlar1 makul
bir sekilde kullanmak i¢in gerekli beceriler olarak tanimlanan bir dijital beceri
setine sahip olmasi gerekir. Ozellikle, dijital bir zihniyetle yakindan baglantil
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olan ve yinelemeli bir 6grenme stireci olarak anlasilabilen bir beceri olan
dijitallesmeyle iligkili firsatlar1 tanimak ve riskleri degerlendirebilmek liderler
icin ¢ok 6nemlidir. Bir dijjital lider, dijital bir zihniyet ve dijital beceri setiyle
donatilmigsa, bunlar dijital uygulamaya 6zellikle formiile ettigi vizyonun
uygulanmasini ilerletmek i¢in kullanmalidir. Dijital lider ayrica iyi bir 6rnek
olusturmali ve giicli bagliligini isaret etmek icin dijitallesme c¢abalarinin
sorumlulugunu tstlenmelidir (Hensellek, 2020: 61).

4. Dijital Liderlerin Ozellikleri

Dijital liderlik kavrami yeni bir kavram olmasi nedeniyle literatiirdeki
calismalarda dijjital liderligi tamimlama, Ozelliklerini belirleme ve
degerlendirmeye yonelik calismalarin yetersiz oldugu goriilmektedir (Ozmen
vd., 2020: 61). Bu durum da dijjital liderlik konusunda farkli arastirmacilar
tarafindan farkl 6zelliklere vurgu yapilmasina neden olmustur.

Rudito (2017), dijital liderligin 6zelliklerinin teknoloji liderligi, dijital
vizyonlama ve dijjital uygulamadan olustugunu belirtmektedir. Zhu (2015) ise
dijital liderligin “dtstince lideri, yaratici lider, kiiresel vizyoner lider, merakl
lider ve derin lider” seklinde 5 6zellikten olustugunu belirtmektedir. Pazar ve
rekabet degisikligi ile yiizlesmede sert olma yetenegine sahip distince lideri;
gelecek fikrini is diinyasinin gergekligine dontstiirebilecek yaraticilik ve
yenilik¢ilik zihniyetine sahip yaratict lider; dijjital is donisimini
gerceklestirmede yon verebilen ve yonetici olabilme yetenegine sahip kiiresel
vizyoner lider; oynaklik, belirsizlik, karmagiklik ve muglaklik (VUCA)
faktorleri nedeniyle karmasik ve dinamik ekosistemle ytizlesmek icin 6grenme
yetenegine sahip merakli lider; karar vermede bilgiyi yorumlama, varsayma ve
sentezleme konusunda derinlemesine bilgi ve anlayisa sahip derin lider
aranan liderlik sentezinin unsurlaridir (Wasono ve Furinto, 2018: 126;
Mihardjo vd., 2019: 1750).

Gordon (2018) a gore dijital liderlerin sahip olmasi gereken 6zellikler:
1- Dijitalin her zaman gosterigli projelerin 6lcegi ile ilgili olmadigini
kabul ederek, insanlar ve ¢alisma bigimlerini dontistiirmekle,

2- Yalnizca ayr1 bir departman iginde degil, kurulus genelinde de dijital
beceriler gelistirmekle,

3- Dijital bir strateji yerine, is ve sanatsal stratejilere hizmet etmek ve
sekillendirmek i¢in dijital siiregleri ve teknolojileri entegre etmekle,

4- Liderlere dijjital teknolojiyi ve ¢evik ¢calisma yontemlerini test etmek ve
yerlestirmek i¢in bir yetki ve biit¢ce saglamakla,

1- Dijital Bilgi ve Okuryazarlik: Bir dijital liderin, dijital doniisim
organizasyonunda yer alan dijital teknolojileri etkileyen degisen ortami
anlamasi gerekir.
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2- Vizyon: Dijital bir liderin, dijital doniisiimle ilgili net bir vizyona ve
amaca sahip olmasi ve bu vizyonu organizasyondaki tiim ¢alisanlara iletmesi
gerekir.

3- Misterileri Anlamak: Dijital bir liderin, dijital donisimi
gerceklestirirken miisterilerin ihtiyaglarini ve degisikliklerini dikkate almasi,
dijital doniisiimiin misteriler tizerindeki etkisini de anlamasi gerekir.

Dijital bir liderin deneysel atmosferi yaratmasi ve c¢alisanlarin
basarisizlikla sonuclansa bile yeni seyler denemesini savunmasi gerekir.

6- Is Birligi: Dijital lider, herkesin dijital déniisiimiin basaris1 icin birlikte
¢alismasini saglamak i¢in ¢alisanlarin ve ekiplerin sinir Gtesi ig birligini tesvik
etmesi gerekir.

4. Sonuc¢

Glntumiiz toplumu teknolojiye daha bagimli hale geldikge, kuruluslarin rekabet
avantajlarin1 yaratmak icin dijital teknolojilerin giiciinii kullanmasi ve
gelistirmesi gerekmektedir. Dijital doniisimii benimseyen kuruluslarin
rakiplerinden daha avantajli ve daha karl olabilecegi diisiiniilmektedir. Liderlik,
dijital dontistim icin Orglitsel basariy: artiran 6nemli bir faktordiir. Gliniimtizde
¢ogu kurulus, organizasyonu dijitallesme diinyasinda ilerletmek i¢in yeterli bilgi
ve beceriye sahip bir lidere ihtiya¢ duymaktadir. Liderlik anlaminda dontisiim,
yeni lider zihniyetlerini gerektiren vazgecilmez bir farklilik yaratmay: ifade
etmektedir. Dijitallesme ise diinya c¢apindaki organizasyonlarda giiniimiiz
liderlerinin farkli becerilere sahip olmalarini gerektiren biiyiik liderlik bogluklar
yaratmaktadir (Promsri, 2019: 1). Bu baglamda bu boslugu doldurabilecek liderlik
tipi olarak dijital liderlik kavrami ortaya c¢ikmustir. Dijital liderlik, is
performansini artirmak ve dijital teknolojinin faydasim1 optimize etmek icin
liderlik becerisi ve dijital yetenegin birlesmesiyle olugmaktadir (Wasono ve
Furinto, 2018: 126).

Dijjital liderlige deger veren kuruluslar, genellikle iletisime, yaraticiliga,
teknolojinin ve dijital bilginin digsa doniik is projelerini, dahili projeleri,
operasyonlar: etkileyen projeleri ve planlanmamus igleri basarili bir sekilde ele
almak icin kullanilabilecegi yeni yollar1 kesfetme istekliligine deger vermektedir.
Etkili dijjital liderlikle bir kurulus, yeni uygulamalarin, tiriinlerin ve hizmetlerin
hizli bir sekilde hayata gecirilmesine olanak taniyan is akis1 ve is siirecleri
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olusturabilir ve ayni zamanda eski uygulamalarin ve bilisim teknolojileri
islemlerinin optimum seviyelerde tutulmasim saglayabilir (Ritter, 2015).

Gergek manada dijital olmaya direnen sirketlerin ise farkli ¢calisma sekilleri icin
dijital yetenekler gelistirmede basarisiz oldugu ve bir vizyon belirleyip bunu takip
etmek igin gereken liderlik yeteneklerini gelistiremedikleri goriilmektedir
(Westerman vd., 2014: 3). Dijital olarak basarili sirketlerin déniisimii 6ngérmek
ve yonlendirmek igin giiclii liderlik yeteneklerine sahip olmalar1 gerekmektedir
(Larjovuori vd., 2016: 1144; Zeike vd., 2019: 1).

Bir dijjital lider, dijital bir zihniyet ve dijital beceri setiyle donatilmigsa, bunlar1
dijital uygulamaya ozellikle formiile ettigi vizyonun uygulanmasin ilerletmek
icin kullanmalidir. Dijital lider ayrica iyi bir 6rnek olusturmali ve gii¢lii bagliligini
isaret etmek icin dijitallesme ¢abalarinin sorumlulugunu tistlenmelidir. Girisimci
liderler gibi dijital lider de riskli dijitallestirme ¢abalarinin dogasinda var olan
belirsizlikleri azaltmalidir. Yoneticilerin  dijitallesmeye yalnizca kendi
birimlerinde  liderlik  etmeleri, sirketin  geri  kalanini yeterince
dijitallestirmemeleri alisilmadik bir durum degildir. Bu durum sirkette dijital bir
boéliinmeye yol acabilir ve dijitallesme konusunda c¢alisan motivasyonunu
olumsuz etkileyebilir ve hatta endiseleri artirabilir.

