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Pre-Islam Arabs had, as it's known, knowledge about history consisting of a
mass-information, "Eyyamu'l-arab" meaning arab days. Also, some epitaphs after
the names Imru'l-kays (328), Zebed (512) and Ummu'l-cimal (568) found in Laca
are by fare the only docdm'entary findings of pre-Isiarr{ic life known. A muallakat-1
seb'a, the seven poems hung on Ka'ba walls, the prize winner poems of the timewrit-
ten on gold, and "emsal", a choise of proverbs, and a "samar”, a variety of moody
. stories have the time been the mhemed wealth of Arabs from their pre-Islamic pe-
gan ancesters.

By the very institution of Islamxc movcmem he, the prophet himself, 1mposedv
. history, as one of the few branches of science to be adopted for his followers.

A historical idea, "Slyer" "Megazi" -a cronological accound of his life and
wars -developed together with natural ¢are laid on Quran and Hadith scripts, to be
improved later by Abbasian historians.

From the very days of Hicra, his known movement from Makka 0 Madine cnty
the destination, the caracteristic "Islam" literatura appears to develope on into a large
. variety of subjects of school, principally consisting of the tittles, the holy Quran, a
commentary of Qoran, collections of ahadith, books on acts of worship, books on in- -
habitance and other topics on law, books on-Zakat and taxation, books on Siyer and
megazi and letter some accounds about the caliphs; and secondary of poetry and -
proverbs, pre-Islamic history, Timu'l-ansab (literally understeﬁdings of the ancest-
ers), medicine and minerology in the modern contex of the seince.

In literature scripts of Qoran and Hadith, books on law, lists of tax and siyer
and megazi books, all have great diplomatic importance of their own. Diplomatics,
the documenteries proves to be (one of the principles) in Islamic culture, civilisation,
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its methods 5ci_ng, profaundly applied by "Ulim-i islamiyye" (sciences of Islam) and
"ulum:i dahile" (nan religius sciences). In Islam documents are information basical
to any sicence or to justice, it also encourges people tobe and remain realistic on life
and keep avcoided from precoution of any typs, dectactive or instructive. '

In Islamic literature, the convetional verbal sources later documented of some
historical sense by historiens to, be the stem of the science consist of the narrations-
poems, and epic poems, myths, anecdotes, and proverbs. '

There are also original forms of the documentaries which include (epitaphs, and
othcr memorial inscriptions): books of genclogycals (the trees), cronicless, calend-
ers, biographics, books of travels, periodicles, linguistics and conventions, court reg-.

. isters, special verdicts and advices (fetwas) of mulftics, the old buildings,‘ (works of
art). etc. :

Since the Qoran and Hadith make up the most part of the document$ from the
early days of Islam, we usualyy use the sources orginating from the Qoran and ahad-
its (ahadith, pfuler form of hadith) in historical consideration respectively in an at-
temt of isolating the early aspects from the Godly ones-hoping to derive some his-
torical clues to a time yet cloudy in the eye and sense of modern history. In a critical
eyc the Qoran has plenty of division dealing or covering topics such as devine rules,
administrative orders, historical narratives as a varicty of samples and administrative
deeds of certain prophets, hense it has sources 0 history. Indeed, as easly seen, the
" Qoran encourages and even in soma cases, orders, documents-diplomatics.-

The five verses of the division, Sura Kalem, mention-sience and pen, presuma-
bly meaning the utmost importance of scientific documentitations.!"You the believ-
crs- as (o the depts between you, write the terms down, or let a noter write it down
frecly 'in the way he has been thought by God"2. This quotation from the Qoran
- stands for }hat diplomatics are religues in the sura the Hucura, it reads;" O believers

il an unknown person comes up to you with any mcssage and check up the trath in it
and ascertain the fact, lest you give any harm (o pcople precariously, so as not to re-
pent for your deed afterwards (Hucurat, sixth the message). This message obviously
scems to mean that the d’ecissions shoud be based on investigatéd and documented
facts in use. The Sura Isra, the 36th message, the Qoran predicts;" And pursue not
that thou hast no knowledge of; the hearing, the sight, the heartall of. "Those shall
.the knowledge comes ever all the rest. Hence the atlention to the ideas basical to-the
documents. ' o

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So had the prophet Mohammad (sacred peace be upen him) largeby payed atten-
tion to the scriptures and protection of them which contents importand documents in
several sciences. The occupied 42 noters, quite large a number, for the registeriation
the amannesis of the revelaUOn3

To this nllcurauon he later leamed his alphabet. He used to carry and he had
carricd some sheets of paper and pencils with hlm‘dnywhcrc, he moves, even .
through Hicra, his great sacret move?. Some of his noters (his amanuensises) were
given the missions of registereting and filing up documents about any administrutive
activitics -social as well as-cultural. It's known that the prophet had ordered to a
Zeyd b. Sabit to learn Hebrew. Zeyd b. Sabit studied and learned Greec, Persian,
Copt and he had become his private interpreter.

