The Beginning and Key Stages of Kyrgyz Statehood

Abstract

One of the acutely disputable problems in Kyrgyz studies is the origins of the formation and development of the
statchood of the ancient Kyrgyz. In historical science, there is no unambiguous assessment of the beginning of this
institution functioning. While some historians associate this phenomenon with the Yenisei stage, other specialists
focus on the Great Power period in the history of the Kyrgyz. The article analyzes the genesis of the Kyrgyz
statechood and the stages of its development.

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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

In recent years, special attention has been paid to the issue of statehood, especially in connection
with the virtues of independence, and research on the political organization of the Kyrgyz. However, it
should be noted that it is too eatly to say that the issue of state unity founded by the Kyrgyz people and
the definition of its main stages of development has come to an end.

The political process in the Yenisei region is related with the information about the ethno-political
history of the Kyrgyz people and the direction of political development, which are connected with the
territory of Southern Siberia. The involvement of the Kyrgyz people in the Proto-Turkic ethnogenesis and
the occupation of the area between the Afu and Kem rivers under the pressure of the Juan-Juan in 460 are
preserved in the legend of the Turks in Chinese sources. In other words, they migrated from Hast
Turkestan to South Siberia in the middle of the 5th century and settled on the left bank of the Minusinsk
valley.

The change in the territory occupied by the Kyrgyz people in the ethnic history is marked in Chinese
written sources as "between the rivers of Afu and Kem" and should be considered as the beginning of the
new ethno-territory of the Kyrgyz statehood.

The concept of "Kyrgyz Great Power" in historical science was introduced by the academician V. V.
Barthold. Barthold did not specify why the Kyrgyz state would be called the "Great Power." Howevert, in
the first scientific study of Kyrgyz history, the historical term has gained a figurative meaning. According
to the academician, after the defeat of the Uighurs, domination in Mongolia passed into the hands of the
Kyrgyz. As a result, their state became the leading nomadic power in eastern Central Asia.

According to Yu. C. Khudyakov, “in the history of Kyrgyzstan, as V. Barthold rightly points out,
there was a period of ‘Kyrgyz great power.” It was the finest hour of Kyrgyz history, the time of amazing
successes of Kyrgyz weapons in the long war with the Uighurs, the era when the Kyrgyz were able to
subjugate the vast expanses of Central Asia (Khudyakov, 1996, p. 59).

In Chinese sources, "as soon as the Uighurs began to weaken, Ajo declared himself a khan, his
widowed mother a queen, and his wife, the daughter of the Qarluq people, queens" (Bichurin, 1950: 355).
The Uighur khan did not like this political act, so he formed an army and sent his commander against the
Kytgyz. The Uighur campaign did not achieve its goal, and the unsuccessful end of the raid indicated a
change in political forces. Chinese sources state that the Kyrgyz khan fought against the Uighurs for
twenty years.
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The end of the twenty-year war, mentioned in a Chinese written source, was in 840. Thus, the last
expedition of the Uighur Khanate to the Minusin Valley took place in 820. The Kyrgyz Kaganate was well
prepared for this war, as it can be seen from its foreign policy activities. The Kyrgyz ruler established a
dynastic marriage with the Turgesh kagan and established a marriage alliance through his son, Ajo, and the
daughter of the Qatluq ruler. Taking into consideration that the two ethnic groups associated with the
Kyrgyz were hostile to the Uighurs, we can see the political and diplomatic success of the Kogmen
dynasty.

In addition, the Kyrgyz Kaganate’s relations with Western countries. It is important to remember
that the political and commercial trade partners of the Kyrgyz, i.e. Dashi, Tibet, Karluk and Turgesh, were
Uighut's enemies. As the success of the Kyrgyz Kaganate increased, the Uighurs declined.

Although the period of great power lasted for a short time, it extended the political power of the
Kyrgyz to the vast territory of Central Asia. It should be noted that according to the area of distribution of
cultural samples, local ethnic territories have emerged. The spread of the cultural wealth of the Kyrgyz,
who became a great power, to the vast territory of Central Asia, not only had a significant impact on the
success of the state, but also had a negative impact on the unity and integrity of the Kyrgyz state. As a
result, the Kyrgyz ethnos was divided into two separate parts, and also the political and military power of
the state was divided; thus the ability to fight together with the outside world and the enemy was lost.
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
