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Summary

Texts that deal with the themes of search for home and for self-identity are
quite common in postcolonial literature. Tayeb Salih’s Season of Migration to the
North and Buchie Emecheta’s Kehinde may be given as examples of such texts. In
both novels the protagonists are uprooted at a young age and they spend years
wandering in search of a place which they could call “home”and for self-identity.
At the end, Mustapha in Season of Migration to the North fails to find a home,
remains a transient and cannot develop self-identity. Instead he experiences first an
inner death and finally he ends up commiting suicide. As opposed to his failure, it
1s the Narrator of the novel that comes to terms with himself, finds “home” and his
true identity. Kehinde in the novel Kehinde, on the other hand, succeeds to find
“home” and develop a secure self-identity after a series of leave takings and
arrivals.

Ozet

Koloni Dénemi sonrasinda yazilan edebiyat yapitlarinda goriilen temalardan
birisi de, kisilerin kendilerini ait hisedebilecekleri bir yer ve kimlik aramalaridir.
Tayeb Salih’in Season of Migration to the North ve Buchie Emecheta’nin Kehinde
adli romanlar1 bu tiir yapitlara 6rnek gosterilebilir.Ad1 gecen romanlarin
kahramanlan kii¢iik yasta koklerinden sokiiliip atilmig 6ksiiz ¢ocuklar olarak
yasama bagslarlar ve yillar boyunca “yuvam” diyebilecekleri bir yer ve kimliklerini
ararlar. Sonunda, Season of Migration to the North 'un kahramani bu arayisinda
basarili olamadig1 i¢in yasamina son verir. Ancak romanin Anlatimcisi kendini ait
hissettigi yeri bulur ve kimligini kazanir. Buchie Emecheta’nin romaninda ise,
kahraman, Tayeb Salih’in romaninin Anlatimcis1 gibi, bir dizi kopus ve geri
doniislerden sonra “yuva”sini ve kimligini bulmay1 basarir.

The term postcolonial seems to describe the second half of the twentieth century in
general as a period in the aftermath of colonialism. Postcolonial literature, often used
interchangably with such terms as commonwealth literature, new literatures in English,
third-world literature, or minority literatures has become an important component of
