DERGININ KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamast olmadan arke-
oloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni arastirma, yorum, de-
gerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni yapilan
calismalara yer vermenin yani sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi olarak, ar-
keoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tim uzmanlik alanlarina
aciktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren bir forum
olusturma islevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni agilimlar1 kapsamli olarak ele almak i¢in belirli bir
konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla ¢ag-
r1l1 yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin Kurulu
tarafindan degerlendirir. Kazi1 ve ylizey arastirmalar1 da dahil olmak iizere, yeni
yorum ve acilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor niteli-
gindeki yazilar dergi kapsamimin digindadir. Kiltiir tarihi agisindan 6nemli bir
yenilik getiren 6nemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir. Yazarlar
dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha dnce, g¢eviri olarak
bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska dergi-
ye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmig sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an internationally referenced journal, published annually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA), and covered by SciMago index. Decisi-
ons relating to the publication policy, the coverage and contents of the journal are
taken by the Editorial Board, formed by the Council of the Turkish Academy of
Sciences.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments, evaluati-
ons, and methods in archaeology, and in all areas related to archaeology, without
limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition to studies carried
out in the field of archacology, as a publication organ of an academy of science,
the journal is open to all professional fields of the social sciences, provided that
they are related to archaeology; it has also undertaken the function to create a
forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and analyses developing in
these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file”” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or, evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological ex-
cavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, even its translations into any languages, or that
they have not been submitted to any other journal for publication.

Arkeoloji devam eden bir dgrenme siirecidir. Kazilar
ve kesiflerle ilgili yaymlar ise s6z konusu siirecin arke-
oloji ilgilileri ve toplum tarafindan farkina varilabilen
boliimiidiir. Farkina varilamayanlar, iiziilerek sdylemek
gerekir ki, arkeolojinin tozlu tarihinde kalanlardir. Aka-
demisyen ya da Miizeci olsun bir kaz1 bagkaninin gorevi
toprak altindan giin 151831ma kavusan bulgularin hizli ve
sistemli bir sekilde yayinlanmasidir. Aksi takdirde, kamu
fonlartyla gerceklestirilmis arkeolojik arastirmalar kaziy1
yapan kigiye ya da ekibine kiigiik bir mutluluk yasatacak,
sonrasinda kimsenin ne oldugunu bile bilmedigi buluntu-
lar sirlartyla miizelerin depolarinda umutsuzca bekleme-
ye baglayacaklardir. Bu nedenle kazilar1 yapan insanlarin
sorumlulugu bulgular1 paylasma temelinde olduke¢a bii-
yiiktiir. Kaz1 baskani bir bilgisayar bellegi gibi, kendisi
de farkinda olmadan, toprak altindan ¢ikan herseyi taba-
kalasma kurgusu ile birlikte hafizasina kaydeder. Yayin
yapmadig1, fakat kazi yapmaya devam ettigi her donem
hafiza dolmaya ve yavaslamaya baglar. En kotiisii ise ya-
yinsiz kazi bagkaninin dopdolu hafizasi ile go¢iip gitme-
sidir. Sonrasinda yapacak bir sey kalmaz, ¢iinkili miize
ya da kazievi depolarindaki buluntular kazi bagkaninin
hafizasinda giden dogrulukta asla yayinlanamaz. Tiirki-
ye kazi tarihine kisa bir goz attigimizda, buraya degin
Ozetlemeye ¢aligtigim siirecin ne kadar ¢ok kaziy etkile-
digini, toplumca hakkimiz olan arkeolojik bilgilerin nasil
elimizden alinmis oldugunu kolayca gorebiliriz.

Merhum Prof. Dr. Ufuk Esin’in, Tiirkiye’'nin sosyal
bilimleri de kapsayan ilk akademisi olan TUBA biin-
yesinde 1998 yilinda kurdugu TUBA-AR, arkeolojinin
devam eden 6grenme siirecinde bir kismi hala kurtari-
labilecek bilgilerin ulusal ve uluslararas: arkeoloji diin-
yasina aktarilmasinda ¢ok 6nemli bir yere sahiptir. 2011
yilinda 14.

