DERGININ KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmadan arke-
oloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni arastirma, yorum, de-
gerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni yapilan
calismalara yer vermenin yani sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi olarak, ar-
keoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tiim uzmanlik alanlarina
aciktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren bir forum
olusturma iglevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni agilimlar1 kapsamli olarak ele almak i¢in belirli bir
konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla ¢ag-
ril1 yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin Kurulu
tarafindan degerlendirir. Kaz1 ve ylizey arastirmalar1 da dahil olmak {izere, yeni
yorum ve acilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor niteli-
gindeki yazilar dergi kapsaminin disindadir. Kiiltiir tarihi agisindan énemli bir
yenilik getiren 6nemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir. Yazarlar
dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha dnce, c¢eviri olarak
bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska dergi-
ye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an internationally referenced journal, published annually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA) and covered by the SciMago index. De-
cisions related to the publication policy, the coverage, and the contents of the
journal are admitted by the Editorial Board, formed by the Council of the Turkish
Academy of Sciences.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL
Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments, evalua-
tions, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to archaeology,
without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition to studies
carried out in the field of archaeology, as a publication organ of an academy of
science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social sciences, pro-
vided that they are related to archaeology; it has also undertaken the function to
create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and analyses develo-
ping in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file”” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological ex-
cavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, including its translations into any languages, and
that it has not been submitted to any other journal for publication, including its
translations.

Kazi bagkanligini yapmakta oldugum Amasya yakinla-
rindaki Oluz Hoyiik’te, paydosa yarim saat kala hoyiigi
bastan sona gezerim. Kazinin gidisat1 ile ilgili diislince-
lerimi, tilkilerin yuva yapmak amaciyla kazdigi ¢ukurla-
11 ve tizerlik otlarinin olusturdugu giizellikleri izleyerek
olgunlastirir, bir zamanlarin 6nemli kentinin topraga do-
nligmils oldugu bu gdérkemli tepeyi bazen kesif meraki
ile bazen de hiizlinle seyrederim. Benzer duygulari, ka-
zilara biiyiik bir askla baglh diger kazi bagkanlarinin
da hissettigine eminim. 1925 yilinda Th Makridi Bey’in
Ankara Garr’nin arkasinda bulunan tiimiiliislerde yaptigt
sondajlar ile baslayan Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti’nin arkeo-
lojik kazilari, 90 yilda Tiirk arkeologlarinin iistiin caba-
lariyla bilimsel agidan yiiksek bir seviyeye ulagmustir.
Tiirkiye arkeolojisinin yiikselisi, hi¢ kusku yok ki Kiiltiir
Varliklar1 ve Miizeler Genel Miidiirliigii’niin ¢ok 6nemli
ve hayati katkilari ile gergeklesmistir. Tiirkiye Cumhuri-
yeti’nin arkeoloji politikalarini belirleyen bu kurumun,
her yil artan kazi sayisina ragmen, ddenekleri diizenli
bir sekilde yiikseltmesi Anadolu arkeolojisine biiyiik bir
ivme kazandirmistir.

Tiirkiye arkeolojisinin kendisini basar1 ile ifade edebil-
mesinin dnemli aktorlerinden biri de nitelikli siireli ya-
yinlar olmustur. Yakin ge¢mise degin yazilarimizi yayin-
latmak i¢in siraya girdigimiz Avrupa’nin koklii arkeoloji
dergilerine yonelimin azalmasinda, son yillarda gelisti-
rilen bagarili yayin politikamiz etkili olmustur.

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PRESENTATION

I walk around the mound from one end to the other half
an hour before we call it a day at Oluz Hoylik located
near the Amasya Province, where I serve as the Exca-
vation Director. I bring my thoughts about the progress
of the excavation to maturity by watching the burrows
dug by foxes and the beautiful scenery created by Syrian
rues, and behold this magnificent hill, where a city that
was once very important has turned into soil, sometime
with passion for discovery and sometimes with gloom. I
am sure that other excavation directors, who are passi-
onately devoted to their excavations, also have similar
feelings. The archaeological excavations, which had be-
gun with the drillings carried out by Th. Makridi Bey in
the tumulus located behind the Ankara Train Station, in
the Turkish Republic in 1925 has achieved considerab-
ly high levels in scientific terms owing to the superior
efforts of the Turkish archaeologists for 90 years. Rise
of the archaeology in Turkey has undoubtedly been ac-
hieved with very important and vital contributions of the
General Directorate of Cultural Heritage and Museums.
This Directorate that determines the archaeology poli-
cies of the Republic of Turkey regularly increases the
funds in spite of the ever increasing number of excava-
tions, and it has lent great impetus to the Anatolian arc-
haeology.

One of the important actors that played a role in enabling
the Turkish archaeology to identify itself with success
has been high-quality periodicals. Our successful pub-
lication policy that has been improved in recent years
has been effective in the decline in tendency towards
the long-established archaeology magazines of Europe,
where we would queue to have our papers published
until recently. Having been included in the periodicals
such as “Belleten”, “Anadolu Aragtirmalari/Jahrbuch fiir
Kleinasiatische Forschung”, “Anadolu/Anatolia”, “Tiirk
Arkeoloji Dergisi”, “Olba” and “Adalya” in 1998, TU-
BA-AR has conveyed its academic significance to the
archaeology publications with the reliability of the Tur-
kish Academy of Sciences (TUBA). Our periodical that
had suspended its publication in 2011 resumed with the
15th issue in November 2014, and we enjoy the pride

and happiness to see how significant place it takes up
in the Turkish archaeology, and how it has been sought
and yearned. The fact that our 16th issue was published
only 5 months after the previous one, and what is more,
the articles to be published in our 17th issue are already
ready, is a rare situation. Total of approximately 70 artic-
les have been sent to our Secretariat with the request for
inclusion in the publication schedule, and this fact cle-
arly reveals the importance and value of TUBA-AR in
the eyes of the scholars involved in the ancient subjects.

I would like to extend my gratitude to Prof. Ahmet Ce-
vat Acar, Chairman of TUBA; to Prof. Kenan Cagan,
member of our Advisory Committee, who served as co-
ordinator; to our esteemed professors in our Editorial,
Publication and Advisory Committees, as well as to all
my colleagues, who enabled us to publish our 16th issue
swiftly and with great quality. I also thank Asiye Komut,
Fatih Akin Ozdemir and Cansu Aktas, who successfully
completed the technical and bureaucratic works for the
16th issue. We dedicate this issue to the revered memory
of Prof. Kutlu Emre, who was one of the cornerstones of
the Protohistory and Near Eastern Archaeology and pas-
sed away a short time ago. Prof. Dr. Kutlu Emre carried
out the excavations of Yanarlar, Sultanhani, Yassidag,
Hanozii and Karakuyu. Furthermore, she participated
in Kiiltepe, Altintepe, Masat Hoyilik and Kululu excava-
tions under directorship of Prof. Dr. Tahsin Ozgiin, as
well as Acem Hoyiik excavations under directorship of
Prof. Dr. Nimet Ozgii¢ as an excavation team member.
We will always remember her with respect.
