DERGININ KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmadan arke-
oloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni arastirma, yorum, de-
gerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni yapilan
calismalara yer vermenin yani sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi olarak, ar-
keoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tim uzmanlik alanlarina
aciktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren bir forum
olusturma iglevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni agilimlart kapsamli olarak ele almak i¢in belirli bir
konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla ¢ag-
r1l1 yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin Kurulu
tarafindan degerlendirir. Kazi ve ylizey arastirmalar1 da dahil olmak iizere, yeni
yorum ve acilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor niteli-
gindeki yazilar dergi kapsaminin disindadir. Kiiltiir tarihi agisindan énemli bir
yenilik getiren 6nemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir. Yazarlar
dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha 6nce, ceviri olarak
bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska dergi-
ye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an internationally referenced journal, published annually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA) and covered by the SciMago index. De-
cisions related to the publication policy, the coverage, and the contents of the
journal are admitted by the Editorial Board, formed by the Council of the Turkish
Academy of Sciences.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments, evalua-
tions, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to archaeology,
without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition to studies
carried out in the field of archaeology, as a publication organ of an academy of
science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social sciences, pro-
vided that they are related to archaeology; it has also undertaken the function to
create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and analyses develo-
ping in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological ex-
cavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, including its translations into any languages, and
that it has not been submitted to any other journal for publication, including its
translations.

Tiirkiye’de arkeolojiye bakis her zaman geleneksel
olmustur. 1930’larda tniversitelerde kurumsallasan
Onasya Kiiltiirleri Arkeolojisi, Klasik Arkeoloji ve
Prehistorya disiplinleri kemik yapilarini giiniimiize
degin o&zellikle Istanbul Universitesi ve Ankara
Universitesi’'nde koruyabilmislerdir. Her bilim dalinda
oldugu gibi arkeolojide de yeniden yapilanma ve
gelismelere gore farkl disiplinlere yonelme zorunlulugu
kendini gostermeye baslamistir. Yeniden yapilanma
cabalarinda  geleneksel disiplinlerin  kapsamadigi
stiregler ile kiiltiirlerin 6ncelikli olarak degerlendirilmeye
alimmasi olduk¢a 6nemlidir. Bu baglamda Anadolu ve
yakin gevresinin Ortagag ve Tiirk — Islam ddnemleri
uzmanlagma gereksinimleri olan arkeolojik disiplinler
olarak goze carpmaktadir. Ortagag kiiltiirleri konusunda
1990’larda baglayan girisimler giiniimiize degin ancak
birka¢ iiniversitede bilim dali seviyesine ulasmis
durumdadir. Bunun yani1 sira Anadolu ve yakin ¢evresinin
Islamiyet Oncesi Tiirk Dénemi ile Islami dénemlerine
arkeolojik kimlik kazandirma gerekliligi bulunmaktadir.
Bu anlay1s gercevesinde Katip Celebi Universitesi'nde
yapilanma asamasmi tamamlayan Tiirk ve Islam
Arkeolojisi Boliimii degerli bir baglangi¢ olmustur. Bu
gelismelere Istanbul, Ankara, Ege, Akdeniz ve Atatiirk
gibi koklii tiniversitelerin de sahip ¢ikmasi yeni anlayisin
geleneksel degerlere ulagsmasini saglayacaktir. Neolitik,
Kalkolitik, Tung¢ ve Demir ¢aglari gibi Protohistorik
(Ontarih) donemler ile Geometrik, Arkaik, Klasik,
Hellenistik ve Roma gibi Klasik donemler ¢ergevesinde
¢ok degerli uzmanlar yetistiren, arastirmalar yapan
ve bunlar nitelikli yaymlara doniistiiren sdz konusu
bu Onemli Universitelerin, Anadolu’nun son 1000
yilin1 bilmemiz ve anlamamiz noktasinda duyarl

olmalar1 gerekmektedir. Tiirkiye’'nin arkeolojik ve
tarihsel degerlerinin dénem, kiiltiir ve kimlik kaygisi
olmaksizin Tiirk arkeologlarca sahiplenilmis olmasi ¢ok
dogru bir yaklasimdir. Buna karsin, kiiltiirel anlamda
kok aldigimiz ve etki yaptigimiz bu topraklarin son
1000 yillik siirecinin ihmal edilmis bulunmasi da ayni
derecede dogru olmayan bir durumdur. Arkeolojide bir
yerlesimin/bulgunun eskiligi veya ait oldugu kiiltiir onun
degerini arttiran-azaltan 6zellikler degildir. S6z konusu
yerlesmelerin/bulgularin  degeri ait oldugu kiiltiiriin
bilinmezligine yaptig1 katki ile dogru orantilidir.

