DERGINIiN KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmadan arke-
oloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni arastirma, yorum, de-
gerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni yapilan
calismalara yer vermenin yani sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi olarak, ar-
keoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tim uzmanlik alanlarina
aciktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren bir forum
olusturma islevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni agilimlart kapsamli olarak ele almak i¢in belirli bir
konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla ¢ag-
r1l1 yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin Kurulu
tarafindan degerlendirir. Kaz1 ve ylizey arastirmalar1 da dahil olmak {izere, yeni
yorum ve acilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor niteli-
gindeki yazilar dergi kapsamiin disindadir. Kiltiir tarihi agisindan 6nemli bir
yenilik getiren 6nemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir. Yazarlar
dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha dnce, c¢eviri olarak
bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska dergi-
ye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an internationally referenced journal, published annually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA). Decisions related to the publication po-
licy, the coverage, and the contents of the journal are admitted by the Editorial
Board, formed by the Council of the Turkish Academy of Sciences.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments, evalua-
tions, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to archaeology,
without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition to studies
carried out in the field of archaecology, as a publication organ of an academy of
science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social sciences, pro-
vided that they are related to archaeology; it has also undertaken the function to
create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and analyses develo-
ping in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file”” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological ex-
cavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, including its translations into any languages, and
that it has not been submitted to any other journal for publication, including its
translations.

Onasya tarimin basladigi, hayvanlarin evcillestirildigi,
ilk koylerin kuruldugu, yazinin ve paranin icat edildigi,
en Onemli antik kentlerinin bulundugu topraklara
sahiptir, yani Eski Diinya’dir. Onasya’nin bir pargasi
olan Ulkemizin giiney sinirinin giineyindeki cografyada
arkeolojik degerler ile kiiltiirel mirasin tahrip edilisini
biiyiik bir iizlintii ile neredeyse 5 yildir izliyoruz.

Devletsizlikten meydana gelen otorite boslugunu
firsat bilen bazi gruplar tarafindan planlanan saldirilar
once Musul yakinlarindaki Ninive’de basladi. Assur
baskentlerinden biri olan bu antik kentte, kisla-sarayin
(ekal-masarti) yer aldigi Nebi Yunus Tepesi’ndeki
Yunus Peygamber Tiirbesi yok edildi. Sonrasinda
Khorsabad kéyii yakinlarindaki Dur-Sarrukin kenti
hedef oldu. Unlii Assur krali II. Sargon’un (MO 721-
705) baskent olarak tasarlayip, insa ettirdigi bu 6nemli
yerlesmenin son durumu hakkinda ne yazik ki higbir
bilgiye sahip degiliz. Sonraki saldirilarin merkezi
Nimrud adiyla bilinen antik Kalhu kenti oldu. Dicle ve
Biiylik Zap nehirlerinin kesisme noktasinda yer alan
Kalhu, Tevrat’ta Kalah olarak anilmaktadir. Burada
inga ettirilmis olan Kuzeybati Sarayi, Osmanh saraylar
da dahil olmak iizere Onasya saraylarinin atas1 olarak
bilinmektedir. Maalesef yaklagik bir y1l 6énce Kuzeybati
Saray1 ile hemen kuzeyindeki zigguratin bombalarla yok
ediligini yansitan filmler sosyal medyada yayinlandi.

Irak’la benzerlik gdsteren olumsuz bir durum ne yazik
ki Suriye’de de gelismektedir. Palmyra antik kentinde
bulunanc¢oksayidaheykelileiinliiBaal Samin Tapiagi’na
agir saldirlar yapildigi {ziintiiyle izlenmektedir.
Mezopotamya ve Suriye’nin durmayan bir tempoda
tahrip edilmekte olan arkeolojik degerleri ile kiiltiirel

ve tarihi miras1 Tirkiye’yi ve bizleri de ilgilendiren
kritik bir konuma gelmistir. Sinirlarimiza yalnizca
5-10 km mesafedeki bu drenyerleri, 100 y1l dncesinde
atalarimizin, dedelerimizin yasadig1 bir cografyada, o
giinkii vatanimizda yer aliyordu. Buralardaki ilk kazilari
baslatan Ingiliz ve Fransizlarin Osmanli Devleti’nden
izin almis olduklar1 da unutulmamasi gereken tarihsel
bir gergekliktir.

