— Prof. L. Fenske'nin Tiirkiye’den ayrihsi miinasebeityle —

Birka¢ yil fasila ile diigiiniilecek bir 50 yil, memleketimizdeki sosyo-
loji 6gretimin tarihgesini tegkil ediyor. Gergekten bilinen kayitlara gore
1910, 1911 yihinda Ziya Gokalp, Selanik’deki Ittihat ve Terakki idadisin-
de I¢timaiyat dersleri vermis, Balkan Harbi sonunda Istanbul’a geldik-
ten sonra Sultan Selim’de islah edilmis bir medrese’de arkasi sirada
Edebiyat Fakiiltesinde I¢timaiyat Tedrisati yapmistir. Cumhuriyetle be-
raber liselerin programina giren [ctimaiyat, 1934 de Hukuk, 1937 de k-
tisat ve nihayet II. Universitenin D. T. C. Fakiiltesine, Miilkiyeye ni:fuz
ediyor. Simdi “Ozel” denen yiiksek mekteplerde de ismi geciyor...

Bu yanm asir zarfinda yerli ve yabanci 6gretici elemanlar da tarih-
cenin icinde yer almali. Yabancr unsurlarin tesbiti tarihi yonden faydal
olsa gerek. Bu tesbit ameliyesinin sonuna gimdi bir Amerikali ilim ada-
minm admm gegiriyoruz: Prof. L. Fenske. Kendisi her ne kadar resmi ola-
rak Sosyoloji dalma mensup degil ise de sarfettigi ilmi faaliyetin sosyo-
lojik karakteri, kendisini Tiirkiye’deki sosyoloji ogreticileri arasmda zik-
retmege gerektiriyor. 1960 - 68 aras1 devre de en genc Tiirk Universite-
sinde miistesna bir hocalk vazifesi goren Prof. Fenske, bugiinlerde Er-
zurum’dan memleketine, Amerika’ya avdet edecektir. Bu satirlar ve Mec-
muanin birkac yazisi bu ayrihis vesilesile yazilmaktadir.

Ben kendisini 1962 de bir doktora imtihani esnasinda Erzurum’da
tamdima. Ertesi sene bir Dernegin  — Tortum Kalkinma Derneginin ——
diizenledigi bir Tortum seyahatinde bulustuk. Bu bulusma Iktisat Fakiil-
tesi Sosyoloji Kiirsiisii ile Erzurum Universitesi Zirai Ekonomi Kiirsiisit
arasinda bir ig birligine zemin hazirladi ve Do¢. Amiran Hanim, Erzu-
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rum’a divet edildi. Derken Ictimaiyat Enstitiisiiniin tertip ettigi Beynel-
milel Kooperatifcilik Kongresine, yine bu Enstitiiniin hazirladig “Sos-
yoloji Konferanslar” serisine degerli “Istirak” lar! Kisacasi Profesériin
sekiz yillik ikimetinin hemen her yilinda bir ilmi is bizligi! 515 yilhik ve
10 yallik iki Universite arasinda miistesna ve niimune diye gosterilmege
deger bir kollaborasyon! Sosyoloji literatiiriimiiz bu cahigma beraberli-
ginin belirtileri ile zenginlesmistir,

