ABSTRACT
This study, basically handles the music which is an element of
the “physical -environment” that 1s one of the most important

components of the “working conditions” in ergonomics perspective and
the most common component of the motivation concept. It investigates
the effects of music on the personal human performance in the
environment of practical education and/or production. The objective of
this research is to find and reveal the effects of music on the
personal human being performances, while they are carrying on
activities at the clothing workshops and contribute to the preparing
aimed at developing of the environment of the applied education and/or
production to the direction of increasing productivity.
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
