period utopias. 

Economics is the subject of moral philosophy or ethics in ancient economic thought. In almost all 
of the antiquity, there is the belief that the devotion of property causes disaster by removing people 
from morality and virtue, and poverty causes crime, and that all problems will be overcome by 
reducing the needs that require collective life and property accumulation. 

Basic economic concepts such as production and ownership, tax justice, democracy, division of 
labor and specialization, use of money, functions of money, wealth, distribution, economic systems, 
population, and production are discussed in slavery period utopias. Instead of a rural structure, 
which makes it difficult to control and classify the society, the urban ideal of equal, uniform, 
harmonious and submissive comes to the fore in utopias.
