Ekibimizin Bademagaa Beldesi'nde, Antalya Milli Egitim Muadurligi'nin izinleriyle
kamp kurdugu ilkokul binasi, 1968 - 1978 yllari arasinda hizmet vermis bir yapi idi.
Terkedilen ve aradan gecen 20 yih asan sirc icinde biyik 6l¢ide tahrip olan yapimn
onarimi igin, Istanbul Menkul Kiymetler Borsasi'na (IMKB) 1999 yiindaki bagvurumuz
kabul edilmis ve IMKB Bagkanhigi’'nin sagladifn ddenekle, onarim igi 2000 yili kazlan si-
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olarak, 2000’de tepenin ortalarinda yer alan ‘Kilise’de (C Ag¢masi) arag-
tirmalara devam edildi ve bu a¢gmadaki ¢alismalar bitirildi (Lev.50/1).
Son yil, A A¢masi’nin kuzeyi sinin1 ile ‘Kilise’ arasinda kalan C-5, D-
1/1V-4,5 plankarelerinde, ‘D A¢masi’ ismi verilen yeni bir agmada ka-
ziya bagland:1 (Lev.40/1,2)3.

Tabakalagma durumu: Son iki kaz1 mevsiminde elde edilen sonug-
lara gore, daha onceki yillarda saptanan* kultiirel siradiizeni ile tabaka-
lasma durumuna (Duru 2000:190), bazi kugiik eklemeler yapilmas: ge-
rekmistir. $06yle ki; hoyugun ilk yerlesim dénemi olan ENC’nin alt ta-
bakalarinin arastirildigi  ‘Derinlik A¢masi’nda (C-5/III-5 planka-
resi;Lev.3;5/1,2), 1999°da inilen ENC 7 yap1 kaunin alunda, ENC 8 ve
ENC 9 yap1 katlarinin varligi saptanmisur. ENC 9 yerlesmesi birikimi-
nin alunda, -8.70 m.’de ana topraga gelinmistir (Héyugun iginde yer
aldig1 ovanin denizden yiksekligi 780 m. civarindadir. Bu yazida verilen
derinlikler, ‘Kilise’nin Orta Nefindeki ‘Ulke Yiikseklik Noktas’® + 0.00
m. kabul edilerek ol¢ulmustar).

ENC'nin nispeten daha ge¢ yerlesmelerinin arasurildign C-5/111-2,3,4
plankarelerindeki kazilarda, ENC 3 yapilarinin alunda, daha énce var-
higr bilinmeyen yerlesim evrelerine ait yapi kalintulart ortaya ¢iktu. Bu
mimarlik bulgulari, héyigin bu kesimindeki yerlesmelerin, daha 6nce
yayinlanmis kazi raporlarinda verilen tabakalasma siradiizenini de (a.y.),

rasinda tamamlamisur. IMKB bu édemenin yani sira, kampimizda kullanilmak igin gerekli

bir kisim egyanin satn alinmasina da olanak saglamisur.

Son kazilarda varhgr anlasilan yerlesim katla-
rinin sebep olacagi karisikhiklari onlemek amaciyla, yeni yapilarin ait
olduklar1 tabakalar, yeniden eskiye dogru, ENC 3A, ENC 4, ENC 4A ve
ENC 4B olarak isimlendirildi.

Tabakalasma ile ilgili bagka baz sorunlar, 2001 kazi mevsiminde,
dogu yamagtaki D-2,3/IV-1,2 plankarelerinde ortaya ¢iku (Lev.4;11/2).
Ilerideki sayfalarda da deginecegimiz gibi, bu alanda ele gecen tag te-
mellerin hangi yerlesme katlan ile ¢agdas oldugunu kesin sekilde soyle-
yebilmek, bugiin i¢in mimkin degildir.

Dogu yamactaki belirsizlik hari¢ tutulacak olursa, 2001 yili saptama-
larina gore, A A¢masi’'ndaki ENC yerlesme katlarinin sayist 12’ye ¢ik-
mistir.

A Ac¢masr’nda ITC'ye ait yerlesmelerin kazildigi kesimlerdeki calis-
malarda, daha eski kazi donemlerinde saptanan tabakalagma siralamasi-
nin degismesini gerektirecek yeni mimari kanitlar ortaya ¢ikmamis ol-
makla birlikte, son iki yilda ele gecen ¢¢ ve diger bazi kuguk buluntu-
lar, énceleri A A¢masi’nda -veya héyugin baska yerlerinde-, varhgindan
haberdar olmadigimiz kultir dénemlerinin, oérnegin ITC III ve Orta
Tun¢ Cagi'na (OTC) ait yerlesmelerin olabilecegine isaret etmektedir.
Bu tespitlerimizi -simdilik- sadece karnisitk durumdaki ¢¢ ve diger baz
kiciik buluntulara dayandirdigimizi 6zellikle vurgulamak isteriz.

Ana toprak
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Hoyukteki tabakalasmayla ilgili olarak, deginmek istedigimiz bir
konu daha vardir: C-5,D-1,2/IV-1,2 plankarelerindeki ¢aligmalarda, ENC
3 yapilarinin taban duzeylerinde, ENC’ye ait ¢¢ ile birlikte, ITC ¢¢’si ve
maden eserleri yan yana, bir arada bulunmustur. Esasen kaz planla-
rinda gortlecegi gibi, ENC 3 yapilarinin tabanlan ile ITC 5 kau yapi-
lar1, asagr yukari aymi ‘kod’lardadir (krs. Lev.4 - 5 numarah yapi;
Lev.35 - ITC 5 yapisi). Bu durumun acgiklamasi, ENC 3’in yikiliginin
ardindan, ENC 2,1 ve daha sonraki dénemlerde, héyiagin bu kesi-
minde herhangi bir yerlesme olmamasi, dolayisi ile bu alanlarin yuk-
selmeyerek héyigin merkezine oranla daha al¢akta kalmas: ve nihayet,
ITC insanlarinin héyige geldiklerinde, ilk yerlesmelerini bu alana kur-
mus olmalan seklinde yapilabilir.

ERKEN NEOLITiK YERLESMELER

Mimarlhik: ENC mimarhg A A¢masi’nin degisik yerlerinde arastinl-
mustur. Bu dénemin en erken yerlesmeleri olan ENC 59 yerlesmeleri
10x7 m.’lik ‘Derinlik A¢masi’'nda, 4B ve daha sonraki yerlesmeler ise,
a¢gmanin orta kesimlerinde olduk¢a genis alanlarda incelenmistir.

1997 yiinda, ENC’nin erken dénem yerlesmelerinin aragtirilmasi
icin baglatulan ‘Derinlik A¢mas’ ¢alismalarina (Duru 2000:190 vdd.),
son iki kazi mevsiminde devam edilmis ve -8.70 m.’de balgik goru-
numli bir katman icine girilmis (Lev.3;5/1,2), buluntu vermeyen bu
birikimde de 20 cm. kadar derinlesildikten sonra, -8.90 m’.de kaziya
son verilmistir. Yerlesmenin bu kesiminde ana topragin -8.70 m. derin-
likte oldugu anlapilmaktadir.

ENC 9 yap1 kau: Ana toprak iizerindeki gelismeler soyle 6zetlenebi-
lir: Acmada tespit edilen en eski mimarlik kalinulari, - 8.40 m. derin-
likte rastlanan sert yiizeyli bir tabandir (Lev.3;5/1,2;ENC 8. yapt kat
tabani). 2001 yiinda bu tabanin altina inilmeye baglanmis ve ana top-
rakla bu taban arasindaki 20-25 cm.lik katman icinde, herhangi bir
mimarhik kalinusina rastlanmamistir. Ancak bu birikimin elenmesi sonu-
cunda dort kigik ¢¢ parcas: ile, bazilar1 alet olan 30 kadar kiguk
¢akmaktasi yonga ve yine biri alet olmak iizere, bir hayli hayvan kemigi
ele gecmistir. Bu birikim ancak bir yerlesme ile olusabilecegi i¢in, mi-
mari kalinti bulunmamasina kargin, ana toprak uzerindeki bu katman
ENC 9 yerlesmesi olarak kabul edilmistir.
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ENC 8 yap: kau: ENC 9 yerlesmesine ait birikimin Gzerindeki, ENC
8. yapt kat,, yukarida soz konusu edilen sert yuzeyli taban ile temsil
edilmektedir. Kiregli bir harcla yapilan ve ancak kazma vuruslanyla kir-
labilecek kadar saglam olan bu taban, 4-7 cm.lik bir cakil dolgu uze-
rine yapilmiy ve yizeyi duzlestirilmistir (Lev.3;5/1,2) 5. Cok dar olan
kazi alaninda izlenen ve yer yer bozulmus durumda gunumuze gelen
tabanin sinirlan belli degildir. Sivanin etrafindaki aragtirmada, taban ile
ilgili, duvar vb. bir mimari kalinu ele gecmemistir.

1999°dan sonraki kazi mevsimlerinde, ENC 7, ENC 6 ve ENC 5
yapt katlarimin mimarhg ile ilgili ¢ahsma yapilmamistr.

ENG 4B yap1 kat: G-5/1114 plankaresinde, ENG 4B’nin bir yapisi
ortaya ¢iku (Lev.3;6/1,2; 7/1,2). Distan disa 6.5x4.5 m. olgisinde ve
duvarlar temelden baslayarak kerpigten 6 yapilmis olan ev, uzerindeki 1
m.’ye yaklasan yamik moloz yikinusinin isaret ettigi Uzere, yangin so-
nucu yikilmig olmahdir. Yapi, bau duvari tam olarak ¢ikartilamamis ol-
makla birlikte, yamuk dértgen planda ve tek odahdir. Kap: bati uzun
duvarin ortasina agilmig, kapinin kargisindaki duvarin dibine, dortgen
planh bir firin yerlestirilmistir (Lev.7/1,2). Tavam yikilmug, diger kisim-
lan ginimiize kadar olduk¢a saglam durumda gelmis olan finmin Ba-
demagaci ENGC evlerindeki firinlarda genellikle gorilen ‘kiil yalag1’ yok-
tur. Fiimin iki yaninda aga¢ dikmelerin oldugu, yuvalarindan anlasil-
maktadir.

Fininin sag tarafindaki duvara bitisik olarak bir ocak, diger yanin-
daki duvara da sig bir nis yapilmistir. Odamn ortalarindaki 3540 cm
¢apindaki yuvarlak tas dizisi, muhtemelen bir kabin oturtulmasi icin ha-
zairlanmisur. Evin tabani sikica bastirilmig kildendir.

6 ENC 4B ve ENGC'nin daha geg yerlesmelerinde evlerin duvarlan yangin sonucu
pismis ve alt kesimleri olduk¢a saglam durumda ele ge¢mis olmakla birlikte, duvarlarda
veya yikint icinde higbir kerpi¢ bulunmamisur. Hatta duvarlarin, daha onceki kaz1 do-
nemlerinde saptandifn gibi, dikdortgen prizmasi ya da planoconvex bi¢imli kerpiglerden
yapilmig olduklarini (Duru 1998:714;Lev.6/1), soz konusu yapilar igin kesin sekilde soy-
lemek mimkian degildir. Bu durumda, daha eski kazi dénemlerinde, ENC duvara ustala-
nnin ENG 3 yapilarinda kullandiklan saptanan, kil/¢amur yigma duvar yapma yontemini
(ay.:714;Lev.6/2), ¢ok daha eski dénemlerden itibaren uyguladiklan anlagilmaktadir.
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Yap: icinde bir iki ezgi tasi disinda, tasinabilir herhangi bir egya
ele gegmemistir. Yikilmadan 6nce, ev bosalulmis olmalidir.

ENC 4A yap1 kati: ENC 4A yap: kaunin bir evi, kismen ENC 4B
evinin uzerine gelecek sekilde konumlandirilmisur (Lev.3;6/1;7/1). Ya-
pinin o6lguleri, duvar dislarindan alinmak tizere 5.5x4.5 m.’dir. Dikdért-
gen planli, tek odal evde kapi bau kenarda, dértgen planli yalaksiz fi-
rn da dogu duvarin ortalarindadir. Evin kuzey koésesi yakinlarinda ta-
bana oturtulmus bir havan alt tasi ve icinde havaneli in-situ bulunmug-
tur. Bu evin icinde de, tagmabilir herhangi bir esya ele gecmemistir.

