We discussed the political, economic,
cultural and energy relations between Turkey and the Islamic Republic of
Iran and the influential factors and obstacles facing these relations to find
out whether Turkey and Iran have been able to achieve their main goal in
this country, which is to play a pivotal role and establish relations. Close
to this country is to achieve.

The article found that after the independence of Georgia, Turkey
was able to establish friendly and close relations with this country and
achieve its goals in this country, which were to Providing part of its
energy needs through the route of Georgia to transfer the resources of
the Caspian Sea, Easily reach the Turkic-speaking countries of Central
Asia and the Republic of Azerbaijan through Georgia, establish a triangle
of cooperation between Turkey, Azerbaijan and Georgia, play a dominant
role in the Georgian economy and large investments in this country, and
so on.

On the other hand, this article found that the Islamic Republic of Iran
faces several obstacles to its presence in Georgia and gaining benefits,
including the following: US and Israeli political interference in Georgia’s
foreign policy, Georgia's dependence on the European Union, Georgia’s
membership in NATO, No border between Iran and Georgia and the
international community’s sanctions against the Islamic Republic of Iran.
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However, the two countries have tried to keep their political, economic
and cultural relations at a not-so-significant level, especially since the
five-day war in 2008, when Georgia paid special attention to the need
for independence from Russia. As a country with which it can meet its
energy needs. in general, according to the findings of this study and the
statistics presented, it can be said that Turkey after the independence of
Georgia has been able to achieve a better and more appropriate position
compared to the Islamic Republic of Iran to be present in Georgia and
establish economic relations and the Republic Due to the obstacles that
this Islamic Republic has faced and is facing, it has not been able to
achieve its goals in this country until today.

The collapse of the Soviet Union in the 1990s and the independence
of the South Caucasian states changed the region and the policies of its
neighbors.
