Malezya'nin Dis Politika Stratejisi ve

Giris

Basbakan Abdullah Badawi,
2004'un Haziran ayinda Malezya Bu-
yikelgileri Konferansi'nda yaptig ko-
nusmada, Malezya Dis Politikasi'nin
(MDP) amag ve igeriginin daima ulusal
¢ikarlari korumak oldugunu, gelecekte
de boyle olacagini ve Malezya'nin
ihrac edecek ideolojisinin ve diinyanin
herhangi bir yerinde gerceklestirmek
istedigi gizli bir gindeminin olmadi-
gini ifade etmistir. Badawi, MDP'nin
tek amacinin istikrar ve baris cergeve-
sinde, bdlgesel ve uluslararasi bir
ortam yaratmak oldugunu da s6zlerine
eklemisl ve bunun yani sira Ma-
lezya'nin kendi adina ulusal ¢ikarlarini
koruma konusunda bagimsiz ve bag-
lantisiz bir dis politika uygulamayi
sirdurmesi gerektigi 6nemle vurgu-
lanmistir.

Basbakan, MDP'nin igcinde hareket
edilmesi gereken gergevenin ayrintili
aciklamasini ise 31 Mart 2006 tarihinde
Ulusal Parlamento'daki konusmasinda
yapmistir. Bagbakan, “duinya, gecmiste
tecriibe ettigimizden daha farkhdir ve
farkli olmaya da devam edecektir.
Kimse yikselen petrol fiyatlarinin et-
kisinden kendisini koruyamamis, yati-
rim ve is imkanlari icin rekabet daha
dayogunlasmistir. Cin ve Hindistan'in
yani sira diger Asya Ulkeleri de ciddi
bir bicimde kalkiniyorlar. Serbest bir
ekonomiye sahip olan Malezya, 6zel-
likle uluslararasi iletisim teknolojileri
¢aginda bu rekabetgi ortamdan soyut-
lanmis degildir.2

Basbakana goére, ekonomik bi-
yUme ayrilmaz bir sekilde dis etkenlere
baglidir. Bu nedenden otird, bizim dig
politikamiz ulusal misyonumuz igin en
uygun yararlari saglayacaktir. Bizler de
9. Malezya Kalkinma Plani'nin (9. MP)
amaclarini gergeklestirmeye yonelik en
uygun dis ortami saglamak igin ¢aba
sarf ederek bdlgemizde ve dtesinde is-
birligi, baris ve istikrarin gig¢lenmesi
icin calisacagiz. Cinkd bunlar olma-
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dan zenginlesmemiz mumkun degil-
dir. Yeni pazarlar bulmak, ihracini yap-
tigimiz Grdnlerimizi daha fazla tesvik
etmek, yatirim ¢ekmek ve turizm faali-
yetlerini arttirmak icin kararh inisiya-
tifler kullanacagiz. Cikarimiza en
uygun olan ikili ve bolgesel ticaret an-
tlasmalari yapacagiz. Bu amagclara
ulasma konusunda yurt disinda ¢ikar-
larimizi temsil etmek ve korumakla
yUkimld kurumlarin da kapasitelerini
arttiracagiz."3

Bu makale, 9. MP'nin amacina
uygun olarak, Malezya ve Turkiye ilis-
kilerindeki potansiyeli arastiracaktir.
Bu tartismaya bir giris olarak, MDP y6-
nelimlerinin altinda yatan stratejilere
g6z atilacak ve bu stratejilerin uygu-
lanmasinda ortaya ¢ikacak belli basli
sorunlar tartisilacaktir.

Malezya Dis Politikasi
(MDP)

Henry Kissenger'a goére “devlet
adamlari, cesitli etkilerce kisitlanirlar.
Bunlar; diger devletlerin gtca, politi-
kalari ve uygulamalaridir. Yerel kisitla-
malar; kamuoyundan, huktmetlerin
tutumlarina ve burokrasilerine kadar
uzanir."4Yani devletlerin dis politika-
lar1 6ncelikle yerel ve uluslararasi et-
menler tarafindan belirlenir.
Malezya'da bu iki etmen grubundan
kacamamistir. Barston'a gore, bu et-
menler “cografi konum, tarihsel geg-
mis, kultdr, organizasyon, sivil
toplumun gelismislik dizeyi, yerel is-
tikrar durumu, ekonomik durum ve li-
derlik etkileri yerel etmenlerdendir.
Uluslararasi etmenler ise uluslararasi
sistemin yapisal 6zellikleri, yani sid-
dete basvurma sikhgi, yerel ve bélge-
sel iliskilerin dogasi ve durumu,
uluslararasi para hareketleri, komsula-
rin veya gugcli devletlerin politikalari
ve uluslararasi érgutlerin faaliyetleri”
seklinde 6zetlenebilir.5

Barston'un yukaridaki ©6nerme-
sinde yer alan unsurlar, Malezya'nin

dis politika stratejileri ve egilimlerinin
goruntusund sekillendirmistir. Bu ne-
denle, Malezya gibi gelismekte olan tl-
keler igin dis politikanin ¢gogu zaman
dlkenin olumlu imajini yurtdisina yan-
sitmak ve yurt i¢inde siyasi hedeflere
ulasma konusunda etkili ve uygun bir
ara¢ oldugu dogrudur. Bu noktada,
Shanti Nair'in de belirttigi gibi dis po-
litikanin, yerel politikanin bir araci ol-
masl ger¢egi, Malezya gibi kiiglk fakat
hizla gelisen Ulkelerin, uluslararasi
toplumla iliski kurma yollarini anla-
makta 6nem arz etmektedir."6Yukarda
bahsedilen degiskenler, tlkelerin dis
politika yaparken karsilasmis olduklari
etmenlerdir. Bundan dolayi, Ma-
lezya'nin ilk yillarindan itibaren dis
politikasini belirleyen bu aracgla ugrasa
geldigi bir gergektir. Tunku Abdul Rah-
man, Tun Abdul Razak ve Tun Hussein
Onn liderligindeki s6z konusu dénem,
dis politika yonelimlerinde “fazla id-
diali muhafakazarhk" olarak tanim-
lanmistir. Bu donemlerin kisa bir 6zeti
aydinlatici olacaktir.

Tunku déneminde komunizmi gev-
releme politikasi ve yerel komunist is-
yancilara karsi micadeleye destek
verecek bir siyasete ihtiya¢ duyulmus-
tur. Ayrica bu donem baglantisizlik ve
tarafsizliga dogru yonelmelerin ol-
dugu bir dénem olmustur. Razak ise
dis politika ve strateji arasindaki bu ev-
liligi daha da gelistirmistir. Ozellikle
stratejik ortamin gereklerini karsila-
mak icin tarafsizlik kavramina, ekono-
mik, siyasi ve savunma politikalarini
uyum iginde olusturmaya girismistir.7
Bu dénemde Malezya, kendisini iKO
Uyesi Musliuman bir ulus olarak ta-
nimlamaya baslamistir. Yeni dostlar
arayis!i baglantisizhik hareketinin de
6nemini artirirken, Britanya'nin yati-
rimlari disindaki yatirimlar tesvik edil-
mis ve Razak'in halefi de bu stratejiyi
benimsemistir. Tun Hussein doéne-
minde, Razak tarafindan ortaya konu-
lan tarafsizlik siyaseti guglendirilerek
devam etmistir. Hussein déneminde



ASEAN, MDP'nin temel tasi haline
gelmistir.8Bu dénem Malezya'nin ASE-
AN'a olan bagimhhginin artirilmasi
doénemiydi ve 1977 yilinda ikinci
ASEAN zirvesi Kuala Lumpur'da di-
zenlenmistir. ASEAN'In Tercihli Tica-
ret Antlasmalari'na (1977) dye olan
Malezya, bu donemde ekonomisini ve
ticari alanlarini bu ¢ergcevede disa ag-
maya baslamistir.

1981 yilinda MDP daha o6nce hig
goérulmemis bir bicimde genis ve hirsh
ekonomik ve diplomatik egilimleri be-
nimsemistir. Dolayisiyla, bu dénem
“fazla iddial aktivizm" olarak tanim-
lanir. Mahattir'in bir takim siyasi plan-
lar1 Gzerine kurulu olan bu aktivizm,
Malezya'yr uluslararasi iliskilerde
daha aktif hale getirmistir.9S6z konusu
ddnemi takip eden 22 yilda ise MDP,
Mahattir'in etkisi altindadir. Mahattir
Mohamad d6énemi, ulusal ¢ikarlarin ve
ihtiyaclarin gergeklestirilmesi icin dis
politikanin yogunlastirilmasi dénemi-
dir. Bu cikarlar ve ihtiyaglar Moha-
mad'in siradisi tarzi ile belirlenmistir.
Mohamad'in modeli dik basli tarzi ile
desteklenmis ve Mohamad uluslarasi
sorunlari dinyanin giindemine tasityan
oncl bir lider olmustur. Mahattir'in dig
politikasi ise Malezya'y! sanayilesmis
Ulke statustine hizla yukseltmek, bu
amacin propagandasini yapmak ve bu
amacin gerceklesmesini saglamak ola-
rak agiklanabilir. Kalkinma streci ¢ok
titiz bir sekilde Mahattir tarafindan yo6-
netilmis olup, dis politika kendi htka-
meti tarafindan belirlenen ulusal
¢tkarlara uyumlu hale getirilmistir.

Mahattir'in halefi Abdullah Bada-
wi'nin 2003 yilinda gdreve gelmesi
gayet sorunsuz olarak gerceklesmis
olsa da kendisini bekleyen sorunlar
gercekten bayuk olmustur. Siyasi goz-
lemciler, o zamanlar Badawi'nin as-
masl gereken bes 6nemli sorundan
bahsediyorlardi. Bunlar, Mahattir'in
goblgesinden kurtulmak, 2004 genel se-
¢imleri, UMNO'nun Badawi'nin lider-
ligini kabullenmesi, Malezya halki
icindeki ayriliklarin giderilmesi ve ul-
kenin dis politikasinin yeni yéna ile il-
gili sorunlardir.1 Eric Toe bu durumu
uygun bir sekilde dzetlemistir. “Ba-
dawi yodnetiminin Mahattir sonrasi do-
nemi baslattigr ginimuz Malezya'si
kesinlikle yeni bir havanin ve ince si-
yaset degisikliklerinin tesiri altinda-
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dir."12

Badawi dis politika alaninda selefi-
nin biraktigr mirasla ugrasmak duru-
mundadir. Kisaca en dnemli sorunlar
soyle dzetlenebilir: Singapur, ABD ve
Avustralya ile képrilerin yeniden ku-
rulmasi, baglantisizlik hareketine yo-
nelik yeni hedefler belirlenmesi, iKO'
ye gerekli olan pro-aktif liderligin sag-
lanmasi ve Musliman dinyanin kal-
kinmasina vurgu yapilmasi, terérizmle
mucadele konusunda gosterilen caba-
larin devami, ASEAN ve bélgesel is-
birliginin giclendirilmesi ve bir Dogu
Asya Toplulugu'nun olusturulmasi.13
MDP'nin yukarida verdigimiz tarihsel
Ozeti, guincel alanlarla ilgili asagidaki
tartismamiza bir giris olacaktir.

