OZET

Soguk Savas’in ardindan ABD, uluslararasi sistemde tek siiper gii¢ olarak
kalmigtir. 11 Eyliil saldirilari ile kendi evinde vurulan ABD, 2001°den itibaren
temel savunma politikasi olarak 6nleyici saldirilar ile terérle savasi
benimsemistir. Ote yandan A.B.D.’nin 21. yiizyil igin éngérdiigii bu savunma ve
glivenlik politikasinin temelleri Soguk Savas sonrasi dénemde atiimaya
baslamisgtir. Amerikan siyasi ve askeri biirokrasisinin etkin noktalarinda yer
alan isimler tarafindan hazirlanan raporlar, George W. Bush’un baskan
secilmesi ve yeni muhafazakar anlayisin yénetime hakim olmaya baglamasi ile
somutlastirilmigtir. Terdrii destekledigi ve kitle imha silahina sahip oldugu
iddiasi1 ile Afganistan ve Irak miidahalelerini gergeklestiren ABD, yeni
savunma politikalari cergevesinde terorle miicadele i¢cin demokratiklestirme
stratejisini uygulamaya koymustur. Bu baglamda ortaya atilan Biiyiik Orta
Dogu Girigimi, Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrika cografyasinda o6zglirliik¢lii ve
demokratik rejimlerin kurulmasini ve gelistiriimesini 6ngérmektedir. Bununla
birlikte bu girisimin Orta Dogu’nun zengin enerji kaynaklari lizerinde hakimiyet
kurma ve enerji yollarinin kontroliinii garanti altina alarak ABD’nin kiiresel
gliciinii korumak amacinda oldugu tartigiimaktadir. Sonucgta digaridan empoze
edilen bir 6zgiirlestirme politikasinin bélgede siddeti daha da arttirdigi ve tiim
Orta Dogu’yu kaosa siiriikleyebilecegi goriilmektedir.
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U.S.A. SECURITY POLICY FOR 21. CENTURY AND GREAT MIDDLE EAST
INITIATIVE

ABSTRACT

After the Cold War, U.S.A remains as the only super power of international
system. U.S.A. that was attacked in its homeland on 11 September accepts
preemptive strike and war on terror as the essential defense policy.
Nevertheless, American defense and security policy projected for 21st century
started to be formed at post Cold War period. Election of George W. Bush as
president and domination of neo-con vision on government provide application
of the reports prepared by names who have worked at important posts of
American political and military bureaucracy. Intervention on Afghanistan and
Irag with the claim of supporting terrorism and possession of weapons of
mass-destruction helps U.S.A. to put into practice democratization and
liberalization strategy for war on terror in context of new defense policy. Great
Middle East Initiative, with this perspective, projects establishment and
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promotion of liberal and democratic regimes in Middle East and North Africa.
However, this initiative is criticized because it is admitted as project of U.S.A.
in order to protect its global power by controlling Middle East’s rich energy
resources and roads of energy transport. In the end, an external imposition of
liberalization policy would expand violence in the region and drag it to a
chaotic atmosphere.
