Makale hazirlanirken,
literatiir taramasina ilaveten her iki tarafin subay ve astsubaylariyla yapilan
miilakatlar temel alinmistir. Makalede, her iki harekat bdlgesindeki halkla
askerler arasinda yasanan etkilesimin yani sira, iki (ilkenin Silahli Kuvvetleri
personeli arasindaki isbirligi de incelenmektedir. is yapma tarz ve yéntemleri

Her (lilkenin askeri birlikleri, 6zellikle kendi (lilkelerinden kiiltiirel
olarak farkli yerlerde konuslanmalari durumunda, diger (ilkelerin askerleri ile
birlikte ¢calismanin kiiltiirler arasi boyutuna hazirlikli olmalidirlar. Buna ilaveten,
yerel halkin génliinii kazanmak igin Sivil-Asker igbirligi (SAIB) [Civil and
Military Cooperation (CIMIC)] faaliyet alaninin genisletilmesi gerekmektedir.
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ABSTRACT

This article examines cooperation between the Dutch and the Turkish armed
forces during two peacekeeping missions, respectively in Kosovo (KFOR,
1999-2000) and Kabul (ISAF, 2002-2003). It is based on a literature survey and
interviews with officers and NCOs of both sides. The article deals with the
collaboration between the two armed forces as well as the interaction with the
local populations in both areas of operation. Differences in style and modes of
operation are analysed, leading to some thoughts for reflection with respect to
intercultural military cooperation and peacekeeping in Muslim countries. The
article contends that commanders at all levels should be prepared for the
intercultural dimension of working with military from other nations, especially
if they are deployed in areas that are culturally distant from their own. In
addition the scope of CIMIC activities could be expanded in order to win the
hearts and minds of the local population.
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
