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Abstract: This study was conducted to investigate the first year experiences of novice English
teachers in public and private schools. Since there is almost no literature comparing novice teachers
working in private schools and most current studies focus on the first year experiences with the challenges
of language teaching of novice teachers, this study aims to shed light on the first year experiences of
novice English teachers depending on a comparative and longitudinal basis. Covering an educational year
(2017-2018), the study was carried out through a case design with four participants, two of whom are
from state schools, and the other two of whom are from private schools. The data collection tools of the
study are reflective journals and interviews. The data for the study was collected on a longitudinal base
and analyzed monthly. Related excerpts from novice teachers’ experiences were investigated and coded.
The findings of the study revealed that the experiences and challenges of the novice teachers who were
within their first year in profession were different to the extent that socio-economic conditions of the
regions affected the schools and the pedagogical processes.

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1. Introduction

Globalization has made it necessary for people to maintain their short and long term
relations through the most appropriate and practical tools. Transportation and communication
have the biggest share of all in the increasingly globalized world. The reason why we emphasize
communication is because political and economic interactions throughout the world are
performed on an unstoppable basis whereby English imposes itself as the most demanded
language for this task. As such, the countries where English is not native language have felt the
need to educate their own citizens to have maintainable relations with the rest of world. When
it comes to Turkey’s case, the state has recruited thousands of English teachers during the last
two decades to better educate its citizens in terms of language. Moreover, English language
teaching was leveled down to second graders in 2013-2014 Turkish educational year to serve
the fact that earlier starters, as Larson-Hall (2008) suggests, are better at least at the phonemic
awareness when compared to junior high graders. To what extent English language teachers in
Turkey’s both state and private schools are equipped for the likely education challenges such as
maintaining classroom management, using educational materials, and satisfying the demand for

academic achievement affects the new teachers in their professional lives.

Although they are given the necessary and mandatory pre-service education to be
English teachers, the novice teachers find themselves in a paradoxical atmosphere when they
take their first steps into the institutions they will work in as there is a conflict between novice
teachers’ expectations and the nature of teaching (La Maistre & Norris, 2008: cited in Rees,
2015). Notwithstanding the fact that there have been many studies on the first year(s) of the
novices both in Turkey and worldwide (Senom, Zakaria, Sharatol, Shah, 2013; Franco, 2015;
Cakmak, 2013; Rees, 2015, Kozikoglu, 2016; Basar & Dogan, 2015; Raman, 2015) almost no
studies exist comparing experiences of novice teachers working in public schools to private
schools or vice versa. This study sets out to contribute to the literature in that it aims to fill the
gaps in the field by focusing on comparative study of novice teachers in public and private
schools. The study, including different and similar aspects of the experiences of the teachers
from the first days to the last days in an educational year, sets out to find answers to the

following questions:
1. What are the first year experiences of novice EFL teachers?

2. What challenges, if any, do novice EFL teachers encounter in their first year of

profession?
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3. What coping strategies do they employ in dealing with any challenges?

4. What is the extent of relevance of the university education to novice EFL teachers’

profession?

5. What are the commonalities and differences between the experiences of novice EFL

teachers working in public and private schools?
2. Method

This study included four novice EFL teachers with two of them being from state schools,
the others being from private schools. In order for this study to be completed, the case study
research design was applied throughout the process. The study made use of qualitative research
in that it was an inquiry that gave emphasis to the meanings, experiences and views of
participants. The study set out to understand the “world of human experience” on a longitudinal
basis (Krauss, 2005, p. 764). A longitudinal study is one that investigates the experiences of the
subjects or the occurrences of any subject in question on repeated basis. Cook and Ware (1983)
point out that one of the motivations of longitudinal designs is to examine the individual's
changing response over time, which means this type of design has natural appeal for the study

of changes associated with development.
2.1. Sampling

The participants in this study were four novice teachers, two of whom were in public
and two of whom were in private schools. The participants were chosen through convenience
sampling. These novice teachers shared their experiences throughout an educational year. The
participants were selected in accordance with convenience sampling, a procedure in which the
members of the target population are selected for the purpose of the study when they meet
certain practical criteria such as geographical proximity, availability at a certain time, and easy
accessibility (Dornyei, 2007: cited in Farrokhi, 2012). Although there are specific potential
limitations of convenience sampling, it is often used to recruit participants to a study as it is easy
to do (Sedgwick, 2013: 2). The participants of the current study were not selected at random

from the population as they were easily accessible to the researcher.
2.2. Analysis of Data

As this study is a case study, but more specifically a multiple case one, qualitative data
analysis methods were used. Qualitative analysis methods focus on meanings and experiences

of participants. Unlike quantitative analyses, they are theoretical. Analyzing and investigating
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data from reflective journals and carrying out interviews require qualitative analysis methods.
The data analysis of this study was carried out by coding the excerpts of the written responses
of the participants. The interviews with the participants were recorded, transcribed and
interpreted. Data analysis from the interviews was shared with each participant to eliminate any
potential mistake and increase credibility level of the study. On the ground that novice teachers
were in different cities of Turkey, the participants were video called and their responses were
recorded accordingly after their consents were taken. All the necessary data was acquired and
everything (choosing participants, determining data collection tools etc.) needed for the current
research was completed. The next step to be taken is to analyze the data through qualitative
techniques. Qualitative analysis describes, classifies, and connects qualitative data through what
is acquired from the sources such as participants, events. Qualitative analysis is often used to
gain insight into the process and experiences of what is to be studied. In the current study, we
focus on the first year experiences of the novices, to which we apply qualitative analysis
methods. The researcher made use of novice teachers’ experiences to dive into their inner

worlds in a scientific and objective way.
3. Results

The novice teachers in this study had a range of experiences revolving around their
students, colleagues, parents, and administration. Adaptation to a new atmosphere, socio-
economic level of parents, difference between expectations and realities were among these
certain experiences. Those that worked in state schools expressed that the number of the
students was high. On the other hand, this kind of problem was not stated by the novice teachers
in private school. Some students were assigned to the chores, which caused them not to attend
their schools regularly. Socio-economic level of the people living in the village was probably the
reason for this situation. The novice teachers in state schools complained about parents’
indifference to their children, a situation that both novice teachers in state schools suffered

from.

All the four novice teachers experienced both different and similar challenges
throughout an educational year. Among some challenges of them are the ones that are related
to the novices’ students. Especially, the academic level of the students the novices in state
schools were responsible for was a highly emphasized challenge. Parents in state schools were
stated to be indifferent to their children. The novice teachers in state schools put this situation

down to the solid fact that the families had disadvantages related to social and economic terms.
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Moreover, the families with disadvantages in socio-economic terms caused their children to be
absent in schools from time to time. It should be noted that this situation was reported to be
seen in pastoral areas of Southeastern Anatolia Region. On the other hand, the parents of the
students in private schools were demanding, according to what the novices in private schools
expressed. One more challenge that the novice teachers in state schools shared with us is the

number of the students in classes.

The participants tried to solve student-related problems within the domains of
methodological solutions. Not only did they criticize their own methods but also, they improved
themselves. This can be explained with the fact that the teachers were face to face with real-life
educational situations. The course books provided by the ministry were stated to be lacking in
offering enough exercises to satisfy the students’ needs thus making the teachers in state
schools use different materials. The participants tried to apply different methods to solve the

problems they had with their colleagues through healthy communication.

Parents’ indifference to their children’s education obliged state school teachers and

school administration to take action about the problem. They visited the parents in person.

