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Abstract 
The importance of entrepreneurship emerges once again in the studies carried out to create employment on a global scale and 
especially in the period when youth unemployment is increasing. With the development of information technologies, the emergence 
of innovative ideas and new opportunities has increased the importance of entrepreneurship. Entrepreneurship plays a major role in 
transforming the innovative ideas of individuals forming a society into an economic value by putting them into action, thus finding 
solutions to social problems and increasing the level of happiness and welfare of the society. For this reason, the qualifications and 
characteristics of individuals and entrepreneurs that make up the society should be determined well. Because individuals with 
different qualities and characteristics will have different entrepreneurial tendencies. In this context, especially the government and 
local governments should analyze these qualities and characteristics well and take into account the entrepreneurial characteristics 
and environmental conditions, and put forward effective policies that encourage entrepreneurship. In this study, it was carried out 
on students who continue to higher education and take entrepreneurship courses, the basic qualities that an entrepreneur should have 
in the study were tried to be determined, and the general perspectives and opinions of the students on entrepreneurship were revealed.
