Bu calismanin amaci, Seyirci Katilim Karari Olcedi’nin (SKKO)
faktdr yapisinin dodrulayici faktdér analizi araciligiyla sinanmasidir.
Bu 0Olgcek seyircilerin profesyonel futbol misabakalarina katilim
kararini etkileyen faktorlerin belirlenebilmesi amaciyla
gelistirilmistir. Olcek 6 faktdr altinda toplanmis 24 maddeden
olusmaktadir. Bunlar, Fiziksel Cevre, Rakip Takim, Tuttugum Takim,
Program Uygunlugu, Misabakanin Cazibesi ve Toplumsallasma Firsati

faktorleridir. Arastirmaya, 4 farkli takimin micadele ettigi 2
Turkcell Siper Lig profesyonel futbol miisabakasinda 294 seyirci
katilmistair. Analizler ig¢in LISREL 8.51 bilgisayar programi
kullanilmistir. Calismadan elde edilen Dbulgular sonucunda, model

veriye iyi uyum saglamis (RMSEA= 0,049, SRMR= 0,057, GFI= 0,90, CFI=
0,95, IFI 0,95, NNFI=0,94, 6 faktorli yapi desteklenmistir.

CONFIRMATORY FACTOR ANALYSIS OF THE SPECTATOR ATTENDANCE DECISION
SCALE (SADS)

ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study was to examine the factor structure of the
Spectator Attendance Decision Scale (SADS) through a confirmatory
factor analysis. The scale was developed to determine factors
affecting the spectator’s attendance decion to professional soccer
games. The scale consists of 24 items under 6 factors: Service Scape,
Opponent Team, My Team, Schedule Convenience, Game Attractiveness, and
Socialization Opportunity. 294 spectators, from 2 Turkcell Super
League soccer games where 4 different teams competed, attended to the
research. LISREL 8.51 computer program were used for the analysis. As
a result of the study, the model provided good fit to the data (RMSEA=
0,049, SRMR= 0,057, GFI= 0,90, CFI= 0,95, IFI 0,95, NNFI=0,94), the 6-
factor structure has been supported.
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
