Teror saldirilarl, medyada siddet soylemlerinin etkili oldugu populist habercilik pratiklerinin
one ¢ikmasina neden olur. Teror haberlerinde medya, olaylar: siddet baglaminda sunma ve
sorunun ¢ozumu olarak “gerekli siddet”i gosterme egilimindedir. Gerekli siddet anlatisi,
istisnai olanin belirlenmesinde 6nemli rol oynar. Ayrica bu anlati, haberlerde popilist
egilimlerin otesinde, kamuoyunda olusan hincin ve intikam arzusunun tatmin edilmesine,
guvenligin tesis edildigi algisinin desteklenmesine de yoneliktir.

Bu calismada gerekli siddet soylemi, 20 Temmuz 2015 tarihinde gerceklestirilen Surug
teror saldinisinin ardindan Turkiye'de gerceklesen terdr saldirilarinin Cumhuriyet,
Habertiirk, Hiirriyet, Milliyet ve Sabah gazetelerine nasil yansidigi tizerinden incelenmeye
calisilacaktir. Bu baglamda gazetelerin ilk sayfalarinda yer alan haber basliklar: Elestirel
Soylem Analizi benimsenerek analiz edilecektir.
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Abstract

Terrorist attacks can bring violence rhetoric to the fore as populist journalism practices in
media. In such terror cases, media tends to present events in the violence context and submit
“neccessary violence” as a solution. Necessary violence narrative plays an important role in
determining state of exception. Moreover, beyond the populist tendency in the news, this
narrative is also intented to support to the satisfaction of the desire for revenge and
resentment in public opinion, perception of establishing security.

In this study it is tried to analyse how the necessary violence discourse has been
represented by the context of terrorist attacks in Turkey after Suru¢ bombing in 20 July 2015
on the first pages of Cumhuriyet, Haberturk, Hurriyet, Milliyet, Sabah. In this regard
headlines on the first pages will be analysed by the view of Critical Discourse Analysis as a
methodology.
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