Sonug olarak bir djjital lider dijital bir gelecek i¢in anlamli bir stratejik vizyon
(dijital bir vizyon) ortaya koymali ve vizyonu bir sirkette basariyla uygulamak
(dijital uygulama) i¢in hem uygun tutuma (djjital bir zihniyet) hem de gerekli
becerilere (bir dijital beceri seti) sahip olmalidir. Bir lideri, dijital lider olarak
nitelendirebilmek i¢in “dijital bir zihniyete sahip olmak ve dijital beceriye sahip
olmak ve dijital uygulama gerceklestirmek olarak sayilabilen ti¢ gereksinimi de
aynt anda yerine getirmesi” gerekir. Bu durum, kendisinin dijital vizyonu
givenilir bir sekilde formiile etmesini ve buna gore gerceklestirmesini
saglamaktadir (Hensellek, 2020: 62-63).
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Abstract

This study aims to reveal the conceptual development of globalization over the years and to
examine its relationship with the concept of income distribution. Primarily, the development
of concepts has been investigated in this context. In the next section, the common literature
on these concepts were reviewed and various studies about the effects of globalization on
income distribution were determined. The effects of globalization on income distribution in
Turkey and the world has been disclosed separately. Poverty indicators, which are the result
of the inequality in income distribution, are also included in the analysis during examination
of this situation. The income distribution causes formation of the bipolar world order in the
world and inequality in income distribution with the development of Gini coefficient in
Turkey. As a result, instead of trying to ensure justice in income distribution in less developed
countries, the institutions established by globalization tend to focus on relatively easy
targets such as improving the opportunities of the poor in the lowest income population, and
the income distribution inequality deepened by globalization policies does not improve.

Kiiresellesme ve Gelir Dagilimi

Oz

Bu ¢alismada, kiiresellesmenin yillar igerisindeki kavramsal gelisimini ortaya koymak ve
gelir dagilimi kavramu ile olan iligkisini incelemek amaglanmustir. Bu ¢ergevede éncelikle
kavramlarin gelisimi incelenmistir. Bir sonraki asamada bu iki kavrama iligkin ortak yazin
taranmis ve bugiine kadar kiiresellesmenin gelir dagilimina etkileri ile ilgili yapilan farkh
calismalar belirlenmistir. Diinyada ve Tiirkiye'de kiiresellesmenin gelir dagilimu tizerindeki
etkileri ayrt ayr ortaya koyulmustur. Bu durum incelenirken gelir dagilimindaki
adaletsizligin sonucu olan yoksulluk géstergeleri de incelemeye dahil edilmigtir. Diinyada
gelir dagilimu ytiziinden olusan iki kutuplu diinya diizeni, Tiirkiye'de ise Gini katsayisinin
gelisimi ile gelir dagilimindaki adaletsizlik ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Sonug olarak, kiiresellesme
ile olusturulmus kurumlarin az gelismis tlkelerdeki gelir dagilimindaki adaleti sajlamaya
calismak yerine, bu tilkelerin en diistik gelirli niifus dilimindeki yoksul kesimin olanaklarinin
iyilestirilmesi gibi nispeten kolay hedeflere yénelmesi nedeniyle kiiresellesme politikalart ile
derinlesen gelir dagilimu adaletsizlii diizelmemektedir.

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1. Giris

Kiiresellesme, ekonomik, finansal, kiiltiirel ve sosyal alanlarda tiim diinyay: hizla
dontistiirmektedir. Biitiin bu alanlardaki olumlu sayilabilecek bazi etkilerinin
yaninda olumsuz bir¢ok etkisi de ortaya koyulmustur. Cesitli ekonomik
gostergelerle desteklenen farkli calismalar, kiiresellesmenin iktisadi problemlere
olumlu ve olumsuz etkilerini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu durum iktisadi soruna hangi
acidan yaklasildigiyla, nasil bir 6l¢iim metodu kullanildigiyla da ¢ok ilgilidir.

Bazi yaklasimlarda, kiiresellesmenin sosyal, kiiltiirel, finansal ve ekonomik
etkileriyle diinyay1 entegre hale getiren yapisi ve bu yapmin ekonomik
gostergelere etkileri olumlanmaktadir. Diger taraftan, diinya iizerinde artan
yoksulluk, issizlik artis1 ve gelir seviyeleri arasinda derinlesen ug¢urumlar, hep
yillar icindeki hizli kiiresellesme ile ortaya ¢ikan ¢ok uluslu sirketlerin doymak
bilmeyen kar istahina, sermayenin serbest dolasiminin uluslarin birikimlerini
eritmesine baglanmaktadir.

Bu calismada, oncelikle kiiresellesme kavrami ve gelir dagilimi ile ilgili
yaklagimlar tanimlanmistir. Ardindan kiiresellesmenin gelir dagilimi tizerindeki
etkileri tizerine yapilmus literatiir caligmalar taranarak ortaya koyulmustur. Son
boliimde ise kiiresellesmenin gelir dagilimina etkileri diinyada ve Tirkiye'de
farkli yaklagimlar agisindan incelenmeye ¢alisilmustir.

2. Kiiresellesme ve Gelir Dagilimi Kavramlar:

Kiiresellesme, kavram olarak ilk kez 1833’te Ingiliz iktisatcis1 W.Foster'in diinya
tizerindeki kaynaklarin dagilimini ve kullanimini konu alan bir makalede yer
almistir. “Bu makale 4 Nisan 1959 tarihinde “The Economist” dergisinde
yaymlanmustir.” (Aktaran: Can, 2016, s. 3-4.). Garett Hardin’in 1968’de yazmisg
oldugu kaynaklarin paylasimi ve kullanimi konulu c¢alismadan sonra
kiiresellesme bugiinkii anlamiyla popiilerlik kazanmistir (Devrim, Altay,

1997:212).

Kiiresellesme ile ilgili en ¢ok yapilan tanimlamalardan biri, “mal ve hizmetlerin,
tiretim faktorlerinin, teknolojik birikimin ve finansal kaynaklarin tilkeler arasinda
serbestce dolagabildigi ve faktor, mal, hizmet ve finans piyasalarinin giderek
biitlinlestigi bir siire¢” olarak yapilmistir (Senses, 2004:1). Ancak emegin serbest
dolasimi hentiz gerceklesmemistir. Bir bagka tanimla kiiresellesme, teknolojik
gelismeler nedeniyle ulasim harcamalarinin azalmasi veya tlkelerdeki korumaci
politikalarin degistirilmesi sonucunda ortaya ¢ikar (Crafts, 2004).

Keyman’a gore kiiresellesme “ekonomik, siyasal ve kiiltiirel biitiinlesme stireglerini
icermekle beraber bu stireglerin herhangi birisine indirgenemeyecek, fakat bu
stiregler arasindaki ¢ok boyutlu, ¢ok nedenselli ve celiskiler iceren iliskiler
tarafindan kurulmus tarihsel bir stire¢” olarak tanimlanmigtir (Keyman, 1999:79).
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Kiiresellesmeyi batinin altyap: ve iistyapisiyla birlikte biitiin diinyaya yayilmasi
seklinde tanimlayan Oran’a gore, bati kapitalizmi donem donem yeniden
yapilanma ihtiyaci duymakta ve bu sirada mevcut pazarini miimkiin oldugunca
genisletme ¢abasina girismektedir. Dolayisiyla kiiresellesme bu yoniiyle,
emperyalizmin 21.ylizy1l baglarindaki adidir (Oran, 2001:28).

Kiiresellesme, diinya capinda sermaye birikimine engel teskil eden mevcut
fiziksel ve hukuki sinirlari sarma, delme ve son kertede yok etme stirecidir. Onun
icindir ki; kiiresellesmeden s6z etmek, bir sistem olarak kapitalizmin diinyaya
yayildigini s6ylemektir (Adda, 2002:9).

Diinyada gelir dagilimini 6l¢gmede kullanilan bazi yontemler: Gini katsayisi, satin
alma gilicii paritesi, en yiiksek ve en diisiik % 20’lik gelir gruplar: karsilagtirmasi
ve kiiresel gelir dagilimi endeksidir.

Literatiirde gelir dagilimini 6l¢gmek icin en ¢ok kullanilan ydntem, Gini
Katsayisidir. Yoksullugun siddetinin o ile 1 aras1 degisimini gosterir. Eger, bir
toplumda adaletli bir gelir dagilim1 var ise katsay: sifira esit, toplumda geliri
yalniz tek kisi almuis ise katsayi 1’e esittir. Lorenz egrisinin 0zet istatistigi olan bu
katsayi, gelir dagiliminin adaleti ile ilgili ¢ok sey sGylemektedir. Lorenz egrisi ile
iilkede belirlenmis bir niifus ylizdesine diisen gelir ylizdesi bulunabilmektedir.

Satin alma glici paritesi, farkli tilkeler arasindaki fiyat seviyesi farkliliklarini
ortadan kaldirir iken farkli para birimlerinin satin alma giictiinii esitlemektedir.
Bu degisim orani, belirlenmis bir mal ve hizmet sepetinin satin alinabilmesi i¢in
gereken ulusal para tutarlarinin birbirine oranidir. Bu oranla tilkeler arasi
karsilagtirilabilir veriler elde edilebilmektedir. Sadece tek bir iiriin i¢in degil, tim
piyasaya yayilmis sekilde geneli kapsayan GSYH ve diger harcama bilesenleri i¢in
de hesaplanabilmektedir (TUIK, 2008:1).

Kiiresel gelir dagilimi endeksi (Global Income Distribution Index-GIDI), tilkeleri
yiiksek gelirli, orta gelirli, orta-ytiksek gelirli, orta-diisiik gelirli ve dustik gelirli
olmak tizere dort gruba ayirmaktadir. Bu tlke gruplar igin, kisi basina diisen
gelirleri dikkate alarak cari fiyatlarla satin alma giicii paritesi cinsinden endeks
hesaplanmaktadir. Kiiresel gelir dagilimi i¢gin tam esitlik, endeks sifir degerini
aldiginda ortaya cikmaktadir. Ancak endeks icin iist sinir belirlenmemistir. Ulke
gruplari icin, aralarindaki gelir farki ve iilkeler arasi oran farki arttik¢a, endeks
degerinde artma beklenmektedir (Uysal, Vatansever, 2016). Bu endeks, daha yeni
ve Ozneldir.