In the short interval -630-632- of his lcad, Abu Bakr was asked, by Omar, to
hold and assembly of schoolars under the supcrvision of Zeyd after the need of col-
lecting the written verses-written by various pcople an animal skin, stone, bone,
wood, date-leave and peaces of paper materials -as Qoran- the original bible. Ous-

“mane multiplicd four copies the original Qoran which he inherited as being the Ca-
liph ever humans. Hence the convension of multiplication of the Qoran in scholar
and educational purposes. These first four copics 6 Qoran and the ones, which have
succeded them are valiuble samples of documents of the convension.

In early days his very tradation devcloped as a scrics of narratives, documents
in a partly divine character, comprehéncivly. In these narrative the "Hadises™ there
appears to be some special points calling aticntion to the i;mporumce of documante-
tion or documantery sense of visdom, as tated earlicr in the case of Qoran. A Hadis
for example reads one of his sayins, of "Fix the science writting it up">, strongly
suggesling the necessity of documentitations, also showing his alitu(}c towards the
institution of the first docmentary constitution, found in a roll together with some
pieces of paper consisting of tarifs (list of taxes) and his last speech -Veda hutbesi-.
His friends wrote some hadises down though they were afraid of confusing them
with the holy verses already written down -the Qoran-, a Hemmam b. Munebbih be-
ing first to book them down. It is well known that his [irst Caliph Abu Bekr, collect-
ed some 500 hadises in a book, but lateron he was somchow urged to destroy them
by burning off. Omer, his second Caliph, later had to destroy them by burning off.
Omer, his second Caliph, later had the idea of a collestion to include every hadis in,
but with no succession issued.

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The prophet, as is known, some certain documents in home all his life on his
cessation Ali mherlted the documents and kept them as well6 Also Hucr b. Adiyye
kept some documents he had taken afrom him in his home” and Samuret b. Cundeb?,
Abdullah b. Abbas® Abdullah b. Mesud!0, Abu Hudeyrall, Sa'd b. Ubade!2 and Cabir
b. Abdillah!3 all kept some certain books of hadises.

To exclude the hadises truly related to the prophet from the artificial or known
ones the scholers had pains tékingly to work on materials heaped up in time and so
they developed the methots of "Ulumu'l-hadis” -the hadises related sciences, recall-

“ing his very hadis "who does relate on me any thing false, he prepares his site in the
Hell."

Hadis -related sciences- the sciences of "cerh and "ta'dil"; hadis "ravileri" ,thev
critics on narreters; "Garibu'l-hadis; 'llelu'l-hadis; Muhtelefu'l-hadis"; critics on
texts; and "er-Rihle", the methots of tripings after new hadis sources -had been read-
ly adopted by the contemporary dipldmatisls and historiens. On the other hand had-
~ ises and the related sciences are some of the sources for Islamic sciences on the his- -
tory. The Siyer (His experiences) and Megazi (His wars) the first works of history in
Islam had also been written, down, as-known, by the authors who were of the school
of hadises, some Vehb b. Munebbih (d.110/728-29), Ibn Shibah ez-Zuhri (d.123/
740-41), Mohammad b. Ishak (d.152/769), Vakidi (d.207/822-23) Ibn Higam (d.216/
833) and Ibn Sa'd (d.230/844) are cited. An Abdullah b. Mubarek (d.181/978), one
of the great traditionist and sophists; A Hatib Bagdadi (of Bagdad) (d. 463/1071),
one of the great historiens (who wrote Takyidu'l-ilm) are two names but few to men-
tion. . "

The first orthodox hlstonens in Islam had used "rivayet”, "ravi" and "isnad" the
narration, narrationist and imputation systems respectively. The first orthodox his-
toriens Ibn Quteybe, Mohammad b. Muslim, ed-Dineveri, ,Ibn Vazih el-Ya'kubi,
Miskeveyh, Taberi and Mesudi wrote their books with mcthod of hadis.