Say1yla birlikte arkeoloji ve onunla ilgi-
li bilim dallarimi kucaklayarak yeni bir yayin politikasi
cergevesinde tekrar yayina baglamistir. Kisa siirede Arts
and Humanities Indeks biinyesine girme basaris1 gdste-
ren dergimizin, duraksama nedeniyle bu konumunu kay-
betmis olmasi {iziicii bir durum olmakla birlikte, bazen
zorunlu da olsa verilen molalarin daha giiglii daha ka-
rakterli doniislere ve olusumlara neden olabilecegi unu-
tulmamalidir. 15. Say1yla birlikte dergimizin uluslararasi
indeksler agisindan eski konumunun da 6tesine ulasaca-
gindan emin oldugumuzu bildirmek isterim.

TUBA-AR yeni yayin politikasi gergevesinde Tarihdnce-
sinden Osmanli Dénemi’ne ve Anadolu merkezli olarak
Onasya’dan Orta Asya’ya uzanan cografyay ilgilendiren
konularla yaymn hayatina devam etmeyi planlamaktadir.

PRESENTATION

Archaeology is an ongoing learning process. Publica-
tions related to archaeological excavations and explo-
rations are only the portion of that process that can be
realized by the society, and by those who are interested
in archaecology. What that cannot be realized is, unfor-
tunately, those things that have remained buried in the
dusty pages of the history of archaeology. Regardless
of whether he/she is an academician or a museum ex-
pert, the function of an excavation director is to have the
findings brought to light from underground published
swiftly and systematically. Otherwise, archaeological re-
searches carried out with public funds will give minor
happiness to the head of excavation or his/her team, and
then, findings will desperately begin waiting in museum
storages along with their yet unknown mysteries. The-
refore, head of excavations have substantial responsibi-
lity to share their findings with the public. Excavation
directors unconsciously record everything unearthed in
their memory, just as a computer memory, in a stratified
construct. Their memories begin to get filled up and slow
down as they continue excavations, unless they publish
their findings. The worst of all is that excavation direc-
tors who have no publications pass away along with their
crammed memory. Then, there remains nothing to do, for
findings kept in stores of museums or excavation hou-
ses can never be published with the same accuracy as in
the memory of the excavation directors. When we have a
glance at the excavation history in Turkey, we can easily
see how this process | have tried to summarize above
has affected many archaeological excavations, and how
the archaeological knowledge, which we deserve as the
public, has been taken away from us.

TUBA-AR, established by the late Prof. Dr. Ufuk Esin
in 1998 within TUBA, Turkey’s first academy that also
covers the social sciences, holds a very important posi-
tion in transfer of the knowledge, a portion of which can
still be recovered within the ongoing learning process of
the archaeology, to the national and international wor-
Id of archaeology. Having suspended its publication life
with its 14th issue in 2011 compulsorily, TUBA-AR has
once again begun to be published with a new publication

policy, embracing the archaeology and all its associated
disciplines with its 15th issue. Even though it is rather
upsetting for our journal has lost its listing in the Arts and
Humanities Index, which had been achieved in a short
period of time due to the aforementioned suspension, it
should be remembered that breaks, which are sometimes
taken compulsorily, could lead to strong comebacks with
a stronger character.

I would like to state that we are rest assured that, with its
15th issue, our journal will achieve even better positions
than its old position in terms of the international indices.

Within the framework of its new publication policy, TU-
BA-AR plans to continue its publication life featuring
subjects concerning the geography extending from pre-
history to the Ottoman Period, and from the Near East to
the Central Asia.

TUBA-AR has secured an important position in the Tur-
kish and World archaeology in a short period of time like
14 years, and achieved to become a value, for which rea-
ders saved their place in their libraries for its new issues.
I would like to express my gratitude to Prof. Dr. Ahmet
Cevat Acar, Chairman of TUBA, who has realized this
value of TUBA-AR and entrusted me the task to rest-
ructure the journal, and to Prof. Dr. Kenan Cagan, who
served as the coordinator during this challenging process,
in the name of the archaeological community.

I would also like to extend my thanks to all our editors,
editorial and advisory boards consisting of esteemed
scientists, each of whom is a specialist in their respective
field, for all their contributions, and I wish them all great
successes. I would also like to thank Gokhan Yesirgil,
Asiye Komut and Cansu Aktas, who have borne the tech-
nical and bureaucratic burdens of the 15th issue, before
all TUBA employees. I hope that the archaeological ex-
cavations last forever.