Yasadigimiz bu degerli topraklara, dolayisi ile bizlere
ait tim kiltiirlerin arkeolojik kimligi anlagilmaya ve
algilanmaya baglanmisken, bunlarin iginde bize ait
Ozglin kiiltiirin ne oldugu sorusunun yanitlanmasi
o6nemli ve gereklidir. Tiirkiye’nin tiim arkeolojik ve
tarihsel degerlerine sahip ¢ikilmasi noktasindaki yeni
yaym anlayisint 15 ve 16. Sayilarda beyan eden ve
gerceklestien TUBA-AR, 17. Sayisin1 da hizli ama
nitelikli olarak yayinlanmistir. Bu konuda destegini her
asamada gordiigiimiiz TUBA Baskani Prof. Dr. Ahmet
Cevat Acar ile Danisma Kurulu iiyemiz Prof. Dr. Kenan
Cagan’a, Editér, Yaym ve Danigma kurullarindaki
degerli hocalarim ile meslektaglarima tesekkiirlerimi
sunuyorum. 17. Saymin teknik ve biirokratik islerini
basar1 ile tamamlayan Asiye Komut, Ece Yavuz ve
Cansu Aktas’a tesekkiir ederim. Arkeolojik kazilarin
sonsuza kadar devam etmesi dilegi ile.

PRESENTATION

In Turkey look into archaeology has always been
traditional. Disciplines of Near Eastern Cultures
Archaeology, Classical Archaeology and Prehistory
which have been institutionalized in universities in 1930s
have conserved their confirmed statuses especially in
Istanbul and Ankara Universities. In archaeology, like
every other sciences, the necessity of reconstruction
and orientation with different disciplines according
the progress, has been emerged. It is important in the
process of reconstruction that the time and disciplines
which were not encompassed by the traditional
disciplines to be taken into account first. In this context,
the Medieval and Turkish-Islamic Periods of Anatolia
and surrounding area seems to be the archaeological
disciplines which need to be the experted. The endeavors
on Middle Ages Cultures, which started in 1990s, have
reached the scientific level only in several universities.
Additionally, there is a need to provide an archaeological
identity to the Pre-Islamic Turkish Period and Islamic
Period of Anatolia and its immediate vicinity. With
this understanding, the Department of Turkish and
Islamic Archaeology which concluded its formation in
Katip Celebi University has been a valuable start. The
attention of long-established universities like Istanbul,
Ankara, Ege, Akdeniz and Atatiirk on this development
will enable this new concept to acquire traditional
values. It is required for these universities, which trained
experts, conducted research and published their data on
Neolithic, Chalcolithic, Bronze and Iron Ages as well as
Protohistorical Period and Geometric, Archaic, Classical,
Hellenistic and Roman Periods, to be sensitive in learning
and understanding the last 1000 years of Anatolia. It is
a proper approach for the Turkish Archaeologists to

embrace archaeological and historical values of Turkey
without the periodical, cultural and identity concerns.
In spite of that, the disregard of the period of last 1000
years of this land which we have originated is an equally
erroneous situation. In archaeology, the absence of a
settlement/evidence or the culture its originated from is
not the qualities that increase or decrease its importance.
The value of the said settlement/evidence is directly
proportionate to the contribution it does to uncovering of
mysteries of the culture it belonged to.

Just as the archaeological identity of the cultures
which belongs to the precious land which we live in,
and thereby to us, has been started to be understood
and perceived; the question of the identification of
authentic culture in them which directly related to us,
is important and essential. TUBA-AR, which declared
and realized the new publication concept in adopting all
the archaeological and historical values of Turkey in its
15" and 16" issues, has published its 17th issue promptly
and with quality. I would like to extend my gratitude to
Prof.Dr. Ahmet Cevat Acar, the President of TUBA, and
Prof. Dr. Kenan Cagan, the member of our Consultation
Board, as well as the valued professors and colleagues
in editorial, publication and consultation boards. I also
thank Asiye Komut, Ece Yavuz and Cansu Aktas who
successfully concluded the technical and bureaucratic
work of the 17" Issue. I wish archaeological excavations
continue forever.