Tiirkiye’'nin ve bir pargasi oldugumuz Onasya’nin
tim arkeolojik ve tarihsel degerlerine sahip ¢ikilmasi
noktasindaki yeni yayin anlayisint 2014 ve 2015
yillarinda basilan 15, 16 ve 17. sayilarla gosteren TUBA-
AR, oncekilere gore igerik bakimindan daha kapsamli
sayist olan 18. sayiya ulagmis bulunmaktadir. 2011 -
2013 yillar1 arasindaki aksama nedeniyle olusan eksikler
de bu say1yla birlikte giderilmis bulunmaktadir. TUBA-
AR, 2016 yilinda, 19. sayisi ile normal periyoduna
donmiis olacaktir. Bugiine degin artan bir ilgiyle bizi
destekleyen TUBA Baskani Prof. Dr. Ahmet Cevat Acar
ile Danisma Kurulu iiyemiz Prof. Dr. Kenan Cagan’a,
Editér, Yaym ve Damigma kurullarindaki degerli
hocalarim ile meslektaglarima tesekkiirlerimi sunarim.
Bu sayiya yazilar ile deger katan makale sahipleri ile
teknik ve biirokratik igleri basari ile tamamlayan Asiye
Komut, Ece Yavuz ve Cansu Aktas’a tesekkiir ederim.
Arkeolojik kazilarin sonsuza kadar devam etmesi dilegi
ile.

PRESENTATION

Near East has the lands where the domestication and
agriculture started, the first villages were settled, the
writing and currency discovered and the most important
ancient cities founded; it is the Old World. We are
watching with sadness for five years the destruction of
archaeological values and the cultural heritage in the
land south of the southern border of our country that also
is a part of the Near East.

The assaults which were instigated by the ones who
took advantage of the lack of authority caused by the
absence of government first started in Nineveh near
Musul. Tomb of Jonah on Nebi Yunus Hill where the
barracks-palace (ekal-masarti) stood, in the city that was
one of the Assyrian capital cities. Then the city of Dur-
Sarrukin near the village of Khorsabad was targeted.
Unfortunately we do not have any information on the
latest situation of this settlement which was designed
and built by the Assyrian King Sargon II (MO 721-
705) as a capital city. The next target of the assaults
were the ancient Kalhu city that was known as Nimrud.
Kalhu that was situated in the junction of Euphrates and
Great Zap River, was mentioned in Bible as Kalah. The
Northwestern Palace that was built here is considered the
predecessor of all the Near Eastern palaces including the
Ottoman palaces. Unfortunately the videos that showing
the destruction of the ziggurat north of the Northwestern
Palace with bombs were broadcasted in the social media.

Another grave situation resembling Iraq is unfortunately
developing in Syria. We are watching with sadness that
many sculptures in the ancient city of Palmyra and the
famous Baalshamin Temple were targeted with attacks.

The continuous destruction of Mesopotamia and Syria’s
archaeological values and cultural and historical heritage
reached a critical point that concerns Turkey and us.
These sites that stands 5-10 kilometers from our borders
were in the geography where our predecessors lived 100
years ago, in our own nation of those days. It should not
be forgotten that the British and the French who first
conducted the excavations there took permission from
the Ottoman Empire.

TUBA-AR that showed its new publication mentality
of owning all the archaeological and historical values of
Turkey and the Near East which we are a part of, with its
15th, 16th and 17th issues published in 2014 and 2015
has reached its more comprehensive issue of 18. The
shortfalls caused by the gap between 2011 and 2013 were
also remedied by this issue. TUBA-AR will return to it’s
normal period with the 19th issue. I would like to thank
the President of TUBA Prof. Dr. Ahmet Cevat Acar and
the Member of Advisory Board Prof. Dr. Kenan Cagan,
my colleagues and the academicians in the Editorial and
Advisory Board. I would also like to thank the owners
of the articles who contributed to this issue and Asiye
Komut, Ece Yavuz and Cansu Aktas who successfully
completed the technical and bureaucratic tasks. With
the wish of continuation of archaeological excavations
forever.