Memleketimize gelen ecnebi ilim adamlarindan pek azi bir eser ve
iz birakarak ayrilmigtir. Aralarinda bu topragin dert ve endigelerile ala-
kalanmig olami ¢ok azdir. Hele Dogunun Universitelerinde sekiz yilin1 ge-
¢iren ve bir “Mektep” kurarak giden, sayis1 besi bulan ilim adanunin ye-
tismesi icin gayret sarfeden ve muvaffak da olan Prof. Fenske’yi ne ka-
dar tebrik etsek azdir. Yalmz Universitenin dort duvar aras1 degil, Uni-
versite bolgesinin dagi, tasi, kent ve koyleri de Prof. Fenske'ye aginadir.
Béyle gercek bir fikir adami vazifesini yapmig olmanmn huzuru ile Tiir-
kiye'den ayrihyor. Memeleketimizdeki ikimet esnasinda sekiz yil icare
ettigi Zirai Ekonomi ve Sosyoloji kiirsiisiinii yamnda yetisen yerli ele-
manlara birakmasi, herhalde mesleki huzurunu arttiracaktir. Boyle bir
ayrihsin bizdeki pek az ecnebi ilim adamlarina nasib oldugunu diisiini‘r-
sek Prof. Fenske'yi ayrica tebrik etmek gerekir. Kendisine Ictimaiyat
Enstitiisiiniin borclu olduu tesekkiirii burada bir daha zikretmek iste-
rim.

TEACHING OF SOCIOLOGY IN TURKEY AND FOREIGN.
SOCIOLOOISTS

— On the departure of Prof. Fenske from Turkey —-

The history of the teaching of sociology in Turkey is slightly lo.ger:
than {ifty years. According to the best conlirmed records, Z. Gokalp lec-
tured on sociology in Selinik during the years 1910 -11 in the “Idid- of
Ittihat and Terakki™. After he came to Istanbul during the Balkan war,
he gave lectures in an “Improved Medrese” at Sultan Selim, and follo-
wing that at the Faculty of Lettres®. Following the establishment of the
Republic, sociology began to be included in the programs of the lycées,
in 1934, in Faculty of Law and by 1937 in the School of Economics and:
finally in the Faculty of, Geography and History of the second Univer-
sity (Ankara), and in Political Science departments. Now sociology is.
taught in the private high schools as well.

During this half - century native and foreign elements of teaching
are apparent. It is historically useful te record these foreign elements. At
the end of this recording process, the name of an American scientist ap-
pears, that of Prof. L. Fenske. \

Although officially he doesn’t belong among the =ociologists, it is-
necessary to mention his name because of the sociological character of
his teaching efforts in Turkey. Prof. Fenske who taught in the youngest:
University in Turkey and who did an exceptional job between the years.
1960 - 68 is now departing from Erzurum for America. These lines are-
being written and these essays are being published on the occasion wf his.
departure®.

I met him in Erzurum during a doctoral examination in 1962¢, and
in the following vear we met again on a trip to Tortum which was orga-
nised by the “Society for Tortum’s Development”. This reunion prepa-
red the background for cooperation between the Chair of Sociology i
the Faculty of Economics (Istanbul) and the Department of Agricul-
tural Economics in the University of Erzurum. One of the dogents was.
invited to Erzurum®. Prof. Fenske participated in the International Con-
ference of Co - operatives organized by the Institute of Sociology and al--
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so in a series of conferences on sciology, again prepared by the same Ins-
titute. Briefly, this scientific eo - operation lasted throughout Prof. Fens-
ke’s eight year stay. A collaboration between two universities of 515 and
10 years old respectively is of exceptional and examplary importance.
Our literature on sociology has been enriched by this academic part-
nership.

Very few foreign scientists who come to our country leave behind a
mark of such lasting significance, even fewer of them have concerned
themselves with the needs and anxieties of this country. We cannot say
enough to honour Prof. Fenske who spent eight years in the University
of the East and who established a ‘“school”, and who made an effort to
rear five scholars. Not only the four walls of this university, but villages
and cities of that region now. Thus genuine scholar is leaving Turkey
with the satisfaction of having done his job. Certainly the thought of lea-
ving behind him in Turkey the Department of Agricultural Economy
which he so competently directed for eight years during his residence he-
re and those scholars who were =ducated in this department will increase
his satisfaction with his professional life. When we think that so few of
the foreign scholars had the happiness of leaving Turkey with such sa-
tisfaction we must congratulate Prof. Fenske. Here I want to repeat the

thanks that the Institute of Sociology owes him.