4A yerlesmesinin bagka yapilarina ait bozuk taban parcalarina, C-
5/111-2 plankaresinde rastanmistir.

ENC 4 yap1 kat: C-5/I1-2'deki ENC 4A yap1 kaunin 20-30 cm. ka-
linhgindaki yikintu birikiminin tzerinde, ENG 4 yerlesim evresine ait
¢ok kisith bazi mimarlik kalinulari ele ge¢mistir (Lev.3;8/1). 1997 y1-
linda ‘Derinlik A¢masi’nda varligi saptanan ENC 4 kau ile ¢agdas ol-
dugunu sandigimiz bu mimarhk kalinularinin da dikdértgen planh bir
eve ait oldugu ve bir duvara yapisik olarak yapilmis, at nali planl, ya-
laksiz bir firninin bulundugu anlagilmisur. Firinin hemen yaninda in-
situ bir el degirmeni bulunmaktadir (Lev.12/1).

ENC 3A yap1 kat: ENC 3A’'nin olduk¢a iyi durumda giiniimiize ge-
lebilen bir yapisinda genel plan, firin ve firnin yanina yerlestirilen el
degirmenleri, daha o6nceki yillarda bulunmus yapilarla benzer 6zellikler
gostermektedir (Lev.4 -ENC 3 katinin 2 no.lu evinin alundaki duvar
taranmis yapi).

ENC 3 yap1 katu: Bademagaci ENC yerlesmelerinin mimari duru-
munun en iyi gézlenebildigi ve daha eski yillarda bir ¢ok yapisinin or-
taya cikartildign ENC 3 yap:i kaunin (Lev.4;6/1;8/2;9/1) kuzeye dogru
olan gelismesi, 2001’de kuzeybau ugta, C-4/III-2,1 plankarelerindeki ge-
nisleme kazilarinda izlendi. Yeni kazi alaninda, bu déneme ait iki bina
vardir (Lev.4;9/2;10/1 -6 ve 7 numaral yapilar). Yariya kadar olan ki-
simlari mevcut olan bu iki yap1 da, ENC’'nin yukarida daha erken yer-
lesme katlarinda s6zi edilen yapilarina, yapim teknigi ve plan agisindan
tamamen paralellik gostermektedir. Evlerin bulundugu yer héyigin ku-
zey kenarina ¢ok yakin oldugundan, yapilarin sagir arka duvarlan hé-
yuk disina —kuzeye-, girisleri de hoyugin icine bakacak sekilde, giineye
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bakan uzun duvarlara alimmustr. Yapilarin ol¢ilebilen kenar uzunluklari
4-4.5 m. civarindadir.

ENG 3’0n yukarida sézii edilen evlerinin duvarlar, Bademagaci
ENG yerlesmelerinin tim yapilarinda genellikle goruldigia uzere, tas
temelsizdir (Umurtak 2001:684). I¢ yizlerde kalin bir siva tabakasi var-
dir. 7 numarali evin sag kapi sovesine, daha énce kazilmis bazi evlerde
de oldugu gibi (Duru 1998:715), duvar i¢ine dogru ilerleyen bir gi-
rinti/yarik yapilmistir (Lev.9/2). Ev icinde in-situ ezgi taslarindan
(Lev.10/1) baska esya ele ge¢memistir.

Bademagaci evlerinin bilinen atnali veya dikdortgen planh firinlarn,
bu yapilarda da gorilmektedir.

ENG 2 yap1 kat: ENC 2'ye ait, pek iyi durumda olmayan bir-iki
yapi, eski kazi dénemlerinde agqiga cikartilmist (Duru 1997 b:151
vd.;Duru 1998:713). 2001’de, héyigin kuzeybau kesiminde, C-4/111-2
plankaresinde yapilan calismalarda, ENC 2'nin, yuzeye ¢ok yakin ve bu
nedenle de buyik bolimi bozulmus haldeki bir evi ortaya cikaruld
(Lev.9/2). Genelde ENG'nin daha erken yerlegmelerine ait yapilara bu-
yik oranda benzer gibi gorinen bu evin, kuzey-guney dogrultudaki
uzun kenar1 6 m. dolaylarindadir. Duvarlari 50 cm. kalinhkta olan eve
giris, batiya bakan uzun kenardandir. Evin firim, odanin guneybati ko-
sesine alinmisir. Bu durum, simdiye dek kazilmis ENC yapilarindan
onemli bir farkhiliga isaret etmektedir. Ik kez finnin yeri degismis, ka-
pinin kargisina konulmaktan vazge¢ilmistir.

9001 dénemi calismalan sirasinda, ENG 2 yapi kau ile ilgili olmasi
muhtemel olan bir mimari kalinu da, C-5/IV-1 plankaresindeki moloz
birikimi arasinda bulunmus olan, uzeri boya siislemeli duvar pargasidir
(Lev.10/2). Yaklagik 30x40 cm. boyutundaki boyali duvar parcasinin ne
tiirden bir mimari bitiine ait oldugu, ne yazik ki anlasilamamisur. Kazi
alaninin bu kesiminde, ¢ok kuwvetli bir yangin gegirerek yikilmis ol-
dugu anlagilan buyik bir kitle bulunmaktadir. Yikintu i¢inde ¢ok sayida
sivali duvar parcasi vardir. Degisik yonlerde, dik ya da dik agqiya yakin
acilarla durmakta olan bu parcalardan, sadece yukarida sozi edilen
par¢anin Kkirli beyaz badanali sivasi uzerinde, kirmizi boya ile sisleme
yapilmisur. Uzerindeki bezemesi onceleri iyi anlagilamayan bu parca,
gerekli 6nlemler alinarak yerinden kaldirilmis ve Antalya Arkeoloji Mu-
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zesi'me gotirilmistiur. Antalya Mizesi uzmanlarindan, meslektasimiz
Azize Yener, parca lzerinde yapug temizleme calismalan1 sonunda, be-
zemenin kirmizi doldurulmus tggen siralari oldugunu saptamistir 7,

ENC 1 yap1 katu: C-5/I1I-2 Karesinde, tarla yizeyinin 1520 cm. ka-
dar alunda, ENC'nin en son yapi kauna ait bazi duvar ve taban par¢a-
lan ele ge¢mistir. Bir yangin geciren ve bu nedenle tabani t{izerinde 10
cm. kalinhginda beyaz bir kiil katmani birikmis olan evin plan ozellik-
leri hakkinda bilgi edinilemedi. Onimiizdeki yillarda bu yapinin agil-
mayan kisimlarinin kazilmas: ile, ENG 1 mimarhiginin da bazi nitelikle-
rinin anlagilabilecegini umuyoruz.

Dogu yamagtaki ENC yerlesmeleri: Hoyigin dogu eteklerinde, A
A¢masi’nin gineydogu kosesi yakinlarindaki D-2,3/IV-1,2 plankarele-
rinde, 1997 yih kazilarinda tek tas ile yapilmig, birbirine paralel 5 te-
mel sirast a¢ilmis, bunlarin ENC’ye ait olduklari saptanmis, ancak ENC-
‘nin hangi yapi kauyla cagdas olduklari, tam olarak anlagilamamist
(Duru 1999:Lev.30;Duru 2000:192 vd;Lev.3;5/2). 2001’de ‘1zgara’ goru-
numla bu duvarlarin aydinlanmasi amaciyla, daha genis alanlar kazildi
ve 1997°da acilmis olan temellerin guneye dogru olan uzanulan agga
cikarildi (Lev.4;11/2). Kazi mevsimi sonunda, bu kesimdeki temellerin
sadece tek tay sirali, ince paralel temellerden ibaret olmadigi, bunlarin
alunda bir bagska duvar temelinin daha bulundugu saptandi. Mimarhk
kalinulan kazi alaninin giiney kesitinin i¢ine dogru devam etmektedir.

20-35 cm.’lik orta boy taslardan yapilmis olan ‘Izgara Temeller’,
kuzeybat-giineydogu yéninde, 40-50 cm. araliklarla siralanmiglardir.
Bunlardan hoéyigin merkezine dogru olan sonuncunun uzunlugu 7 m.
civarindadir. Temelleri birbirine baglayan dikine bir duvar yoktur ve bu
nedenle, s6z konusu tas dizilerinin, ne tirde bir mimarinin alt yapisina
ait olduklan konusunda éneride bulunmak pek kolay degildir.

1997 yiinda bu alanda, sézkonusu temellerle ilgisi olup olmadig
anlagilamayan bir diger tek tash temel, ovaya dogru, ‘Izgara Temeller’in
en dista olanindan 2.5-3.5 m. daha doguda bulunmustu. Bu sonuncu
temelin uzanusina bu yil rastlanilmadi.

" Boyali duvar parcasinin yerinden ¢ikarulmasim saglayan Hande Ginézu ile duvar
yazeyini temizleyip bu énemli buluntuyu anlagilir hale getiren Azize Yener'e mitegekkiriz.
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2001°de ‘Izgara Temeller’i izlemek icin kazilar batiya -hoyuk igine
dogru- gelistirildi. Bu ¢alismalarda, sézkonusu temellerin sonuncusundan
5.5 m. kadar bauda, aralarinda 25 cm. ara olar iki tas temele ve onla-
rin 2.5 m. bausinda da, kerpicten yapilmis bir duvara rastlandi. Butin
bu duvarlarin gevresindeki toprakta ele gecen ¢¢ ve kigik buluntular,
agirhikh olarak ENC mallandir.

Bu calismalarin yapildign kesimde, 'Izgara Temeller'in alunda, 8590
cm. kalinlikta bir bagka tas temel daha vardir (Lev.4;11/2). Bu duvarin
yonii de kuzey-giiney dogrultusunda olmakla birlikte, kuzey ucta ‘L’ ya-
parak, dik aq ile doguya, hoyik disina donmustur.

Bu kalin temelin, ‘Izgara Temeller’ gibi, biyik ihtimalle hoyukteki
ENC yerlesmeleriyle ilintisi olmakla birlikte, ENC’nin hangi yerlesim
kau ile ¢agdas oldugu ve islevi kesin sekilde anlagilamamsur.

Mezarlar: C-5/1114,3 karelerinde yapilan ¢alismalar sirasinda, ENC 3
veya ENC 3A kauna ait olabilecek 8 gomiiye rastlandi®. Bunlardan ¢ogu
buyiik oranda bozulmus olmakla birlikte, saglam durumdaki bir gému,
bu dénem insaninin gémi gelenekleri konusunda bazi yeni gézlemlere
olanak saglamistur. S6z konusu bu gomiide ceset, ENC 3 evi tabaninin
aluna acilan bir cukura sirtistii yatrilmig, ¢ene one cekilmis, kollar ka-
rin uzerinde, eller Gst-liste gelecek sekilde birlestirilnis ve bacaklar da
dizlerden kivrilip karin tzerine getirilerek yaurilmistr (Lev.13/1,2). Bu
yaurihs bigimi, tarihéncesi ¢aglarda Anadolu’da yaygin gémi sekli olan
‘Hoker’ pozisyonunun, sirtistii uygulanmas: gibidir.

8 1993-1999 kazi dénemlerinde bulunmus insan iskeletlerini, 1999°da Amsterdam
Universitesi'nden Antropolog E.Smits incelemis ve bununla ilgili aynnuh raporunu haztr-
lamistir. Kendisine kazimiza yapug katkilar igin tesekkir ederiz.. Bademagaci'nin Neolitik
ve daha ge¢ donemlerine ait antropolojik malzeme, oéntmuzdeki yillarda E.Smits tarafin-
dan timi birarada yayinlanacakur. Biz burada kendisinin ilk 7 yilda ele gegen insan ke-
mikleri ile ilgili raporunun ¢ok kisa bir ozetini veriyoruz: “ENC 1'de 1, ENC 3'dec 8,
ENC 4'de 7, ENC 5'de 2, ENC 6'da 1 ve kangik durumda 9 olmak uzere, toplam 28 bi-
reye ait kalinu incelenmigtir. Bunlardan biri 5 aylik ‘fetus’, 15%i bir yagindan kuguk, biri

lemlenmemistir. Cocuk 6limi oranlarimin ¢ok yiksek olmasi, bu caglar i¢in dogaldir ve
olimler koti pozisyon, dogumdan ileri gelen sorunlar, dogum travmasi ve enfeksiyona
baghdir”.
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Comlekgilik: ENC 9'da dort ¢¢ parcasi bulunmustur. Koyu siitli
kahve/grinin tonlarinda hamurlu (Lev.21 st sira;Munsell 10 YR 5/1
‘gray’, 10 YR 6/2 ‘light brownish gray’, 7.5 YR 6/2 ‘pinkish gray’, 7.5
YR 5/2 ‘brown’), katkisiz ve ince kenarh olan parcalarda, dis yizler
hafifce ackilanmis gibidir. Pisme iyicedir. Pargalar kiigiikk oldugundan,
kap sekilleri hakkinda tahmin yapmak olanaksizdir. Sadece bir parca-
nin, yumusak kinik karin profilli bir kaba ait oldugu anlagilmaktadir.
Parcalarin boylar ve kalinliklarina bakarak, hepsinin kii¢ik boy kaplara
ait oldugu soylenebilir.