Malezya Dis Politikasina
Yonelik bir Rapor

i¢c politikanin dogal bir uzantisi ola-
rak MDP, Glkenin ulusal ¢ikarlarini sa-
vunmak ve tesvik etmek amaciyla
planlanmaktadir. Cesitli jeopolitik et-
menler konuyla ilgili olarak MDP'nin
sekillenmesine katkida bulunmaktadir.
Karen Hughes'in de (ABD Kamu Dip-
lomasisi ve Halkla iliskiler Muistesari)
belirttigi gibi “Malezya, ASEAN, IKO
ve Baglantisizlar Hareketi liderligin-
den dolayl su an ¢ok essiz bir ko-
numda bulunmaktadir. Bu nedenden
oturd, kanimca ABD ve Malezya'nin
guvenlikten ekonomik kalkinmaya
oradan da anti teror faaliyetlerine
kadar farkl konularda calismalari ¢ok
onemlidir."4Asagida yapacagimiz dis
politika analizi, Malezya'nin su konu-
lardaki tutumu ve izledigi politikalari
Uzerinde duracaktir: Malezya'nin
iKO'de rolu, uluslararasi terérizm ve
bu dogrultuda alinan 6nlemler, Kitle
imha silahlari, ntikleer silahlarin yayil-
masl, Blyuk Ortadogu inisiyatifi, de-
mokratiklesme, siyasi katilim ve insan
haklari.

Malezya'nin ikO'de Roli

Malezya, iKO' nin 1969 yilinda
Fas'ta kurulmasinda ¢cok énemli rol oy-
namis ve 1970 yilinda tlkenin ilk bas-
bakani Tunku, IKO' nin ilk genel
sekreteri olmustur. Malezya iIKO'niin
aktif bir Gyesi olmakla birlikte, bu ku-
rulusun bes iletisim grubunun da tye-
sidir. Bunlar; Filistin, Bosna Hersek,
Kosova, Sierra Leone, ve Somali ileti-

sim gruplaridir. Malezya ayrica gegti-
gimiz yillarda terérizmden turizme ge-
sitli konulardaki iKO toplantilarina ev
sahipligi yapmistir. Ekonomik agidan
Malezya, iKO lyeleri arasindaki eko-
nomik isbirliginin dnemini her zaman
vurgulamis, islami Kalkinma Ban-
kasi'na (iKB) 215,79 milyon ABD dolari
katkida bulunarak iKO tyelerinin alt-
yapilarinin gelistirilmesine destek ol-
mustur. iKO dyeleri arasinda eski
basbakan Mahattir Mohammad kadar
daha siki ekonomik iliskileri savunan
bir lider daha olmamistir. Malezya, gu-
nimuzde Mohammad'in a¢gmis ol-
dugu vizyonla uyum igerisinde
iIKO'niin baskanhigini yiritmektedir.’5
Mart 2006'da Malezya ile iIKO arasinda
Tercihli Tarife Antlasmasi imzalanmis
ve bunun akabinde s6z konusu proto-
kole imza atan tlke sayisi bese ytksel-
mistir. Bu ulkeler Tarkiye, Misir,
Urdiin ve Tunus'tur. Malezya'nin iKO
dénem baskanhginda hedeflenen
amagclarindan biri, su an igin %14,7 se-
viyesinde olan iKO igi ticaret hacmini
on yil icerisinde % 20'ye c¢ikartmaktir.
Malezya, tercihli tarife antlasmasini bu
hedefe giden kicuk bir adim olarak
gbrmektedir. Bu antlasmanin yurdr-
lge girmesi icin bes Ulkenin daha
imza atmasi gerekmektedir.16

Ayrica yine Mart ayinda, zengin
iKO uyelerine bir drnek teskil etmek
amaciyla, Malezya u¢ adet “yoksullu-
gun onlenmesi programlari” baslat-
mistir. Bunlar; Sierra Leone'de hurma
yag! sanayisinin gelistirilmesi, Mauri-
tania'da kaynak sektériiniin ve Bangla-
des'te ise balik¢ihigin gelistirilmesi
programlaridir. D6rt ayri program ise
Gine, Comoros, Endonezya ve Maldiv-
ler icin planlanmaktadir. Badawi'nin
belirttigi gibi, BM'nin en fakir elli Glke
siralamasinda yirmi iki iKO uyesi ilke
bulunmaktadir. Badawi, her ne kadar
kalkinmis dlkeler, bu yoksul Musla-
man ulkelere yardim etmeli dese de
Musliman tlkeler yardimda énci ol-
malidirlar. “Eder biz, kendi dindaslari-
miza yardim etme konusunda 6nci
olamazsak, digerlerinin de bizim yar-
dimimiza gelmelerini beklememeli-
yiz."17

Malezya'nin iIKO'ye baghhgi ve bu
drgutle ilgili ideallerini bashakan, iKO'
nin Mekke'de 2005 sonunda toplanan
olaganusti zirve konferansinda ¢ok iyi
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Ozetlemistir. Basbakan'a gore “artik
Musliman Gimmet daha fazla icinde
bulundugu bu sefil durumu gérmez-
den gelemez. Bu durumun nedenle-
riyle bir an ©once yuzlesilmeli ve
butuncul bir sekilde diger ¢cozumlerle
birlikte kapasite gelistirilerek, gercek
islam'in ve onun medeni yaklasiminin
ortaya konulmasiyla bu nedenler orta-
dan kaldiriimahdir."18 Malezya, iKO'
nan islam Ummeti'ni temsilde 6zel-
likle Ummet'in biiyiik sorunlarla kar-
silastigi buglinlerde ¢cok merkezi bir rol
oynadigini disinmektedir.

Uluslararasi Terdrizm ve
Alinan Onlemler

Teroristler yapmis olduklari eylem-
ler kadar onlarin s6z konusu eylemle-
rini motive eden nedenler agisindan da
birbirlerinden ayrilirlar. Uluslararasi
terérizme karsi savasta, Malezya tero-
rist faaliyetleri aciklayan genel bir teo-
riye itibar gostermez. Bundan dolay!i
Malezyali liderler Mabhattir'den bu
yana s6z konusu anlayisla terore yak-
lasirlar. Diger bir deyisle her teroristi,
hareketi icinde bulundugu siyasi, kul-
tdrel ve tarihi sartlarda degerlendir-
mek ©Onemlidir. CunkU terdrizm
gerceklestigi zaman ve mekénin Gru-
nudiur. Buna ragmen ¢ok az ortak nok-
tasi olan cesitli gruplari benzer
gostermek her zaman ragbet gérmus-
tur. Mahattir, her ne kadar ABD'nin te-
rore karsi kiresel savas soylemine
elestirel yaklasmisssa da yerel terdrist
faaliyetlerin tzerine kararhlikla gitmis
ve diinyaya Malezya'nin terérizmle ba-
gimsiz olarak basa ¢ikabilecegini gos-
termeye calismistir. Mahattir'in bu
kararhihgi, Avustralya isci Partisi mil-
letvekili Micheal Danby tarafindan asa-
gidaki sozlerler takdir edilmistir:

“Eger hangi islam ilkesinin lideri
terdrist faaliyetlerde bulunan, onlari
destekleyen ve finanse edenlerle mu-
cadelede en fazla ¢abayi gostermistir
sorusunu sorarsak cevap Malezya Bas-
bakani Dr. Mahathir Mohamed olacak-
tir. Kendisi, islamci terérizme, Batiya
zarar verdigi veya Batililari 6ldtGrdugu
icin degil, bu faaliyetlerin islam disi ol-
dugu ve islam'a zarar verdigi icin karsi
¢itkmaktadir. Bazi kati gorusli analist-
ler, Mahattir Mohamad'dan nefret et-
seler de, onu, sert sdylemlerine ragmen
siyasi agidan “yararli" olarak goérurler.
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Bati, tabiT ki Mahattir'in terérizmle
muicadelesini takdir etmelidir, fakat
bunun ardinda yatan nedenler konu-
sunda da hayalci olmamalidir."19

Mahattir doneminin hiukimeti,
soylu bir neden igin savasip-savasil-
masin bazi eylemlerin yapilamayacagi
gorusund savunmus ve bu gériasini
korumustur. Halka acik yerlere bomba
koymak ve masum insanlari éldur-
mek, onlari rehin almak, yiyecek, su ve
ilag kaynaklarini zehirlemek kabul edi-
lemez. Bu tur eylemler, teror eylemle-
ridir ve bunlari yapanlar dinine, irkina
ve inancina bakilmaksizin herkes tara-
findan terorist olarak kabul edilmeli-
dirler. Bu gorist paylastiktan sonra
terdristleri yakalamak ve adelet 6niine
¢itkarmak her insanin ve her udlkenin
temel gorevidir. Yakin zamanda yeni-
den giindeme oturan terdrizme Kkarsl,
Malezya'nin tepkisi sadece bize poten-
siyel tehdit olusturan terdristlerle mu-
cadele de degil, ayni zamanda terdrizm
ve terorist kavramlarinin hicbir belir-
sizlie imkan vermeyecek sekilde ta-
nimlanmasi ve bu sayede bunlara karsi
herkesin mucadele edebilmesi Gzerine
olmustur. Sadece bazi masum insanla-
rin 6ldurdlmesi Gzerine bir intikam ha-
reketine girisilmemelidir. Her yerde
faaliyet gosteren terdristlere karsi ortak
mucadele edilmeli ve bu mucadelede
sadece guc kullanimi degil, insanlarin
desteklerini kazanacak, bu sayede te-
rorizme olan destedi azaltacak ve
kendi sorunlarini ¢g6zmede terérizm-
den baska ¢ikis yolu gérmeyen insan-
lara terérizmin cazibesini azaltacak
yaklasimlar kullaniimahdir. 2