Being a new teacher in the school, a novice teacher in private school stated that the
parents were prejudiced towards her as she was 4" English teacher in the school. The parents
of this private school were more demanding when compared to those in state schools. When it
comes to the relevance of the university education to novice teachers’ profession, the novice
teachers appreciated the university education they had. However, they added that there was a
gap between pre-service education and real-life situations. One of the participants explained
insufficiency of theory in the state schools. When we consider the similarities between state and
private schools, the problems and challenges of the novice teachers in state schools revolve
more around students and parents. llliteracy and lack of cooperation were emphasized by those
teachers in state schools. Cooperation among colleagues was made use of to solve some
problems about the students. Workload and high expectations of the parents of private schools
were expressed by the participants. Both novice teachers in private schools pointed out that
learning styles of the students were ignored for the sake of sticking to the program of the

schools.

Novice teachers frequently expressed “difficult interactions with colleagues” (Taulton,
2014, 64) which can be counted as the ones from undesired ‘benign neglect’ of administrators

(Fry, 2007: 229) to lack of cooperation or even hostility from veteran teachers” (Taulton, 2014:
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64). Apart from lack of cooperation among colleagues, lack of school and parents partnership
was a problem that was pointed out as well especially by the novice teachers in state schools.
Caliskan and Ayik (2015) emphasize that the importance of parent-teacher-student cooperation
is crucial in order for students to be successful and that a well-organized communication should
be maintained among them. However, when it comes to practice, it seems impossible to say
that this type of organization was available in the schools where the novice teachers in state

schools worked.
4. Conclusion, Discussion and Suggestions
4. 1. The First Year Experiences of Novice Teachers

The first research question is what the first year experiences of novice teachers are.
Thus, we analyzed the first year experiences of novice teachers. The novice teachers expressed
their experiences about their students, colleagues, parents, and administration. The number of
the students was stated to be high by the novice teachers in state school. The same problem
was not stated in private school. Some students’ not attending school regularly resulted from
the fact that they were assigned to domestic chores at homes or on farms. The novice teachers
in private schools pointed out that they had problems about workload matter. Students are
probably the most important part of education. Hence, when we asked the first research
question to the participants, it was the students that we had the most significant data about.
Especially the novice teachers in state school expressed their concerns over students and
classroom management accordingly. Below are the codes that we had on the first year of the

novice teachers:

¢ Adaptation to a new atmosphere: After graduating from the university, the novice

teachers express their efforts to adapt to their schools.

¢ Socio-economic level of parents: The novice teachers in state schools reveal their

concerns over the effects of socio-economic level of parents on their children.

¢ Coping with parental problems: The novice teachers in state schools focus on parents’
indifference, whereas those in private schools focus on parents’ demanding and challenging

behaviors.

¢ Confusion on expectations and realities of life: The novice teachers’ training program

in universities do not seem to help solve educational problems.
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¢ Classroom management: It is the most important and emphasized topic of all by the

novice teachers.
4.2. The Challenges That Novice Teachers Encounter in Their First Year of Profession

The second research question is what challenges novice teachers encounter in their first
year of profession. This question has the longest share among the other questions as the
challenges of the novice teachers are in a large scale. The academic level of students was both
an experience and a challenge that the novice teachers in state schools had. One of the novice
teachers in state school stated that teaching English to some barely literate students was a
problematic situation. We mentioned that some families had disadvantages that caused the
students not to attend the courses regularly. Some parents did not send their children to schools
because there were chores that needed special attention such as feeding cows and sheep.
Another topic is collaboration. Among colleagues, colloboration is a must as the experienced
colleagues will help the novices to adopt the new atmosphere. Goodwin (2008) points out that
novice teachers face the difficulty to make sense of and fit into the culture of the new school
that they are assigned to. Parents in state and private schools created different problems to the
novice teachers. Monks and Schmidt (2010) make it clear that “both class size and student load”
affect “student assessments of courses and instructors” in a negative way. The novice teachers
in this study emphasized their determination in the reflective journals. For example, when a
teacher in state school thought that she had to do her best no matter how low the academic
level of her students was, she prepared herself for future actions. Bandura (1994, p. 2) defines
this situation as “perceived self-efficacy”, a term related to “people’s beliefs about their
capabilities to produce designated levels of performance that exercise influence over events
that affect their lives”. From time to time, we see that novice teachers come to lose their
motivation and the conditions get worse from the perspectives of their students, administration,
parents, and colleagues. For example, deterioration in the students made one of the novice
teachers exhausted. Conformity is another topic one novice teacher came across. She started to
believe that no matter what she did, she would not be able to make a difference in her
profession. There are several explanations for the term conformity. One of them is ‘tension

systems’ (Festinger, 1954: cited in Berheim & Exley, 2015) explained as below:

According to this view, people inherently dislike being in a state of disagreement with

other members of their social group and respond to the resulting tension in one of three ways:
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either they modify their own attitudes, attempt to alter others’ attitudes, or change the group’s

composition (p. 2).

Although one of the novice teachers felt that she could not do more than what she had
already done, it would be too critical to state that she was in a total conformity. Experienced
and senior teachers are some of the factors to affect the novice teachers assigned to schools.
Cooperation among teachers leads to a dynamic and an enduring atmosphere where each
member of the group tries to do their best to satisfy what is expected from them. The novice
teachers in private schools negatively mentioned cooperation with their colleagues, in addition,
they could not have made use of cooperation with their colleagues since they had little time

allocated for it.
4. 3. The Coping Strategies of Novice Teachers

The third research question is what coping strategies novice teachers employ in dealing
with any challenges. Admittedly, the novice teachers of this study encountered the problems
ranging from students to colleagues. The problem that the parents of state schools were not
much interested in their own children was handled with care by the novice teachers in the field.
One of the novice teachers visited the parents in person. Setting up essential and mutual
relationships with parents helped teachers have a better grasp of classroom management and
student-teacher relationships. For example, a participant in private school arranged meetings to
inform the parents about process in the school. She expressed her expectations from the
parents. This kind of behaviors probably made parents think that they were taken seriously.
Similarly, another participant in private school sent reports to parents to inform them about
their children, which helped her free from a burden. While the students’ parents of state schools
were not demanding, the students’ parents of private schools were demanding. This was one of
the differences between both parties. Likewise, student profile of state and private schools had
differences, too. These situations were the main reasons that make the novice teachers have
different attitudes towards the problems that they were supposed to solve. In state schools, the
number of the students was stated to be high. We pointed out that “the student load” affects
teaching environment (Monks & Schmidt, 2010). Hence, a classroom with a high number of
students is difficult to handle. However, the novice teachers in private schools did not give much

room for classroom management matter in their reflective journals.

Another problem that made one of the novice teachers uncomfortable was the

coursebooks. She complained that they lacked in offering enough exercises to satisfy her
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students’ needs. The study that supports the results of this study on novice teacher’s opinions
related to coursebooks belongs to Kazazoglu (2010). Another problem we mentioned was
collaboration among colleagues as a must. Sergiovanni and Starratt (1998, cited in Kutsyuruba,
2009) suggest that supervision should be separated from “hierarchical roles” and that it should
be considered something “more democratic and professional process”, which is supposed to
“involve multiple skills.” Kutsyuruba (2009) adds that this new supervision adopts “different
configurations” of teachers because “colleagues work together to increase the understanding
of their practice”. In a similar way, Kutsyuruba (2009) expresses that Glickman et al. (2004)
suggested a ‘paradigm shift’ for supervision. “A ‘paradigm shift’ towards the collegial model, if
it is to succeed, must include a shift away from conventional or congenial supervision toward
collegial supervision” (p. 7). Hence, Glickman et al. (2004) suggested the term ‘SuperVision’ (p.
8), “a common vision of what teaching and learning can and should be, developed
collaboratively by formally designated supervisors, teachers, and other members of the school
community” (Kutsyuruba, 2009, p. 258). When we analyzed the journals of the novice teachers,

we could not find any comments and memories that supported this kind of collaboration.
4. 4. The Relevance of The University Education to Novice Teachers’ Profession