Gini katsayist ile gelir dagiliminin hesaplanmasinda bazi elestiriler
bulunmaktadir. Gini katsayisi, olusturdugu dagilimin orta kismindaki
degisikliklere asir1 agirlik vermekte, uclardaki degisiklikler daha az dikkate
alinmaktadir. Bu elestiri baz alindiginda, satin alma giicii paritesini kullanarak,
niifus yogunlugunun da dikkate alan arastirmalarda esitsizlikte artis ya hic
gorinmemekte ya da ¢ok disiik diizeylerde goriinmektedir (Wade, 2001:37).
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3. Gelir Dagilimini Etkileyen Kiiresellesmeye iliskin Yazinin

Taranmasi

Diinya Bankasi tarafindan yapilan bir tarihsel siniflandirma, kiiresellegsme ile ilgili
literatiir taramasi boliimiine baslamadan 6nce kiiresel dalgalanmalarin tarihsel
siniflandirilmasi agisindan aydinlatici olacaktir. Bu siniflandirmadaki dért donem
sunlardir: [lk kiiresellesme dénemi (1870-1914), ulusculuga geri doniis (1914-1945),
ikinci kiiresellesme donemi (1945-1980), yeni kiiresellesme doénemi (1980 ve
sonrasi) (Kotilainen, Kaitila, 2002:70). Kiiresellesme ile ilgili yapilan ¢alismalarin
¢ok o6nemli bolimi ikinci kiiresellesme donemi ve oOzellikle verilerin daha
erisilebilir oldugu yeni kiiresellesme donemi ile ilgilidir.

Neoliberal iktisat¢ilarin ¢alismalarina gore, kiiresellesme ile beraber, son yirmi
yilda diinya gelir dagilimi1 daha dengeli bir hale gelmistir. Ayrica asir1 yoksul niifus
sayisinin, kiiresellesme ve politikalar1 sayesinde azaldig: ileri stiriilmektedir.
Ekonomilerin birbirleriyle entegrasyonunun artmasi yaninda bolgelerin ve
tillkelerin kargilastirmali tistiinliik durumlarina gore uzmanlagmast bu durumun
nedenleri arasinda sayilabilir. Bunun sonucu olarak diinya kaynaklarinin daha
verimli kullanilmas: saglanmaktadir. Diinyadaki yoksullugun azaltilmasi ve
adaletli bir gelir dagiliminin saglanmasi uluslararasti ticaret ile miimkiin olacaktir.
Ulkeler, ticaret hadlerinin etkisiyle, farkli teknolojiler sayesinde olusan farkl gelir
diizeylerinde ayni oranda biiyiiyebileceklerdir. Bunun yaninda, uluslararasi
ticaret biiylimeyi hizlandiracaktir. Dolayisiyla serbestlesme genel anlamda
yoksullugu azaltacaktir (Acemoglu ve Ventura, 2001).

Lucas’a gore, 20. yiizyilla damga vuran uluslararas: gelir esitsizligi 21. yiizyilda
azalacaktir. Bu neo klasik modele gore, biitiin iilkeler ayni teknolojilere erigim
olanagi bulacaktir. Sermayenin uluslararasi dolagimi igin piyasa ekonomisi
serbestlik saglayacaktir. Boylelikle sermaye, zengin iilkelerden yoksul iilkelere
transfer olacak, tilkeler birbirine yetisme ve yakinsama stirecine girecektir. Bu
stire, kisi basina reel gelir artigi ile tamamlanacaktir (Lucas, 2000).

Heckscher-Ohlin modeli agik bir ekonomi i¢in faktor fiyatlarinin esitlenecegini
ongormektedir. Bu duruma gore, ticret, sermaye, faiz gibi faktor gelirlerinde
uluslararasi bir yakinsamanin gerceklesecegi beklenmektedir. Fakat beklenildigi
gibi olmamuistir. Bunun nedenlerinden bir tanesi, hem uluslararasi ulasim hem
uluslararas: iletisim olanaklar fazlasiyla artmis, bu artis ile ulasim maliyeti,
yiiksek nitelikli isciler icin diigmistiir. Bilgisayar ve internet vasitasi ile farkli
ekonomilerdeki isgiicii piyasalar1 hakkinda bilgi sahibi olundugundan, bu
kesimdeki isglicii icin piyasanin biiylimesi sonucu nitelikli ve niteliksiz isciler
arasindaki ticret farki giin gegtikge artmigtir (Wood, 1998).

Lawrence ve Slaughter, Heckscher- Ohlin modelini her yoniiyle elestirmektedir.
Bu modeli destekleyen herhangi bir bulgu olmadigimi iddia etmektedirler.
Diinyadaki tiim sanayi sektorlerinde, diisiik ticret diizeyleri ve bu nedenle olusan
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talep yetersizligi nedeniyle, kapasite fazlalig1 ortaya ¢cikmaktadir. Isgiiciiniin gelir
diizeyi kendi iirettikleri tirtinleri alabilmek igin yeterli degildir. Kiiresellesme
yanlilarinin olumlu beklentilerine ragmen, ekonomik vaziyet gelismis tilkelerde
dahi olumlu goziikmemektedir. Gelismis Avrupa tilkeleri, bu durumu dogrular
nitelikteki kronik igsizlik, diisiik biiyiime oranlar1 gibi ekonomik veriler ve
ticretleri asag1 dogru baskilayan bir egilimle karsilasmislardir. Ornek olarak
ABD’de bugiine kadar rastlanmamus iicret esitsizlikleri ortaya cikmustir. Ulkede
1980-2004 arasinda niifusun en zengin yiizde 1'inin gelirleri ylizde 135 artarken,
iscilerin reel tcretleri ylizde 1 dismiustir. Diger yandan, 199o’larin baginda
ABD’de genel miidiirlerin ortalama maaslari, ortalama isci ticretinin 107 kat1 iken
2005'te 441 katina yiikselmistir (Yildizoglu, 2006). Bunlara ek olarak, tilkede az
sayida isci yeterli saglik sigortasina sahiptir ve ¢ok azinin emekli maas: vardir.
Insanlar daha az is giivenligi ile daha uzun saatler ¢alismaktadirlar (Lawrence ve
Slaughter, 1993).

Ekonomik kalkinmanin basinda daha diisiik gelir diizeylerinde gelir dagiliminin
nispeten adil oldugunu savunan Kuznets, gelirdeki adaletsizligin gelir artis1 ile
arttigini savunmaktadir. Sanayisi gelismis tilkelerin diizeylerine yaklaginca kisi
basina gelir dagilimi diizelecek ve mevcut esitsizlik azalacaktir. Fakat, birgok
iktisat¢1 bu hipotezi desteklememistir. Cin ve Hindistan verileri tizerinde yapilan
bir ¢alismada, biiytime ile birlikte yoksullugun mutlak anlamda azaldig: tespit
edilmistir. Ancak ayni tilkeler icin gelir esitsizliginin siirekli artan seyrinin kisi
basina gelir artisi ile birlikte arttig1 tespit edilmisgtir (Quah, 2002). Yapilan bagka
bir ¢alismada verileri temin edilebilen 73 iilkeden s53’tiinde gelir dagilimi
esitsizliginin arttigi ortaya koyulmustur ki bu iilkeler diinya niifusunun
%80’inden fazlasini olusturmaktadir (Cornia and Kiiski, 2001).

Teknolojik degisme daha once rastlanmamisg tiretim yapilarinin gelistirilmesi ve
iretim slireci organizasyonunun yeniden yapilanmasina yol agmistir. 1960’lara
kadar tiretim tarzlar1 elektromekanige dayanmaktadir. “Taylorist” ve “Fordist”
dretim organizasyonu prensipleri, elektromekanik kuram ile, tretim
biiytikliigiinden veya standardize etme gibi iyilestirmelerden, tiretim etkinligini
daha fazla arttirmaktadir. Uretimi degistirmek ve birlestirmek icin yeterli
esneklikten yoksun olan bu prensipler dogrultusunda 1970’lerde elektromekanik
kuramdan elektronik kurama dogru bir gelisme gerceklesmistir. Bu durumu
dogrulayan belirtilerden birisi makine ile kontrol edilen ortamlara bilgisayar
girmis ve iiretim organizasyonunda esneklik saglanmistir. Uretim organizasyon
yapisinin degismesiyle yeni olgular ortaya cikmustir. Ornegin pazarlama, satis
sonrast hizmetler, dagitim, trtin tasarimi, tasarim degisiklikleri, taseronlasma
gibi kavramlar bu stire¢ icinde sekillenen kavramlardir. Daha 6nceleri niteliksiz
isgliciniin yaptig1 isleri robotlar yapmaya baslamislardir. S6z konusu stireg,
isglicii piyasasini niteliksiz ve nitelikli isgiici olarak ikiye ayirmistir. Nitelikli
isglicti piyasasina kabul edilebilmek i¢in yiiksek seviye egitim ve kisisel beceriler
o6n kosuldur. Niteliksiz iggiici piyasast i¢in ise bu 0Ozelliklere gerek
duyulmamaktadir. Niteliksiz isgiicli piyasasina talep azaldigindan {icretler
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beklenenin altinda kalmakta ve azalmaya devam etmektedir. Firmalar kar
oranlarim1 disiirmemek igin teknolojik gelisme siire¢lerini bir an o6nce
tamamlamak zorundadirlar. Sonug¢ olarak ¢alisan insanlar iki gruba
ayrilmaktadir. Bir grup, oldukea diisiik gelir seviyesine sahip iken ve neredeyse
higbir is giivencesi yok iken, diger grup yiiksek gelirli bir is glivencesine sahiptir
(Tisell ve Svizerro, 2004:233).