First muslims who had been extremly carelul on authenticity of documents had
been so careful to save the document in quality. It is known that the verses of Qoran
had been written on leathers, written papers, leaf of palms and boneses by clerks of -

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message and companions of the prophet Mohammad and kept them. And it is under-
stood that a document of the first constitution of the Arabia, the contract of the treaty
of Hudaibia, some letters of Him, inviting to Islam of leaders of the time, and papers
of the kind all kept in His holly home.

The second caliph Omar, as is known, adopted "Divan" (means register file and
book literally) from Iran14 and he had all citizens -muslim, non-muslim booked up
in order to give them same income saleries!> and he had kept himself some valuable
documents in a wooden chest case.!® Later Emevies had. their documents in
"Divans" as is known, followed by Abbasies who had an extra branch divan -a kind
of appendics to divans which had, by the time, increased in number to-about ten
called "Uskudar” or "Askudar!7" -together with main divans of administration.

Regards to the first days of Islam, there appcars to be comprehensive docu-
ments initial diplomatics:

I- Qoranic scriptures: All sures (mdcpcndcd parts of Qoran) in Qoran begine
with a holly greeting (a naming to God) except one. All verses in sures are arrenged
in a divine order. Filing up the sures in a specipical cadence happened in the day of
caliph Abu Bakr. The sura "Fatiha" -the outline of Qoran-, being the first. Then
comes some seven long sures, followed by medium-sized sures of about a hundred
verses each. Later we see a decline in the number of verses in the successive sureS,
prograssively. We might easily get to the conclution that the {iling up the sures de-
pens not on their dates but on their sizes and themes.

II- The Hadises in verses -as statements: A rcknown literature with brand new
technics Qf documention, stated in scruptures, rather than verbals in memorised
forms -the arabic literature. The hadises which appcare to be included in the first ha-
dis books had all been narrated by eye -witnesses of His day. The later books espe-
cially those designed on Musned and Musannif methots, among the others-, the
methods basad on evidence still in use-in modern history- by the following genera-
tions all seem to have a pasage referring to a known source of narratives in chains.

“Holly greeting.appears only as the beggining of the books with no reputitations
“as séen in Qoran devitions, reiterating in beginnin of every section.

agreemet - a phenomenon which shows the pover of documents among these tribial
pcople ruler or urben, mushm or otherwxsc

In consecuance, the two copies of agrcemcm registered Mohdmmad as the son
of Abdullah and were signed by either party and reserved. The so called court issues
at Hudaibia, appears to be the first too many succesive agreements made in the same

- way. » - '

V- His seal: He is the first arab, we know Lo have a scal. Since the persian and
Byzantin diplomecy required the documents 10 be scaled, with he had 10 order a seal
for His own usag’e.18 When Ousmane accidentally dropted it to a well and couldn't

. recover it back, he got arother seal made for His beloved prophet, one of the few
possessions of Him to this day. A black iran gimmic thought it is and has not much
craftmenship, it has three distinct words engraved on its face -The God, the prophet

‘and Mohammad. These three words later appear Log’cihcr"on the seals of the govern-
ors of Islamic states as ona of the main conventions of the wordly movement of Is-
lam till day. Emevies Abbasies, and governors arc (o name but a few the spirit of His

. scal, may well say, can easily be detected on the works of calligraphers this rank of
* the works as a trait of His seal.

VI- His important invitations: Some letters of his scorring up twelve or thir-
teen, a few of them missing but only have mantions (referrances) in certain litera-

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tures, kept in different muslims and as family heritage in certain familics, two in
some muslims and three in the other.
In His day he wrote invitations and addressed them to' the contemporary kings

and governors officially inviting them to Islam with private letiers inquaring some of
His wishes on different aspects of their concern.

The way He used to bigen a letter (grecting) and His way of scalmg them, has
later been the offnclal form to the all letters sent on diplomatic purposes.

In addnuon, there are a large variaty of other documents of the carly days and,
written in diffcrent times, places and langages, ¢.g.: other letters of Him, some let-
+ . ters from the four caliphs, some-from the later leaders in Emevi time, till the reign of

 Abdulmclik b. Mervan when Arabic declared official language, Coptic documents
written in 'Egypt, Byzantine language in Damascus, persian documents in Iran and
I;aq etc. All deserving furter studies, and having greal gaps in the litcrature.