ENC 8 yapi katindan 7 parca ele gec¢mistir. Biri disinda icine
katki maddesi katlmamis, agik bejden, yesilimsi gri/bej’e, sitliikkahve’-
den koyu griye kadar degisen renkte hamurlu (Lev.21 alt iki
sira;Munsell 5 YR 5/1 ‘gray’, 10 YR 7/3 ‘very pale brown’, 2.5 YR 4/
‘dark gray’, 5 YR 4/1 ‘dark gray’, 10 YR 4/1 ‘dark gray’, 10 YR 6/2
‘light brownish gray’) olan parcalarin yuzeyleri, ¢ogunlukla basitce di-
zeltilmekle yetinilmistir. Bir parcanin dis ytzinde belirgin paralel ¢izgi-
ler varken, bir par¢anin oldukea iyi ackilandigi gérilmektedir. Bir karin
par¢asinin yuzande, hamurdan farkh renkte kalinca izler vardir (Lev.21
orta sira ikinci par¢a). Bu izlerin boyadan ¢ok, belki ylzeye yapisuril-
mig —kabartma- seritlerin dismesi sonunda, altta kalmis ve nispeten iyi
pismemis kap yuzeyinde olusan izler olarak disinmek gerekir.

Comlekgilikteki ge-
lisme, daha eski kazi donemlerinden edindigimiz bilgilere gére, ENC
7°de baslamaktadir (Duru 1999:188 vd.;Lev.41,42; Duru 2000:193
vd.;Lev.7,8;Duru 2001:588;Lev.5/1-3). Comlekgi ustalari, ENC 7-5 yerle-
sim donemlerinde, bir yandan yapim tekniklerini gelistirirken &6te yan-
dan kap bi¢imlerini ¢esitlendirmisler ve yapimi goreceli olarak zor olan
bi¢cimde kaplar uretmislerdir.

Son iki kazi mevsiminde agilan alanlarda ele gecen ENC 4B - 3A
yapt katlarinin keramigi sayr bakimindan azdir. Bununla birlikte bulu-
nan parcalar, yapim ve bi¢im aqisindan, daha énceki yillarda ENC 4 ve
ENC 3A yerlesmelerinde bulunmus olanlardan farkhh degildir. Kahve-
renginin tonlarinda renkli hamurlu, genelde iyi ackilanmis ve yuksek
1sida pisirilmis olan bu mallarda, basit diiz kenarli, hafif acilan kenarh
canaklar, yuvarlak gévdeli, agiz i¢inde pervazi veya agiz iginde kapak
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yuvast bulunan kaplar olarak, olduk¢a sinirli bir bi¢im repertuvari
gozlenmektedir (Lev.14-16;22-26). Kaplara dikey tip tutamak koymak
olduk¢a yaygindir. Bir parcada ise yatay delikli tutamak kullamlmisur
(Lev.27/1).

ENGC 1, ENC 2 ve ENC 3 yerlesmelerinde de goreceli olarak az sa-
yida ¢¢ bulunmustur. Tam durumdaki bazi kaplar, daha 6nceki yillarda
bulunmus olanlardan farkli olmayan basit duz dudakl ¢anaklardir
(Lev.17). 2001 calismalarinda ENC 1 yerlesmesi yikinusi icinde, ilk kez
iri boyda bir saklama kabi ele gec¢mistir Lev.18/1;28/1); bu vesile ile,
ENC katlarinin hi¢ birinde, yukarida sozii edilen kap disinda, kalin ke-
narl iri kaplara rastlanmadigini 6zellikle vurgulamak isteriz.

ENC ¢omlekgiliginde bezeme genel olarak yoktur. Eski kazi donem-
lerinde, ¢ok az sayida kabin uzerinde, boya ile yapilmis basarisiz sus-
leme oOrneklerine rastlanmisti (Duru 1998:721;Lev.15/2;16/2). Son yil-
larda ENC 4B (Lev.14/1;22/2) ve ENC 3A vyerlesmelerinin yikintist
icinde bulunmus iki kap’ta boya ile yapilmis, agizdan tabana dogru
inen band izleri goruldu (Lev.14/3;23/4). Ancak boya muhtemelen fi-
rinlama islemi sirasinda yanmus, kabin uzerinde sadece boya altindaki,
hafif donuk alanlar kalmisur. 3A’ya ait bir kabin uzerindeki boya kalin-
ularinin da, bezeme amac¢h oldugu anlagilmaktadir (Lev.15/3;26/4).

‘Izgara Temeller’in oldugu alanda ele gecen ¢¢'nin sayisi ¢ok de-
gildir. Malzemenin bilyiik bdlimi, hoyigin merkez kesimindeki ENC 3
ve 2 yerlesmelerinin ¢¢’sine benzemektedir (Lev.19/1,2). Bunlarla bir-
likte bulunan az sayidaki bir baska mal tiri ise, ENC mallarindan
6nemli farkliliklar sergilemektedir. Bu ikinci tirden olan parcalar,
1997°de de ayni kesimde bulunan gri-kahverengi hamurlu, iyi ackilan-
mis mal grubunun (Duru 2000:194:Lev.16) benzeridir. Gri, kahverengi
ve kirmizinin tonlarinda olan (Lev.29;Munsell 7.5 YR N 3 ‘very dark
gray’, 7.5 YR 6/4 ‘light brown’, 10 YR 5/1 ‘gray’, 5 YR 6/4 ‘light red-
dish brown’, 10 YR 6/2 ‘light brownish gray’, 2.5 YR 6/6 ‘light red’)
bu gruptan ¢¢ parcalarinin timi, yayvan, sig ve dudaklari disa dénmus
tabaklara aittir (Lev.20). Bu mallarin ENC’ye ait olan bir farkli yapim
olup olmadigimi kesin sekilde soyleyebilecek durumda degiliz. Ayrica bu
tir ile ‘Izgara Temeller’in iliskisi de tam olarak belli degildir.
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A Ag¢mas’nin gineyinde ve ITC tabakalarinin arastnldig kesimdeki
kangik birikim i¢inde de, bazilar1 tim olan, bir hayli Neolitik Cag ¢¢’si
bulunmustar. Bunlar kahverengi, bej veya a¢ik gri renk hamurlu, diz
veya hafif S profilli ¢anak ve kaselerdir (Lev.19/3-8). Aynm yerdeki biri-
kimden gelen oval bicimli, s1g bir kabin, tahta kaplari taklit ettigi soy-
lenebilir (Lev.19/9;27/2). Kabin agzinin i¢ tarafinda, kapak i¢in hazir-
lanmis derin bir yuva vardir.

A A¢masi’'nin giiney kenar kesitinin alt dizeylerinde, ¢ok sertlesmis
bir yangin birikiminin icinde, yiginlar halinde bazi tim kaplar goriil-
mustir. Kazi alaninin sinirinda ve biiyiik 6lgiide kazi alanin diginda ka-
lan bu Kkaplar, iri govdeli, buna karsihk ince kenarli, yiiksek boyunlu ve
kucik tutamakh olmalan ile, bi¢cim agisindan simdiye kadar Bademaga-
cr'ndan taninmayan ¢émleklerdir. Kaplarin bulundugu yer, ENG 3 ve
ENC 2 yerlesmelerinin taban dizlemleri ile es derinlikte ise de, bunla-
rin ENC mallan oldugu konusunda giphemiz vardir; kaplarin Geg¢ Ne-
olitik Cag’a (GNC) veya hatta Erken Kalkolitik Cag’a (EKCQ) ait olma-
lar1 kuvvetli bir olasiliktr.

Pigmiy toprak eserler: A A¢masi’nin ortalarinda, ENC 2 veya ENC 1
yapt kauna ait yikinti icinde -boya sislemeli duvar pargasinin bulun-
dugu yer-, kilden yapilmis, ¢ok az pigmis, kink durumda bir kadin fi-
gurini bulunmustur (Lev.30/1;31;32/1). Kadin, sol bacagini, ileriye
uzatugl sag bacaginin aluna alarak oturmug ve kollarim1 gogis 6niinde
kavugturmustur °. Bas eksiktir; ancak omuzlar arasindaki kigik delik,
bas'in ayr1 yapilip, daha sonra viicuda sokulduguna isaret etmektedir.
Biyik olasihkla Ana Tanrica'min tasviri olan figirinin izerindeki beyaz
boya izleri, kendisinin giysili olarak disinildigini géstermelidir.

Dogu etekteki sik paralel tag siralarinin oldugu kesimde, 2 tane,
pismis topraktan mihiir -pintadera- ele ge¢migtir (Lev.30/2,3;32/2,3).
Siradan bir mihir olmaktan ¢ok, kumas -belki insan derisi- lizerine ya-
pilacak siusleme igin hazirlanmis bu baski kaliplari, Neolitik Cag insani-
nin estetik aqidan ustiin duzeyini ve yuksek zevkini yansitmaktadir.

9 Figiirinin kol ve ayaklarindaki baz1 eksikler, {U Edebiyat Fakiiltesi, Tasinabilir Kil-
tir Varhiklanm Koruma ve Onarim Bolimi Uzmanlanindan Yiksel Dede tarafindan ona-
nlmisur (Lev.32). Y.Dede ayrica Lev.32/1°deki kil kopyada, Ana Tanri¢a’min eksik olan
gogus, kann ve bagimi, Hoylicek ve Hacilar’daki benzer figirinlere uygun sekilde tamam-
lamisur. Meslektasimiz Dede’ye tesekkiirler sunuyoruz.
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ENC 3A, 3 ve ‘Izgara Temeller'in bulundugu kesimlerde en ¢ok
rastlanan pismis toprak buluntu tird, iki ucu sivrilestirilmis sapan tane-
leridir (Lev.32/4). Pismis toprak buluntulardan digerleri, kit saph
kepge/kasik (Lev.30/4), boncuk bi¢imli, delikli ¢ok iri bir nesne ve
kare kesitli derin bir kutudur (Lev.18/2). Cok gevrek pisirilmis kalin
kenarli kutu, doért kalin, kit ayak uzerinde durmaktadir.

Kemik ve tas eserler: ENC 9 kau birikiminde kemikten bir spatila
(Lev.30/6) ile ¢akmaktagindan dilgiler, yongalar ve bir ka¢ boncuk ta-
nesi ele ge¢mistir. ENC 8’de kemik spatilalar, ¢akmaktasindan dilgiler,
¢ok sayida kolye tanesi, ENC’'nin daha ge¢ yerlesmelerinde ise, ¢ok sa-
yrda kemik kasik, spatiila, biz (Lev.30/7,8;34) ve bir kemer kancasi
(Lev.30/5) bulunmustur. Son iki kazi doneminin kemik aletleri, bi¢im
agisindan son derecede zengindir.

Tastan yapilmig balta ve keskiler, ENC 7 katindan daha yeniye
dogru, hemen her yap: kaunda 6rnek vermistir. Bunlardan iki sezonda
bulunanlanin sayisi 50 civarindadir (Lev.33). ENC 3A kau birikiminde
degisik boyda 7 ve 6 tas balta/keskinin, iki ayr1 grup halinde, topluca
bulunmas: ilgin¢ bir durumdur (Lev.12/2).

ENC 2 kaunin mermerden bir ¢anag (Lev.28/2), Bademagac1 Ne-
olitik tabakalarinda bulunmus olan ilk mermer kap’tir.