Yerel terdrist faaliyetlerin engellen-
mesi i¢in ortaya konulan ¢abalarin yani
sira, bolgesel anlamda Malezya, ASE-
AN'In terdristlere karsi daha aktif rol
oynamasini ve bdlgede ABD liderli-
ginde olasi bir savasin ¢ikmasinin 6n-
lenmesi cabasini gOstermesini
desteklemektedir. 2001 yili sonunda
Malezyali bir ordu mensubu bu ko-
nuda sunlari sdéylemistir. “ABD asker-
leriyle ortak tatbikatlar dizenliyoruz
ancak Malezya topraklarinda ABD as-
kerlerinin kalici olmalari tamamen
gundem disidir ve bu tdr bir durum

bizim politikamizla ters dismekte-
dir."2

2002 yilinda Tayland'da yapilan
ASEAN Disisleri Bakanlari Toplan-

tisi'nda terdrizme odaklaniimis ve
Guney Asya'nin terdristler i¢in bir kur-
tarilmis bdlge oldugu imajinin dagitil-
masl  gerektigi ifade edilmistir.
Malezya Disisleri Bakani, ASEAN {il-
kelerinin terére karsi miucadelede
hedef dedil, ortaklar olarak gorulmesi
gerektigini vurgulamistir. Filipinler,
Endonezya ve Malezya bu dogrultuda
istihbarat paylasimi, sorusturma yon-
temlerinin uyumlastirilmasi, sinir disi
edilmeler ve stphelilerin yakalanma-
sina iliskin kapasitelerinin artirilmasi
konusunda bir antlasma taslagi hazir-
lamiglar ancak bu antlasma imzalan-
mamis ve sadece terdre karsl savasta
“yeni bir donem" basladig ilan edil-
mistir.2

Malezya, ayrica APEC cergevesi al-
tinda terérizme karsi micadeleye de
katilmaktadir. Bu baglamda APEC,
Uyeleri arasinda bilgi toplama ve onlari
dagitma mekanizmalari kurmustur. Bu
mekanizmalarin en dnemlisi APEC
Anti-Terérizm Go6rev Gucu'dur. Bu
yapi! su amaglarla kurulmustur:

« Liderlerin Terdre Karsi Savas Bil-
dirisi'nin uygulanmasini koor-
dine etmek

= Ulke ekonomilerini anti-teror
faaliyetlerinin gerektirdikleri agi-
sindan degerlendirmek

= Bolgesel ve karsilikli kapasite ge-
listirme ve teknik yardim prog-
ramlarint uluslararasi finans
kuruluslarina kapsamli bir bi-
¢imde danisarak koordine etmek

= Diger uluslarasi kuruluslarla is-
birliginde bulunmak

« APEC'in ¢alisma gruplari ve ko-
miteleri arasinda, anti terdr ko-
nularinda isbirligini saglamak

APEC ekonomileri arasinda bilgi
alisverisini gerceklestirmek  igin
2003'Un Subat ayinda APEC Ust dizey
yoneticileri bir Anti-terér Eylem Plani
(CTAP) hazirlamiglardir. Bu eylem
plani, her Glkenin dntne ticari ve eko-
nomik faaliyetlerle ilgili ¢esitli hedefler
koymaktadir. Bunlar arasinda, kargo
guvenliginden uluslararasi havacihigin
guvenliginin saglanmasina, terdrislerin
finans kaynaklarinin kurutulmasindan
siber gavenligin arttirilmasina kadar
cesitli hedefler belirlenmistir.23
APEC'in tim uyeleri bu eylem planini



tamamlamislardir.

Malezya'nin terérizme karsi mica-
deledeki bu kararliligi, ABD tarafindan
2002 yilinda onerilen bdlgesel anti-
terér merkezine evsahipligi yapmasi,
bu durumu acikca gdzler 6nine ser-
mektedir. Bu merkezin kurulus teklifi
sadece terorizme karsi savasta istihba-
rat degisimi ve ortak egitim projelerini
kapsamaktaydi. 2003 yilinda kurulan
Giney Asya Bolgesel Anti-Terdrizm
Merkezi (SEARCCT) buglne kadar
ABD, Britanya, Japonya, Avustralya,
AB Komisyonu, Kanada ve Almanya
ile ortaklasa gesitli seminerler ve egi-
timler diizenlemistir. Seminer konulari
arasinda terérist organizasyonlarin ya-
saklanmasi, felaket senaryolari yone-
timi, kimyasal terérizmin engellenmesi
veya kriz durumu ydnetimi, Glney
Asya bolgesindeki terorist faaliyetlerin
finansal kaynaklari ve belge inceleme
gibi basliklar yer almistir.

Serbest bir ekonomi olan Malezya
ekonomisi var olan siber terérizm teh-
didi altindadir. Bu durum Malezya'nin
s6z konusu  sorunla  mucade-
lede 6ncli olmasina yardimci olmustur.
Yakin zamanda basbakan, ABD ziya-
reti esnasinda Malezya'nin siber teré-
rizme karsi uluslararasi bir merkez
kuracagini ve bu merkezin ulusal eko-
nomilere ve ticari sistemlere karsi ya-
pilan yuksek teknoloji saldirilarina
karsi acil ¢cozum saglayacagini belirt-
mistir. Bu merkez, hem devlet hem de
Ozel sektdr tarafindan finanse edile-
cektir.24Siber Terdrizme Karsi Uluslar-
arasi Coktarafli Ortaklik (IMPACT)
Projesine katilan isimler arasinda
ABD'den Symantec Corp., Japonya'dan
Micro, ve Rusya'dan Kaspersky Lab
bulunmaktadir.

Kitle imha Silahlari (KiS)

Malezya, KiS'lerin yayilmasinin,
bolgesel ve uluslararasi baris icin en
buyuk tehditlerden biri oldugu inan-
cina sahiptir. Su an icin kirk bir Glkede
var olan KiS'lerin yani sira ayrica tero-
ristlerin ve sorumsuz devletlerin bu tip
silahlara sahip olma arzusu, bu tehli-
keden her tilkenin zarar gérme ihtima-
lini artirmaktadir.5 Malezya, kendi
bélgesinin KiS'lerden diger bélgelere
oranla daha temiz olmasindan son de-
rece memnundur. Fakat e§er bazi tl-
kelerin bu tip silahlari edinme
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arzularini gérmezden gelip buna karsi
micadele edilmezse, yakin cevremiz-
deki Ulkelerin de boyle bir yola bas-
vurmasl  riskiyle karsi  karslya
kalabiliriz. Bu ayni zamanda terdristler
icin de gecerli bir durumdur. Bali'de
yasanan bombalama olaylari, KiS'lerin
terdristlerin eline gegmesini engellemiz
konusundaki kararlihigimizin daha da
giclenmesine neden olmustur.

Malezya'nin KiS'in yasaklanmasi
konusundaki kararliligi sadece insani
sebeplerden degil ayni zamanda
ABD'nin midaleci siyasetinin mesru-
luk zeminini azaltma amacindan da
kaynaklanmaktadir. Bilindigi gibi ABD
ulusal giivenlik stratejisi KiS'i ulusal
guvenlige karsi yoneltilmis en bayuk
tehditlerden biri olarak gérmekte ve bu
tehditin ortadan kaldiriimasinda es-
kiye oranla yeni bir micadele yodnte-
mini  benimsemektedir. Bu yeni
yontemi eskisinden ayiran en 6nemli
ozellik “ ...saldirgan devletin rejiminin
askeri midahale ile devrilmesidir."®

BM zirvesinin KiS yayilmasinin en-
gellenmesi konusunda anlamli sonug-
lar vermemesine ragmen Malezya ve
Avustralya liderliginde benzer fikirli
Ulkeler bu sorunun ¢dziminde ulus-
lararasi antlasmalara bagh kalinmasi
konusunda kararhidir. Bu baglamda
Vanuatu'nun nukleer denemeleri ya-
saklayan kapsamli antlasmaya attigi
imza bu antlasmanin yurarlage girme-
sine bir adim daha yaklasilmasina yar-
dimci olmustur.

Nukleer Silahlarin
Yayilmasi

Malezya, mevcut nikleer gugclerin
hala nikleer caydiriciik doktrinine
bagl kalmalari ve diger devletlerin
boyle bir statiiye yukselmelerini yer
yer tesvik etmeleri nedeniyle nikleer
silahsizlanma konusunda yakin gele-
cekte herhangi somut bir adimin atila-
mayacagl gordsindedir. Nukleer
gugcler bu konuda ¢ok tarafli bir plat-
form yerine kendi aralarindaki muiza-
kerelerin en iyi ydontem oldugunu
sdyleye dursunlar, bu platformda da
nukleer silahsizlanma konusunda
olumlu bir gelisme kaydedilememistir.
EJer somut ve misterek adimlar atil-
mazsa, yururlikte olan nukleer silah-
sizlanma ve Nukleer Silahlarin