The fourth research question is what extent the university education of the novice
teachers is relevant to the novice teachers’ profession. A novice teacher in state school
expressed that he made use of the education he had during the university years, adding that
teaching English to the young learners, methods/techniques, classroom management and
educational sciences courses were of vital importance for his profession. He suggested that one
should always improve oneself. Regarding the journal that new teacher supplied for us, we did
not encounter a statement revealing that he had problems on classroom management and other
pedagogical topics. However, he stressed that most of the students were not motivated to grasp
the importance of the courses, and that there was a gap between what was taught through
teacher training and the reality. He stated that education was based on some assumptions in
universities. He supported this idea by asserting that he did not have any education in university
when it came to how to teach literate and illiterate students in the same class, going on to
criticize those people in charge of curriculum makers for not taking the different aspects of
students into consideration as all the regions in Turkey differ from each other. Another novice
teacher in state school was, too, aware of the courses that she took in her university years.
However, she uttered her worry over theory and practice problem saying that “theory seems

like a dead end with no practical application” in her own words. A novice teacher in private
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school seemed to have something different to say about the relevance of the university
education to her profession when compared to two teachers in state schools. She stated that
she found herself in a very challenging atmosphere where she had to “improve” herself by
consulting what she got from her university education. She worked in a private school with
primary school students. She seemed to have made use of the course “Teaching English to Young
Learners”. Another novice teacher in private school was the one that benefited from the
education in university the most. For example, she expressed that she was able to prepare an
exam based on CEFR (Common European Framework of Reference). Testing and assessment
education contributed a lot to her professional identity. She taught grammar implicitly. As such,
she found her university education valuable and useful. The novice teachers in state schools
stated that they were not be able to associate theory with practice. When we consider what
problems the novice teachers had in their schools especially those problems with students, it is
highly likely for us to arrive at the conclusion that if the context where education is delivered is
appropriate and ready enough, then teachers dedicate their energy only to pedagogical

elements as the novice teachers in private schools did.

4.5. The Commonalities and Differences Between the Experiences of Novice Teachers

Working in Public and Private Schools

When we discussed the first four questions, we touched on the differences and
similarities of the novice teachers in public and private schools. As we often stressed, the
problem related to the parents of state schools was more dramatic than that of private schools.
The parental profile of state and private schools differed from each other as regard to their
points of view to education. While the novice teachers in state school expressed that parents
were not active in education, the novice teachers in private school uttered that parents were in
collaboration with them. A novice teacher in state school mentioned that parents assigned their
children to some specific domestic tasks. It was difficult to expect high performance from those
children. In the study by Simsek & Simsek (2013), it was also found that children with high grades
had a higher family integration. It is likely that it was those students that the novice teachers in
state schools found more successful when compared to others. The situation manifested itself
from a reverse angle when it came to the parents in private schools. They were challenging and
demanding with a certain and an obvious emphasis on improvement of their children as can be
seen in private school teachers’ analyses. The fact that makes us utter these sentences about
the parents in private schools will be better understood when we understand what kind of

expectations these parents have. Parents affect schools especially private ones as they want to
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send their children to the schools with better teaching opportunities, organizational dynamics,
and a public opinion (Nartglin & Kaya, 2016). As a matter of these facts, high expectations,
challenging, and demanding expectations of private school parents can be understood. In the
light of what Korkmaz (2005, cited in Nartglin & Kaya, 2016) states, the parents with a high socio-
economic level send their children to favorite schools regardless of where they live. The parents
with low socioeconomic levels contribute less to the schools on the social and economic
problems (Nartglin & Kaya, 2016). Under these circumstances, there seems to be a direct
correlation between socio-economic levels and parental expectations. The higher these level
are, the more contribution parents provide, which makes it plausible to think these parents are

challenging and demanding.

We stated that the administrative domains of private schools interfered with the post-
school lives of the novices. This problem was obvious in private schools. The novice teachers in
state schools did not share any information about the existence of this problem. Some of the
students whom the novice teachers in public schools were responsible for were reported to be
illiterate because of their irregular attendance performance. However, those students in private
schools did not develop such negative behaviors. We pointed out that some children were
assigned to domestic chores. To a great extent, it is this situation that caused these children to
be illiterate. How economic level of people creates a lot of problems should not be ignored. Even
if definitions of being wealthy has gone through different stages throughout history, well-off
people provide more opportunities than others. However, the context of these opportunities

varies from person to person.

To summarize, the study was carried out with four participants throughout 2017-2018
educational year and we arrived at a number of notable conclusions through the findings of the
data. From the starting point of this study, it is clear that the experiences of the novice teachers
in public and private school varied from problem to problem. The parents profile differentiated
in public and private schools. This situation also affected students’ attendance and their success
levels as Simsek and Simsek (2013) state in their study. Upon taking the challenges of the novice
teachers in their first year into consideration, we understand that their challenges were shaped
in parallel with the social dynamics where the schools were. While the challenges of the novice
teachers in public schools revolved more around instant problems to be solved, the challenges
of the novice teachers in private schools revolved around the problems related more to the
pedagogical ones such as how to better educate students. Colleague related problems of the

novice teachers depended on whether or not it was a private or public school where novice
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teachers worked. Considering what the novice teachers provided us about their colleague
relationships, we come to understand that the novices in private schools had more problems
than those in public schools. Of all the conclusions that we have in this study, the most notable
is the one that is about the relevance of university education to the novice teachers’ profession.
Even though they found university education useful and vital, the novice teachers in state
schools added that they were unable to apply this education to their profession. It should be
noted that this situation was pointed out by the novice teachers in public schools. The teachers
in private schools uttered otherwise, thus making us rethink that the challenges of the novice
teachers were shaped in parallel with the social dynamics where the schools were. They pointed
out that theory alone did not help. Nevertheless, it is highly likely that they will develop their
own specific coping strategies over time. The internship schools should be interchangeably used
among candidate teachers; the teachers should be exposed to different school atmospheres. If
appropriate, candidate teachers should be sent to the rural schools, which will enable them to

experience more different and challenging situations.

In the light of the conclusions of this study, there are some implications. Firstly, novice
teachers in public and private schools have different challenges and experiences shaped with
the social and economic conditions around. These conditions also affect the pedagogical
processes in schools. We endeavored to explain the possible reasons for this phenomenon. Even
if it is a long term goal to be reached, social policies of the state for and in the Southeastern
region of Turkey will contribute positively to educational practices of the region. What is more
realistic than waiting for the development of the region is to educate pre-service teachers for
economically and socially disadvantageous environments. Then, novice teachers should be
donated with a set of experience that they can make use of when they are face to face with the
problems accordingly. Finally, pre-service education of candidate teachers should focus more
on the shareholders’ (parents and students) possible humanistic and psychological

characteristics. This will help the novice teachers.
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1. Giris