Singer ve Prebisch, 1950 yilinda birbirlerinden bagimsiz ¢aligmalar yapmislardir.
Bu ¢aligmalarda, dis ticaret hadlerinin sanayi tiriinleri (mamul mallar) lehine ve
hammadde ve tarim drinleri (birincil mallar) aleyhine gelistigini tespit
etmiglerdir. Bununla baglantili olarak hammaddenin ve tarim {iriinlerinin
(birincil mallarin) ihracat¢isi durumunda olan ilkeler, sanayi trtnlerinin
ihracatgisi1 durumunda olan tlkelere nazaran daha az kar elde etmektedirler
(Yamak ve Korkmaz, 2006).

Prebisch’e gore az gelismis tilkelerin sanayilesmekten ve kendi tilkelerine has
imalat Girtinlerini iretmekten baska alternatifleri bulunmamaktadir. Ciinkii uzun
donemli hareket eden dis ticaret hadleri nedeniyle serbest ticaret, ticarete taraf
olan iilkelerin tiimiine yarar saglamamaktadir (Kaynak, 2011).

Gelismemis tilkelerde bir yanda genis istihdam ve biiylime potansiyeline sahip
sanayi sektori, diger yanda ise verimliligin diisiik oldugu oldukga biiyiik bir tarim
sektorii yer almaktadir. Gelismis tilke pazarlarindan kaynaklanan rekabet baskisi
ve mevcut i¢ pazarin darligi nedeniyle az gelismis tilkelerde sanayi sektori
baskilanmaktadir. Az gelismis iilkeler bu nedenle biliyliyememektedir. Bunun
yaninda kapitalist tilkeler az gelismis {lkelerdeki kalkinma hamlelerini
kendilerine tehdit olarak gormektedirler. Gelismekte olan tilkelerin yoksul olarak
kalmasi, gelismis tlkelerin uluslararasi iktisadi sistemi idare etmeye devam
edebilmesi i¢in gereklidir. Gelismis tilkeler, az gelismis tilkelere disar1 agilma
yoniinde baski kurarak somiiri diizenini devam ettirmektedir (Baran, 1957). Bu
somirli mekanizmasindan ancak devlet kontroliindeki sanayilesme politikalar:
ve ekonomiye yapilacak miidahaleler ile kurtulunabilecektir (Kaynak, 2011; G6nel,
2013).

Sermaye yogunlagmasina ¢ok az sayidaki az gelismis tilkede ve gelismis tilkelerin
hemen hepsinde rastlanilmaktadir. Kiiresellesme siireciyle sermaye, gelismekte
olan tilkelerden gelismis tilkelere dogru akmaktadir. 1900-1980 yillar arasindaki
siirecte diinyadaki toplam iiretimin yaklasik % 70-80 kadar1 Amerika ve
Avrupa’da gerceklesmektedir. 2000’li yillara bakildiginda bu oranin % 50
seviyesine geriledigi goriilmektedir. Diinya genelinde gelir dagiliminin
tretimden daha esitsiz dagilmasinin nedeni kisi basina diisen tiretimin en ytiksek
oldugu iilkelerin diger {ilkelerin sermayesinin bir kismini da ellerinde
bulundurmalaridir. Boylelikle zengin tilkeler hem yurtdisina fazla yatirim yapar,
hem de yurticinde fazla iiretirler. Bu nedenden dolayi, kisi bas: gelirleri, kisi basi
dretimlerinden fazladir. Bu duruma “zengin tilkelerin cifte zengin olmasi”
denilmektedir (Piketty, 2015).
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Gelir dagiliminin daha adaletli olmasi zengin ve gligli ilkelerin ilgi alani
disindadir. Diinyadaki adaletsizlik ve yoksulluk, serbest kalan kiiresel giicler
sebebiyle daha da artmaktadir. Ulkeler icinde ve arasinda var olan adaletsiz gelir
dagilimi kiiresellesme ile beklenmedik 6l¢iide artmaktadir. Piyasa mekanizmasi,
neoklasik ekonomi destekeilerinin ileri siirdiikleri gibi, arz ve talebi otomatik
olarak dengeye getirmemektedir. Sistemle ilgili en biiylik sorunlardan bir tanesi,
kiiresel iiretim kapasitesinin toplam talebin ¢ok tizerinde olmasidir. Coziime
yonelik politika Onerisi, piyasa mekanizmasinin sinirlanmasidir. Az gelismis
iilkelerde Washington Konsenstisti ile; finansal sistem serbestlestirilmesi,
Ozellestirme, siki maliye politikasi, deregiilasyon, dis ticaret serbestisi gibi
politikalar mali krizlere yol agmistir. S6z konusu iilkelerde egitim ve saglik
harcama biitgeleri, mevcut borglar1 6deyebilmek i¢in daraltilmistir. Bu politikalar
nedeniyle niifusun ¢ok biiytik bir kismi islerini kaybetmis ve zaten mevcut olan
gelir dagilim1 adaletsizligi giderek derinlesmistir. Mali ve ekonomik krizler ile
ortaya ¢ikan olumsuz sonuglarin ¢ok biiyiik bir kismindan disiik gelir grubu
etkilenmektedir. Bu nedenle toplumun en degerli yapi tasi olan aileler
dagilmakta, siddet ve su¢ oranlariyla toplumda olusan huzursuzluk giin gectikge
artmaktadir (Mazur, 2000).

Ulkelerin gelir diizeyine gére, kiiresellesmenin etkileri farkli olabilmektedir. 1988
yilina ait hanehalk: verileri ile 95 iilke iizerinde, 1993 ve 1998 yillarina ait
hanehalki verileri ile 113 iilke izerinde Milanovic tarafindan yapilan bir ¢caligmada
su bulgular elde edilmistir: Kiiresellesmenin etkileri tilkeler i¢in gelir diizeylerine
gore farklilik gostermektedir. Gelir diizeyi diisiik tilkeler icin kiiresellesme ile
gelir dagilimi adaletsizligi artarken, gelir diizeyi yiiksek iilkeler i¢in gelir dagilimi
adaletsizligi azalmaktadir. Bu ¢aligma ile yiiksek ve diisiik gelir grubu arasindaki
fark sekiz bin dolar civarinda bulunmustur. Yine ayni ¢aligma igerisinde yapilan
yazin taramasinda, Milanovic kiiresellesmenin kiiresel diizeyde bir gelir dagilimi
adaleti saglayabilecegi yoniinde herhangi bir bulguya rastlamamistir (Milanovic,
2005).

Gelismekte olan tilkeler, 1980’ler ve 1990’larda kiiresellesme ve Washington
Konsenstisii kapsaminda yapilmis olan siyasal reformlara ragmen, ekonomik
durgunluktan kurtulamamiglardir. Bu tlkeler i¢in s6z konusu yillarda kisi basi
ortalama gelir artig hizi sifirdir. Bunun nedenlerinden birincisi; gelismekte olan
tilkelerde de biiylime hizinin diismesine sebep olan gelismis tilkelerin biiyiime
hizinin diismesidir. Ikinci neden, gelismis iilkelerdeki faiz oran1 artisidir. Bu artis,
gelismekte olan iilkeler tarafinda bor¢ yiikiintin artmasina neden olmaktadir.
Uciincii ve son neden ise, 1980 ve 1990’larda gelismis tilkeler tarafindaki nitelikli
isgliciinii tercih eden teknolojik gelismeler yagsanmigtir (Easterly, 2001).

Kiiresellesme etkisiyle isgiicinlin ve sermayenin pazarlik giicleri degismektedir.
Bu durumun sonuglar1 ¢ok 6nemlidir. Gelismis tilkelerde ticret esitsizliklerinin
artmast hususunda emek piyasasinin esneklestirilmesinin 6nemli etkisi
bulunmaktadir. Bunun yaninda, iiretim siirecinde firmalarin dis kaynaklama
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vasitasiyla farkli tilkelere tiretimi yaymasinin, boliistim tizerinde 6nemli sonuglar
bulunmaktadir. Kiiresellesme ve yeni teknolojiler, sanayilesmis tilkelerdeki
disiik vasifli is¢ilerin durumlarinin bozulmasina neden olmaktadir. Yogun bilgi
teknolojileri vasitasiyla tiretilen mal ve hizmetlere daha genis pazarlar yaratilmasi
ve distik nitelikli isglicti aleyhine gelisen teknolojik degisme, kiiresellesmeyle
ortaya ¢ikmaktadir (Feenstra, 1998).