A Ag¢mas’nin guney kenarinda, C-5;D-1/IV-2 plankarelerinde, ITC
yerlesmelerinin héyigin merkezi kisimlarindaki durumunu inceleyebil-
mek amaciyla 1999 yilinda kazilmaya baslanan 10x20 m.’lik alanda de-
rinlesilmege devam edilmistir. Toprak atma yeri uzak oldugu i¢in son
derece yavas ilerleyen calismalarda, yer yer 45 m. derinliklere inilerek,

Belleten C. LXVI, 36
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ITC 5 yap1 kat ve ayni kod’lardaki ENG 8 yapi kat tabanlari diizeyine
varildi (Lev.39/2). ITC’nin en alt diizlemlerine inilmis ve genis bir
alanda calisstlmis olunmasina karsin, ITC’nin en eski yerlesmeleri olan
ITC 5 ve ITC 4 yerlesmelerine ait hi¢cbir mimarhk kalintisina rastlanil-
mamis, dolayisiyle bu iki yerlesmenin mimarligi hakkinda bilgilerimiz
artmamuistir.

A Ag¢masi'nin giney kesimindeki bu c¢aligmalar sirasinda, degisik
derinliklerde, ITC’nin hangi yarlesme katna ait oldugu konusunda ke-
sin konusmanin mumkiin olmadigi, bazi tas duvar pargalarina rastlan-
mistur (Lev.35). Bunlarin en saglam durumda olani, varhigi 1999 yilinda
Ogrenilen ve en st sira taslan tarla yiizeyinin hemen alunda, yani hé-
yukteki en ge¢ yerlesmelere ait olmasi gereken, 9 m. uzunlugundaki
duvardir (Lev.39/1;Duru 2001:587 vd.;Lev.11/1). Kalinligi 1 m. kadar
olan bu duvar, 2000 ve 2001 ¢alismalar1 sonunda timuyle agiga cikar-
uldi (Lev.39/2). Hicbir duvarla birlesmeden iki u¢ta dizgin sekilde ke-
silen duvarin, ne tir bir yapiya ait oldugu hakkinda bir sey soyleyebil-
mek mumkin degildir. Kaz1 alaninin degisik yerlerindeki duvar parga-
lari ile bu kalin duvarin herhangi bir iliskisi yok gibi gérinmektedir.
Bu kalin duvar, alt duzeylere inmek i¢in 2001’de kaldirilmistir.

D ACMASI CALISMALARI

2001 mevsiminde, mimari kanitlarim1 gimdiye kadar ele geciremedi-
gimiz olasi ITC III ve OTC yerlesmelerinin in-situ kalintilarinin bulmak
ve daha alttaki ENC yerlesmelerini genis alanlarda incelemek amaciyla,
A Agmas: ile hoyiagin en yiiksek kesiminde yer alan Kilise arasindaki
bos alanda, ‘D A¢masi’ olarak isimlendirilen yeni bir a¢gmada -C-5,D-
1/IV-4,5 plankareleri- kazilara baslandi (Lev.40/1,2). 20X10 m.’lik bu
yeni kazi alaninda, mevsim sonuna kadar yer yer 100- 50 cm. arasinda
derinlesildi.

Hoyugin bu kesimdeki en son yerlesmenin kalintilari, yizeyin 30
cm. alunda baslamaktadir (Lev.40/2). Plan ve fotograftan da anlagila-
cagi gibi, muhtemelen 2 evreli olan tas temeller 6zensiz yapilmis ve
hoyikteki yillarca siren tarim faaliyeti nedeniyle, genis é6l¢ide bozul-
muslardi. Bununla birlikte, kazi alaninda, hdyigin en ge¢ yerlesme
dénemine ait, 7x4.5 m. boyunda bir oda ortaya ¢iku. Dértgen planh
bir diger yap: ile, yuvarlak planda bir diger tas temel de, agmanin bau
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kenari yakinlarinda bulundu. Yuvarlak planh temel kalintsinin benzer-
lerine, A A¢masi’nin gineyinde 1999 yihnda baslanan genisleme kazi-
lann sirasinda da rasttanmisu (Lev.40/1;Duru 2001:588;Lev.11/1). Bu tur
kiguk, yuvarlak temelli yapilarin islevleri konusunda bir gey sdylemek
zor ise de, depolama uniteleri olarak disinilebilir. A ve D Ag¢malari-
'nda yuvarlak planda yapilarin ortaya ¢ikmasi, her iki kazi alanindaki
tabakalasma sirecinin degisik olmadigina saglam bir kanit olusturmak-
tadir.

Yeni a¢madaki en son yerlesmenin hangi déneme ait oldugu konu-
sunda, gimdilik kesin seyler sdylemek ve tabaka numarasi vermek iste-
miyoruz.

A¢manin yizeye yakin derinliklerinde, Roma Imparatorluk Cagi’na
ve Islami doneme ait birka¢ sikke bulunmustur (Lev.50/2,3).

Comlekgilik: A A¢masi’nin guneyindeki derinlesme kazlari, yukarida
soylendigi gibi moloz birikimi i¢inde sirdirildiginden, bulunan ¢¢’nin
ait oldugu tabakalar da belirsizdir; ancak muhtelif derinliklerde, genel-
likle daha 6nceki yillarda bulunmus kirmizi veya siyah renk hamurly,
elde 6zensiz yapilmis kaplara ait pek ¢ok par¢a ve birka¢ tim kap ele
gecmistir (Lev.41;42).

Bunlarin yaninda ve bunlarla birlikte olmak iizere, biyuk olasihikla
ITC I'den daha ge¢ bir tarihe ait olmasi gereken, ¢ark yapimi bazi
parcalar da aym: a¢mada bulunmuslardir.

Buluntular arasinda, ince
kenarl, dista ve tabanin alt yuzeyinde belirgin ¢ark izleri bulunan ve ig
yiziine kirmizi boya ile birbirini dikine kesen band bezeme yapilmug
olan bir tabak da vardir (Lev.43/3;45). Arkeoloji yazininda ‘red cross
bowl’ olarak taninan bu tabak ile birlikte, tabami alunda yine spiral iz-
ler bulunan bir ‘depas’ par¢asi da ele ge¢mistir (Lev.43/6). ITC II ke-
ramiginden ¢ok degisik nitelikteki bu mallar, hoytkteki ge¢ donemlere
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ait olup, bir sekilde bu alandaki moloz birikimin i¢ine karigmis olmal-
dir

Pismis toprak ve maden buluntular: ITC molozu icinde, pismis top-
raktan ikisi tim biri kink idol (Lev.46/1-3;47/1-3) ile baski yuzeyleri
yuvarlak damga mithirler (Lev.47/4,5,48/12-15) ve uzerinde ¢izgi be-
zeme olan agirsaklar bulunmustur (Lev. 46/4-9;47/6,7).

KILISE'DEKI CALISMALAR

1999 yilinda héyagin en yuksek kesiminde varligi saptanan ve bu-
yuk oranda ortaya ¢ikartulan kilisedeki ¢aligmalara (Duru 2001:591
vdd.;Lev.16-22), 2000 yiinda da devam edildi (Lev.50/1). Orta nef
icindeki yogun tas dolgunun hemen timiyle kaldirilmasina ragmen,
kaplama tas veya mozaik gibi, kilisenin tabanina ait olabilecek kalinu-
lara bu ¢alismalarda da rastlanilmadi. Narteks’i arama ¢aligmalarinda da
bir sonu¢ alinamadi. Kilisenin giris kesimi yluzeye ¢ok yakin oldugun-

dan, buyik ihtimalle makineli tarim sirasinda buradaki duvarlar bozul-
mustu.

Durumun bundan
sonra degismemesi halinde, bu tespit héyigiin orta kesimlerinde yapil-
mis olmasindan o6tird, ‘bitin hoéyik icin gegerli olacakur’ diye dusi-
nuyoruz.
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- 1998-1999 yillarinda, ENC’nin degisik katlarinda bulunmus olan
komiirlesmis aga¢ orneklerinden, ‘Institut fir Umweltphysik der Univer-
sitaet Heidelberg’ Laboratuvarlari’'nda yapilan Cl4 o6l¢imlerine bagh
kalibre edilmis tarihler soyledir (Stuiver et al. 1998): '

- 2000’de ENC 4A ve ENC 8 yap: katlarinda ele gecen aga¢ ko-
miirlerinin Cl4 6l¢iimlerinin sonuglarn henuz elimize ulasmamistir. ENC
9 yapt kati birikimi icinde Cl4 ol¢imleri yapilmaya elverisli organik
madde bulunmamisur. Bu bakimdan ENC 8 yerlesmesinin Cl4 tarihi,
Goller Bolgesi Neolitiginin baslangicinin bir 6l¢ide ogrenilmesini sagla-
yacag1 nedeniyle, biyik 6nem tagimaktadir.

- ENC 9 yerlesmesinin mimari izlerinin bulunmamasi, kanimizca bu
derinlige yak. 2 m?’lik ¢ok kii¢ik bir alanda inilmesinden dolayidir.
Daha genis alanlarda ¢ahgilmasi olanagi dogdugunda, saniriz durum
aciklik kazanacakur.

- Ana toprak uzerindeki ilk yerlesme olan ENC 9’da keramik bu-
lunduguna gore, Bademagaci'nda yerlesen insanlarin buraya ¢émlekgiligi
bilerek geldikleri kesindir. Bir bagka anlaumla, Bademagaci'nda Ake-
ramik Neolitik yasanmamsur.

- 8 yap1 kaunin ¢ok sert dosemesi, ENC mimarhi icin son dere-
cede ilging bir teknik uygulamadir. Tabandan alinan parcalar uzerinde,
meslektasimiz Yrd.Do¢.Dr. Ahmet Gule¢‘in yapug laboratuvar aragurma-
larindan alinan sonuglara goére, sivanin alasgminda ‘sonmiys kire¢’ var-
dir"'. Buna ek olarak, ‘harc’taki kire¢ - kum (agrega) oranimin, gunu-
muzde kabul edilen ideal orana ¢ok yakin oldugu soylenebilir.

- Bu saptamanin ‘Anadolu Mimarhk Tarihi’ acisindan 6nemi, kiregli
har¢ teknolojisinin, siirekli yerlesimin, yapay konut yapiminin bu kadar

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erken bir doneminde, yapi ustalar tarafindan biliniyor olmasidir. Bu
teknigin genis alanlarda agilan ENC 4 ve ENG 3 yerlesmelerinde go-
rilmemesi, ENC 8'den sonra kiregli harcn yayginlasmadigini, belki de
unutuldugunu géstermelidir.

- Kire¢ har¢h tabanin varhig ‘Kaltar Tarihi’ agisindan da 6nemli-
dir: Kire¢ taginin yakilip, daha sonra suyla séndiriilmesi ve bunun da
en uygun oranda cakil-kum vs. ile kansurilarak har¢ elde edilmesi,
kuskusuz ¢ok uzun bir gézlemin/deneyimin sonucudur. Béylesi bir tek-
nolojik gelisme sireci, kanimizca ne ENC 8 icinde, hatta ne de ENC 9
yerlesmesinde olmamistir. Bu uygulama, ya ¢ok daha énce bu teknigi
kesfetmis olanlardan miras kalmisur; ya da cagdaslan olan bir komsu
yerlesmeden, mimarisi daha sofistike bir yerlesmeden goérerek alinmustr.
Hangi ihtimal gercek olursa olsun, ‘ENC 8 insanlar1 -veya atalari-, bu-
raya gelmeden once de, cevrede/bolgede sirekli yerlesim ve bunun
i¢in gerekli olan yapay konut/ev yapimi biliniyor olmalidir’.