Yayilmasinin Onlenmesi (NPT) rejim-
leri ici bos araglar haline gelecektir.
2000 yilinda NPT Konferansi'ndan
somut bir sonug ¢ikmamasi, nukleer
gigler ve bu guclerin mattefikleri ile
nukleer kulibe Gye olmayan ve nik-
leer silahsizlanma taraftari olan Glkeler
arasindaki buyuk goris ayriliklarinin
bir sonucu olmustur. Onceki yillarda
oldugu gibi Malezya, bu konferansta
nukleer kultip Gyesi tlkelere, NPT'den
dogan yukamluluklerini hatirlatmis ve
onlari biran énce bu konuda daha du-
yarh olmaya davet etmistir. Benzer bi-
¢imde 2005 yilinda yapilan g6zden
gecirme konferansinda Disisleri Bakani
Hamid Ablar, NPT rejiminin gtncel
odaginda sadece ntkleer silahlarin ya-
yilmasinin énlenmesi oldugu, bu reji-
min diger amaclar olan silahsizlanma
ve bariscil amaclarla ntikleer enerji kul-
laniminin geri plana itildigini vurgula-
mistir. Ablar, nikleer kultip Gyelerinin,
nukleer caydiricilik doktrinine yaptik-
lari vurguyu elestirmis ve biran énce
bu doktrinden ve nukleer silahlarin
kullanimindan vazgecmeleri ¢agri-
sinda bulunmustur.ZZ7 Bu baglamda
Malezya, barisgil amaglarla nukleer
teknoloji kullaniminda, NPT rejimine
Uye olan dlkelerin bu amaglarini ger-
ceklestirirlerken hicbir engelle karsi-
lasmamalari gerektigini vurgulamakta,
ayrica bu rejime tye olmayan tlkelere,
nukleer silah sahibi ve nukleer enerji
Ureten Ulkelerden hicbir sekilde tekno-
loji transferi yapilmamasi gerektigini
belirtmektedir. Ginimuzde iran'la il-
gili nukleer enerji konusunda yasanan
sorunlar, NPT rejimin diizgiin uygula-
namamasinin bir sonucudur. Scilla El-
worthy'nin belirttigi gibi ABD ve
Britanya'nin ntikleer silahlar konusun-
daki tutumlari “bizim daha fazla nik-
leer silah gelistirmemiz uygun fakat
sizin herhangi birine sahip olmaniz
uygun degil"Bseklindedir. Bu yaklasi-
min ahlaki olarak savunulamaz ol-
dugu tim didnyadaki insanlarin
g6zlnde asikardir. Bu sorunun olasi
¢bztmlerinden biri, Britanya'nin ve
ABD'nin elinde bulunan nukleer silah
kapasitelerinin bazilarini yenilemekten
vazgecmeleri ve bu sayede de iran yo-
netiminin ndkleer planlarindan vaz-
gecmesi icin  mesru bir zemin
olusturulmasidir. iki nukleer gicin
ulusal guvenliklerini tehlikeye atma-
yacak bu tirden bir yaklasim, Rusya'yi
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dayaslanan nikleer silah filosunu hiz-
met disi birakmak ve 6nemli bir mas-
raftan kurtulmak konusunda tesvik
edebilir. Bu adimlar ve iran ile yapila-
cak bir antlasma krizi ¢ozebilecekken,
ABD'nin kendi Ulusal Guvenlik Stra-
tejisi cergevesinde iran'a yapacag! as-
keri bir muidahale, iran'in elindeki tiim
imkéanlari nukleer silah gelistirmeye
adamasi sonucunu da dogurabilir. Bu
durumda siyasi olgunluk, krizin bir fe-
lakete doénltsmesini 6nlemede c¢ok
onemlidir. Malezya'ya gore Tahran,
Washington, Londra ve Bruksel'deki
yoneticiler sahip olduklar ileri gorus-
luliklerini sonuna kadar kullanmali-
dirlar.

Bu inisiyatifin amaci, bélgede siyasi
reformlarin tesvik edilmesidir.
ABD'deki siyasi ve akademik cevre-
lerde savunulan bu uzun dénemli stra-
teji, her bir Orta Dogu ulkesine daha
aktif siyasi reformlara baslamasi igin
baski yapmak ve sonunda demokra-
siye gecisi saglamak amaci tasir. Bu ini-
siyatifin savunuculari, Orta Dogu
insaninin demokratik ve siyasi hayata
katiliminin saglanabilece@i oranda asiri
akimlarin 6nlenebilecedi ve otoriter
Arap rejimlerini destekleye gelmis
ABD'ye karsi olusan olumsuz duygu-
larin ortadan kalkacagini belirtirler.
inisiyatif, diplomatik ve diger yollar-
dan bodlge ulkelerine sivil toplumun
gelisimini telkin etmek, bdlge tlkeleri-
nin ekonomilerini rekabete agmak ve
Korfez Monarsilerinin rantiyeci ekono-
milerini pazar ekonomilerine ¢cevirmek
amaclarini tasir.QFakat bu tip bir yak-
lasimin bdlge ulkeleri tarafindan tep-
kiyle karsilanmasi muhtemeldir. Diger
taraftan bolge Ulkeleri Korfez Monar-
sileri dahil zaten danisma meclisleri
gibi cesitli inisiyatiflerle demokratik-
lesme adimlari atmaktadirlar.3Ayrica
ABD'nin Saddam'i devirdikten sonra
Irak'taki ulusun yeniden yapilanma si-
reci, etnik ve dini bélinmeler sonu-
cunda yasanan aci gelismeler, bu
Ulkeler tarafindan kaygiyla izlenmek-
tedir. Bu nedenle, bolge dlkeleri tam
demokratiklesmenin Cezayir'de ol-

gruplarin anayasal yollardan iktidara
gelebilecegi endisesini tasimaktadir.
Kisaca demokratiklesme, bu ulkeler
icin uzun dénemli ihtiyath ve ayrintili
planlama anlamina gelmektedir.

tiklesmenin disardan ithal
edilemeyecegini anlamalidirlar.

rasi; tarihi, siyasi ve kulturel alanlarin
olusturdugu yerel modeller tarafindan
yerlestirilmeli ve gelistirilmelidir. Irak
ve Afganistan'dan anlasildigr gibi
Buyuk Ortadogu inisiyatifi arzulanan
sonuglari dogurmayacaktir. Bu inisiya-
tifin yarattigi coskunun ardinda yatan
ger¢ek amag, midahale ve emperya-
lizmdir. Buna ragmen bolgedeki s6zde

Diger bir deyisle, ne
demokratik ne de otoriter olan yari-de-
mokratik bir rejim.3lMalezya anayasal
bir monarsidir ve federal bir yapiya sa-
hiptir fakat bu yap! yiksek oranda
merkezi sistem 6zellikleri tasimaktadir
ve parlamento gibi modern demokra-
sinin temel araglarina sahiptir. Se¢im-
ler ise duzenli olarak yapilmis, genel
olarak seffaf ve mesru olmustur. Fakat
anayasanin ¢ok gugld bir yuritme or-
ganinaizin vermesi ve bir¢ok kisitlayici
Onlem icermesi demokrasi agisindan
sorun yaratmaktadir. Komunist isyan-
cilarla mucadele igin c¢ikartilan Acil
Durum Duzenlemeleri, (ISA) hiaka-
mete siliresiz gozalti yetkisi vermekte-
dir.

Bagimsizhik yili olan 1957 ve 1969
yillari arasi dénem, Malezya igin libe-
ral demokrasi ve bazi sémurge kurum-
larinin devam ettigi ddénem olarak
gOralebilir. Mahattir'in iktidara gelme-

sinden sonra bu deneyim yerini kade-
meli olarak modifiye edilmis otoriter-
lige birakmistir. 1990 vyilinda
demokrasi, tlkenin istikrari, givenligi,
birligi ve ekonomik blytumesi icin ¢ali-
san secilmis buyuk yetkilere sahip hi-
kimet ile beraber yasamaya calisan bir
sekil almistir. Mahattir'in otoriter anla-
yisla kalkinma vizyonu, zaman iginde
Malezya toplumunun destegini kazan-
mistir. Kaplan'in belirttigi gibi “melez
rejimler ne kadar otoriter olsalar da va-
tandaslarina guvenlik sagladiklari ve
ekonomik buyumeyi stirdirdtkleri si-
rece mesru olarak adlandirilabilirler."2
Malezya; demokrasi, iyi yonetim ve
seffaflik konularindaki eksiklikleri ne-
deniyle hem icerde hem disarda elesti-
rilere maruz kalmistir. Malezya'nin
kisisel 6zgurlukler ve kamu yasami ile
ilgili uyguladigi kisitlamalar ise hik(-
metler tarafindan ¢ nedenle mesru-
lastirllmistir. Bunlar; toplumsal mesele-
lerin kontrol disi tartisiimasinin sosyal
istikrara zarar vermesi ihtimali, yasam
standartlarini yukseltmenin, demokra-
tiklesmeden daha dnce gelmesi ve Bati
demokrasisinin Malezya'nin tarihi ile
kalturel sartlarina uyarlanmasi gerek-
liligi. Ozellikle Acil Durum Diizenle-
meleri, (ISA) muhalifler tarafindan
kendilerini susturmak icin keyfi olarak
kullanilan bir arag¢ gibi géralmastar.
HukUmet ise bu dizenlemelerin ge-
rekli oldugunu savunmustur. Zaman
zaman ISA'nin yeniden gdzden gegiri-
lebilecegi, hikimet tarafindan dile ge-
tirilse de 11 Eylul sonrasi uluslararasi
toplumun bu konudaki elestirileri geri
plana atildigindan, bu konu giindem
disi gibi gorunmektedir. Ayrica 11
Eylul sonrasi yerel terdristlere karsi ya-
pilan operasyonlarin da ISA gerceve-
sinde yapilmasi ve hudkimetin bu
operasyonlarin tlkeyi bir felaketten
kurtardi§r goérust, ISA hakkindaki
elestirilerin zayiflamasiyla sonuglan-
mistir.

Badawi hukUmetinin, ISA ve sinirli
demokrasi konusunda tavrini degistir-
mesi beklenmemelidir. Sonugta 11
Eylul sonrasi yapilan operasyonlarin
ardindaki isim, o dénem igisleri Bakan|
olan Badawi olmustur. Fakat hizla ki-
resellesen diinya ve daha fazla demok-
rasi cagrilari, zaman iginde Badawi
hikimetinin reform cagrilarina kulak
vermesi ile sonuglanabilir. Aslinda Ba-



dawi de kendisinin iyi yodnetisim ve
seffaflik konularina ¢ok 6nem verdi-
gini sik sik tekrarlamaktadir. Bagimsiz
yargl, daha guvenilir bir kamu hizmeti,
risvet ve israfla micadele konusunda
atilan cesitli adimlar vardir. Yakin za-
manda ISA'nin gézaltindaki insanlarin
yasam kosullari ve ziyaret rejimi ile il-
gili iyilestirmelerde bulunmasi bekle-
nebilir. Fakat Glke buyuk ihtimalle
kisith demokrasi ve otoriter kimligini
korumaya devam edecektir.

insan Haklari

insan haklari konusu Malezya'nin
en fazla elestiri aldigi konulardan biri-
dir. 2005 tarihli rapora goére, her ne
kadar Badawi hUkumeti bazi insan
haklari ihlali vakalarinin tzerine git-
mis olsa da insan haklarinin dntindeki
engeller devam etmektedir. Ozellikle
ISA'nin varhgi, insan haklari ihlalleri-
nin devam etmesinin en énemli sebe-
bidir. Batili ve Amerikan
standartlarindaki haklara dayali ka-
nuni sistemlerin ¢cok uzaginda kalin-
masina ragmen, Malezya'da ve bolge
Ulkelerinde sivil toplumun gelismesi
ve cesitli fikirlerin sansir ve devlet bas-
kisi olmadan 6zgurce ifade edilmesi
konusunda gesitli gelismeler yasan-
maktadir. insanlar, hak ve 6zgirlik
kavramlarini daha fazla sahiplen-
mekte, hikimetler de bu sahiplenme
hak ve 6zgurlik taleplerini daha fazla
dikkate almaktadirlar. Bélge insanlari
ve hukumetleri arasinda goérilen bu
egilim ne yazik ki ulusal seviyede kal-
makta ve bolgesel bir ¢cabaya dénuse-
memektedir.