Kiresellesme, insanlarin kisa ve uzun vadeli iliskilerini en uygun ve pratik araclarla
slirdirmelerini zorunlu hale getirmistir. Bu araglardan bazilarini sayacak olursak ulasim, 6zellikle
de iletisim gittikce kiiresellesen diinyada en biiyiik paya sahiptir. iletisimi vurgulamamizin
nedeni, dinya c¢apinda siyasi ve ekonomik etkilesimlerin durdurulamaz bir temelde
gerceklesmesi ve ingilizcenin kendisinin bu islev icin en cok talep edilen dil olarak ortaya
cikmasidir. Bu nedenle anadili ingilizce olmayan iilkeler, kendi vatandaslarini diinyanin geri
kalaniyla stirdirulebilir iliskiler kurmalari icin egitme ihtiyaci hissetmektedirler. Turkiye 6rnegine
gelince devlet, vatandaslarini dil konusunda daha iyi egitmek icin son yirmi yilda binlerce ingilizce
O0gretmeni istihdam etmistir. Dahasi, Larson-Hall'un (2008) soyledigi gibi, daha erken
baslayanlarin ortaokul siniflarina gére en azindan sesletim farkindaliginda daha iyi oldugu
gercegine hizmet etmek icin ingilizce egitimi, 2013-2014 Tiirk egitim-6gretim yilinda ilkokul ikinci
siniftan itibaren verilmeye baslanmistir. Tlrkiye'deki hem devlet okullarindaki hem de 6zel
okullardaki ingilizce 6gretmenlerinin sinif ydnetimini siirdiirme, egitim materyallerini kullanma
ve akademik basari talebini karsilama gibi olasi egitim zorluklari igin ne Olglide donanimli
olduklari gibi durumlar yeni 6gretmenleri mesleki yasamlarinda etkilemektedir. ingilizce
ogretmeni olmak icin gerekli ve zorunlu hizmet 6ncesi egitimi almalarina ragmen, meslekte yeni
olan 6gretmenlerin beklentileri ve egitimin dogasi arasinda bir ¢catisma oldugu icin, 6gretmen
adaylari galisacaklari kurumlara ilk adimlarini atarken kendilerini paradoksal bir atmosferde
bulmaktadirlar (La Maistre ve Norris, 2008: aktaran Rees, 2015). Hem Tirkiye'de hem diinyada
meslekte yeni olan 6gretmenlerin ilk yilina/yillarina iliskin ¢ok sayida ¢alisma olmasina ragmen
(Senom, Zakaria, Sharatol, Shah, 2013; Franco, 2015; Cakmak, 2013; Rees, 2015, Kozikoglu,
2016; Basar & Dogan, 2015; Raman, 2015 vb.) devlet okullarinda calisan yeni 6gretmenlerin
deneyimlerini 6zel egitimle karsilastiran hemen hemen hicbir ¢alisma yoktur. Bu ¢alisma, devlet
okullarinda ve 6zel okullarda meslekte yeni olan 6gretmenlerin karsilastirmali bir sekilde ele
alinmasina odaklanarak alandaki bosluklari doldurmayi amaclayip alan yazina katki saglamayi
ongoérmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, bir 6gretim yilinin ilk glinlerinden son giinlerine kadar 6gretmenlerin
deneyimlerinin farkli ve benzer yonlerini ortaya koymak icin asagidaki sorulara yanit bulmayi

amaglamaktadir:
1. Meslekte géreve baslayan yeni ingilizce 6gretmenlerinin ilk yil deneyimleri nelerdir?

2. Géreve yeni baslayan ingilizce 6gretmenleri mesleklerinin ilk yilinda, eger varsa, hangi

zorluklarla karsilasirlar?
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3. Herhangi bir zorlukla basa ¢ikmak igin hangi basa ¢cikma stratejilerini kullanirlar?

4. Universite egitiminin géreve yeni baslayan ingilizce égretmenlerinin meslegi ile ne

olclde ilgisi vardir?

5. Devlet okullarinda ve 6zel okullarda géreve yeni baslayan ingilizce 6gretmenlerinin

deneyimleri arasindaki ortak yonler ve farkliliklar nelerdir?
2. Yontem

Bu calisma, ikisi devlet okullarindan, diger ikisi ise 6zel okullardan olmak Uzere dort yeni
ingilizce 6gretmeni ile yapilmistir. Calisma; katilimcilarin anlamlandirmalarina, deneyimlerine ve
gorislerine vurgu yapan bir arastirma oldugu icin nitel arastirmanin durum c¢alismasini
kapsamaktadir. Calisma, “insan deneyiminin diinyasini” boylamsal bir temelde analiz etmeyi
amagclamaktadir (Krauss, 2005: 764). Boylamsal ¢alisma, katilimcilarin deneyimlerini veya séz
konusu herhangi bir olgunun olusum sikligini tekrar tekrar arastiran bir calismadir. Cook ve Ware
(1983), boylamsal tasarimlarin motivasyonlarindan birinin, bireyin zaman icinde degisen
tepkisini incelemek olduguna dikkat ceker, gelisim ile iliskili degisikliklerin incelenmesi igin dogal

bir cekiciligi oldugu anlamina geldigini belirtir.
2.1. Orneklem

Bu arastirmanin katilimcilari, ikisi devlet okulunda, ikisi 6zel okullarda olmak lizere dort
yeni 6gretmenden olusmaktadir. Bu yeni goreve baslayan 6gretmenler, bir egitim-6gretim yili
boyunca deneyimlerini paylasmistir. Katilimcilar; cografi yakinhk, belirli bir zamanda
bulunabilirlik, kolay erisilebilirlik gibi bazi pratik kriterleri karsiladiklarindan kolaylikla
bulunabilen érneklemeye gore secilmistir (Dornyei, 2007: aktaran Farrokhi, 2012). Kolaylikla
bulunabilen 6rneklemenin birtakim potansiyel sinirlamalari olmasina ragmen, ¢ogu zaman
katilimcilari bir calismaya dahil etmek agisindan yapilmasi pratik oldugu icin kullanilir (Sedgwick,
2013: 2). Mevcut galismanin katilimcilarinin, arastirma evreninden rastgele segilmemelerinin

nedeni de budur.
2.2. Verilerin Analizi

Bu ¢alisma, ¢ok durumlu bir galisma olup c¢alismada nitel veri analizi yontemleri
kullanilmistir. Nitel analiz yontemleri, katihmcilarin anlam diinyalarina ve deneyimlerine
odaklanir. istatistiksel olan nicel analizlerin aksine nitel calismalar, teori agirlikhdir. Yansitici
glnliklerden elde edilen verileri analiz etmek ve arastirmak, gériismeler yapmak, nitel analiz

yontemleri olarak ele alinir. Bu arastirmanin veri analizi, katilimcilarin yazili yanitlarindan alintilar
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kodlanarak gergeklestirilmistir. Katihmcilarla yapilan gériismeler, kaydedilip yaziya aktarildiktan
sonra yorumlanmistir. Goriismelerden elde edilen verilerin analizi, arastirmanin glvenilirlik
diizeyini arttirmak amaciyla olasi hatalari ortadan kaldirmak icin her katilimci ile paylasiimistir.
Yeni ingilizce 6gretmenlerin Tiirkiye'nin farkli illerinde oldugu gerekgesiyle, katilimcilarla videolu
gorisme yapilmistir ve rizalari alinarak yanitlari buna gore kayit altina alinmistir. Gerekli tim
veriler elde edildikten ve arastirmamiz igin ihtiya¢ duyulan her sey (katihmcilarin secilmesi, veri
toplama araclarinin belirlenmesi vb.) tamamlandiktan sonra analiz yapilmistir. Nitel analiz;
katilimcilar, olgular gibi kaynaklardan elde edilenleri betimler, siniflandirir ve iliskilendirir. Bu
calisma, nitel analiz yontemlerinin uygulandigl yeni 6gretmenlerin ilk yil deneyimlerine
odaklanmistir. Arastirmaci, yeni 6gretmenlerin ic diinyalarini bilimsel ve nesnel bir sekilde ele

almak i¢in yeni 6gretmenlerin deneyimlerinden yararlanmistir.
3. Bulgular

Bu arastirmadaki yeni goreve baslayan o©gretmenler; 06grencileri, meslektaslari,
ebeveynleri ve idaresi ile ilgili bir dizi deneyim yasamistir. Yeni bir ortama uyum saglama,
ebeveynlerin sosyo-ekonomik diizeyi, beklentilerle gercekler arasindaki fark, bu belirli
deneyimler arasinda sayilabilir. Devlet okullarinda galisanlar, 6grenci sayisinin fazla oldugunu
ifade etmistir. Ote yandan bu tiir bir sorun, 6zel okuldaki yeni 6gretmenler tarafindan dile
getirilmemistir. Bazi 6grencilere ev isleri yaptirildigi icin bu 6grencilerin, okullarina diizenli olarak
devam etmedigi gorilmustir. Koyde yasayanlarin sosyo-ekonomik diizeyi muhtemelen bu
durumun nedenidir. Devlet okullarindaki iki 6gretmen de velilerin ¢ocuklarina ilgisizliginden

sikayet etmektedir.