Diinyanin mevcut sistemi igerisinde baris bolgeleri ve karisiklik bolgeleri olarak
adlandirilabilecek bir kutuplagsma olusmustur. Bu kutuplasmaya sebep olan
etken, az gelismis tilkeler ve gelismis tilkeler arasindaki iraksama olgusudur.
Diinyada refah bolgelerinde, tiikenme tehlikesinde olan dogal kaynaklar
koruyarak teknolojik yenilikler araciligiyla yeni tirtinler gelistirilmekte, ekonomik
ve sosyal baglar gliclendirilmektedir. Distlik ve orta gelirli bolgelerde ise yonetim
kapasiteleri diisiik yoneticiler tarafindan kaynaklar israf edilmektedir. Bu
bolgeler issizlik ve yoksullugun vyiiksek oranlarda gorildigi yerlerdir.
Glnumiizde ulasilan yeni teknolojiler sayesinde, bu bdlgelerde yasayan
olanaklar1 kisitli insanlar, hem kendi i¢inde yasadiklar: toplumun hem de refah
bolgelerinde bulunan ilkelerin sosyal istikrarina tehdit olusturmaktadirlar
(Wade, 2001:37).

Kiiresellesmenin en fazla ilgilendigi husus piyasa iligkilerinde hakimiyeti ele
gecirerek, bundan daha fazla ¢ikar saglayabilmektir. Adalet ve demokrasinin tesis
edilmesi, temel egitimin daha fazla kisiye ulagtirilmasi ya da ekonomik ve sosyal
olanaklarin toplumdaki magdur kesimlere yayginlastirilmas: gibi hususlar
kiiresel kapitalizmin hedefleri arasinda degildir (Sen, 2002).

IMF programlari, dort ana mekanizma araciligiyla gelir dagilimini etkilemektedir:
Biitcedeki agiklarin azaltilmasi, devaltiasyon, enflasyon oranlar ile biiytime
oranlarim1 degistirmek. Devaliiasyonla, ticaret dist mallarin fiyatinin ticaret
mallarinin fiyatlarina olan oranini distirmek amac¢lanmaktadir. Hitkiimetlerin
bor¢larina getirilen sinirlama, IMF programlarinin bir diger o6zelligidir. Bu
kapsamda IMF, programa dahil olan hiikiimetlere harcamalarini azaltmalarini ve
gelirlerini arttirmalarini 6nermektedir. Bu sebeple 6zellikle, kamuya bagli ¢alisan
iscilerin reel {icretleri diiser. Kamuda istihdamin azaltilmasiyla hem yoksulluk
artmakta hem gelir dagilimi bozulmaktadir. IMF programlarinda i¢ talebi
kisabilmek i¢in uygulanan politikalar icerisinde; kredilerin sinirlandirilmasi,
devlet harcamalarinin kisilmasi, reel tcretlerin disiiriilmesi ve vergilerin
arttirilmasi yer almaktadir. Bunlarin uygulanmasi sonucunda, gelir dagilimi1 daha
da bozulmakta ve biiylime oranlar diismektedir (Garuda, 2000).

Kiresel esitsizlik, kiiresel kapitalizmin savunucusu olan IMF ve Diinya Bankasi
gibi uluslararasi kurumlar tarafinda ¢ok az ilgi gormektedir. Bu kurumlar,
yoksulluk icerisinde yasayan insan sayisini sadece bir nicel veri olarak algilamakta
ve bu saymin artmamasini istemektedirler. Gelir dagilimindaki adaletsizligin
artmakta olmasi, Dilinya Bankasi tarafindan olumsuz olarak algilanmamaktadir.
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Bunun yaninda, esitsizligin artmasiyla meydana gelebilecek her tiirlii olumsuzluk
goz ardi edilmektedir (Wade, 2001).

4. Diinyada ve Tiirkiye’de Kiiresellesmenin Gelir Dagilimi
Uzerindeki Etkisine Bakis

41 Diinyada Kiiresellesmenin Gelir Dagilim1 Uzerindeki Etkisi

1970-2000 yillar1 arasinda IMF'nin gelismis diye simiflandirdig: tlkeler ile geriye
kalan tlkeler arasinda diinya gelirinin nasil paylasildigini incelersek; 1970’te
diinya gelirinin % 68’ini gelismis ilkeler aliyorken, bu oran 198o’de % 71e,
2000’de ise % 81’e ylikselmistir. Bu yillar i¢in geligsmis tilkelerin diinyadaki niifus
paylar ise sirastyla, % 20, % 18 ve % 16'dir. Gelismis iilkelerin niifustaki pay:
azalmakta ancak gelirden aldiklar1 pay artmaktadir. Kiiresellesme, gelirde
iraksama demektir (Freeman, Kagarlitsky, 2004:63). Ulkeler ici ve iilkeler arasi
gelir dagilimi kiiresellesme ile olumsuz yonde etkilenmistir. 1979 - 2009 arasi
yillarda, diinyada %:20’lik en zengin kesimin pay1 % 23’ten % 1,4’e diismustiir
(Bas, 2009:50). Diinya Bankasi, genel olarak gelir dagilimimin adaletli olmasi
hususunda degil yoksullugun azaltilmasina odakli ¢aligmalar yapmaktadir.
Glnlik 1,9 dolar ve alt1 gelirle gecinenler azaldik¢a bu durumu bir basar1 saydig:
sOylenebilir. Ancak, aglik sinirindan kurtulmas: olumlu degerlendirilecek bu
insanlarin, diinyadaki gelir dagilimmnin durumu konusunda higbir fikirleri
yoktur. Ulusal egiklere gore Olgiilen yoksulluk yaninda, ilkeler ayrica
yoksullugun derinligini ve sertligini Olcen tamamlayict Olgimlere
odaklanabilirler. Benzer olarak, en diisiik gelirli %40’1n tiiketim veya gelirden
aldig1 pay dl¢imi, bir iilkede gelirin dagilimini gosteren bir¢ok 6l¢iimden biridir.
Diger esitsizlik ol¢iilerinden, Gini katsayisi endeksi ya da beste birlik kesimde
tliketim veya gelirin dagilimini gosteren gostergeler; gelir dagilimina farkl bakig
acilarini yansitmaktadir. Diinya Kalkinma Gostergeleri veri tabanindaki veriler ve
¢evrim ici tablolar; yoksulluk ve esitsizlikle ilgili bircok veri sunmaktadir.

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Yillara gore, kiiresel ve bolgesel yoksulluk gostergelerine bakildiginda; 1990’'da
diinya niifusunun 1/3’d yani yaklasik 1,8 milyar insan mutlak yoksulluk sinirinda
yasamaktadir. Bunun yaris1 Dogu Asya ve Pasifik bolgesindedir. Bu bolgede
yoksulluk orani %60’tir ve o yillar i¢in en yoksul bdlgedir. 2013’te diinya
niifusunun 1/10'u mutlak yoksulluk sinirinda yagsamaktadir. Dogu Asya ve Pasifik,
yoksulluk konusunda en ¢ok mesafe kat eden bolgedir. 2013’te yoksulluk orani
%3,5a diismistiir. Gliney Asya da yoksulluk oraninin 6nemli degisim gosterdigi
bagka bir bolgedir. Yoksulluk orani %45’ten, %15’e diismustiir. Bu disiisiin en
onemli nedeni olarak, Cin'in biiyiimesi ve gelismesi sdylenebilir. Sahra Alt1 Afrika
yoksulluk orani %s5’ten %41’e digmistiir. Ancak nifusta artis oldugu
gortilmektedir. 2013'te 400 milyon insan giinliik 1,90 dolarin altinda bir tutarla
hayatina devam etmektedir. Bu, 1990’a gore 100 milyonun tizerinde bir artig
oldugunu gostermektedir. Yani, bugilin diinyada var olan mutlak yoksullugun
yarist Sahra Alt1 Afrika’dadir (World Development Indicators, 2017:19).