- Bademagaci’'nda iskdni1 baslatan Neolitik toplumun, ‘Buraya gel-
meden o6nce yasadiklari yer neresi idi’ sorusunun yaniti -simdilik- yok-
tur. Ancak yukaridaki yorumlar isiginda, su hususu belirtmek isteriz;
ENC 8 kaunin ‘kire¢ har¢li’ tabana dayali mimari gelismigligi, bizim
daha énce bu konuda yapugimiz bazi varsayimlar tzerinde tekrar di-
sunmemizi gerektirmistir. Ik kaz raporlarimizda ileri sirdugamiuz,
“Bademagaci’nin ilk yerlesimcilerinin, Antalya dizligiiniin kuzey kena-
rinda, Toroslar'in giineye bakan kesimlerinde yasayan ve Mezolitik son-
larindaki olumlu dogal/iklimsel gelismelere kosut olarak, tarim pratigini
bir oranda é6grendikten sonra, bunu daha kolay uygulayacag: kosullarin
bulundugu Toroslar’in kuzeyindeki ‘Yayla’ya go¢ ettikleri ve bu sirada
ilk kargilasuklan -elverigli- dizlik olan Bademagaci Ovasi’nda, héyugi-
muzin bulundugu yerde oturduklar1” seklindeki &éneriye karsi, belki
farkh varsayimlar/yaklasimlar da o6nerilebilir; olay daha degisik kurgula-
nabilir. $6yle ki; tarimi 6grenerek (!) surekli yerlesmeye gecmis ve bu
arada ‘kire¢ har¢li’ taban yapabilecek kadar sofistike bir mimarlik gele-
negine sahip olmus, ustelik ¢omlekgiligi de 6grenmis topluluklar, bél-
gemize giuneyden go¢meyip, yayla’nin bir bagka (komsu) yéresindeki
‘yerlesik duzene daha erken ge¢mis yerlesmelerden birinden’ gelmis de
olabilirler. Bir baska anlatimla, Bademagaci ENC 9 yerlesmesinden daha
eskiye tarihlenecek Neolitik yerlesmeler, Géller Bolgesi'nin diger kesim-
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lerinde veya komsu bir bagka bélgede -makul uzaklhikta- mevcut olabilir.
Bolgedeki ‘En Erken Neolitik® konusunda, Bademagaci’'nin son sozu
soylemis olmadigini dustiniyoruz.

- Burdur Bélgesi'nin Neolitik mimarliginda bazen cok sert yuzeyli
tabanlara rastlanmistir. Ornegin Héyiicek’te Tapinak Dénemi’nin 3
numarah yapisinin iglik yerinde, olduk¢a sert yizeyli tabanlarin varhig:
bilinmektedir (Duru 1995:455;Lev.8/1)!2. Ancak Bademagaci’nda oldugu
kadar genis bir alanin, olasihkla bir mekanin i¢inin béylesine sert bir
har¢la kaplanmasi, bolgede ilk kez goérilmektedir.

- Kiregli bir hargla yapilmis olan sert taban, Gineydogu Anadolu’-
daki Cayoni (Cambel ve Braidwood 1980:15;Lev.40/1,2), Nevali Cori
(Hauptmann 1999:74 vd.) ve Gobekli gibi PPNA-PPNB merkezlerinin
‘Terazzo’ tabanlarn ile, Asikli ve Musular’in yine Keramiksiz Neolitik
yerlesmelerinin sert yuzeyli tabanlarim1 akla getirmektedir. Aradaki bu-
yuk tarihsel araliklar ve cografi uzakliklar, bu merkezlerle Bademagac
Keramikli Neolitik yerlesmeleri arasindaki benzerligin rastlantisal olma-
sin1 gerektirmelidir.

- ‘Derinlik Ag¢masi’ ¢ok dar oldugundan ve c¢alismalar giderek zor-
lasugindan, ENC 59 yap:1 katlariyla arasturilmasi igin, derinlik ¢alisma-
lar1 6numuzdeki yillarda biraz daha kuzeye kaydinlacaktir. Derinlik
Ac¢masi’nda o6nceki yillarda varhg o6nerilen ENC 5-7 yapr katlari, mi-
marlik kalinularina gore degil, olast taban izlerine dayanilarak ve bu-
luntularin goéreceli kronolojik durumlarinin daha saghklh anlagilabilmesi
amact ile yapilmist (Duru 1999:188;Duru 2000:190 vd.). ENC'nin alt
tabakalarinin daha genis alanlarda kazilip arastirilmasi ile, ENC 4B ile
ENC 9 arasinda, yaklagtk 2 m.’lik birikimdeki yerlesimlerin tabakalasma
durumunun tespitleri, kuskusuz ¢ok daha kesin olabilecektir.

- ENC 4B ve 4A katlann yapilarimin ¢ok saglam durumda ele ge¢-
mesi, 6numizdeki yilllarda ENGC’nin goreceli olarak ge¢ donemlerinin
mimarhg konusunda yeni bilgiler edinilecegi timidini kuvvetlendirmek-
tedir.

- Dogu etekte, ‘Izgara Temeller’in alunda saptanan kalin tas temel,
yerlesmenin en dig halkasinda bulunmasindan dolayil, savunma ile ilgili

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olma ihtimalini giindeme getirmektedir. ‘Bu temel hangi yerlesme kau-
nin ‘olasi sur’udur’ sorusuna kesin yanit vermek mumkin degildir.
Ancak ‘olasi sur’, hoyiikte ¢ok genis bir alana yayildigi anlagilan ENG
4B’den ENC 3’Un sonuna kadar olan tim ara yerlesim evrelerinin sa-
vunma sisteminin bir parcasi olabilir. Bu yerlesmeler arasinda ¢ok bi-
yuk zaman ve kiltir farklilasmalari bulunmadigi i¢in, ‘savunma siste-
minin uzunca bir zaman kullanilmis olmasi olanak disi degildir’ sek-
linde disinmek, ¢ok da yanhs olmayabilir.

- Tek tas sirali 'Izgara Temeller'in amac/islevleri konusunda 6neri-
ler yapmak, diger kesimlerdeki mimarhik kalintulardan buyuak farklari
nedeniyle, pek kolay degildir. Oniimizdeki yillarda -disindagimiz se-
kilde- bu kesimdeki kazilar1 giineye ve bauya dogru gelistirebilirsek, yu-
karidaki sorulara yanitlar bulabilecegimizi umuyoruz. Bu temellerin sa-
vunma ile ilgili olmasin1 pek muhtemel gérmiyoruz. Zira tek tash ve
birbirine paralel tas siralari, daha o6nceki kazi dénemlerinde, yerlesme
icinde cesitli yerlerde de gorulmugtd (Duru 1997a:790;Lev.3/2;7/4;Duru
1997b:151 vd.Lev.3;4/1; Duru 1998:dn.3;Lev.2;3/1;Duru 2000:192
vd.;Lev.3). Hoéyugin ortalarindaki bu tirden temeller, dogaldir ki sa-
vunma ile ilgili olamazlar.

- ‘Izgara Temeller'in Anadolu Yaylasi’'ndaki kullaniminin yer ve za-
man agisindan irdelenmesi, ¢ok saghklh sonuglar vermemektedir. Gii-
neydogu Anadolu’da Cay6nii (Cambel-Braidwood 1980:14 vdd;Lev.37;38)
ve Nevali Cori’deki PPNB yerlesmelerinden (Hauptmann 1999:70 vdd.),
Bati Anadolu’da Baklatepe’nin Ge¢ Kalkolitik 3 yapi1 katina kadar
(Ozkan-Erkanal 1999:36;Res.35), ¢ok uzun zaman ve genis bir cograf-
yada bu tir mimarlik uygulamasina rastlandigim1 vurgulamakla yetiniyo-
ruz.

- ENC 2 yikinulant arasinda ele gecen Ana Tanriga figurini ile
(Lev.31), Hacilar VI kat (Mellaart 1970:P1.CXLI b;CXLII-CX-
LIV;CXLIX;CLIV;Fig.214-219) ve Hoyicek Kutsal Alanlar Dénemi’nde
(Duru 1995:Lev.24;33/2) bulunmus Ana Tanriga figurinleri arasinda ya-
kin benzerlikler vardir. Burdur Bélgesi'nde bu oturma seklinin ¢ok yay-
gin oldugu ve Ana Tanrica’nin da bu sekilde tasvir edilmesinin, bél-
gede c¢ok koklu bir gelenek —belki inang- oldugu anlasgilmaktadir.
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- Boyali duvar pargasi, hig kugku yok ki, bir mimariye aittir. Ancak
bulundugu yer ve konumu, bu konuda kesin seyler soylemeyi olanaksiz
kilmaktadir. Yiginlar halindeki yanik yikinust icinde tespit edilen boyal
par¢anin bulunus durumu, blyik bir duvar siislemesinin pargasi olmak-
tan cok, kiigiik boyutta bir panoya ait gibi gorunmektedir.

- Duvar par¢as: lizerinde kirmizi boya ile doldurulmug ug¢genler ol-
dugunu, kazi sirasindaki ¢ok kisa sureli gozlemlerle 6grenmistik. An-
talya Miizesi'nde meslektasimiz Azize Yener'in yaptgi son saptamalarla,
panoda, alttan ve ustten ince bir bandla sinirlanmis bir alan iginde,
kirmizi boya ile doldurulmus ug¢gen dizilerinin bulundugu kesinlik ka-
zand1 (Lev.10/2).

- Boyali duvar parcasimin i¢inde bulundugu biyik moloz yiginmnin,
kazi alanin batisinda kalan, hentiz kazilmayan kesimdeki bazi yapilarin
bir yangin sonucu yikilmast sonucu olustugunda kusku yoktur. A A¢ma-
s'nin bu kesimdeki kesitinde ¢ok yogun bir yikinunin bauya dogru ge-
ligtigi gorulmektedir.

- Boyali duvar parcasi nereden kopmus ve ne amagla yapilmig
olursa olsun, Bademagaa ENC’si i¢in ¢ok énemli bir buluntudur. $im-
diye kadar acilmis olan yapilarda boylesi suslemeli duvarlarin goérulme-
mis olmasi, kanimizca rastlant degildir. Boyali duvar, héyukte simdiye
kadar agilmig olan siradan evlerden farkh nitelikte ve islevdeki bir ta-
sinmazin parcasi olmahdir. Belki, sadece hoéyugun ortalarinda, A Ac¢ma-
s’nin biraz bausindaki kazilmamis alanda bulunan bir takim kutsal veya
énemli yapilarin duvarlari boya ile suslenmis idi.

- Burdur Bolgesi Neolitik donem mimarhginda bu tur duvar sisle-
mesine ilk kez rastlanmistir. Hoyiicek’te timiyle dinsel islevli oldugu
anlagilan ‘Tapinak Dénemi’ yapilarinda, duvarlarin boya ile siislemesine
rastlanmamisti. Boya ile bezeli duvarlar, bilindigi gibi Catal Hoyuk’te
yaygindir. Bademagac1 6rnegindeki t¢gen sirall kompozisyonlara da Ca-
tal Hoyiak III ve VI. yap1 katlarinda rastlanmisur (Mellaart
1963:PLIILIV;VIII;Mellaart 1966:P1.XLII/2;Mellaart 1967:Fig.14,31-
34;PL.VIII).

- Bademagac: ile Catal Hoyik arasinda, eski kazi donemlerinde sap-
tanmis olan benzerliklere (Duru 1998:725 vdd.;Duru 2001:590), 2001 yi-
linda vyeni ‘pintadera’lar da kaulmisuir (Lev.32/1,2;Mellaart
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1964:97;Fig.41/4,9;Mellaart 1967:Fig.121). Catal Hoyik III ve VI yer-
lesme katlarinda, Bademagac1 buluntulan ile ¢ok yakin benzerlikleri
olan ‘pintadera’lar ele gecmistir. Bu iliskiler tarihleme agisindan énem
tasimaktadir.

- Devrik dudakli, yayvan ¢anaklan ile tanidigimiz degisik ¢¢ tiri-
nin (Lev.20,29), ‘Izgara Temeller’le ilgisi, bu yil da belli olmadi. An-
cak bu ‘mallarin’ biraz geg oldugu hakkindaki disincemiz degismis
degildir (Duru 2000:205).

- Bu yil yapilan kazilarin, ENC yerlesmelerinin hoyigin kuzey ke-
siminde daha yogun oldugu sekilde bir gorinum vermesinden &tiri,
6numiizdeki yillarda bu kesimde calismalar gelistirilecektir. Boéylece,
ENC’nin 3. yap: kaundan daha ‘gec’e ait yerlesmelerin tabakalasma du-
rumu bir kez daha kontrol edilebilecektir.