Ornegin ASEAN platformu, insan
haklari konusunda somut birsey Urete-
memistir. ASEAN uyesi Ulkerden de
boyle bir talep gelmemektedir. ASEAN
platformunda, komsu Ulkelerdeki
insan haklari ihlallerine dikkat ¢eken
reform ¢agrilarinin yok denecek kadar
az olmasi, igislerine miidahale etmeme
prensibi, ulusal sorunlarin 6nceligi
veya Uyelerin komsularini elestirirler-
ken kendi insan haklari karneleri ne-
deniyle ikiyuzli duruma disme
korkusundan kaynaklanmaktadir.
ASEAN insan Haklari Calisma Gru-
bu'nun boélgesel insan haklari meka-
nizmasi kurma c¢abalarina ragmen, bu
asamada bunun gergeklesme ihtimali-
nin disuk oldugu soylenebilir. Kam-
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bogya, Vietnam, Laos, Myanmar ve
Brunei, insan haklari konusunda her-
hangi bir ¢agriy! dikkate almaya hazir
degilken, Singapur, Malezya, Tayland
ve Endonezya ise reform konusunda
hizi kendileri belirleme egilimindey-
ken bolgesel mekanizmalarin olusma
ihtimali disuktir.383 ASEAN'In insan
haklari konusunda uzun suren igisle-
rine midahale etmeme prensibinin ge-
tirdigi sessizlikten sonra Myanmar'a
ya-kin zamanda gosterdigi tepki, insan
haklari ihlallerine karsi daha organize
bir tepkiye dogru atilan bir adim ola-
rak alinmamalidir. Bu noktada insan
haklarinin gelisimi konusunu her Gl-
kenin kendi inisiyatifine birakmak ve
bolgesel platformlar araciligi ile Glke-
leri gesitli degisikliklere zorlamamak
en uygun strateji olarak gortlmelidir.

Malezya ve Turkiye
iliskileri

Malezya-Turkiye iliskilerinin eko-
nomik, siyasi ve kultirel gereksinimler
baglaminda Gg¢ farkl ayak tGizerinden
gelistigi g6zlemlenebilir. iIKO'nun ku-
rulmasi, Malezya-Turkiye iliskilerinin
resmi olarak baslamasinda bir yapita-
sidir. Buna ragmen Malezya'nin igisleri
ile ilgili stratejik hedefleri gercekles-
tirme ¢abasi, Malezya-Turkiye iliskile-
rini diger konular gibi geri plana
itmistir. Bu iliskinin yeniden canlilik
kazanmasi IKO, Giney-Giiney diya-
logu, Baglantisizlar Hareketi ve D-8
cercevesinde olmustur. Mabhattir'in
baslattig: dis politikada aktivizm cagi
kazan-kazan stratejileri Gizerine kuru-
luydu. Tirkiye'nin AB'ye ve Blylk
Orta Dogu bolgesine képri konumu,
bu aktivizm caginda Malezya'nin dis
politika stratejilerinde dnemli bir yer
tutmaya baslamistir. Soguk Savas son-
rasindan Avrasya'ya yonelen Tirk dis
politikasi da Mahattir'in kazan-kazan
stratejisi ve dis politikasi i¢in 6nem ka-
zanmistir.

Turgut Ozal ve Mahattir Muho-
mad'in Al-Afgani'nin felsefesine olan
ilgileri Malezya-Turkiye yakinlagsma-
sinda ayrica 6énemli bir rol oynamistir.
AlAfgani'ye gore islam dinyasi iyi ni-
yetli despotlar sayesinde gucli hidki-
metler kurubilir ve sémirgeci Avrupali
gugclerin baskilariyla daha etkin muca-
dele edebilirdi.3 Her iki lider de Mus-
liman dinyada gdnluk sorunlarin

baskisindan siyrilip, stratejik siyasi bir
vizyon gelistirmekte basarili olmustur.
Bu iki liderin mirasi sayesinde bugin
Turkiye ve Malezya belki de Musli-
man dinya icinde ekonomi ve siyaset
anlaminda en basaril iki devlet olarak
gOrulebilir. Bugtn birgoklari, sadece bu
iki Ulkeyi 6rnek almaya deger “islami
Modeller" olarak gérmektedir. Her iki
Glkenin birbiri icin 6neminin blyuk ol-
masli bu iliskinin bir tGlkenin stratejik
cikarlari tarafindan ydnlendirilmesini
engellemektedir.

Ozal'i takip eden dénemde en fazla
etki yapan lider ise Necmettin Erbakan
olmustur. 1996'da ¢iktigi on ginlik
Asya ziyaretinde Erbakan, Turk dis po-
litikasi i¢in o gune kadar gorilmemis
bir acilim gergeklestirmis ve Tur-
kiye'nin kapilarini Dogu'ya acmistir.
islam'in giiciine dayanan Erbakan stra-
tejisi, Endonezya ve Malezya'yl da
icine katarak Asya Pasifik ¢emberin-
deki gelisen pazarlarda Turkiye'nin et-
kili olmasini saglamaya calismistir.
Mabhattir Muhomad ise Erbakan'in agi-
limina Malezya'nin “Vizyon 2020" pro-
jesiyle destek vermis ve iki ulke
arasinda ekonomik, siyasi, askeri ve
kultarel isbirliginin artirilmasi konula-
rinda mutabakata varilmistir. Daha
fazlasi bu stratejilerde ¢ok taraflihgin
gicunden faydalanmak ve Turkiye'nin
Musliman ulkelerle iliskilerini gelis-
tirmek igin Erbakan'in fikri olan ve
Tirkiye, iran, Endonezya, Malezya, Ni-
jerya, Pakistan ve Banglades'i kapsa-
yan sekizler grubu yani
D-8 kurulmustur. Bu 6rgit Malezya-
Turkiye iliskilerinde yeni bir yapitasi
olarak gorulebilir.

Malezya Tarkiye iliskilerinde bazi
rahatsiz edici gelismeler olsa dahi bu
iliskiler derinleserek guglenmeye
devam edecektir. Rahatsizlik veren ge-
lismelerden kisaca bahsetmek gere-
kirse, bunlardan biri TUrkiye-israiI
arasindaki askeri isbirligidir. Boyle bir
isbirliginin Tarkiye'ye askeri teknoloji
anlaminda kazandirdiklari yadsina-
maz fakat bu isbirliginin maliyeti, Ttr-
kiye'nin Arap ve islam uilkeleri ile olan
iliskilerinde gériilmektedir. Ornegin
1997 iKO Tahran Zirvesi'nde tiyeler, bu
iliskiden olan hosnutsuzluklarini
acikca belirtmislerdir. Bir diger sorun
ABD'nin Afganistan operasyonuna
Turkiye'nin Gstler ve hava sahasi kul-
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lanim ve Taliban karsiti giglerin egi-
timi konusunda verdigi destektir. Ma-
hattir Mohamed, ABD'nin Afganistan
operasyonunu siddetle elestirmis ve
operasyonun terérizmle mucadelede
etkili olamayacagini savunmustur.
Tum bunlara ragmen ulusararasi glg¢
dengeleri ve ortam Turkiye'ye karsi
olan hosnutsuzlugun, Araplar arasinda
ciddi bir Turk karsithgina dénidsme-
digi soylenebilir.

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Turkey is redoubling its efforts to
end the suffering of the Somali people.
The world should followSomalia is
suffering from the most severe dro-
ught and famine in the last 60 years,
which has already resulted in the de-
aths of tens of thousands of people
and endangers the lives of 750, 000
more Somalis. This crisis tests the no-
tion of civilization and our modern va-
lues. It reveals, once again, thatitis a
basic human obligation to pursue in-
ternational cooperation and solidarity
to provide solace for those suffering
from natural and man-made disasters.

It is not realistic to consider Soma-
lia's plight as caused solely by a severe
natural disaster. We cannot ignore the
fact that, in addition to the drought,
the international community's deci-
sion to leave Somalia to its own fate is
also an underlying factor causing this
drama. Twenty years of political and
social instability, lawlessness, and
chaos have added enormously to the
problems in Somalia. The horrifying
truck bombing of the Transitional Fe-
deral Government's ministerial com-
plex on Oct. 4 isjust the latest evidence
of this. The international community
must not respond to this act of terro-
rism by retreating from Somalia, but
by redoubling its efforts to bring aid to
its people.

Nobody with common sense and
conscience can remain indifferent to
such a drama, wherever on Earth it
may be and whichever people have to
bear it. Our urgentintervention as res-
ponsible members of the international
community can contribute to the all-
eviation of the Somali people's dis-
tress. However, the establishment of
lasting peace and stability will only be
possible through long-term, far-reac-
hing, and coordinated efforts.

help end this suffering. We consider
this solidarity a humanitarian obliga-
tion toward the people of Somalia,
with whom we have deep historical
relations. Many of our institutions,
NGOs, and people of all ages have
made an extraordinary effort to all-
eviate the suffering of women and
children in Somalia. We are proud of
the sensitivity and cooperation displa-
yed by the Turkish people during the
holy month of Ramadan. In the last
month alone, approximately $280 mil-
lion worth of donations for Somalia
were collected in Turkey. The Turkish
people's generosity has served as an
example to other donor countries as
well as the international community,
offering hope for the resolution of the
crisis in Somalia.

The Turkish government has also
moved decisively to help alleviate this
humanitarian crisis. Turkey took the
initiative to hold an emergency mee-
ting of the executive committee of the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) at the ministerial level on Aug.
17. At this meeting, which was atten-
ded by the president of Somalia and
high-level representatives from 40
member countries of the OIC, $350
million was committed to help relieve
the famine in Somalia, and the parti-
cipants agreed to increase this amount
to half a billion dollars. The Turkish
Red Crescent is also standing shoulder
to shoulder with international aid or-
ganizations and is working to meet the
needs of those in all the camps in the
Mogadishu region.

Following the emergency meeting
of the OIC executive committee, | --
along with a number of Turkish mi-
nisters, some members of parliament,
bureaucrats, business people, artists,
and families -- visited the country on
Aug. 19 to tell the people of Somalia
that they are not alone.

camps. We tried to give hope and en-
courage people who live in very diffe-
rent conditions from ours. We took
note of the lack of such a high-level
visit from outside of Africa to Somalia
for the last 20 years, and informed the
international community of this fact.