Dort yeni 6gretmen de egitim-6gretim yili boyunca hem farkli hem de benzer zorluklarla
karsilagmistir. Bunlarin bazilari égrencilerle ilgilidir. Ozellikle devlet okullarinda géreve yeni
baslayan 6gretmenlerin sorumlu oldugu 6grencilerin akademik diizeyi, lizerinde ¢ok durulan bir
zorluktur. Devlet okullarindaki velilerin ¢ocuklarina kayitsiz kaldiklari da belirtilmistir. Devlet
okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler, bu durumu, ailelerin sosyal ve ekonomik agidan dezavantajlara
sahip oldugu gercegine baglamistir. Ustelik sosyo-ekonomik acidan dezavantajl aileler, zaman
zaman gocuklarinin okullara gelmemesine neden olmaktadir. Elbette, bu durumun Giineydogu
Anadolu Bolgesi'nin kirsal kesimlerinde gériildiigii belirtiimelidir. Ote yandan, 6zel okullarda yeni
goreve baslayan o6gretmenler 6zel okullarda okuyan 6grencilerin velileri talepkar olarak
degerlendirmektedir. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlerin karsilastigi bir diger zorluk da

siniftaki 6grenci sayisidir. Katiimcilar, 6grenci ile ilgili problemleri metodolojik ¢6ziimler
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kapsaminda c¢co6zmeye calismislardir. Sadece kendi yontemlerini elestirmekle kalmayip ayni
zamanda kendilerini de gelistirmektedirler. Bu, 6gretmenlerin gercek hayattaki egitim kosullari
ile karsi karsiya kalmalari ile agiklanabilir. MEB tarafindan saglanan ders kitaplarinin 6grencilerin
ihtiyacglarini karsilamaya yetecek kadar alistirma sunmada yetersiz kaldigi ve bunun devlet
okullarindaki 6gretmenlerin farkli egitim materyalleri kullanmasina neden oldugu belirtilmistir.
Buna ilaveten, katihmcilar, meslektaslari ile yasadiklari sorunlari ¢cézmek icin farkli yontemler
uyguladiklarini belirtmektedir. Bu ¢alismada meslektaslarla ilgili cok fazla sorun olmadigi icin

geriye kalan ¢ok az sorun da saglikh iletisim ile ¢6zilmus goriinmektedir.

Ebeveynlerin ¢ocuklarinin egitimine kayitsiz kalmasi, devlet okulu 6gretmenlerini ve okul
idaresini sorunla ilgili harekete gecmeye zorlamistir. Ebeveynler, bireysel olarak ziyaret
edilmistir. Ozel okulda géreve yeni baslayan bir 6gretmen, okulda dért ingilizce dgretmeni
oldugu icin velilerin kendisine 6nyargili ve devlet okullarina kiyasla daha talepkar oldugunu

belirtmistir.

Universite egitiminin goéreve yeni baslayan 6gretmenlerin meslegiyle olan ilgisi
konusunda, Gniversitelerde alinan egitim degerli bulunmaktadir. Ancak, hizmet 6ncesi egitim ile
gercek yasam durumlari arasinda bir bosluk oldugu da belirtilmektedir. Katilimcilardan biri,

teorinin devlet okullarinda gecerli olmadigini agiklamistir.

Devlet okullari ve 6zel okullar arasindaki benzerlikler géz 6niine alindiginda, devlet
okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlerin sorun ve zorluklarinin daha ¢ok 6grenciler ve ebeveynler
konusunda odaklandigi goérilmektedir. Okuma-yazma ve isbirligi eksikligi, devlet okullarindaki
ogretmenler tarafindan vurgulanmistir. Ogrencilerle ilgili bazi sorunlari g6zmek icin meslektaslar
arasl ishirliginden de yararlaniimistir. Ozel okullarin velilerinin neden oldugu fazladan yiik ve
ylksek beklentiler, katiimcilar tarafindan dile getirilmistir. Ozel okullardaki yeni 6gretmenlerin
ikisi de okullarin programina bagh kalmak adina 6grencilerin 6grenme stillerinin g6z ardi

edildigine dikkat ¢gekmistir.
4. Sonug, Tartisma ve Oneriler
4. 1. Yeni Goreve Baslayan Ogretmenlerin ilk Yil Deneyimleri

Birinci arastirma sorusu yeni géreve baslayan ingilizce 6gretmenlerin ilk yil deneyimlerini
incelemektedir. Yeni 6gretmenler; 6grencileri, meslektaslari, ebeveynler ve okul yonetimi ile
ilgili deneyimlerini belirtmislerdir. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler, 6grenci sayisinin fazla

oldugunu vurgularken ayni sorun 0zel okullardaki yeni 06gretmenler tarafindan dile
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getirilmemistir. Sonuglar, bazi 6grencilerin dizenli olarak okula gitmedikleri, kendilerine ev ya
da tarlada verilen islerle ugrastiklari gercegini ortaya koymaktadir. Ozel okullardaki yeni
dgretmenler, is yiikii konusunda sorun yasadiklarini belirtmislerdir. Ogrenciler, egitim agisindan
egitimin en 6nemli parcasi oldugundan ilk arastirma sorusu 6grenciler bazinda énemli sonuglar
gostermektedir. Ozellikle devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler, égrenciler ve sinif yénetimi
etrafinda yogunlasan endiselerini ifade etmislerdir. Goreve yeni baslayan 6gretmenlerin ilk yilina

ait verilerde elde edilen kodlar asagidaki gibidir:

. Yeni bir atmosfere uyum: Universiteden mezun olduktan sonra vyeni

o0gretmenlerin is yerlerine uyum saglama g¢abalarini ifade etmektedir.

° Ebeveynlerin sosyo-ekonomik diizeyi: Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler,
ebeveynlerin sosyo-ekonomik diizeylerinin ¢ocuklari (izerindeki etkisine iliskin endiselerini dile

getirmektedir.

. Ebeveyn sorunlariyla basa cikmak: Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler,
ebeveynlerin ilgisizligine; 0zel okullardaki yeni 6gretmenler ise ebeveynlerin talepkar

davranislarina dikkat cekmektedir.

. Hayatin beklentileri ve gercekleriyle ilgili kafa karisikligi: Yeni 6gretmenlerin

Universitelerde aldigi egitimler, problem ¢6zicil gérinmemektedir.
. Sinif Yonetimi: En 6nemli ve lzerinde en ¢ok durulan konudur.

. Metodoloji: Yeni &gretmenler, ingilizce 6gretmek icin farkli yéntemler

uygulamaktadirlar.