Ik olarak yoksullukla ilgili verilere odaklamilmasinin nedeni, tiim bu
arasgtirmalarin ¢ikis noktasinin yoksulluk incelemesi olmasidir. Buradan, asil
tizerinde durulan 6l¢iliniin kisisel gelir oldugu sonucuna gelinebilir. Ancak, kisisel
gelir belli bir iilkenin diinya piyasasindan edindigi toplam parasal servetin sadece
bir parcasini olusturmaktadir. Pesinde olunmasi gereken asil rakam isgiicii
verimliligi olmalidir, tilkedeki faaliyetler sonucu tretilen servet tiizerinde
durulmalidir. Bu konuda, ortak kabul goren, kisi basina diisen GSYH'in bu
bliytikliigii temsil etmekte oldugudur. Tam rakamlara ulagmak miimkiin olabilse,
Olciilmesi gereken, deger yaratan kapasitenin paylagimidir. Bu sonug, ortaya
kisisel gelirden ¢ok daha farkl bir dagilim ¢ikaracaktir. Clinkii yoksul bir tilkede
az Ucretle ¢alisan insanlar (bu isgiiciinii kullanan ¢ok uluslu girketlerin bitytik kar
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elde etmelerinden agik¢a goriilebildigi tizere), servet tiretiminde genellikle ¢ok
verimlidirler. Sorun, trettikleri servetin lilkede kalmayisidir. Geligsmis tilkelerle
gelismemis tilkelerin gelirlerini kiyaslayarak bir sonuca varmaya ¢alismak aradaki
iraksama ¢ok oldugundan yapilmak istenen ¢ikarimi amacindan saptirmaktadir.
Dolayisiyla, gelismemis tilkeler arasindaki gelir dagilimina, niifusun bese
boliinmesiyle ortaya ¢ikan %20’lik gruplarin kisi basi GSYH’lar1 cinsinden
bakmak carpici sonuglar elde etmemizi saglayabilir. Gelismekte olan tilkelerde 30
yili agkin bir stiredir begte birlik kesimlerin durumlarinda ne nispi ne de mutlak
anlamda bir degisiklik olmustur. Karsimizda neredeyse statik bir manzara
oldugunu soylemek yanlis olmayacaktir. En tist ve en alt beste birlik kesimler
arasindaki oran -en olagan iraksama olc¢iisti- 1970 yilinda 11,6 iken 2002 yilinda
13,7 olmustur. Uciincii ve dérdiincii kesimler arasindaki oran ise 3,1'den 4,2’ye
yiikselmistir. Bu oranlarin, gelismis olan tilkelerde kisi bagina diisen ortalama
GSYH ile gelismekte olan tilkelerde kisi basina diisen GSYH arasindaki 8,4’ten
23,3'e yiikselen oranla karsilastirilmasi gerekmektedir. Kiiresellesmenin net
etkisi, bir biitiin olarak gelismis tilkelerle bir biitiin olarak gelismekte olan tilkeler
arasinda biiyiik bir ugurum yaratmak ve ayni zamanda gelismekte olan {ilkeler
arasinda da neredeyse sifir net biiytime ile sifir iraksamaya neden olmaktadir.
Gelismekte olan tlkelerde kisi basina diisen GSYH oOylesine olagantistii bir
istikrar gostermektedir ki, gelismekte olan tilkelerin GSYH miktarlarinin sabit
kaldigin1 sdylemek dogru bir tahmin olacaktir. Bu da gelismis {lkelerin
kiiresellesme yoluyla organize olup biitiin verimlilik kazanimlarim1 yani bu
ilkelerde vyasayan insanlar1 ortalama olarak, sabit bir deger tahsisati
kapasitesinde tutmak i¢in asgari diizeyde gerekli olanin tizerinde olan biitiin kar
fazlasini, gelismekte olan tilkelerden ¢ikardiklari anlamina gelmektedir.

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Bu durum, mutlak bir iraksama standardi yaratmamizi saglamaktadir. Herhangi
bir iilkenin, iilke grubunun ya da insan grubunun kisi basina diisen GSYH’s1,
gelismekte olan iilkelerin ortalama GSYH’sina orani olarak olgtilebilir.

Tablo, diinyanin birbirinden oldukg¢a farkli iki bloka bdliinmiis oldugunu
dogrulamaktadir. Gelismekte olan iilkeler arasinda, bagka bir iligski olmasa bile
bir yakinsama goziikmektedir. Gegis donemi iilkeleri, gelismekte olan {ilkeler
safina sokulmus, gelismekte olan iilkeler de iki ayr1 gruba ayrilmustir. ilk grup,
gelismekte olan tilkelerin ortalama gelirinden ti¢ kat daha fazla ortalama gelire
sahip olan Latin Amerika, Orta Dogu ve gecis donemindeki iilkelerdir. Ikinci grup
ise gelismekte olan iilkelerinkinin yarisi kadar bir gelire sahip olan ve bu
yonleriyle birbirine yakinsayan Asya ve Afrika tlkeleridir. Gelismis tlkeler
tabloda, keskin bir ayrilik sergilemektedir. Gelismis tilkeler arasinda 1990’larin
sonunda yeni bir gelisme ortaya ¢ikti. Gelismis Glineydogu Asya'nin gorece hizli
biiytimesi, tipki Avrupa’da da gortldiigi gibi birden durdu ve tersine donmeye
basladi. ABD, ise yeni kiiresellesme doneminde tiim bdlgeleri agik ara geride
birakti. Geligsmis tilkeler arasindaki bu kutuplagsma, baslica cografi bolgeler
arasindaki yogun rekabet donemini gozler Oniine sermektedir (Freeman,
Kagarlitsky, 2004:102). Bu tablo ile yapilmasi gereken diger 6nemli vurgu ise 1980
sonrasinda diinya iretim Olgeginin {retim tarzina bagh olarak eski yillara
nazaran asiri artmis oldugudur. Dolayisiyla, gelirin agir artisi ile birlikte ABD gibi
gelismis tlkelerin kisi basina diisen bolgesel gelir yiikselisi diistiniildiigiinde
iraksamanin 6l¢tisti daha iyi anlasilacaktir.

Kiiresellesme baglaminda bu gelismeler diisiiniildiglinde, biiyiimenin ve gelir
artisinin hangi yolla gerceklestigine deginmek gereklidir. Biiytime ile ilgili bir
siniflandirma yapmaya calisirsak; mevcut tiretim faktorlerinin asir1 kapasite
kullanimi ile biiylime, mevcut tiretim faktorlerinde kapasite artirarak biiytime ve
finansal piyasalara yabanci sermaye c¢ekerek biiyiime yontemleri siralanabilir.
Neoliberal ekonominin ytikselisi ve diinya piyasalarina hakim olmasi ile birlikte
ozellikle yabanci sermaye odakli biiyimenin daha poptiler bir hale geldigi
soylenebilir. Diinyadaki kontrol edilemeyen finansal serbestlesme, 6zellikle ¢ok
uluslu sirketlerin faiz istahiyla birlesince, gelismekte olan tilke ekonomilerini
sicak para girisleriyle cok kirilgan bir hale getirmektedir. Bu durum, istihdam
yaratmayan bir bityiime oldugundan ulus ekonomileri i¢in sagliksizdir. Dogrudan
yabanai yatirim seklindeki kapasite artirimi ile biiytime de ekonomide beklenen
etkiyi yaratamamaktadir. Distik tcretli istihdam firsatlar1 ve diger tesvik edici
somirli mekanizmalar ile harekete gecen bu tarz yatirimlar, gelismekte olan
tilkelerin servet artiric iiretim faktorlerini, ¢ok uluslu sirketler yoluyla gelismis
tilkeler lehine somiirmektedir.

Bu bolimde tizerinde durulmasi gereken bagka bir kavram da vergi cennetlerinin
varligidir. Vergi cennetlerinde diinyadaki finansal aktiflerin biiyiik bir kismi
saklanmaktadir. Bu durum, kiiresel servetin cografi ¢ikis kaynaklarinmi tespit
etmemizi zorlagtirmaktadir. Basta IMF uluslararasi orgiitler vasitasiyla toplanmis
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olan ve her tilkenin istatistik kurumunca yayinlanan resmi verilere gore, zengin
iilkelerin net varliklar1 diinyanin geri kalaniyla karsilagtirildiginda eksidedir.
Somdtirgecilik doneminde, zengin tilkelerin yiiksek oranlarda art1 pozisyonlarda
oldugu bilinmektedir. Bu doneme kiyasla, tilkeler arasi pozisyonlarin birbirlerine
gore daha dengeli oldugu bir donem yasandig1 soylenebilir.

Zengin iilkelerin yoksul iilkeler icerisinde sahip oldugu aktifler, yoksul tilkelerin
zengin tilkelerde sahip oldugu aktiflerden daha azdir. Bu duruma istinaden,
diinyadaki toplam GSYiH’sinin %4’ii seviyesindeki bir farkin, yani diinyadaki
toplam servetin yaklagik % 1'inin, yoksul iilkeler lehine olmasi gerekmektedir.
Gergekte durum farklidir. Yoksul tlkelerle birlikte diinyadaki tiim tlkelerin
ekside oldugu gercegi, diinyadaki farkli iilkelere ait tiim finansal istatistikler
toplandiginda ortaya cikmaktadir. Odemeler dengesi diinyada diizenli bir sekilde
acik vermektedir. Bazi iilkelere giren para, bagka iilkelerden ¢ikan paradan
fazladir. Bu, teorik olarak olanaksizdir. Bu durum tam olarak agiklanamamugtir.
Odemeler dengesi gostergeleri ve finansal istatistikler teorik olarak tiim diinyay1
kapsamaktadir. Vergi cennetlerinin, uluslararasi orgiitlere kendi hesaplarim
raporlamasi yoluyla s6z konusu agigin tespiti miimkiin olabilecektir (Piketty,
2015:502).