- A A¢masi’'nin guney kesitinde goriilen, ancak kazilmamis toprak
aluna girdigi i¢in ¢ikartilamayan bazi kaplarin, Bademagaci ENG taba-
kalarindan bilinen ¢¢’ye benzemedigini yukarida belirtmistik. Bu kaplar,
Burdur Bolgesi ¢¢’si iginde, bicim acisindan ENC sonrasina, ornegin
GNC veya EKC’ye ait gibi gérinmektedir. Burada sézii edilen ¢¢ gru-
bunun ait oldugu dénem kesin olarak saptandig1 zaman, héyGgimiizin
tabakalasma konusunda oldugu kadar, bu alandaki yerlesmelerin kultir
siradizeninin irdelenmesi bakimindan da yeni seyler séylemek duru-
munda kalinacagini saniyoruz. Bu tespitleri yapabilmek i¢in, agmay
daha da giineye genisletmek gerekmektedir. Ancak bu kesimdeki muh-
temel GNC ve EKC yerlesmelerine ulasmak icin ¢ok kalin bir tst biri-
kimin kaldirilmasi gerekmektedir. 2001°de D A¢masi’min agilmasina ka-
rar verilirken en 6nemli etkenlerden biri bu amaglara ulagmakt.

- A A¢masi’'nin gineyindeki genisleme kazilarinda, ézellikle ITC 5
ve ITC 4 yapi katlar icin beklenen gelismeler gerceklesmemistir. Orne-
gin guneybaudan gelerek ITC 5 yapisinin késesine egik olarak birlesen
duvarin devaminin agilan kesimlerde izlenebileceginin Gmit edilmesine
karsin, durum hi¢ de béyle olmadi. Kalin duvar a¢gma iginde Kkesildi.
ITC 5 ve ITG 4 yap1 kadarinin durumu bizim i¢in bir ¢él¢iide belirsizli-
gini korumaktadir.

- Son iki calisma déneminde, héyigin kuzeybati ucunda genis
alanlar kazildi. Bu kesimdeki kazilara baslanirken, kuzeydogu ‘u¢’da
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birka¢ y1l once agiga cikartilan ITC sur'unun bauya dogru nasil gelisti-
gini izleyebilecegimizi dusintyorduk. Ancak kazilarda (Lev.4), kuzey
ucun bausinda ITG sur’una ve dogu yamactaki yogun ITC yerlesmele-
rine -‘Megaronumsu’ yapilara- ait hicbir iz yoktur. Yiuzeyin hemen al-
unda ENG yerlesmeleri gelmektedir. ENC yapilarinin tzerindeki 20-25
cm. kalinhgindaki Ust birikimde ITC'ye ait ¢¢ de bulunmamaktadir.
Hoéyagin bu kesiminde, ENC sonrasinda hi¢ yerlesilmemis gibi bir go-
rinum vardir. Buna karsilik, dogu yamacta ITC yerlesmesinin disindan
gecen yamag dosemesi -glacis, bauda da devam etmektedir. Durum ga-
riptir ve agiklamas: simdilik ¢ok zordur.

- D Acmasi ¢alismalarinda ele gecen ¢¢, genel havasi ile iTC’yc ait
gibi gérinmektedir.

lerek, koruma konusunda ilk anlamh calismalara baglamak mumkiin
oldu.

ENC yapilarinin kerpi¢ duvar ve tabanlar ile, ITC yapilarimin tag
duvarlarimn  korunmasi igin, 2000 yilna kadar her kazi mevsimi so-
nunda, kalintilarin bir béliiminin naylon értiilerle kapaulip, uzerleri-
nin toprakla ortilmesi ile yetinilmekteydi.

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BADEMAGACI HOYUK (KIZILKAYA) EXCAVATIONS

A research team from Istanbul University under my directorship
began excavations in 1978 in the Burdur Lake District (the western
part of Ancient Pisidia) that took place first at Kurucay Hoyik in the
north, then at Hoyucek in the centre of the region and finally at
Bademagac1 Hoyik in the south.!®

Bademagaci Hoéyik is situated on a small plain (altitude 780 m)
surrounded by mountains, just north of the Taurus Mountain Range
that separates the Anatolian Plateau from the Mediterranean coast
(Ancient Pamphylia) and is located near the town of Bademagaci, 50
km from Antalya on the Antalya-Burdur road. The height of the oval
shaped 200 x 90 m mound called Bademagaci (Almond Tree) Héyuk
is around 9 m above the level of the plain (PL1/1,2). 17 The
excavations began in 1993 and continued without interruption until
2001. During these nine seasons of excavations, work was mainly
carried out in Trench A in the centre and northern parts of the
hoyiak. '8 Only the first season of excavations were carried out in
Trench B, covering an area of 20x10 m, in the southern part of the
mound.

Settlements and archaeological finds of various periods, from the
early stages of the Neolithic to the Christian Period, were uncovered

Mellaart, who conducted a survey in the region in 1958. He lists a mound called

the years 1978-1988, we of course expected to see Kizilkaya Hoyik. However, there was
no sign of a hdyik in or around the town of Kizilkaya and nobody in the vicinity knew
of a héyik of that name. As a result of a conversation with our colleague Dr.David
French, who was part of the 1958 survey team with Mellaart, we learned that the hoyik
from which archaeological material had been collected had no connection with Kizilkaya
but was actually a hdyik near Bademagaa Village. As there are no other héyiks in the
vicinity or near to Bademagaa, it is clear that the héyik excavated by us is actually the
hoyiik wrongly referred to as Kizilkaya. In view of this, we will use the real name of the
hoyiik instead of the one that was incorrectly used in the past.

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during the excavations that were carried out in a total area of 4000 m.
Although there is architectural and archaeological evidence for the
existence of settlements dating to other periods at the hoyiik, there is
some uncertainty about the nature of these. For example, a ‘Church’
was uncovered on the highest point of the hoéyik but there is no
evidence of a settlement from the Christian Era on the hoyuk, not
even any pottery or small finds. The same is true of the Early Bronze
Age III (EB) and Middle Bronze Age (MB) periods. Although pottery
sherds and a large number of other finds related to these settlements
were uncovered, no architectural remains belonging to the residents of
these settlements were found. It can therefore be assumed that the
remains of the EB IIl and MB settlements must be found in the
sections of the hoéyik that have not yet been excavated.

EXCAVATIONS IN 2000-2001

The 8% season of excavations at Bademagaci took place during the
period 20" July-18" September 2000 and the 9" season excavations
took place 31% July -10" September 2001. During both excavation
seasons the main area excavated was Trench A in the northern section
of the hoyik (P1.1/1;4;35). In addition to this, the investigation of the
‘Church’ situated in the centre of the mound in Trench C that began
in the 2000 excavation season was continued and the work here was
terminated. In the following year (2001) excavations began in Trench
D in grid squares A C-5 and D-1/IV4,5 (P1.40/1,2).

Stratigraphy

As a result of new evidence from the last two years of excavations,
it has become necessary to make some small additions to the cultural
chronology and stratigraphy that were based on the earlier excavations
(Duru 2001:190). Two further architectural levels -EN 8 and EN 9-
were discovered under EN 7, the lowest level reached in 1999 by a
deep trench (grid square C-5/III-5) that was opened with the aim of
determining the depth of the accumulation and investigating the early
settlement period of the héyiik, the Early Neolithic Period (EN) and
virgin soil was reached at a depth of -8.70 m. under the accumulation
of EN 9. (The depth measurements given here are based on the

Belleten C. LXVI, 37
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acceptance of the highest point of the héyiik, the central nave of the
‘Church’ as + 0.00 m).

EARLY NEOLITHIC SETTLEMENTS

The EN settlements are found in the central section of Trench A.
As can be seen in the plans of this part, extensive areas were
excavated and a number of buildings were uncovered, especially in
level EN 3. As it was thought best not to remove the buildings of this
level, the settlements earlier than EN 3 were investigated in a relatively
smaller area (grid squares C-5/111-2,3,4).

The early settlements of EN were excavated in the Deep Trench
covering an area of 10x7 m. This narrow trench was further narrowed
after the building of the EN 4 settlement at a depth of —6.50 m. and
the settlements older than this level were investigated in a very small
area of around 30 m (PL5/1,2;6/1). In the final 2.50 m. accumulation

1 In the early stages of the excavations, the decision was made to name and
number the architectural levels within each cultural period separately to form a different
stratigraphy for each one in order to prevent confusion arising from new architectural
levels that could emerge as the excavations continued. In spite of this, the emergence of
some new levels during the most recent seasons of excavations meant that appropriate
numbering had to be assigned to them. The separate levels between EN 3 and EN 5
have therefore been named EN 3, 3A, 4, 4A and 4B.
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of the deep trench on virgin soil, which was reached at around - 8.70
m, architectural remains were found in only one settlement (level EN
8). However, the floors of three separate levels were determined in
this thick accumulation. In order to avoid mixing the pottery and
other archaeological material of the earlier and later levels, these three
phases were considered to be settlement periods EN 5-7 (Duru
2000:190 ff)). The real situation of the settlements older than EN 4B
will become clearer in future excavation seasons when these periods
will be further investigated.

Architecture

Levels EN 9-5: The architectural remains of the oldest settlement
determined by means of the deep trench is the EN 8 floor of hard
limestone plaster (P1.3;4;5/1,2). In 2001 this trench was dug down a
further 50 cm. Although no architectural remains indicating the
presence of a settlement were found in the first 20-25 cm., four small
pottery sherds and about 30 pieces of flint objects, of which some
were tools, were found along with a large number of animal bones, of
which one was used as a tool. It is therefore clear that there was an
older settlement below EN 8. As mud that appeared to be virgin soil
was reached at a depth of -8.70 m., it was assumed that the earliest
settlement in this part of the hdyik was level EN 9, established on
virgin soil. A further 20 cm. was dug into the virgin soil and the
excavations were terminated at a depth of - 8.90 m.

As mentioned above, the earliest architectural remains at
Bademagac1 consist of the floor belonging to level EN 8. This floor,
which was made with thick layer of limestone plaster, was spread over
a layer of pebble stones about 4-7 cm. thick. The surviving length of
this floor, which is in good enough condition to cut cleanly when
sliced with a spade and has a burnished surface, is 5 m. and its width
is about 4 m. (PL3;5/1,2). The area around the plaster of the floor
was investigated but no walls or other architectural remains that could
be connected with the floor were determined. In spite of this, we
think this floor was constructed as the floor of a house.

As stated above, as no architectural remains connected to EN
levels 7-5 were uncovered it is not possible to say anything about any
architecture related to this period.
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Level EN 4B: A building belonging to EN 4B was uncovered in
grid square C-5/1II-4 (P1.3;6/1,2;7/1,2). Although the western wall of
this house with outer measurements of 6.5x4.5 m. and walls made of
kerpi¢ (sundried mud brick) from the foundations 2° could not be
completely determined, it appears to have a distorted rectangular plan
and consists of a single room (Pl.4/1). The position of the door seems
to have been in the centre of the long western wall. A rectangular
plan oven was placed at the foot of the wall opposite the entrance
(PL7/1,2). It is apparent from the position of similar holes on both
sides of the oven that saplings —posts- had been placed in them. The
earthen floor of the house had been plastered with clay.

Level EN 4A: A house from level EN 4A was constructed partly
over a house from level EN 4B (P1.3;6/1). The outer measurements of
this building are 5.5x4.5 m. In this rectangular single roomed house,
the door is on the western side and the rectangular plan oven is in
the centre of the eastern wall.

Level EN 4: Above the 20-30 cm. thick debris accumulation of
level EN 4A in square C-5/III-2, a few limited architectural remains
from level EN 4 — some pieces of walls and an oven — were uncovered
(PL.3;8/1). It was determined that these architectural remains were part
of a rectangular plan house in which the door opening was in the
centre of the long wall and a horseshoe plan oven was placed on the
opposite wall (P1.8/1;12/1).

Level EN 3A: The general plan of a building in considerably good
condition from level EN 3A has characteristics similar to buildings
uncovered in previous years, such as an oven and hand grinders
placed next to the oven (Pl.4).

20 Although the walls of the houses of EN 4B and the later EN settlements were
baked as a result of the fire and the lower parts of these walls are considerably well
preserved, no kerpi¢c pieces were found on the walls or in the debris. It is therefore not
possible to say that the walls of these periods were made of rectangular prism or plano-
convex kerpi¢ (Duru 1998:714;P1.6/1), as in the earlier periods. This means that the
technique using layers of mud/clay seen in the construction of the walls of some of the
buildings of EN 3 (ibid:714;P1.6/2), as determined in earlier excavation seasons, was used
in much earlier periods.
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Level EN 3: The development of EN 3, the level that provided the
best knowledge of the architecture of the EN settlements at
Bademagac: and the level at which a number of buildings were found
in previous years (P1.4;6/1;8/2;9/1), was followed in a northerly
direction in 2001 as part of the extension of the excavation area in
grid squares C-4/III-2,1 at the northwestern end. There are two
buildings belonging to this level in the new area of excavations
(P1.4;,9/2;10/1 - buildings no. 7 and 8). These two buildings, about
half of which has been preserved, have exactly the same construction
technique and plan as the buildings of the earlier EN levels
mentioned above.