Turkey has decided to launch a
major humanitarian effort to help res-
tore normalcy to Mogadishu. To this
end, we are preparing to provide as-
sistance in the fields of health, educa-
tion, and transportation. We will
inaugurate a 400-bed hospital, pro-
vide garbage trucks for the streets of
Mogadishu, build a waste-disposal fa-
cility to burn the accumulated garbage
in the streets, pave the road between
Mogadishu's airport and the city cen-
ter, renovate the parliament and other
government buildings, dig water
wells, and develop organized agricul-
tural and livestock areas. Our em-
bassy, which will be opened in
Mogadishu shortly and headed by an
ambassador who is experienced in the
field of humanitarian aid and familiar
to the region, will coordinate these ac-
tivities.

By supporting the restoration of
peace and stability efforts, we will
work with the Transitional Federal
Government and other institutions in
Somalia in order to launch the deve-
lopment process of this shattered co-
untry. To this end, we expect all
Somali authorities to demonstrate an
extraordinary effort in unity, integrity,
and harmony.

The success of aid operations is di-
rectly linked to the establishment of
security. The withdrawal from Moga-
dishu of armed elements in the al-Sha-
bab organization is clearly a positive
development for security in the re-
gion. But this is not sufficient. Moving
the Somali-related U.N. offices cur-
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rently located in Nairobi to Moga-
dishu will be a positive step to support
this process and one that should be
taken without delay.

Neighboring countries such as Et-
hiopia and Kenya bear a special res-
ponsibility regarding the restoration
of peace and stability in Somalia. The
Intergovernmental Authority on De-
velopment and the African Union will
also share this responsibility, and Tur-
key supports them in their tasks. In
line with the Djibouti peace process,
Somalia's Transitional Federal Go-
vernment should intensify efforts at
reconciliation by maintaining dialo-
gue with all fighting groups and
pledge prosperity, brotherhood,

order,
peace.

and prosperity in return for

The military contribution provided
by Uganda and Burundi within the
African Union Mission in Somalia
(AMISOM) to prevent chaos and ter-
ror deserves appreciation. With this
opportunity, | would like to issue a
call to all neighboring countries, in-
cluding Eritrea, to increase their exis-
ting efforts for the establishment of
peace and security in Somalia and to
enhance long-term regional stability.

In Turkish culture, it is believed
that something good will come out of
all bad experiences. In Somalia, too,
this disaster can mark the beginning of
a new process by focusing internatio-

nal humanitarian efforts and global at-
tention on the plight of the region. Ho-
wever, this situation will only be
sustainable if we continue to be sensi-
tive to the needs of the Somali people.

The tears that are now running
from Somalia's golden sands into the
Indian Ocean must stop.

The Destabilization Of Syria And The Broader Middle East War*

What is unfolding in Syria is an
armed insurrection supported covertly
by foreign powers including the US,
Turkey and Israel.

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The destabilization of Syria and Le-
banon as sovereign countries has been
on the drawing board of the US-
NATO-Israel military alliance for at
least ten years.

Action against Syria is part of a
"military roadmap", a sequencing of
military operations.

The objective is to destabilize the
Syrian State and implement "regime
change" through the covert support of
an armed insurgency, integrated by Is-
lamist militia. The reports on civilian
deaths are used to provide a pretext
and ajustification for humanitarian in-
tervention under the principle "Res-
ponsiblity to Protect".



Media Disinformation

Tacitly acknowledged , the signifi-
cance of an armed insurrection is casu-
ally dismissed by the Western media.
If it were to be recognized and analy-
sed, our understanding of unfolding
events would be entirely different.

What is mentioned profusely is
that the armed forces and the police
are involved in the indiscriminate Kil-
ling of civilian protesters. Press reports
confirm, however, from the outset of
the protest movement an exchange of
gunfire between armed insurgents and
the police, with casualties reported on
both sides.

The insurrection started in mid
March in the border city of Daraa,
which is 10 km from the Jordanian bor-
der.

The Daraa "protest movement” on
March 18 had all the appearances of a
staged event involving, in all likeli-
hood, covert support to Islamic terro-
rists by Mossad and/or Western
intelligence. Government sources
point to the role of radical Salafist gro-
ups (supported by Israel)

Other reports have pointed to the
role of Saudi Arabia in financing the
protest movement.

What has unfolded in Daraa in the
weeks following the initial violent clas-
hes on 17-18 March, is the confronta-
tion between the police and the armed
forces on the one hand and armed
units of terrorists and snipers on the
other which have infiltrated the protest
movement.

What is clear from these initial re-
ports is that many of the demonstra-
tors were not demonstrators but
terrorists involved in premeditated
acts of killing and arson. The title of the
Israeli news report summarizes what
happened: Syria: Seven Police Killed,
Buildings Torched in Protests.

The Role of Turkey

The center of the insurrection has
now shifted to the small border town
of Jisr al-Shughour, 10 km from the
Turkish border.

Jisr al-Shughour has a population
of 44, 000 inhabitants. Armed insur-
gents have crossed the border from
Turkey.

Members of the Muslim Brother-
hood are reported to have taken up
arms in northwest Syria.

There are indications that Turkish
military and intelligence are suppor-
ting these incursions.

There was no mass civilian protest
movement in lJisr al-Shughour. The
local population was caught in the
crossfire. The fighting between armed
rebels and government forces has con-
tributed to triggering a refugee crisis,
which is the center of media attention.

In contrast, in the nation's capital
Damascus, where the mainstay of so-
cial movements is located, there have
been mass rallies in support rather
than in opposition to the government.

President Bashir al Assad is casu-
ally compared to presidents Ben Ali of
Tunisia and Hosni Mubarak of Egypt.
What the mainstream media has failed
to mention is that despite the authori-
tarian nature of the regime, president
Al Assad is a popular figure who has
widespread support of the Syrian po-
pulation.

The large rally in Damascus on
March 29, "with tens of thousands of
supporters" (Reuters) of President Al
Assad was barely mentioned. Yetin an
unusual twist, the images and video
footage of several pro-government
events were used by the Western
media to convince international public
opinion that the President was being
confronted by mass anti-government
rallies.

On June 15, thousands of people
rallied over several kilometers on Da-
mascus' main highway in a march hol-
ding up a 2.3 km Syrian flag. The rally
was acknowledged by the media and
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casually dismissed as irrelevant.

While the Syrian regime is by no
means democratic, the objective of the
US-NATO Israel military alliance is not
to promote democracy. Quite the op-
posite. Washington's intent is to even-
tually install a puppet regime.

The objective through media disin-
formation is to demonize president Al
Assad and more broadly to destabilize
Syria as a secular state. The latter ob-
jective is implemented through covert
support of various Islamist organiza-
tions:

Syria is run by an authoritarian oli-
garchy which has used brute force in
dealing with its citizens. The riots in
Syria, however, are complex. They
cannot be viewed as a straightforward
quest for liberty and democracy. There
has been an attempt by the U.S. and
the E.U. to use the riots in Syria to pres-
sure and intimidate the Syrian leaders-
hip. Saudi Arabia, Israel, Jordan, and
the March 14 Alliance have all played a
role in supporting an armed insurrec-
tion.

The violence in Syria has been sup-
ported from the outside with a view of
taking advantage of the internal tensi-
ons... Aside from the violent reaction
of the Syrian Army, media lies have
been used and bogus footage has been
aired. Money and weapons have also
been funnelled to elements of the
Syrian opposition by the U.S., the
E.U....Funding has also been provided
to ominous and unpopular foreign-
based Syrian opposition figures, while
weapons caches were smuggled from
Jordan and Lebanon into Syria. (Mahdi

The joint Israel-Turkey
military and intelligence
agreement

The geopolitics of this process of
destabilization are far-reaching. Tur-
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key is involved in supporting the re-
bels.

The Turkish government has sanc-
tioned Syrian opposition groups in
exile which support an armed insur-
gency. Turkey is also pressuring Da-
mascus to conform to Washington's
demands for regime change.

Turkey is a member of NATO with
a powerful military force. Moreover,
Israel and Turkey have alongstanding
joint military-intelligence agreement,
which is explicitly directed against
Syria.

...A 1993 Memorandum of Unders-
tanding led to the creation of (Israeli-
Turkish) "joint committees" to handle
so-called regional threats. Under the
terms of the Memorandum, Turkey
and Israel agreed "to cooperate in gat-
hering intelligence on Syria, Iran,
and Irag and to meet regularly to share
assessments pertaining to terrorism
and these countries' military capabili-
ties."

Turkey agreed to allow IDF and
Israeli security forces to gather elect-
ronic intelligence on Syria and Iran
from Turkey. In exchange, Israel as-
sisted in the equipping and training of
Turkish forces in anti-terror warfare
along the Syrian, lIraqgi, and lranian

borders."

Already during the Clinton Admi-
nistration, a triangular military alli-
ance between the US, Israel and
Turkey had unfolded. This "triple alli-
ance", which is dominated by the US
Joint Chiefs of Staff, integrates and co-
ordinates military command decisions
between the three countries pertaining
to the broader Middle East. It is based
on the close military ties respectively
of Israel and Turkey with the US, co-
upled with a strong bilateral military
relationship between Tel Aviv and An-

The triple alliance is also coupled
with a 2005 NATO-Israeli military coo-
peration agreement which includes
"many areas of common interest, such
as the fight against terrorism and joint
military exercises. These military coo-
peration ties with NATO are viewed
by the Israeli military as a means to
"enhance Israel's deterrence capability
regarding potential enemies threate-
ning it, mainly Iran and Syria." (See

Covert support to armed insur-
gents out of Turkey or Jordan would

no doubt be coordinated under the
joint Israel-Turkey military and intelli-
gence agreement.

Dangerous Crossroads: The
Broader Middle East War

Israel and NATO signed a far-reac-
hing military cooperation agreement
in 2005. Under this agreement, Israel
is considered a de facto member of
NATO.

If a military operation were to be
launched against Syria, Israel would
in all likelihood be involved in military
undertakings alongside NATO forces
(under the NATO-Israel bilateral ag-
reement). Turkey would also play an
active military role.

A military intervention in Syria on
fake humanitarian grounds would
lead to an escalation of the US-NATO
led war over a large area extending
from North Africa and the Middle East
to Central Asia, from the Eastern Me-
diterranean to China's Western frontier
with Afghanistan and Pakistan.

It would also contribute to a pro-
cess of political destabilization in Le-
banon, Jordan and Palestine. It would
also set the stage for a conflict with
Iran.

The Futility of Green Capitalism*

Daniel Tanuro's new book, L‘impos-
sible capitalisme vert, or "The Futility of
Green Capitalism", is a major contribu-
tion to our analytical understanding of
ecosocialism.

Tanuro, aBelgian Marxist and cer-
tified agriculturist, is a prolific author
on environmental history and policies.