4.2. Goéreve Yeni Baglayan Ogretmenlerin Mesleklerinin ilk Yilinda Karsilagtiklan

Zorluklar

Goreve yeni baslayan 6gretmenlerin yasadigi zorluklari hedefleyen bu arastirma sorusu,
diger sorular arasinda en biiyiik paya sahiptir. Ogrencilerin akademik diizeyi, devlet okullarindaki
yeni 6gretmenlerin karsilastigl hem bir deneyim hem bir zorluktur. Devlet okullarindaki yeni
dgretmenlerden biri, okuma yazma konusunda zorluk ¢eken dgrencilere ingilizce 6gretmenin
sorunlu bir durum oldugunu belirtmistir. Bazi ailelerin, 6grencilerin derslere dizenli
gelmemesine neden oldugu birtakim dezavantajlar burada da goriilmektedir. Bazi anne-babalar,
inek ve koyunlara bakmak gibi 6zel ilgi gerektiren isler icin cocuklarini okula gondermemektedir.
Bir baska durum, isbirligi hakkindadir. Meslektaslar arasinda isbirligi bir zorunluluktur; ¢linki

yeni 6gretmenler okullarina gelmeden 6nce o kurumlarda daha 6nceden bulunan deneyimli
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meslektaslar, meslekte yeni olan 6gretmenlerin bu yeni atmosferi benimsemelerine yardimci
olacak kisilerdir. Goodwin (2008), yeni 0gretmenlerin atandiklari okullarin kaltGrind
anlamlandirma ve bu kiltiriine uyum saglama glgliglyle karsilastiklarina isaret etmektedir.
Devlet okullarindaki ve ozel okullardaki veliler, yeni 6gretmenler icin farkh sorunlar
yaratmaktadir. Monks ve Schmidt (2010), “hem sinif mevcudunun hem 6grenci yikinin” ve
“6grencinin ders ve Ogretmenleri degerlendirmesi” algisini olumsuz yénde etkiledigini
aciklamistir.  Bu arastirmadaki yeni Ogretmenler, yansitici gunliklerde kararliliklarini
vurgulamislardir. Ornegin devlet okulundaki bir 6gretmen, 6grencilerinin akademik diizeyi ne
kadar distik olursa olsun onlar icin elinden gelenin en iyisini yapmasi gerektigini diisindiglinde
kendisini gelecekteki eylemlere de hazirlamaktadir. Bandura (1994, s. 2) bu durumu, "algilanan
oz-yeterlik" olarak tanimlamaktadir, ki bu da "insanlarin, yasamlarini etkileyen olaylar lizerinde
etkili olan tasarlanmis davranis diizeyleri liretme yetenekleri hakkindaki inanglan” ile ilgili bir
terimdir. Yapilan analizlerde zaman zaman yeni 6gretmenlerin motivasyonlarini yitirdiklerini ve
kosullarin 6grenciler, idare, veliler ve meslektaslar acisindan daha da kotliye gittigi
gorilmektedir. Ornegin, 6grencilerin durumlarinin kotilesmesi, yeni égretmenlerden birini
yormaktadir. Calismamizin en dikkat ¢ekici analizlerinden biri de onaylanmadir. Bu baglamda
devlet okullarindaki yeni Ogretmenlerden biri, ne yaparsa yapsin mesleginde bir fark
yaratamayacagina inanmaya baslamistir. Onaylama/tasdikleme kavramini bir tir "gerilim
sistemleri" olarak ele alanlar vardir (Festinger, 1954: aktaran Berheim & Exley, 2015). Berheim

ve Exley bu gorisi asagidaki gibi agciklamaktadir (2015):

Bu gorise gore insanlar, dogalari geregi icinde bulunduklari sosyal gruplarin diger
Uyeleriyle anlasmazlik icinde olmaktan hoslanmazlar ve ortaya ¢ikan gerilime su ¢ yoldan biriyle
yanit verirler: ya kendi tutumlarini degistirirler ya baskalarinin tutumlarini degistirmeye ¢ahsirlar

ya da grubun yapisini degistirirler (s. 2).

Yeni 6gretmenlerden biri, daha fazlasini yapamayacagini diisiinse de kendisinin tam bir
onaylanma iginde oldugunu belirtmek yanls olacaktir. Ogretmenlerin yasadigi baska sorunlar da
vardir. Bu agidan meslektaslar arasi ishirligine deginmek gerekmektedir. Okullara atanan yeni
ogretmenleri etkileyen faktorler arasinda tecribeli ve kidemli 6gretmenler bulunmaktadir.
Ogretmenler arasindaki isbirligi, grubun her bir tiyesinin kendisinden bekleneni en iyi sekilde
yapmaya calistigl dinamik ve kalici bir atmosfer olusturur. Buna ragmen 6zel okullardaki yeni
ogretmenler, meslektaslari ile olan isbirliginden olumsuz olarak bahsetmisler. Bunun yani sira
deneyimli 6gretmenler, ishirligi icin cok az zaman ayirdiklari icin yeni 6gretmenler isbirliginden

yararlanamamislardir. Yeni 6gretmenler siklikla “meslektaslari ile zor etkilesimler” (Taulton,
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2014: 64) yasadiklarini ifade etmektedir. Bu yoneticilerin arzulamadigi, “iyi huylu ihmalinden”
(Fry, 2007: 229) isbirligi eksikligine ve hatta tecriibeli 6gretmenlerden gelecek diismanliga kadar
gidebilir” (Taulton, 2014: 64). Meslektaslar arasindaki ishirligi eksikliginin yani sira okul ve veli
ishirliginin olmamasi, 6zellikle devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlerin isaret ettigi bir sorundur.
Bu calismanin sonuglari Caliskan ve Ayik’in (2015) 6grencilerin basarili olabilmeleri icin veli-
o0gretmen-6grenciisbirliginin cok dnemli oldugunu ve aralarinda iyi organize edilmis bir iletisimin
sirdarialmesi gerektigini bulmalariyla benzerlik géstermektedir. Ancak uygulamada, katilimcilar

devlet okullarinda bu tiir bir organizasyonun mevcut olmadigini ifade etmektedir.
4. 3. Yeni Goreve Baslayan Ogretmenlerin Basa Cikma Stratejileri

Goreve yeni baslayan ingilizce &gretmenleri, herhangi bir zorlukla basa c¢ikmak
konusunda 6grencilerden meslektaslarina kadar degisen sorunlarla karsilasmislardir. Devlet
okullarinin velilerinin kendi ¢ocuklari ile pek ilgilenmemesi sorunu, alandaki yeni 6gretmenler
tarafindan ozellikle vurgulanmistir. Yeni 6gretmenlerden biri, velileri bizzat ziyaret etmistir.
Velilerle temel ve karsilikh iliskiler kurmak, 6gretmenlerin sinif yonetimi ve 6grenci-6gretmen
iliskilerini daha iyi kavramalarina yardimci olmaktadir. Ornegin, 6zel okuldaki katilimcimiz,
velileri okuldaki siire¢ hakkinda bilgilendirmek icin toplantilar dizenleyerek onlardan
beklentilerini dile getirmistir. Boyle bir davranis, ebeveynlerin ciddiye alindiklarini disinmelerini
saglayacaktir. Benzer bir sekilde, 6zel okuldaki diger 6gretmen, velilere cocuklari hakkinda bilgi
vermek icin raporlar géndermistir ve bu da 6gretmeni bazi yiklerden kurtarmistir. Devlet
okullarinin velileri fazla bir talepte bulunmazken 6zel okul velilerinin talepkar oldugu gercegi bu
konuda da ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu, her iki okul tira arasindaki farklardan biridir. Ayni sekilde devlet
okullarinin ve 06zel okullarin 6grenci profillerinde de farkhliklar vardir. Bu durumlar, yeni
o0gretmenlerin ¢cozmeleri gereken sorunlara karsi farkl tutumlara sahip olmalarini saglayan ana
nedenlerdir. Devlet okullarinda 6grenci sayisinin fazla oldugu ve “6grenci ylkinin” 6gretim
ortamini etkiledigi (Monks ve Schmidt, 2010) bilinmektedir. Bu nedenle yiiksek sayida 6grencisi
olan bir sinifin Ustesinden gelmek zordur. Ancak, 6zel okullardaki yeni 6gretmenler, yansitici

ginliklerinde sinif yonetimi konusuna fazla yer vermemislerdir.