Gabriel Zucman, s6z konusu tutarsizligin, vergi cennetlerinde tutulan, kurumlara
bildirilmemis ¢ok vyiiksek tutardaki finansal varliktan kaynakli oldugunu
gostermeyi basarmustir. Bunu, Isvicre bankalarma iliskin bugiine dek
kullanilmayan verileri kullanarak ve erisebildigi tiim kaynaklar1 karsilastirarak
basarmistir. Iyimser tahmine goére séz konusu varhiklarin toplami, diinya
GSYH'mmin yaklagik % 10'una denk gelmektedir (Zucman, 2013). Tahminler
dogalar1 geregi belli bir kesinlik icermeseler de konuyla ilgili yapilan diger
caligmalarin 2-3 kat daha fazla ¢iktig1 diistiniiltirse, Zucman’in tahmini bir alt sinir
kabul edilebilir. Kabul edilen bu alt sinir dahi oldukga yiiksektir. Zengin tilkelere
ait eksideki net pozisyonun yaklagik iki katidir. Bu verilerden hareket edildiginde,
zengin iilke vatandaslarinin sahip oldugu finansal aktiflerinin ¢ok 6nemli bir
kisminin vergi cennetlerinde tutuldugu soylenebilir. Bu 6rtiilii durum olayin tiim
yonleriyle ortaya konulmasini zorlastirmaktadir. Zengin iilkeler igerisinde
yasayan en varlikli insanlar, servetlerinin 6nemli kismin1 vergi cennetlerinde
saklamaktadir. Biitiin bunlar, diinya tizerindeki varliklarin izini stirmenin ¢ok zor
oldugunu kanitlamaktadir (Piketty, 2015:504).

4.2 Tiirkiye’de Kiiresellesmenin Gelir Dagilimi Uzerindeki Etkisi

Diinyada gelirin en adaletsiz dagitildigi {lkeler arasinda Tirkiye de
gosterilmektedir. 2001 yili icin, orta gelir diizeyindeki tlkeler incelendiginde,
Tirkiye en kotii durumdaki bes tilke arasindadir. Gelir esitsizliginin bir dlgtiti
olan Gini katsayisina gore, Brezilya, Meksika, Sili ve Giiney Afrika’dan sonra
Tirkiye gelmektedir. 1980’lere gelindiginde, disa agilmaci ekonomi modeli ile
doéviz kazandiricr faaliyetler 6zendirilmistir. Uretimde maliyetleri en aza
indirebilmek icin isci ticretleri azaltilmaya ¢alisilmistir. Bu, kiiresel piyasalarda
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rekabet giicii kazanabilmek amaciyla yapilmistir. Ancak sonug olarak, boliisim
iligkileri ters yiiz olmustur (S6nmez, 2001).

Turkiye'de gelir dagilimindaki bozulmanin 1980’lerden sonra giderek arttig:
goziikmektedir. Bu dagilimin adaletsiz oldugu 6zellikle 1960’lardan sonra yapilan
calismalarda tamamiyla ortaya koyulmustur. Ornegin, Ozmucur 1986 yilinda
milli gelirin fonksiyonel dagilimi konusunda bir ¢alisma yapmstir. Bu ¢alismada,
gelir dagiliminin bozuk oldugu ve bu durumun gittikge daha kotii bir hale geldigi
belirtilmektedir. Tiirkiye’de maasgli ve ticretli kesimin milli gelir igerisindeki pay1
1963 yilinda % 21,5’ten 1990’da % 13,9’a gerilemis iken bu pay, gelismis tilkelerde
% 7o'ler diizeyindedir. Oysa ayni yillar arasinda, kar, faiz ve rantin milli gelir
igindeki pay1 % 37,31den % 70,9'a yiikselmistir (Cakir, 2005).

Mal ticaretinin  serbestlestirilmesi, finansal sermaye hareketlerinin
serbestlestirilmesi ve kuralsizlastirilmasi, kamu aciklarinin kapatilmasi, devletin
ekonomik ve sosyal hayattaki roliintin kii¢iiltiilmesi, 6zellestirmeler, her alanda
kuralsizlagtirma ve serbestlestirmeler gibi bir politika demeti, 1980’lerden sonra
Vasington mutabakat: ad1 altinda toplumlara dayatilmaktadir. Bir biitiin olarak
degerlendirildiginde, piyasanin kar giidiisiine dayali ticaret mantiginin biricik
ama¢ haline dontstiraldigi bir toplumsal sistem amaglanmaktadir. Bu
mutabakatin temel unsurlari, 1990’lar boyunca, 6zellikle Meksika, Asya, Tirkiye
ve Arjantin krizlerinden etkilenen uygulama deneyimlerinden yola ¢ikilarak
revize edilmigtir. Yeni mutabakatin temel unsurlar1 arasinda, kurumsal
yonetisim, yolsuzluk ve riligvet ile miicadele, isgiici piyasalarinin
esneklestirilmesi, Diinya Ticaret Orgiitii ilkelerine baglilik, finansal kodlama ve
Uluslararas1 Bankacilik Denetleme kurulusu standartlarina uyum, sermaye
hareketlerinde ‘ihtiyati diizenleme’, doviz kuru rejimlerinde ya serbestlik ya da
tam dolarizasyon, enflasyon hedeflemesi ve bagimsiz merkez bankaciligi, sivil
toplum orglitleri gozetiminde sosyal korumacilik, yoksullukla miicadele vardir
(Rodrik, 2007). Bu sartlar altinda finans sermayesinin mantigina karsi duracak
‘rekabetci’ ve genisleyici politikalarin, 6zellikle de sosyal politikalarin izlenmesi
artitk miimkiin olmaktan c¢ikmistir. Bu tir politikalarin hepsi ayni sinifa
sokularak, ‘popiilist’ ve ‘sraf olarak nitelendirilmekte ve uygulamaya koyan
hiiktimetler ¢esitli yollarla ‘hizaya getirilmeye’ ¢alisilmaktadir (Yeldan, 2008).
Vasington mutabakatinin ilk yillarindaki politikalarin, son yillarda tilkelerde
uygulananlarla celistigi ortaya c¢ikmistir. Yeni politikalar, krizlerden en ¢ok
etkilenen Tiirkiye gibi tilkeler adeta bir laboratuar gibi kullanilarak denenmis ve
sonuclari olumlu olumsuz iilke iginde test edilmistir.

2000 yili itibariyle 20 yillik Vasington mutabakati sonunda diinya niifusunun
kabaca beste biri, tizerinde durularak stirekli calismalar yapilan mutlak yoksulluk
sinirinin altinda; ve giderek kiiciilen ekonomilerde yasamaktadir. Esitsizliklerin
artmasi, sosyal diglanmighigin derinlesmesi ve kutuplagsmanin siddetlenmesi
20.ylizyillin kiiresellesme dalgasinin en 6nemli 6zellikleri arasinda sayilmaktadir
(Yeldan, 2008:166).
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1998 sonrasi Tiirkiye'de IMF ile yapilan yakin izleme anlagsmasi sonrasi ekonomi
ve ilgili politikalarda bagimsiz karar alabilmek zorlagsmigtir. Farkli hitkiimetlerin,
imzalanan anlagsma nedeniyle ortak ve tek bir siyaset izlemekte oldugu goze
carpmaktadir. Ozellikle, bu yillardan sonra emek sinifinin, Tiirkiye’nin tarihi
gelisim agsamalart ile elde etmis oldugu bircok kazanilmis hakki, asama asama
kaybetmekte oldugu gozlemlenmistir. Bu yapilirken, iilke icerisinde vyerli
burjuvazi sinifi lehine diizenlemeler getirilmis, sermaye sahibi kesim s6z konusu
ranttan faydalanmistir. Gelir dagilimindaki adaleti bozan bu tip politikalara
miidahale etmek isteyen her kesim bir sekilde bertaraf edilmistir. Boyle bir
donemde ekonomistlerin politika tavsiyeleri de degersizlestirilmekte, gormezden
gelinmektedir. Yeni politikalar uygulayabilmek adeta imkansiz hale gelmistir
(Yeldan, 2008).

Tirkiye’de Gini katsayisinin yillar icerisindeki gelisimini inceledigimizde
1987'den 2016ya 0,38 - 0,49 arasinda dalgalandig: goziikmektedir. Grafikten, gelir
adaletsizliginin en yiiksek oldugu yillar 1994 ve 2002 yillaridir. Ozellikle 1994
yilindaki kriz donemindeki 0,49 degeri dikkat cekicidir. Yine bir baska kriz senesi
2002’deki deger 0,44’tlir. 2007 yilindan sonraki 6l¢iimler Gini katsayisinin 0,39 -
0,41 arasinda seyrettigini gostermektedir. 2016 yil1 i¢in dl¢tilen son tahmini deger
0,404 tur.

Hane halki biiytikligt ve kompozisyonu dikkate alinarak hesaplanan, hane
halki kullanilabilir gelirinin bir alt kalemi olan egsdeger hane halki
kullanilabilir fert gelirine gore, en yiiksek % 20’lik grubun toplam gelirden
aldig1 pay 2014 ve 2016 yillar1 arasinda artigtadir.