Level EN 2: One or two buildings in poor condition belonging to
EN 2 were uncovered in the earlier excavation seasons (Duru 1997:151
f;Duru 1998 a:713). In 2001 a house very close to the surface and
therefore partly damaged was uncovered (P1.9/2) during the
excavations that took place in grid square C-4/III-2 in the
northwestern section of the hoyiuk. The oven of this house, which
generally resembles those of the earlier EN settlements, is placed in
the southwestern corner of the room in contrast to those of the other
buildings.

During the 2001 campaign a part of an architectural structure
probably belonging to level EN 2 - a piece of a wall with paint
decoration on it - was found in the debris accumulation of grid square
C-5/1V-1 (P1.10/2). Unfortunately it is unclear what kind of
architecture this piece of painted wall, approximately 30x40 cm. in
size, belonged to. In this part of the excavation area a large mass, that
seemed to have fallen from a building as a result of a very fierce fire,
was found. This piece of wall was coated with a layer of off-white
plaster and decorated with red paint. It was taken to Antalya
Archaeology Museum and, after it was cleaned, rows of red triangles
could be seen on it.

Level EN 1: Some badly damaged pieces of walls and floors
belonging to the most recent EN level were uncovered about 15-20
cm. below the level of the field in square C-5/11I-2.
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The EN settlements of the eastern terrace: During the 1997
excavations, a row of five foundations made of the same stone -Grill
Foundations- were uncovered in the eastern skirts of the héyiik, in grid
squares D-2,3/IV-1,2 near the southeastern corner of Trench A. It was
determined that these foundations belonged to the EN period but it
was not completely clear which EN architectural level they were
contemporary with. (P1.11/1;Duru 2000:192 £.;PL.3;5/2;Duru
1999:Fig.30). In 2001 a more extensive area was dug, extending to the
south of where these ‘Grill Foundations’ were uncovered in 1997, with
the aim of shedding light on the nature of them (P1.11/2). These
foundations consist of five parallel rows of foundations made of
medium-sized stones about 20-35 cm in size and placed approx. 40-50
cm. apart. There is no vertical wall connecting these stone rows so it
is therefore not possible to suggest what kind of architecture they
represent.

All the pottery sherds and small finds from between the walls and
the surrounding soil are EN materials.

During the excavations it became clear that the Grill Foundations
were not the only foundations present, but that there was another wall
foundation underneath them (P1.4;11/2). The 8590 cm. wall under the
Grill Foundations extended in a north-south direction but turned at
the northern end to form an ‘L’ shape before terminating as it
reached the edge of the hoyuk.

Although it is clear that this thick foundation, like the ‘Grill
Foundations’, is related to the EN settlements of the héyiik, it is not
clear which EN architectural level it is contemporary with or what the
function of it was.

Burials
During the work carried out in squares C-5/111-4,3 eight burials
that could be contemporary with level EN 3 or EN 3A were found.?

2 The burials found in the 1993-1999 excavation seasons were examined by

Anthropologist E. Smits, from Amsterdam University, in 1999 and a report about them
was prepared. We extend thanks to her for this contribution to our excavations. As the
anthropological material from the Early Neolithic and later periods is going to be
published together in the near future by E. Smits, we will only give a very brief
summary here of the report of the human bones uncovered during the first 7 years of
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Although most of these were badly damaged, one skeleton in good
condition has provided some new insights into the burial customs of
this period. The body of this burial was placed on its back in a hole
under the floor of the house of EN 3 with its chin extending forward,
its arms on the abdomen, its hands joined one on top of the other
and its legs and knees curved across the abdomen (P1.13/1,2). This
position is similar to that of the widespread burial custom seen in
prehistoric times in Anatolia, known as the ‘Hocker’ position, in which
the body of the deceased is placed on its back.

Pottery

Four pottery sherds were found in EN 9. The paste of these fine
rimmed pieces is dark milky coffee coloured/grey (PL.21 top
row;Munsell 10 YR 5/1 ‘gray’, 10 YR 6/2 ‘light brownish gray’, 7.5 YR
6/2 ‘pinkish gray’, 7.5 YR 5/2 ‘brown’) and is not tempered; the
pottery is well fired. The outer surfaces are lightly burnished. As the
pieces are small, it is difficult to learn anything about the pot forms.
However, the size and thickness of the pieces indicates that they all
belong to small vessels.

Seven sherds were found in architectural level EN 8. The paste of
only one of them is tempered; the paste colours vary from light beige
to yellowish grey/beige and from milky coffee coloured to dark grey
(PL.21 bottom two rows, Munsell 5 YR 5/1 ‘gray’, 10 YR 7/3 ‘very pale
brown’, 2.5 YR 4/ ‘dark gray’, 5 YR 4/1 ‘dark gray’, 10 YR 4/1 ‘dark
gray’, 10 YR 6/2 ‘light brownish gray’). The surfaces of the pieces are
usually left as they are after using a simple method to smooth them.

the excavations: “A total of 28 skeletons - 1 from EN 1, 8 from EN 3, 7 from EN 4, 2
from EN 5 1 from EN 6 and 9 from a mixed context (all individual burials) were
found. One of these is a 5 month-old ¢ ‘foetus’, 15 of them are babies under a year
old and one is a 1.5 year old baby. Of the others, one is an ll-year old child, 5 are
adults aged between 20-30 and 2 are aged around 40 and 70. The ages of the
remaining four could not be determined. Of the burials for which the sex could be
identified four were male and one was female. According to E. Smits, the general
impression obtained indicates the presence of a young population. However, the available
material is insufficient to be able to make an adequate analysis. The pathological tests
required to establish the cause of death of the burials were not carried out. The higher
ratio of infant deaths is normal for this period and the bad positions of these burials
indicates that the deaths were the result of problems that arose during the birth process,
birth trauma and infections.”
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One of the pieces has obvious irregular parallel incisions on the outer
surface and another piece is exceptionally well burnished. On the
surface of one of the body sherds, there are thickish marks of a
different colour to that of the paste (P21 middle row, second piece).
These marks are probably not paint but are more likely to be from
some kind of plastic relief attached to the surface, that reveal a
different colour after falling off due to the area underneath being less
well fired.

These pottery examples from the earliest two EN settlements,
which were excavated in a more limited area, are obviously not the
most primitive pottery. In fact, it can be said that pottery production
was relatively well developed and that the use of pottery had become
widespread.

The amount of pottery sherds found in levels EN 7-5 is a lot
more than that of levels EN 9 and 8. No work was carried out at
these settlements in the years 2000 and 2001. However, the material
obtained from the excavations of previous years shows that the pottery
of these three architectural levels is considerably sophisticated (Duru
1999:188 f;Fig.41,42;Duru 2000:193 £.;Pl. 7,8,12;Duru 2001:588;P1.5/1-3).

The pottery of levels EN 4B, 4A and 3A is much more developed
than that of the earlier architectural levels mentioned above. The
amount of pottery found from levels EN 4B - 3A in the last two
seasons was small but it is enough to say that the production
techniques of the pieces found were not different from those found in
the EN 4 and EN 3A settlements in previous years. The colour of the
paste is tones of brown; it is usually well burnished and fired at a
high temperature. The form repertoire of these wares is rather limited;
forms include simple straight rimmed bowls, bowls with slightly everted
rims, spherical pots, vessels with a ledge or a place for the lid to rest
on just below the mouth on the inside (Pl.14-16;22-26). Vertical
tubular lugs with pierced holes are a common addition to the vessels.
On one of the examples there is a horizontally pierced lug (P1.27/1).

Only a small amount of pottery was found in the EN 1, EN 2 and
EN 3 settlements in the last two years. The forms of some whole pots
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that were found are bowls with simple profiles, no different from the
ones found in previous years (PL17).

The amount of pottery uncovered in the area of the ‘Grill
Foundations’ is also fairly small. Most of the material resembles the
pottery of settlements EN 3 and 2 in the central part of the héyuk
(P1.19/1,2). However, a small amount of another type of ware found
along with this shows important differences from the EN wares. The
sherds from this second type are similar to the ware group found in
the same area in 1997 (Duru 2000:194:P1.16). The colour tones of this
pottery group are grey, brown and red (P1.29;Munsell 7.5 YR N 3 ‘very
dark gray’, 7.5 YR 6/4 ‘light brown’, 10 YR 5/1 ‘gray’, 5 YR 6/4 ‘light
reddish brown’ 10 YR 6/2 ‘light brownish gray’, 2.5 YR 6/6 ‘light
red’) and the pieces all belong to wide, shallow plates with everted
rims (P1.20). It is not certain whether or not these wares are a
different type of product belonging to EN. It is also not clear what
the connection of this pottery type is to the ‘Grill Foundations’.

A large amount of Neolithic Period pottery, including some whole
pots, was found in the mixed accumulation of the area where the EB
levels were investigated in the southern part of Trench A. This pottery
consists of bowls of brown, beige or light grey paste with straight sides
or slightly carinated (S-profile) (P1.19/3-8). A shallow oval shaped pot
from the same accumulation is probably an imitation of a wooden
vessel (P1.19/9;27/2). There is a deep ledge on the inside rim of this
pot, prepared for a lid to rest on.

Terracotta Finds

In the centre of Trench A, among the debris belonging to
architectural level EN 2 - in the area where the piece of wall
decorated with paint was found - a broken female figurine made from
poorly fired baked clay was found (P1.30/1;31;32/1). The woman is
portrayed in a seated position with her left leg under her right leg,
which is extended forward, and her arms joined across her breast. The
head could not be found but the small hole between the shoulders
indicates that the head was made separately and then inserted into the
body. The white paint marks on this figurine, which is most probably
a portrayal of the Mother Goddess, indicate that she was portrayed as
clothed.
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In the area of Grill Foundations set close together in the eastern
skirts of the hoyilk, two terracotta stamp seals —pintadera- were found
(PL30/2,3;32/1,2). These appear to be not just ordinary stamp seals
but impression moulds prepared for stamping decorations onto
material — or perhaps human skin - and reflect the high level of
aesthetic taste of the people of the Neolithic Age.

Bone and Stone Finds:

In the accumulation of level EN 9 a bone spatula (P1.30/6), flint
blades, chipped stone tools and a few stone beads were found. In level
EN 8 bone spatulas and flint blades, were found along with a large
number of necklace beads. The finds of the later EN settlements

consist of a large number of bone spoons, a spatula, an awl
(P1.30/7,8;34) and a small hook (P1.30/5). The bone finds of the
2000/2001 seasons show an extremely rich variety of form.

A broken marble bowl was found in level EN 2 (P1.28/2).

EARLY BRONZE SETTLEMENTS
Architecture

The EB settlements at Bademagaci consisting of five separate
architectural levels, were established in the area surrounding the
Neolithic settlements found in the central part of the héyiik (P1.35).
Extensive areas of the EB 2 and EB 3 settlements with stone terraces
and surrounded by a stone wall — defence wall - (!) were excavated
(P1.36-38) from the first excavation season onwards and a good
understanding of the characteristics of these settlements was obtained.
However, no work was carried out in these areas in the last two
seasons. As can be seen in the plan, the megaroid plan buildings of
these two settlements were placed side by side around the central
section of the hoyuk.

EXCAVATIONS IN TRENCH D

In the 2001 season, excavations began in grid squares C-5,D-1/IV-
4,5 ‘Trench D’ (P1.40/1,2) with the aim of investigating in-situ remains
of possible EB III and MB settlements of which no architectural
evidence has so far been found, as well as examining a more extensive
area of the lower EN settlements. This new 20¥10 m. excavation area
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had been dug down to a depth of between 100- 50 cm. by the end of
the season.

The remains of the most recent settlements of Trench C begin 30
cm. below the surface (P1.40/2). As shown by the plan and
photograph, the stone foundations were very roughly made and had
been seriously damaged by the many years of farming activities at the
hoyuk.

We are not yet able to determine which period the most recent
settlement of the new trench belongs to and therefore do not want to
assign it a number. However, the pottery found here is generally of
poor quality and seems to have EB II characteristics.