Addressed primarily to the Green
milieu, as the title indicates, this book
is a powerful refutation of the major
proposals advanced to resolve the cli-

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mate crisis that fail to challenge the
profit drive and accumulation dyna-
mic of capital. Much of the book ap-
pears to be a substantially expanded
update of a report by Tanuro adopted
in 2009 by the leadership of the Fourth
International as a basis for internatio-
nal discussion. That report was tran-
slated by lan Angus and included in
his anthology The Global Fightfor Cli-
mate Justice.

Tanuro's book includes much ad-

ditional material elaborating his cen-
tral thesis that climate degradation
cannot be dissociated from the “natu-
ral" functioning of capitalism as a
system and that a valid “emancipatory
project" to confront and overcome the
impending crisis must recognize na-
tural constraints and aim for a funda-
mental redefinition of what we mean
by social wealth.

Among the topics of particular in-
terest to readers are extended critiques



of popular writers on climate crisis
ranging from Jared Diamond to Hans
Jonas and Herve Kempf, as well as his
critical assessment of the contributions
of Marxist writers such as John Bel-
lamy Foster and Paul Burkett. Tanuro
makes a compelling case against many
ill-conceived nostrums such as the Si-
erra Club's campaign for immigration
controls, or such cost-efficiency based
market mechanisms as carbon trading
and ecotaxes.

A major feature of the book is its
cogent explanation of how Marxist
value theory explains the ecological
crisis and points to its solution. He
also addresses what he considers a
major deficiency in Marx's ecology, an
inadequate appreciation of the crucial
implications of capitalism's reliance on
non-renewable fossile-fuel resources.
This aspect is explored in detail in Ta-
nuro's article “Marxism, Energy, and
Ecology: The Moment of Truth, " pub-
lished in the December 2010 issue of
Capitalism Nature Socialism.

We hope that this outstanding
book will soon be published in English
and other languages.

In the following interview, Daniel
Tanuro outlines some of the major the-
mes in the book. My translation from

Concerning Green
Capitalism

Daniel Tanuro, you are the aut-
hor of L'impossible capitalisme vert,
published by Les empecheurs de
penser en rond/La Decouverte. You
are also the founder of the NGO "Cli-
mat et justice sociale." What is "green
capitalism"?

D.T.: The expression “green capi-
talism" may be understood in two dif-
ferent ways. A producer of wind
turbines may boast that he is engaged
in green capitalism. In this sense — in
the sense that some money is invested
in a “clean" sector of the economy —a
form of green capitalism is obviously
possible and quite profitable. But the
real question is whether capitalism as
awhole can turn green, thatis, whet-

her the global action of the numerous
and competing capitals that constitute
Capital can respect ecological cycles,
their rhythms, and the speed by
which natural resources are reconsti-
tuted.

That is the sense in which my book
poses the question and it answers in
the negative. My main argument is
that competition impels each owner of
capital to replace workers by more
productive machines in order to ac-
hieve a superprofit greater than the
average profit.

Productivism is thus at the heart of
capitalism. As Schumpeter said, “a ca-
pitalism without growth is a contra-
diction in terms."” Capitalist
accumulation is potentially unlimited,
so there is an antagonism between ca-
pital and nature, as the latter's reso-
urces are finite. It may be objected that
the productivity race leads capital to
be increasingly resource efficient, as
expressed for example by the obser-
ved decrease in the quantity of energy
necessary for the production of a per-
centage point of GDP. But this ten-
dency to increased efficiency
obviously cannot be prolonged indefi-
nitely in alinear way, and empirically
we find it is more than offset by the
growing mass of commodities that are
produced. Green capitalism is there-
fore an oxymoron, like social capita-
lism.

This observation opens a debate
between two opposing strategic con-
ceptions. For some, the spontaneously
ecocidal functioning of capitalism can
be corrected through political action
within the system by resorting to mar-
ket mechanisms (taxes, fiscal incenti-
ves, tradable emission rights, etc.).
For others, including me, our policy
must be to break with capitalism be-
cause if the environment is to be saved
it is absolutely indispensable to chal-
lenge the fundamental laws of capita-
lism. This means daring to challenge
private property of the means of pro-
duction, the foundation of the system.

In my opinion, the debate between
these two lines is decided in practice
by the example of the struggle against
climate change. In the developed capi-
talist countries, we are confronted
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with the obligation to abandon the use
of fossil fuels almost completely in ba-
rely two generations. If we exclude
nuclear power — and it must be exc-
luded — this means, in Europe for
example, dividing by about one half
the final consumption of energy,
which is possible only by reducing to
a substantial degree the processing
and transportation of material.

The transition to renewables and
reduction in energy consumption are
linked and necessitate major invest-
ments which are inconceivable if the
decisions remain subordinate to the
dogma of cost efficiency. The alterna-
tive to cost efficiency can only be de-
mocratic planning focused on social
and ecological needs. And such plan-
ning in turn is possible only by brea-
king the resistance of the oil, coal,
gas, automobile, petrochemicals,
naval and aeronautic construction mo-
nopolies, for they want to burn fossil
fuels for as long as possible.

Climate change is at the center of
your book. You interpret this change
as a "climate tipping" [basculement
climatique]. What do you mean by
tipping, and why do you consider it
to be otherwise more disturbing than
a mere change?

D.T.. The expression “climate
changes" (and | do mean changes, in
the plural) suggests the repetition of
climate variations analogous to those
in the past. But between now and the
end of the century, in a few decades,
the Earth's climate risks changing as
much as it has during the 20, 000 years
that have elapsed since the last Ice
Age. There is now no doubt that we
are not very far from a “tipping point"
beyond which itwill no longer be pos-
sible to prevent the eventual melting
of the icecaps formed 65 million years
ago. The word “tipping" is indispu-
tably more adapted to describing this
reality than the word “changes”! The
speed of the phenomenon is unprece-
dented and poses a major threat, for
many ecosystems will be unable to
adapt. This applies not only to the na-
tural ecosystems but also, | fear, to
some ecosystems engineered by
human beings.

Look at what is happening in Pa-
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kistan: designed by the British coloni-
zer to serve their imperialist interests,
the water management mechanisms of
the Indus using dams and dikes which
supply an extensive irrigation system
are proving inadequate in the face of
exceptional floodwaters. And this risk
is increasing because the warmer cli-
mate disrupts the monsoon regime
and increases the violence of the
downpours.

It seems to me illusory to hope that
this race will be won by reinforcing
the existing infrastructures, as the
World Bank and the big capitalist gro-
ups specializing in public works pro-
pose. Instead of building dikes it
would be more reasonable to restore
the flexible management of water le-
vels that was practiced prior to coloni-
zation. That is what is proposed by the
International Rivers Network: allo-
wing floods to clear the sediment and
prevent the silting up of the basin, fee-
ding the Delta, stopping deforesta-
tion, accommodating zones liable to
flooding, etc.

But that requires a complete over-
haul of the mechanisms over more
than 3000 km, with major implicati-
ons for territorial management, agri-
cultural policy, urban policy, energy
production, etc. Socially, such an
overhaul, to be achieved in two or
three decades (that is, very quickly for
work of such scope!), means challen-
ging the power of the landed oli-
garchy and the development
programs that the IMF and World
Bank impose through the debt. And
this debt must be canceled or else the
reconstruction will be heavily mortga-
ged and the country strangled, in
danger of entering history as the first
example of a regressive spiral in which
global warming mutually links all the
mechanisms of underdevelopment
and multiplies their negative effects.

We see clearly in this how the so-
cial and environmental questions are
interpenetrated. In fact, the fight aga-
inst climate tipping requires a policy
shift toward another model of deve-
lopment centered on the satisfaction of
peoples' needs. Without that, further
catastrophes, even more terrible, may
well result, and the poor will be the
major victims. That is the warning
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emerging from the tragedy in Pakis-
tan.

You think the countries of the
South should "skip" the fossil
energy stage in managing their deve-
lopment and go directly to that of re-
newable energies. What is your
answer to those who object that re-
newable energies are not (technically
and quantitatively) able to do this?

D.T.: | tell them they are wrong.
The solar energy flow that reaches the
surface of the earth is equivalent to 8
to 10 thousand times the planet's
energy consumption. The technical
potential of renewable energies —that
is, the share of that theoretical poten-
tial that is usable through known tech-
nologies, independently of cost —
represents 6 to 18 times the world's
needs, according to estimates. It is cer-
tain that this technical potential could
increase very rapidly if the develop-
ment of renewables were finally to be-
come an absolute priority in energy
research policies, which it is still not
at present. The transition to renewab-
les certainly poses a host of complex
technical problems, but there is no
reason to think they are insurmoun-
table.

The major obstacles are political.
One: without exception, renewable
energies remain more expensive than
fossil energies. Two: the transition to
renewables is not the same thing as
changing fuel at the pump: it is neces-
sary to change the energy system. That
requires enormous investments and,
at the beginning of the transition,
these will necessarily be consumers of
fossil energy and therefore additional
generators of greenhouse gas; these
additional emissions must be offset
and that is why, in the short run, the
reduction of final consumption of
energy is the sine qua non condition for
a passage to renewables which, once
carried out, will open new horizons.

| repeat: there is no possible satis-
factory solution without confronting
the dual combined obstacle of capita-
list profit and growth. This means, in
particular, that the clean technologies
controlled by the North must be trans-
ferred free of charge to the South, on
the sole condition that they are imple-

mented by the public sector and under
the control of the local population.

You advocate a social ecology
which you call ecosocialism. What is
an ecosocialist? And how does he or
she differ from a "plain and simple"
ecologist or socialist?

D.T.: An ecosocialist differs from
an ecologist in that he analyzes the
“ecological crisis" not as a crisis of the
relationship between humanity in ge-
neral and nature but as a crisis of the
relationship between an historically
determined mode of production and
its environment, and therefore in the
last analysis as a manifestation of the
crisis of the mode of production itself.
In other words, for an ecosocialist, the
ecological crisis is in fact a manifesta-
tion of the crisis of capitalism (not to
overlook the specific crisis of the so-
called “socialist" societies, which
aped capitalist productivism). A result
is that, in his fight for the environ-
ment, an ecosocialist will always pro-
pose demands that make the
connection with the social question,
with the struggle of the exploited and
oppressed for a redistribution of we-
alth, for employment, etc.

However, an ecosocialist differs
from the “pure and simple" socialist,
as you say, in that, for him, the only
anticapitalism that is valid today is
one that takes into account the natural
limits and the operational constraints
of the ecosystems. This has many im-
plications: a break with productivism
and consumerism, of course, within
the perspective of a society in which,
the basic needs having been satisfied,
free time and social relations consti-
tute the real wealth. But also contesta-
tion of technologies and of harmful
productions, coupled with the requi-
rement of reconversion of the workers.
Maximum decentralization of produc-
tion and distribution in the framework
of a democratically planned economy
is something else that the ecosocialists
stress.