Yeni 6gretmenlerden birini rahatsiz eden bir diger sorun da ders kitabidir. Ders
kitaplarinin 6grencilerinin ihtiyaclarini karsilamaya yetecek kadar alistirma sunmadigi bilgisine
ulasiimistir. Bu sonuclar, Kazazoglu’nun (2010) calismasiyla benzerlik gostermektedir. Yeni
dgretmenlerden biri, 6grencilerinin ingilizceye yonelik tutumlarina boyun egmis ve égrenciler,

ingilizceye dnem vermedikleri icin siniflarda ingilizce kullanimini azaltmistir. Yeni 6gretmenlerin
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meslektaslari ile 6nemli sorunlari olmadigi gorilmektedir. Devlet okullarindaki iki katihmcidan
biri meslektaslar ile ilgili fikirlerini paylasarak herkesin 6gretmen olmayi hak etmedigini, bir
o0gretmenin 6rnek ve diirlst olmasi, umut ve ilhamin semboli olmasi gerektigini belirtmistir.
Cevresindeki meslektaslarinin -okulundakilerin- bu 6zelliklerden yoksun oldugu ifadelerinden
anlasiilmaktadir. Meslektaslariyla sorunlari olan baska bir 6gretmen, o6zel bir okulda
calismaktadir. Katilimci, diger alan dersi 6gretmenleri (Tlirkge) ile istenilen iletisimi kuramadigini
belirtmekte ve yabanci 6gretmenlerle bdyle bir sorun yasamadigini dile getirmektedir. Ancak bir
sire sonra Ozel okuldaki bu katilimcinin, meslektaslariyla yasadigi sorunlar ¢6zdigi
gbzlenmistir. Daha 6nce de bahsedildigi gibi, meslektaslar arasinda isbirligi sarttir. Sergiovanni
ve Starratt (1998: aktaran Kutsyuruba, 2009), denetimin "hiyerarsik rollerden" ayrilmasi
gerektigini ve "cok yonliu becerileri icermesi" gereken "daha demokratik ve profesyonel bir
sirec¢" olarak gorilmesi gerektigini 6ne sirmektedir. Kutsyuruba (2009), bu yeni denetimin
ogretmenlerin “farkl diizenlemelerini” ilke edindigini; ¢clinkli “meslektaslarin, kendi eylemlerini
daha fazla anlamlandirmak igin birlikte ¢alistiklarini” vurgulamaktadir. Benzer sekilde
Kutsyuruba (2009), Glickman ve ark. (2004), denetim igin bir "paradigma degisimi"
onermektedir. “Meslektasa dayali bir modele yonelik 'paradigma kaymasi', sayet basaril
olacaksa, geleneksel veya duygusal bir denetimden meslektasa dayali denetime dogru bir gecis
icermelidir” (s. 7). Bu nedenle Glickman ve ark. (2004), “resmi olarak belirlenmis denetgiler,
ogretmenler ve okul cemiyetinin diger Uyeleri tarafindan ortaklasa gelistirilen, 6gretme ve
o6grenmenin neler olabilecegi ve olmasi gerektigine dair ortak bir vizyon” (Kutsyuruba, 2009, s.
258) olan 'SuperVision' (s. 8) terimini (supervision, denetim anlamina gelirken superVision ise
Ustlin goris anlamini vermektedir) 6nermistir. Yeni 6gretmenlerin glinlikleri incelendiginde bu

tir bir isbirligini destekleyen herhangi bir yorum ve deneyime rastlanmamistir.
4. 4. Universite Egitiminin Yeni Goreve Baslayan Ogretmenlerin Meslegiyle iligkisi

Goreve yeni baslayan 6gretmenlerin Universitede aldigi egitimlerin, meslekleri ile ne
Olcide baglantih oldugunu devlet okulu ve 06zel okul kiyaslamasi yaparak agiklamak
gerekmektedir. Devlet okulundaki bir 6gretmen, Universite yillarinda aldigi egitimden
faydalandigini ifade ederek geng &grencilere ingilizce 6gretmede ydntem/teknikler, sinif
yonetimi ve egitim bilimleri derslerinin meslegi icin hayati énem tasidigini belirtmistir. Bu
konuda kisinin, kendini daima gelistirmesi gerektigini de ifade etmistir. Ayni katilimcinin
paylastigi bilgilerde sinif yonetimi ve diger pedagojik konularda sorun yasadigini ortaya koyan
bir ifadeye rastlanmamistir. Ancak, 6grencilerin cogunun derslerin 6nemini kavramada basarisiz

oldugu ve Universitede O6gretilenlerle gercek hayat arasinda bir uyusmazligin oldugu
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vurgulanarak Universitelerde egitimin, bazi varsayimlara dayandigi belirtilmistir. Ayni sinifta hem
okuma yazma bilen hem bilmeyen 6grencilere nasil egitim verilecegi konusunda Universitede
herhangi bir egitim almadigini 6ne slrerek teori ve pratik arasindaki farki desteklemistir. Ayrica
egitim mifredatlarindan sorumlu kisileri, Turkiye'deki tiim bdlgeler birbirinden farkl olmasina
ragmen bireysel farkliliklarin dikkate alinmadigini dile getirmis ve elestirmistir. Devlet okulundaki
ikinci katilimci da Gniversite yillarinda aldigi derslerle ilgili endisesini dile getirerek teori ve pratik
arasindaki farkhhgi vurgulayip kendi sozleriyle “teori, pratikte yansimasi olmayan ¢ikmaz bir yol

gibi goriinliyor” demistir.

Calismanin bulgulari konusunda devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlere kiyasla
Universite egitiminin meslegi ile ilgisi hakkinda 6zel okuldan bir katiimci daha farkli
disinmektedir. Universite egitiminden aldigi deneyimlerden vyararlanarak c¢ok zorlu bir
atmosferde kendisini “gelistirmek” zorunda kaldigini ifade etmistir. Bu katilimci, 6zel bir okulda
ilkokul 8grencileriyle cahismistir. Ozel okulda ¢alisan bir diger katiimci, Giniversite egitiminden en
cok yararlanan kisi olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Ornegin, kendisi CEFR'ye (Diller icin Avrupa
Ortak Oneriler Cercevesi) dayali bir sinav hazirlayabildigini ve (niversitedeki 6lgme ve
degerlendirme dersinin de profesyonel kimligine ¢ok sey kattigini ifade etmistir. Bu nedenle,
katilimci Gniversite egitimini degerli ve yararl bulmustur. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler,
teoriyi uygulama ile iliskilendiremediklerini belirtmislerdir. Yeni 6gretmenlerin okullarinda
ozellikle de 6grencilerle olan sorunlar distintldigiinde, “egitimin verildigi kurum uygun sartlara
sahipse 06gretmenler enerjilerini sadece pedagojik wunsurlara harcarlar” sonucuna

varilabilmektedir.