En diisiik % 20’lik grubun toplam gelirden aldig1 pay ise degismemistir. Ancak en
yiiksek gelir grubu icerisindeki bu diizenli artisin grubun en yiikseklerinde yer
alan % 1-5'lik kesime mi yoksa grup icerisinde daha orta kisimlar arasinda m
paylasildig1 ayrica arastirilmalidir. Clinki, en yiliksek hane halki fert gelirinin
daha zengin olan en fstteki kesimde olmasi gelir dagilimi adaletsizligini
arttirmakta, iraksama ile toplum igerisindeki gelir ugurumu agilmaktadir. Ayrica
gelecek projeksiyonu agisindan, bu fark c¢ok saglikli bir dagilimi isaret
etmemektedir. En disiikten, dordiinci % 20'ye 2014-2016 yillart arasindaki
gelisim incelendiginde, ondalik olarak degisim gosterdigi fark edilecektir. Bu
yllar icerisindeki gelirin en yiiksek % 20 kesim lehine gelistigini ortaya
¢ikarmaktadir. Toplumun gorece dustik gelirli kesimleri deger artisindan
yeterince yararlanamamaktadir. ilk dért gelir grubundaki gelisim, diinya igin
yapilan ayni analizle benzerlikler gostermektedir. Ancak yurtiginde yaratilan arti
degerin, onemli bir bolimi yurt disindaki ¢ok uluslu sirketlerin ve kiiresel
sermayedarlarin hanelerine islenmeden o6nce, bir kisminin en ytiksek gelir
gruplarina birakildigi da soylenebilir.

4. Sonuc¢

Kiiresellesme, giniimuz diinyasinda iktisadi bir¢ok sorunla
iliskilendirilmektedir. Bu sorunlar tizerine yapilan iktisadi c¢aligmalara sik
rastlanmaktadir. Gelir dagilimi ve kiiresellesme ile iligkileri {izerine yapilan
iktisadi calismalar da iktisat yazininda popiilerdir. Kiiresellesme ve gelir dagilimi1
lizerine yapilan literatiir taramasinda temel olarak bakildiginda iki siniflandirma
goze carpmaktadir. Bunlar, neoliberal politika yanlis1 goriisler ve neoliberal
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politika karsit1 goriislerdir. Yapilan literatiir taramasinda en fazla iizerinde
durulmasi gereken olumlu gortsler, ilkelerin birbiriyle entegrasyonunun
artmasinin ekonomileri ve ekonomik verilerini birbirine yakinlastirdig:
dolayisiyla gelir dagilimindaki farkliliklar azalttigi gortstidir. Yine, uluslarin
karsilagtirmali Gstiinliiklerine gére uzmanlagmasinin diinya kaynaklarinin daha
verimli kullanimina olanak sagladigi da bir bagka goriistiir. Yeni teknolojilerin
tim uluslarin ortak kullanimina ve erisimine sunuldugu bir diinyada
ekonomilerin birbirine yakinsama siirecine girecegi de sdylenmektedir. Ancak
serbest ekonominin megshur goriinmez elinin bu noktada neden adil bir dagilim
yapamadigr sorgulanmalidir. Ciinkii yapilan diger c¢alismalar, az gelismis
tilkelerde yaratilan arti1 degerin ¢ok uluslu sirketler vasitasiyla gelismis tilkelere
aktarildigini, ¢ok az bir miktarinin yaratilan tlkenin istifadesine sunuldugunu
gostermektedir.

Kiiresellesme ile gelisen tiretim teknikleri ve teknoloji ile birlikte niteliksiz
isglictiniin arz ettigi emek iyice deger kaybetmekte, insanlarin yaptig1 isleri
makineler devralmaktadir. Bu durum teknik kadrolarda ya da yonetici
pozisyonlarinda c¢alisanlarla is¢i kadrolarin ticretlerindeki makasi glinden giine
agmakta, gelir dagilimi iyice bozulmaktadir.

Yine 6nemli tespitlerden bir digeri, hammadde ve tarim tirtini tireten tilkelerin,
sanayisi gelismis ve islenmis mal tireten tilkelere gore dis ticaret karlarindan ve
katma degerli tiretimden yoksul kaldigidir. Bu durum uzun dénemde sermayenin
hep ayni tilkelerde toplanmasina yol agmakta ve diger gelismekte olan iilkelere
gelisme firsat1 tanimamaktadir. Ulkeler arasi gelir dagilimini bozan bu durum,
bir tiir yagmaya ve kisir dongiiye doniismiistiir. Somiirgeci zihniyetin, tam
serbestlesme ve kiiresellesme adi altinda faaliyetlerine devam ediyor oldugunu
soylemek yanlis olmayacaktir. Cogu ¢alismada yoksullastiran bir biiyimeden
bahsedilmesinin sebebi bahsedilen bu durumdan kaynaklaniyor olabilir.

Yapilan ¢alismalarda ekonomisi bozulan iilkelere bor¢ veren ve neoliberal
politikalar ¢ercevesinde {ilke yapilarini diizenleyip doniistiiren, IMF ya da Diinya
Bankasi gibi kiiresellesmenin aract kurumlar ilke ici gelir dagilimi gibi sosyal
adaleti saglayict mekanizmalar1 goz ardi etmektedir. Bu durumda, iilke
ekonomisinde emegin degerini azaltmakta, ucuz isgliciniin 6niinii agmaktadir.
Gelir dagilimi adaletsizligini oldukea arttiran bu politikalarla ekonomiler gelismis
tilkelerin ucuz tretim tesislerine dontstiiriilmektedir. Ayrica bu kurumlar, gelir
dagilimindan ziyade yoksulluk verilerine odaklanmaktadir. Yoksullugu da sadece
sayisal olarak ele almakta insani ve vicdani boyutunu goz ardi ederek tlkeler
icindeki ve bu konuda gelecege dair olusabilecek tiim problemlerin iizerini
ortmektedir.

Yapilan ¢alisma, 1980 sonrasindaki yirmi yilda, gelismis tlkelerin niifuslarinin
diinya niifusuna gore oransal olarak azaldigini, gelirden aldiklar1 payin ise
arttigin1 ortaya koymustur. Kiresellesme ile gelir iraksamakta, kiiresel gelir
dagilimi bozulmaktadir. Diinya Bankasi gibi kuruluslarin gelir dagilimi yerine
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yoksulluga odaklanmasinin nedeni, en alt kesimin maddi olanaklarini (hedef
ginliik 1,9 $ ve lzeri) iyilestirmenin, gelir dagilimindaki giderek agilan makasi
kapamaktan ¢ok daha kolay olmasidir. Gelismekte olan iilkelerin beste birlik
niifus dilimlerindeki kisi bast GSYH incelemesi gostermektedir ki, 1970'lerden
2000’lerin basina kadar olan donemde, gelirlerin gelisimi a¢isindan neredeyse
statik bir durum s6z konusudur. Ayni dénem icin gelismis iilkelerde en ytiksek
beste birlik gelir grubunda neredeyse 3 kata varan bir artistan bahsedilmektedir.
Diinyanin farkli bolgeleri arasinda yapilan ¢alismada ise, diinyanin iki bloka
bolinmiis oldugu goze c¢arpmaktadir. Gelismis bolgelerde 1980 sonrasi
kiiresellesmenin hiz kazanmasiyla mutlak bir artis fark edilirken, Asya, Afrika,
Ortadogu, gelismekte olan tilkeler ve Latin Amerika’da nispi kisi basina diisen
bolgesel gelirler yakinsamakta ve bahsedilen doénem i¢in bir artis
gosterememektedir.

Kiiresel sermayenin finansal sisteminin kara deligi olarak nitelendirilebilecek
vergi cennetleri ile yapilan g¢alismalarda da 6nemli sonuglar elde edilmistir.
Konuyla ilgili verilere erisimin sinirli olmasi nedeniyle sonuglar mutlak bir
kesinlik icermese de, en diistik ihtimaller tizerinden yapilan alt sinir analizlerinde
dahi diinya GSYH'inin % 10'u gibi ¢ok biyiikk bir hasila elde edilmektedir.
Diinyanin gelismig {ilkelerinin yiiksek gelir ve servetlerinin yanina bu ortiilii
aktifler eklendiginde adaletsizligin boyutu iyiden iyiye sasirtici bir hale
dontismektedir.

Krizler ve IMF tavsiyeleriyle sekillenen ozellestirme, finansal sistem
serbestlestirilmesi, deregiilasyon, dis ticaret serbestisi, siki maliye politikasi, gibi
ekonomi politikalarinin uygulandig1 birkag tilkeden biri olan Tirkiye, farkli
hitkkiimetlerle aymi politikalar1 izleyen, ekonomik bagimsizligi Vasington
mutabakatina bagh politikalarin giidiimiinde bir iilke goriintimiindedir. Merkez
Bankasi gibi bagimsiz bir kurumun miidahale araglarindan en o6nemlisi faiz
olmus, enflasyon hedeflemesi gibi amaclara indirgenen politikalarda da, IMF
etkisi baga gegen her hiikiimet doneminde kendisini hissettirmisgtir.

Kiiresellesmenin son donemlerine bakildiginda, diinyada yine korumaa
politikalarin 6ne qiktig1 goriilmektedir. Keynes’'in miidahaleci politikalarina
dontiis beklentisi ile bazi cevrelerde sosyal devlet ilkesinin 6ne ¢ikma timidi
artmustir. ‘Kiiyerellesme’ (Glocalization) denilen siire¢ ile finans piyasalarinin
ikinci plana diisecegi ve sanayi iiretiminin yerelleserek eski giinlerine donecegi
ve llkeler i¢i katma deger yaratiminin yine aym ilkelere fayda saglayacag:
beklenmektedir. Bu gibi beklentilerin gelir dagilimi iizerinde olusabilecek
etkisinin olumlu olacagi umulmaktadir.
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