A few coins from the Roman and Islamic Periods were found near
the surface of the trench (P1.50/2,3).

Pottery

As the excavations in the mixed accumulation in the southern part
of Trench A extended deeper, some pottery was found that could not
be related to specific architectural levels; however, a large number of
sherds and a few whole pots of a handmade, poorly formed ware of
red or dark grey paste of the same type to that found in previous
years were uncovered at various depths of the accumulation (P1.41;42).

In the same section, along with the ware mentioned above, some
wheelmade pieces were found that must be of a later date than EB IIL
These are made of a very well purified paste, usually pinkish brown in
colour (PL45;Munsell 7.5 RY 8/4 ‘pink’, 2.5 YR 6/4 ‘light reddish
brown’, 10 YR 4/8 ‘red’, 7.5 YR 7/2 ‘pinkish gray’) and pieces that
contain the marks of a fast turning wheel. The most common forms of
this ware are plates and fairly deep bowls (P1.43/1,2,4,5;44). Among
these, a thin rimmed wide plate is a noteworthy example. This plate
with distinct wheel marks on the outside and underneath the base is
decorated on the inside by vertically intersecting bands applied with
red paint (Pl. 43/3;45). Under this example, known in archeological
literature as a ‘red cross bowl’, a piece of a depas with spiral marks
was also found (P1.43/6). These wares, which are very different from
the EB II pottery, must belong to later periods of the héyuk and
somehow must have got mixed in with the accumulation.
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Terrracotta and Metal Finds

In the EB accumulation, three terracotta idols of which two are
complete and one is broken (P1.46/1-3;47/1-3), stamp seals with
circular stamp impression surfaces (P1.47/4,5;48/12-15) and spindle
whorls with line decorations were found (P1.46/4-9;47/6,7).

In the 2000 excavation season a large number of metal pins were
uncovered while the mixed accumulation near the southern edge of
Trench A was being removed; it was unclear which architectural level
these pins belonged to. The heads of some of these pins are plain
and some are spherical (P1.48/1-6;49/1-6). The head of one pin is like
a poppy (hashish) head (P1.48/9;49/7); another example had a bead
attached to its head with a piece of thin wire (P1.48/8;49/9). The
other metal objects are a sewing needle (P1.48/7;49/8), a wire bracelet
with a spiral at one end (P1.48/10;49/10) and a lead stamp seal with a
circular stamp surface (P1.48/11;49/11;Umurtak 2002).

THE EXCAVATION OF THE CHURCH

The excavation and study of the church found on the highest part
of the héyik in 1999 (Duru 2001:591 fF;P1.16-22), continued in the
2000 season. (P1.50/1). Although the large number of stones filling the
central nave of the Church were completely removed, no evidence was
found of any stone paving or mozaic surface that could have formed
the floor of the church.

DATING - COMPARISONS — EVALUATIONS - RESULTS

- The 14C dates from the carbonized tree examples found in
various EN levels in the years 1998-1999 and analysed in the
laboratories of the ‘Institut fur Umweltphysik der Universitaet
Heidelberg’ are as follows (Stuiver et al. 1998): 2

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The results of the 14C dating of the carbonised tree examples
taken from architectural levels EN 4A and EN 8 in 2000 have not yet
reached us.

- The reaching of virgin soil in 2001 means that the lowest level
of the stratigraphy has probably been finalised. If the situation remains
unchanged in the coming years, the fact that this was determined in
the central part of the hoyuk suggests that it is ‘valid for the whole
hoyuk’.

- As pottery was found in EN 9, the earliest settlement on virgin
soil, it is clear that there was no ‘Aceramic Neolithic’ at Bademagac.

- The hard limestone floor of architectural level EN 8 is a very
important discovery for the Bademagaci EN. According to the results
of the laboratory tests carried out by specialist Dr.Ahmet Gule¢ from
the Department of Restoration and Conservation of Cultural Properties
of our Faculty, the plaster contains ‘flecked limestone’.? In addition to
this, it can be said that the limestone-sand proportion of the plaster
mix agrega is very close to what is currently considered the ideal
proportion.

- The plaster of the limestone floor provides an important
contribution to the history of architecture. The fact that this technique
is not seen after EN 8, and notably absent in the extensive areas of
the EN 4 and EN 3 settlements, suggests that it was forgotten before it
could become more widespread. Some very hard floor surfaces are
found in Neolithic architecture in the Burdur Region. For example,
floors with a very hard surface are known from the work area of
building no. 3 from the Shrine Phase at Héyicek (Duru 1995:455;
Lev.8/1) 2. The covering of a surface of an area as large as the one

2 The report by Dr.Ahmet Giileg (see p.574) can be summarised as follows: "In
order to evaluate the composition and properties of the ground mortar of Bademagaci
Hoyiik, obtained in the 2001 excavations, petrographic, ignition loss, acid loss and ICP
(Inductively Coupled Plasma) analyses of mortar and grading analyses of aggregates were
carried out. The results of these analyses indicated that the mortar contained 1/4 lime
as binder and 3/4 limestone aggregates as filler in weight ratio. The ICP analyses were
conducted to assess the general chemical composition of the mortar, which is given as
reference value for similar future studies.

24 As no analysis of the floor at Hoyiicek has been done, it is not known whether
or not the plaster contained limestone.
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at Bademagaci with this kind of hard plaster is the first example seen
in the region.

- We do not know whether or not the master builders of EN 8§,
who had enough expertise to produce limestone plaster, learned this
technique from those of the EN 9 settlements. It can be assumed that
future excavations in more extensive areas will shed light on this
subject. Even if the master builders of EN 8 did learn the technique
from those of EN 9 - although actually we do not think that it came
from EN 9 - they could have seen this technique in a contemporary
settlement with a more sophisticated knowledge of architectural
principles. Another possibility is that the people of EN 8 could have
learned the technique of producing limestone plaster from another
region before they came to Bademagaci. Whichever of these
possibilities is right, it is clear that these people — or their ancestors —
had developed a settled lifestyle before coming here and therefore
knew how to make their own dwellings.

- As yet we do not know the answer to the question of where the
Neolithic people who settled at Bademagaci lived before they came
here. If the source of the Neolithic of the Lake District is to be
adequately understood, it is essential to find out the origin of the
people who had adopted a settled lifestyle (and probably also learned
agriculture) and were familiar enough with architectural techniques to
be able to lay the ‘Limestone Plaster Floor’ as well as knowing how to
produce pottery, and also to discover the reason why they came to this
region. The people of Bademagaci may not have come to our region
from the south, as previously thought, but may have come from one
of the settlements in another (neighbouring) section of the plateau
that ‘had adopted a settled lifestyle at an earlier date’. In other words,
there may be Neolithic settlements of an earlier date than the EN 9
settlement at Bademagaci in other parts of the Lake District or in a
neighbouring region. We do not think that Bademagaci has spoken
the final word on the earliest stages of the Neolithic of this region.

- Other examples of a hard floor made with limestone plaster that
first come to mind are the ‘Terazzo’ floors of the PPN settlements of
Southeastern Anatolia at Cayonu (Cambel and Braidwood
1980:15;P1.40/1,2), Nevali Cori (Hauptmann 1999:74 f) and Goébekli.
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In view of the large differences in chronology and geographical
distances, it is likely that the similarity between these centres and the
Bademagac1 Pottery Neolithic settlements are just a coincidence.

- In the eastern skirts, the position of the thick stone foundation
determined under the ‘Grill Foundations’ in the outermost ring of the
hoyiik would suggest that it is part of a defence system. It is not yet
possible to answer the question of which settlement level this wall
belongs to. However, this ‘probable defence wall’ may have been part
of a defence system encompassing the settlements from EN 4B to the
end of EN 3, which covered an extensive area of the héyuk. If this
part of a wall definitely belongs to a defence wall, it would be one of
the earliest defence systems to be identified in the Anatolia EN.

- It is not easy to suggest what the function of the 'Grill
Foundations' might have been as this type of architecture is very
different from the EN architectural traditions seen in the other
sections of the hoyik. However, we can say that we do not think that
these foundations are linked to a defence system as single stone rows
and stone rows parallel to each other are seen inside the settlement
(P1.4;Duru 1997a:790;Lev.3/2;7/4;Duru 1997b:151 vd.Lev.3;4/1;Duru
1998:dn.3;Lev.2;3/1;Duru 2000: 192 vd.;Lev.3). The foundations found
inside the settlement obviously can not be part of a defence system.

- A study of the location and timeframe of the use of “Grill
Foundations’ in the Anatolian Plateau region does not yield very
satisfactory results. It is sufficient to say that this kind of architectural
technique is seen over a long chronological period and an extensive
geographical area from the PPNB settlements at Cayonu (Cambel-
Braidwood 1980:14 f£;P1.37;38) and Nevali Cori (Hauptmann 1999:70
ff) in Southeastern Anatolia to the Late Chalcolithic level 3 at
Baklatepe in Western Anatolia (Ozkan-Erkanal 1999:36;Fig.35).

- There are considerable similarities between the Mother Goddess
figurine found in the debris of EN 2 and those found in level VI at
Haalar (Mellaart 1970:P1.CXLI b;CXLII-CXLIV;CXLIX;CLIV;Fig.214-219)
and the Sanctuaries Phase at Hoyucek (Duru 1995:P1.24;33/2). It can
be said that this style of Mother Goddess representation is very
widespread and well established in the Burdur Region.
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- The piece of painted wall obviously belongs to some kind of
architecture. However, the place and manner in which it was found
make it impossible to make any definite statements about what this
could be. This is the first time that this kind of wall decoration has
been found in the Neolithic period architecture of the Burdur Region.
This kind of decoration was not seen on the walls of the ‘Shrine
Phase’ buildings at Hoyucek, which all have a sacred/ritual function.
Walls decorated with paint are common at Catal Hoyik. Compositions
consisting of an area containing rows of red paint filled triangles
bordered by a narrow band at the top and the bottom, similar to the
the one on this piece of wall (P1.10/2), are seen in architectural levels
II and VI at Catal Hoyiak (Mellaart 1963: PLIIL;IV,VIII;Mellaart
1966:P1.XLII/2;Mellaart 1967:Fig.14,31-34;P1.VIII).

- In additon to the similarities between Bademagaci and Catal
Hoytik already noted (for those of the older excavation seasons see
Duru 1998:725 ff.;Duru 2001:590), a parallel in the ‘pintadera’s
(P1.32/1,2;Mellaart 1964:97;Fig.41/4,9; Mellaart 1967:Fig.121) of the two
sites was observed in 2001. The ‘pintadera’s of Catal Héyiik levels III
and VI are very similar to the Bademagaci examples.

- In the extension of the excavation area in the south of Trench
A, levels EB 5 and EB 4 did not develop as expected. For example,
we had hoped that we would be able to follow the wall that came
from a southwesterly direction and joined the corner of the EB 5
building at a slightly crooked angle, but this was not possible as the
thick wall terminated inside the excavation area. This means that the
lack of clarity over levels EB 5 and EB 4 to a certain extent continues.

- Over the last two excavation seasons large areas of the
northwestern end of the hoéyik have been excavated extensively.
However, as can be seen in the plan (PlL4), in the western side of the
northern end there is no trace of the EB defence wall or even of the
‘Megaroid’ buildings that are seen in the dense area of EB settlements
on the eastern terrace. The EN settlements are found immediately
under the surface. It seems that this part of the hdéyik was not
inhabited after the EN Period. In spite of this, the stone terrace
-glacis- that extends beyond the EB settlement on the eastern terrace
continues in the western part.
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- The pottery found during the work in Trench D seems from its
general appearance to belong to EB. However, during the year 2000
excavations wheelmade pottery (P1.43-45), metal pins and a metal
stamp seal (P1.48/1-11;49/1-9) were found at various depths and it
became clear that there were settlements dating to a later date than
EB II. No material that could date to EB III or MB was found in the
top soil of Trench D in the 2001 season. If it becomes clear that the
settlements of the uppermost layers of Trench D are not later than EB
II, we will be faced with the possibility that EB III and MB settlements
could be found in a section of the hoéyik that has not yet been
excavated. A similar situation to this occurred in 1993 and 1994 when
Early Chalcolithic material was found in the top layers of Trench A
and in a hole containing discarded waste, uncovered in the same
trench. We have yet to establish the location on the héyik of the
settlements that correspond to the owners of this ECh. material