One point that it seems to me im-
portant to stress is the need to ques-
tion the traditional socialist vision that
sees any rise in productivity of agri-
cultural labour as a step toward socia-
lism. In my opinion this conception



does not allow us to meet the require-
ments of increased respect for the en-
vironment. In fact, an agriculture and
a forestry that are ecologically more
sustainable necessitate more labour,
not less. To re-create hedges, groves,
wetlands, to diversify crops and fight
for organic produce, for example, im-
plies an increase in the share of social
labour invested in tasks of ecological
maintenance. This labour may be
highly scientific and highly technical
—itisnot areturn to the hoe —but it
is not easily mechanizable.

That is why I think that a culture of
“taking care" (I borrow this concept
from Isabelle Stengers) must permeate
economic activities, in particular
those that closely affect ecosystems.
We are responsible for nature. In a
way, this means extending the logic
that the left applies in the area of per-
sonal care, education, etc. No socia-
lists would argue that nurses should
be replaced by robots; we are all cons-
cious of the fact that we need more
nurses who are better paid so that pa-
tients are better cared for. Well! The
same applies, mutatis mutandis, to the
environment: if it is to be better cared
for, there needs to be more labour, in-
telligence and human sensibility. Con-
trary to the “pure and simple
socialist”, and even though it is diffi-
cult, the ecosocialist, because he is
conscious of the urgency, tries to in-
troduce all of these questions into the
struggles of the exploited and oppres-
sed instead of postponing them until
after the revolution.

Many, including myself, are con-
vinced that an effective struggle aga-
inst climate change necessarily
entails a break from productivist ca-
pitalism. To this effect, you appeal to
"socialized man, the associated pro-
ducers." Who are they, and what spe-
cifically can they do?

D.T.: You are alluding to the quo-
tation from Marx that serves as an
epigraph to my book: “Freedom
can only consist in socialized man, the
associated producers, rationally regu-
lating their interchange with Na-
ture.." We must realize that in Marx's
thinking the rational regulation of exc-
hanges is conditional on the disappea-
rance of capitalism. Indeed, on the

one hand the struggle of all against all
permanently undermines attempts by
producers to associate; on the other
hand, a significant fraction of produ-
cers — the waged workers — are cut
off from their means of production.
The latter, including natural resour-
ces, are appropriated by the bosses.
Deprived of any power of decision,
the workers are unable to rationally
regulate anything at all concerning
production, let alone rationally regu-
late interchange with the environ-
ment!

To constitute social beings, produ-
cers must begin to join together in the
fight against their exploiters. This
struggle in an embryonic way points
to the need for collective appropria-
tion of the means of production and
collective usufruct of natural resour-
ces. These in turn are necessary but
not sufficient for a more harmonious
relationship with nature.

That said, we can answer your
question about concrete action by exa-
mining how different groups of pro-
ducers understand — or don't — the
need to rationally regulate the interc-
hange between humanity and nature.
At present, it is striking that the most
advanced positions of an ecosocialist
type emanate from indigenous peop-
les and small farmers mobilized aga-
inst agribusiness. This is not
accidental: both groups of producers
are not, or not completely, cut off
from their means of production. The-
refore they are able to offer concrete
strategies for rational regulation of
their interaction with the environ-
ment. Indigenous people see the de-
fence of the climate as an additional
argument in favor of preserving their
precapitalist lifestyle in symbiosis
with the forest.

As for the Via Campesina peasant
movement, it has developed a whole
program of concrete demands on the
theme that “the peasants know how to
cool the climate." In contrast, the la-
bour movement is lagging behind.
This is of course due to the fact that
each individual worker is inclined to
wish for the smooth operation of the
company that exploits him, in order
to maintain his livelihood.

Conclusion: the greater the retreat
in worker solidarity in the face of the
neoliberal offensive, the harder it will
be to develop environmental aware-
ness among workers. It's a big prob-
lem, because the working class, by its
central role in production, is called on
to play a leading role in the fight for
the anticapitalist alternative needed to
rescue the environment. Indigenous
peoples, peasant organizations and
youth have an interest in trying to in-
volve more and more unions in cli-
mate campaigns — increasing
collabouration, rank-and-file contacts,
etc. Within the labour movement it-
self, the task is to promote demands
that address the concerns about jobs,
income and working conditions while
helping to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.

An important issue in this regard
is the need for a generalized radical re-
duction in hours of work without loss
of pay, with a drastic reduction in the
pace of work and additional hiring to
compensate. Another aspect is the ex-
tension of a public sector under the
control of workers and users: free,
first-rate public transportation, pub-
licly owned energy services, public in-
sulation and building renovation
firms, etc. Ecosocialists have a role to
play in promoting the emergence of
such demands.

With L'impossible capitalisme
vert, you do not seem to fear being
accused of undue alarmism by those
who have yet to understand that we
have entered the Anthropocene Era,
and that it is man that is primarily
responsible for runaway warming,
especially since the industrial era.
Doesn't green capitalism, like "sus-
tainable development" and "green-
washing", reflect a desire to deny
this responsibility and to "continue
as before"? If we are to abandon pro-
ductivist capitalism, shouldn't we
first alter our behavior as consumers
and producers?

D.T.: I am not an alarmist. In my
book, I relied almost exclusively on
the reports of the IPCC which, in
terms of the diagnosis on global war-
ming and its possible impacts, appear
to me, whatever is said about them,
to be an excellent summary of “good
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science", subjected to peer review. It
is true that the IPCC lags abit when it
comes to recent discoveries, but this
does not change much in its findings.

In fact, | dread the discourse of
panic and exaggeration. Too often, it
tends to obscure the real threats and
real responsibilities. Climate tipping
easily lends itself to eschatology, and
there is no shortage of gurus to claim
that “the planet is in danger", that
“life is in danger”, that “humanity is
in danger, " that the “photosynthetic
ceiling" will fall on our heads, or
whatnot. All of this is excessive. The
planet fears nothing, and life on Earth
is aphenomenon so tough that huma-
nity, even if it wished, could probably
not come to an end, even with atomic
bombs.

As to our species, climate change,
by itself, does not jeopardize it. The
danger it poses is more circumscribed:
around three billion people risk subs-
tantial degradation in their living con-
ditions, and hundreds of millions of
them — the poorest — are threatened
in their very existence. Policy makers
know this and do nothing — or almost
nothing — because it would cost too
much, and thus impede the smooth
operation of business. That is the
naked reality.

Too often, catastrophic discourse
serves to obscure the potential barba-
rism and dilute the issues in a vague
overall sense of guilt: “Don't waste
time quibbling about the responsibili-
ties, " “we are all guilty, " “we must all
agree to make efforts", etc. Meanw-
hile, the energy lobbies quietly conti-
nue burning coal and oil non-stop.

This leads me to the second part of
your question about changing our be-
havior as producers and consumers.
Following on what | said earlier, it is
worth noting that employees are inca-
pable of changing their behavior as
producers. Who produces, how, why,
for whom, in what quantities, with
what social and environmental im-
pacts? In everyday life, only the bos-
ses have the power to respond to these
questions and, ultimately, they res-
pond according to their profits. Em-
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ployees can only try to have a say in
management in order to challenge it
and recognize their ability to do better,
according to criteria other than profit.
This is the dynamic of workers' con-
trol, and ecosocialists should think
about how this old demand may be re-
visited in order to encompass envi-
ronmental concerns.

In terms of consumption, | think it
is necessary to distinguish between in-
dividual changes and collective chan-
ges. All in all, it is certainly better if
someone who travels by plane offsets
his CO2 emissions in one way or anot-
her, but this offset will mainly allow
him to buy a good conscience on the
cheap while diverting him from the
political struggle for indispensable
structural changes. To promote this
kind of behavior is to engage in “gre-
enwashing" and it actually means to
“continue as before.”

Collective changes are a different
matter. They help to validate another
possible logic, favour the invention of
alternative practices, and contribute
to the realization that structural chan-
ges are necessary, and will come
about through social mobilization.
Those changes, such as group purc-
hases of organic produce from far-
mers, or urban community
gardening, are to be encouraged.

Can we fight against climate tip-
ping regardless of the financial and
social costs that it represents? Is it ur-
gent to build another model and risk
jeopardizing the entire society? Bet-
ween nature and civilization, what
choice is there?

D.T.: To say that another climate
policy would jeopardize the entire so-
ciety in the name of some priority of
nature over civilization is to stand rea-
lity on its head! What happens in rea-
lity is that the present policy
jeopardizes civilization while causing
enormous and irreversible damage to
nature, which is our common heri-
tage. This policy is completely subor-
dinated to the dogma of cost
efficiency, and we see what that pro-
duces: peanuts. We are heading stra-
ight toward the wall.

Of course, a different policy can-
not pretend that the cost of various
measures is of no importance: bet-
ween two equivalent strategies to re-
duce emissions, it is reasonable to
choose the one that will be of least cost
to the community, all other conditions
being equal. But at bottom there must
first be a different policy, guided by
criteria other than cost, and especially
qualitative criteria. In technical terms,
an essential criterion is that of energy
efficiency at the systemic level.

The great American ecologist
Barry Commoner advanced this argu-
ment more than twenty years ago. Itis
thermodynamically absurd, he said,
to transport coal over thousands of ki-
lometres to produce electricity which,
then conveyed over hundreds of kilo-
meters, will be used to heat house-
hold water, something that can easily
be done with a solar water heater. In
social terms, a major criterion must be
the protection of people and their
well-being, particularly the protection
of the poorest. This criterion today is
widely ignored, hence the tragedy in
Pakistan, among others.

Finally, do you think your ecoso-
cialist project is feasible in the near
future?

D.T.: The feasibility of this project
depends entirely on the balance of for-
ces between capitalism on the one
hand, and the exploited and oppres-
sed on the other. This balance of forces
currently favours capital, we should
not kid ourselves. But there is no third
way possible: the attempts to save the
climate through market mechanisms
consistently reveal their ecological
inefficiency and their social injustice.
There is no way other than resistance.
It alone can change the balance of for-
ces and impose partial reforms poin-
ting in the right direction.
Copenhagen was a first step, asecond
was the summit in Cochabamba. Let
us keep going, letus unite, let us mo-
bilize and build a global movement to
save the climate in social justice. This
will be more effective than all the lobb-
ying efforts of those who nourish illu-
sions about a green capitalism.