4.5. Devlet Okullarinda ve Ozel Okullarda Calisan Yeni Ogretmenlerin Deneyimleri

Arasindaki Benzerlikler ve Farkliliklar

Devlet okullarinda ve 6zel okullarda goérev yapan yeni 6gretmenlerin deneyimleri
arasindaki ortak yonler ve farkhliklar ele alindiginda devlet okullarinin velilerle ilgili sorunlari,
Ozel okullarinkinden daha dramatiktir. Devlet okullarinin ve 6zel okullarin veli profilleri, egitime
bakis acilari bakimindan birbirinden farklidir. Devlet okulundaki yeni 6gretmenler, velilerin
egitim eksikligi oldugunu ifade ederken 6zel okuldaki yeni 6gretmenler aksini sdyleyerek velilerin
kendileriyle isbirligi icinde oldugunu belirtmislerdir. Bu farklihgi aciklayabilmemiz icin ne tir
faktorlerin dikkate alinmasi gerekliligi ortadadir. Devlet okulundaki bir katihmci; velilerin,
cocuklarina ev ve tarlaislerinin sorumlulugunu verdiginden bahsetmistir. Bu cocuklardan ytiksek

performans beklemek zordur. Simsek ve Simsek (2013), Glineydogu Anadolu Bolgesi'ndeki lise
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ogrencilerinin sosyal bitlinlesme dizeylerini belirlemek amaciyla yaptiklari calismada,
derslerden vyiksek puan alan c¢ocuklarin aile bitlinlesmelerinin daha yiksek oldugunu
belirtmislerdir. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlerin digerlerine gére daha basarili bulduklari
ogrenciler de bunlardir. Ozel okullardaki veliler séz konusu oldugunda durum tersine
donmektedir. Bu okullarin 6gretmenlerine dair yapilan analizlerde gorilebilecegi gibi veliler,
cocuklarinin gelisim ve egitimleri icin beklentilerini agikca ifade etmislerdir. Veliler; cocuklarinin
daha iyi 6gretim olanaklari, kurum dinamikleri ve prestijli olan okullara gondermek istedikleri
icin okullari 6zellikle 6zel okullari etkilemektedir (Nartgiin ve Kaya, 2016). Bu veriler 1siginda, 6zel
okul velilerinin ylksek beklentileri anlasilabilmektedir. Korkmaz'in (2005, akt. Nartglin ve Kaya,
2016) calismasinda, sosyo-ekonomik diizeyi ylksek veliler, nerede vyasarlarsa yasasinlar
cocuklarini prestijli okullara gondermektedirler. Dislik sosyoekonomik diizeye sahip veliler,
sosyo-ekonomik sorunlarda okullara daha az katkida bulunmaktadirlar (Nartglin ve Kaya, 2016).
Bu kosullar altinda sosyo-ekonomik diizeyler ile veli beklentileri arasinda dogrudan bir iliski
oldugu goriinmektedir. Bu diizey ne kadar yliksekse veliler o derecede katki saglar ve bu, velilerin

zorlu ve talepkar olmasina neden olur.

Ozel okullarda ydnetimin goreve yeni baslayan 6gretmenlerin okul sonrasi yasamlarina
miidahale ettigini belirlenmistir. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenlerin, bu sorunun varligina
dair herhangi bir bilgisine ulasilamamistir. Devlet okullarinda bazi 6grencilerin diizensiz devam
durumlarindan dolayr okuma yazma bilmedikleri ifade edilmistir. Ancak, 6zel okullarda
ogrencilerin bu tir istenmeyen davranislar sergilemedikleri sonucuna ulasiimistir. Baz
cocuklarin ev ve tarla isleri icin okuldan uzaklastirildiklari g6z 6niine alindiginda insanlarin
ekonomik diizeyinin ne kadar ¢ok sorun yarattigi géz ardi edilmemelidir. Zengin olmanin tanimi,
tarih boyunca farkhhk gecirmis olsa da varlikh insanlarin digerlerinden daha fazla firsat
sunduklari gézlenmistir. "Daha fazla firsat” ifadesinden kastedilen aragsal firsatlardir. Zira maddi

durumu iyi olmayan ailelerin de gocuklari igin essiz firsatlar yaratabildigi sonucuna ulasiimistir.

Karsilastirmali ve ¢ok durumlu olan bu arastirmanin sonuglarina bakildiginda goreve yeni
baslayan ingilizce 6gretmenlerinin devlet ve 6zel okullardaki problemlerinin degisiklik gdsterdigi
saptanmistir. Bulgulardan, veli profilinin devlet okullarinda ve 6zel okullarda belirgin farkhiklar
oldugu ve Simsek ve Simsek (2013) calismasiyla benzerlik gosterdigi sonucuna ulasiimistir. Yeni
ogretmenlerin ilk yillarinda yasadiklari zorluklar dikkate alindiginda zorluklarin, okullarin
bulundugu sosyal dinamiklere paralel olarak sekillendigini anlasilmaktadir. Devlet okullarindaki
yeni Ogretmenlerin zorluklari daha c¢ok, c¢oziilmesi gereken anlik problemler etrafinda

yogunlasirken 6zel okullardaki yeni 6gretmenlerin zorluklari, 6grencileri nasil daha iyi
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egitecekleri gibi pedagojik problemler olarak gozlenmistir. Yeni 6gretmenlerin meslektaslariyla
ilgili sorunlar gahstiklari 6zel okul veya devlet okulu olmasina gore degismektedir. Yeni
ogretmenlerin meslektaslari ile iliskileri konusu gozden gecirildiginde 6zel okullardaki yeni

ogretmenlerin devlet okullarindakine gére daha fazla sorun yasadigi sonucuna ulasiimistir.

Bu calismada elde edilen tiim sonuglar arasinda en dikkate deger olani, Universite
egitiminin yeni 6gretmenlerin meslegiyle ilgili olanidir. Devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler,
Universite egitimini faydali ve hayati bulsalar da mesleklerine uygulayamadiklarini
aciklamislardir. Bu duruma sadece devlet okullarindaki yeni 6gretmenler isaret etmislerdir. Ozel
okullardaki 6gretmenler bu durumu bir sorun olarak gérmemislerdir. Bu nedenle yeni
ogretmenlerin yasadigi zorluklarin, okullarin bulundugu sosyal dinamiklere paralel olarak
sekillendigi séylenebilir. Ogretmenler, teorinin tek basina yardimci olmadigini ifade etmislerdir.
Buna ragmen zaman icinde kendi 6zel basa cikma stratejilerini gelistirmeleri oldukca
muhtemeldir. Ogretmen adaylarinin staj okullari, sistematik sekilde degistirilmeli; 6gretmenler
farkl okul atmosferlerine maruz birakilmahdir. Uygun imkanlar varsa 6gretmen adaylarinin kirsal

okullara gonderilmesi, onlarin daha farkli ve zorlayici durumlari deneyimlemelerini saglayacaktir.

Bu calismayla varilan diger sonuglardan biri, devlet okullari ve 6zel okullardaki yeni
ogretmenlerin, ¢evrenin sosyal ve ekonomik kosullarla sekillenen farkli zorluklari ve deneyimleri
yasamalaridir. Bu kosullar ayni zamanda okullardaki pedagojik siirecleri de etkilemistir. Uzun
vadeli bir hedef olsa da devletin Tirkiye'nin Glineydogu Bolgesindeki sosyal politikalari, bolgenin
egitim uygulamalarina olumlu katki saglayacaktir. Bolgenin gelismesini beklemekten daha
gercekei olan, 6gretmen adaylarini ekonomik ve sosyal acidan dezavantajli egitim ortamlari icin
egitmektir. Yeni O0gretmenlere, problemlerle yiiz yiize kaldiklarinda yararlanabilecekleri bir
deneyimler dizisi yasatiimalidir. Ogretmen adaylarinin hizmet &ncesi egitimi paydaglarin
(ebeveynler ve 6grenciler) olasi insani ve psikolojik 6zelliklerine de odaklanmalidir. Hizmet
Oncesi egitimde pedagojik dersler, 6gretmen adaylarini insan dogasinin ozellikleri ile

donatmalidir.
