[lhanh Devletinde Emiru’l-umera’lik gorevine
kadar yiikselmis olan Emir Coban ve Sultan Ebu
Said ile evlenen kizi Bagdad Hatun, ilhanl
Devletinin siyasi- sosyal tarihinde 6nemli bir
konuma sahiptirler. Ozellikle Emir Coban’in
Ilhanli Sultam Ebu Said dénemdeki siyasi ve
askeri basarilari, devlet yonetimindeki otoritesi
ayrmtilari ile aragtirilmasi gereken bir konudur.

Sultan Ebu Said, toplumsal etik kurallari goz
ard1 ederek Bagdad Hatun’a sahip olma ihtirasi ve
sonrasinda yasanan gelismeler Ilhanli Devletinin
siyasi kaderinde belirleyici bir faktor olmustur.

Calismamizda, Bagdad Hatun’un 6zel
yasammin, siyasi ve sosyal agidan {lhanh
Devletini etkileyen yonuni ortaya koymaya
calistik.

Incelememiz de Bagdad Hatun-Ebu Said
olayma salt bir tarihi gerceklik penceresinden
bakmamaya, sosyolojik ve kiiltiirel boyutlartyla,
yonetici ve biirokrat kesiminin bu duruma karsi
sergiledigi tutumu da yansitmaya g¢alistik. Bu
durumun ayrintili bir incelemesi ve elestirisinin
yapilmasi gerekmektedir.

Abstract

Amir Chupan who rose to the office of military
commander at llkhanate State and his daughter
Baghdad Khatun who married to Sultan Abu Sa’id
had prominent roles in political and social history
of the Ilkhanate State. Particularly, political and
military successes of Amir Chupan during the
reign of Ilkhanate Sultan Abu Sa’id, his authority
in government must be studied in detail.

Desire of Sultan Abu Sa’id to marry Baghdad
Khatun ignoring the social ethics and following
events became determining factors in destiny of
Ilkhanate State.

In this study, the authors tried to display private
life of Baghdad Khatun in a way that it politically
and socially impacts the Ilkhanate State.

The authors tried to go beyond sole historicity
in Baghdad Khatun-Abu Sa’id event that they
studied and discuss attitude displayed by governing
and bureaucratic circles against this event in its
sociologic and cultural dimension

Structured Abstract

Through history, women played an important role in social life, government, and politic
Baghdad Khatun who had a significant place in Ilkhanid political life is a good example of this
her father was Chupan b. Malek b. Tudahun Noyan of Suldus clan. While sources do not include
any information about her place and year of birth: It is noted that she married Jalayirid Amir
Shaikh Hasan b. Amir Husain b. Aq Buga in 1323.

in 1325 on Ujan uplands Abu Sa’id Bhadur Khan fell in love with Baghdad Khatun who
would leave a deep impact on llkhanid political history knowing that she was married with
Jalayirid Shaihk Hasan. Following this meeting, Abu Sa’id closed himself to his palace and
retiring from government affairs, spent his time writing poems describing his irresistible love for
Baghdad Khatun. The Sultan sent word for Amir Chupan and requested him to find a solution to
this complicated state. However, Amir Chupan thought this was only a whim. Amir Chupan sent
Abu Sa’id to Baghdad to keep him away from Baghdad Khatun while he sent Baghdad Khatun
and Jalayirid Shaikh Hasan to Qarabagh to keep them away from Abu Sa’id.

The political approach that Amir Chupan displayed towards Abu Sa’id’s wish hurt and
provoked the Sultan against him. Turning this disorder into opportunity, his political rivals
increased resentment between the Amir and the Khan even further. While Amir Chupan was
outside Tabriz intervening in unrest in Khorasan, his son Demasq Kaja was killed on the orders
of the Sultan based on allegations of having illegitimate affairs with women in Abu Sa’id’s
harem. Sultan sent an army to kill Amir Chupan as well considering he would want to revenge
his son’s death. Seeking refuge with Herat ruler Ghiyath ud-Din Kartid, Amir Chupan was
killed in 728 (1327-1328) on orders of Abu Sa’id.

Sultan Abu Sa’id removed the biggest obstacle to come together with Baghdad Khatun
with ordinary excuses after which he focused on divorcing Jalayirid Shaikh Hasan from his
wife. He assigned Qadi Mubarak Shah to solve this issue. Qadi Mubarak Shah approached
Jalayirid Sheikh Hasan and described Sultan Abu Sa’id’s will and requested that he applies
Genghis law — according to this law, men that were married to women that the khan falls in love
with had to divorce them right away. Desperate, Sheikh Hasan agreed to divorce Baghdad
Khatun. After the wait period according to Islamic law, Abu Sa’id married Baghdad Khatun in a
flashy wedding, have her the title “khodawandigar”.

With this marriage, Baghdad Khatun gained prestige in Ilkhanid governance. She and
the Suldus family gained control of the government. She sent yarlighs to all around the state and
collected the dispersed Suldus family under an umbrella to open them space in llkhanid
government.

The Amir and begs that could not accept this started to play political games and spread
the gossip that Baghdad Khatun was secretly writing letters to her former husband Jalayirid
Sheikh Hasan. When Abu Sa’id heard the gossip, he ordered to kill Sheikh Hasan without
inquiring the source and authenticity of the gossip. However, Sheikh Hasan’s mother Oljetei
Khatun appeared before the Sultan and requested forgiveness for her son. Abu Sa’id did not
hurt his aunt Oljetei Khatun and exiled Sheikh Hasan to Kemah Castle. On the other hand, he
lost his love and confidence in Baghdad Khatun that was dear to him. However, a year later it
was revealed that this was only a gossip. The slanderers were killed by Abu Sa’id and Baghdad
Khatun was rehabilitated. Baghdad Khatun reclaimed her glorious position in the government,
the power and status that she lost. She wanted to win support of different political and social
circleln this context the established a remarkable political and cultural connection with Sheikh
Safi al-din Ardabili who enjoyed political and religious power in Ardabil. Sultan Abu Sa’id’s
participation in meetings with Sheikh Safi al-din Ardabili must be assessed as a political
maneuver of Baghdad Khatun.
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At the top of her political power, Baghdad Khatun used her power and authority over
government effectively which caused opposition to raise its voice. The fact that numerous people
died in problems involving her and unrest in the country due to her governance, Abu Sa’id
disfavored Baghdad Khatun. Although it was only two years into their marriage, this time Abu
Sa’id married Dilshad Khatun, daughter of Damasq Kaja. He died in 736 (1335- 1336), a short
while after this marriage. Ibn Battuta and some resources that use his writings as source argued
that Baghdad Khatun was jealous over Abu Sa’id’s marriage with Dilshad Khatun and poisoned
Abu Sa’id also to revenge deaths of her father Amir Chupan and her brother

Baghdad Khatun’s ambition to continue governing the state after Abu Sa’id’s death and
the fact that she did not recognize Arpa Khan as ilkhan was not acceptable to Arpa Khan or
state dignitarieln such an environment Baghdad Khatun was charged with poisoning Abu Sa’id
and collaborating with Oz Beg Khan against Arpa Khan. Upon this, Arpa Khan ordered her
death. Having a major influence over shaping of llkhanid political history in 1325-1336 period,
Baghdad Khatun was dramatically killed by Khwaja Lulu in 736 (1336).

In our study passion of Abu Sa’id towards Baghdad Khatun ignoring social ethics and
the political developments that followed were not considered from a sole historicity perspective.
Baghdad Khatun’s private life was described to underline its political and social impact on the
Ilkhanid State. Attitude of administering and bureaucratic cadre towards this situation requires
a detailed research and critic in its sociological and cultural dimensions with an
interdisciplinary study.

Noyan Coban (0s5a aaa), giizelligi ile dillere destan, Sultanlarin, ona
duyduklari ask ve elde etmek igin akittiklar1 kan ile {in salmis Mogollarin Suldus boyundan
Coban b. Melik b. Tudun Noyan’in kizidir. Emir Coban, Gazan Han’m 1303-1304 yilinda
Oliimi iizerine Sehzade Olcaytu'nun ilhan olmasinda etkili olmus, Sultan’da bu
hizmetlerine karsilik onu ikinci emir olarak gérevlendirmisti (Vassaf, 1338 hs: vr. 470-471;
Howorth, 1876-1892: 111/534-536; Siimer, 1970: 73; Uzungarsili, 1967, 602). Emir Coban,
devlet yonetimde ki bu yiikselisini 1306°’da Dolandi Hatun (s2is2) ile evlenerek Sultan
Olcaytu’nun damadi olarak (Uzungarsili, 1967: 602) kendisi ve cocuklarimin flhanl
Devletindeki mevkiini ve konumunu saglamlastirmis oluyordu.

1306-1307 yilinda Sultan Olcaytu, Iran cografyasinda ele gecirilemeyen tek bolge
olan Gilan’m fethine Beylerbeyi Kutlugsah’t ve Emir Coban’1 gorevlendirdi. Ancak bu
sefer sirasmda Tlhanlmm en giiglii devlet adamlarindan biri olan Emir Kutlugsah 6ldii
(Kasani, 1348, 66-69; Hafiz Abrfi, 1317 hs: 70-76; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/440-445;
Héandmir, 1362, hs: 11I/191-194; Kazvini, 1363 hs: 241; Howorth, 1876-1892: 111/540-542;
ikbal, 1312 hs: 311-313; Azzavi, 1936-1939: 1/404; Beyani, 1345 hs: 9). Emir Kutlugsah’in
oliimii: Ikinci adam konumunda olan Emir Coban’m beylerbeylik (Emiru’l-umera)
mevkiine yiikselmesine ve ilhanhh Devletinde ki engellenemez yiikselisinin oniinii act
(Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 104-105).

Bu tarihten itibaren Emir Coban ve Suldus kabilesi, ilhanli Devletinin siyasi ve
sosyal kaderinde etkisini derinden hissettirecektir.

Olcaytu’nun, 1317°de 6liimii ile Sehzade Ebu Said, ilhanh tahtina oturdu (Benaketi,
1348 hs: 477; Vassaf, 1338 hs: vr. 616-618; Sabankarei, 1376 hs: 273; Hafiz Abra, 1317

111/585-586). Emir Coban’m korumasi ve tahakkiimii altinda olan ¢ocuk yastaki sultanin
saltanatinm ilk yillarinda (1318) ilhanh iilkesinin birgok noktasinda kargasa ve isyanlar
ortaya ¢ikti. Cagatay Prensi Yasavur, 1317°de Horasan’1, ertesi yil da Mézenderan’1 isgal
etti. Emir Coban komutasinda Ilhanli kuvvetleri Yasavur’u geri cekilmeye mecbur etti
(Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 158; Semerkandi, 1372 hs: 1/84; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/502-503;
Handmir, 1362 hs: 111/204; Spuler, 1957: 135; Beyani, 1345 hs: 11-12; Ibn-i Halddn, 1375
hs: IV/789). Bu arada Memlilk Sultani1 el-Melikii’n-Nasir Muhammed’in sevkettigi
kuvvetler Dogu Anadolu bolgesindeki bazi yerleri yagmaladig: gibi Altin Orda Hiikiimdari
Ozbek Han da 1319 yilinda Derbend’i gecerek Sirvan’a girmis, ancak Emir Coban’la Kiir
nehri kiyisinda yaptigi savastan sonra Destikipgak’a geri donmek zorunda kalmusti.
Memliik Devleti ile yillardan beri devam eden miicadeleye son veren antlasma da bu
dénemde imzalandi (1323). Altin Orda ve Cagatay hanlarindan gelen tehlikeler bertaraf
edildi ve boylece doguda Gazne sehrine, kuzeyde Terek nehrine kadar uzanan topraklarda
barig sagland (el- Eheri, 1954: 153).

Emir Coban, ilhanli Devletinin igine diistiigii bu zor durumdan ¢ikmasinda iistiin
gayret gosterdi. Ik esi Doland1 Hatun’un 6liimii iizerine Ebu Said’in kiz kardesi olan
Satibeg Hatun’la (dy» ) (Semerkandi, 1372 hs: 1/53-54; Mustevfi, 1372 hs: 616)
evlenerek (1319) ilhanh Devleti iizerinde tartismasiz mutlak bir otorite kurdu (Vassaf, 1338
hs: vr. 632-633; Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 133; Semerkandi, 1372hs: 1/30-39; Handmir, 1362
hs: 111/203-205; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/495-946; Spuler, 1957: 134-135; Priyev, 1978: 22;
Gokbilgin, 1972, 13-15, Mustevfi, 1362 hs: 614; ibn-i Haldtn, 1375 hs: IV/790;

AKkl1, zekasi ve yetenekleri ile tin salmis olan Bagdad Hatun’un (055 Jas), annesi
Sultan Olcaytu’nun kizi1 Doland1 Hatun’dur (cs2d3). Dogum tarihi ve yeri bilinmemektedir.
Onun hakkinda kaynaklar; 1323 yilinda Ebu Said Bahadir Han’mn emirlerinden Celayirli
Seyh Hasan ile evlendigini kaydederler (Ibn-i Battfita, 1376 hs: 1/280; Sabankarei, 1376 hs:

Takvim yapraklart 1325 yilim gosterdiginde Sultan Ebu Said, heniiz 21 yasinda
geng bir sultan iken, Ucan yaylasinda Bagdad Hatun’u gormils -evii bir kadin olmasina
ragmen- karst konulamaz bir tutku ile asik olmustu (Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 163; Askallan,
1966: 11/95; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/507; Handmir, 1362 hs: 11I/210; Miineccimbasi, 1285 h:
111/6; Howorth, 1876-1892: I11/605; Browne, 1969: 111/171; Gani, 1340 hs: 1/19; Beyani,
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1345 hs: 13-14; Boyle, 1968: V/410). Geng Ilhan, devlet yonetimi ile ilgilenmek yerine
biitiin zamanin1 Bagdad Hatun’a duydugu aski anlatan siirler yazmakla geciriyordu:

Ruhunda firtinalar kopan Ebu Said evli olan Bagdad Hatun’a kavusmak i¢in ¢ikis
yollar1 aramig ve sonunda arzusuna varmak icin de Cengiz Han Yasa’sina sigmmustt. * Bu
yasadan faydalanmak isteyen Ebu Said —Islam dinini se¢mis olmasina ragmen-
miilazimlarindan birini, Beglerbegi Emir Coban’a gonderdi ve Bagdad Hatun’a olan agkini
ilan ederek bu sorunu ortadan kaldirmasim istedi. Emir Coban, politik ve sogukkanl bir
yaklagimla bu teklife, olumsuz yamit gondermisti.

Sultan, beklemedigi bu tutum karsisinda, dis diinya ile baglarini kopardi, sarayina
kapanip Bagdad Hatun’un askiyla melankolik bir ruh hali ile yasamay: tercih etti. Devlet
yonetimindeki etki ve niifuzunun son derece giiclii olmasindan dolayr Emir Coban,
yagananlart gérmezden gelerek, Ebu Said’i, saplantili tutkusundan uzaklastirmak igin
Bagdat’a gotiirmeye karar verdi. Bagdad Hatun’u ve kocasii da gézden uzak olmalar
icinde Karabag’a gonderdi. Ancak olaylar Emir Coban’m diisiindiigii yonde gelismedi
(Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 164-165; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/507-509; Handmir, 1362 hs: 111/209-
210; Nafiz- Uzungarsili, 1928: 63; Beyani, 1345 hs: 14; Turgal, 1937: 1/63; ikbal, 1312 hs:
335; Gani, 1340 hs: 1/19-20). Aksine kendisinin ve biitin Cobanh ailesinin felaketine,
[lhanli Devleti’nde i¢ karigikliklara davetiye cikard.

Ebu Said, Emir Coban’na Bagdad Hatun konusundaki tutumundan dolay1 igten ige
kin besliyordu. Emir Coban ve Ailesinin ilhanli devlet yonetimindeki konumlarmdan da
rahatsizlik duymaya baglamusti. Emirlerin ve biirokratlarin Emir Coban ve Dimagk Hace
aleyhindeki tahrikleri de Ebu Said’in Emir Coban ve Cobanli ailesine karsi nefretini
arttyordu. Emir Coban’in Horasan’daki karigikliklari ortadan kaldirmak i¢in Tebriz’de
olmadig bir sirada Dimask Héce’nin, Ebu Said Han’in haremindeki kadinlarla gayri mesru
iliski igerisinde oldugu haberi ona aradig1 firsat1 yakalama sansini verdi. Dimagk Hace, Ebu
Said’in emriyle, yakalanarak 1327 yilinda 6ldiiriildii (Ibn-i Battiita, 1376 hs: 1/278-279; el-
Eheri, 1954: 153; Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 168-170; Fasih-i Havafi, 1341 hs: I11/37; Mirhand,
1338 hs: V/512-513; Handmir, 1362 hs: I1I/211; Deguignes, 1923: V1/67-68; Howorth,
1876-1892: 111/605-606; ikbal, 1312 hs: 336; Gani, 1340 hs: I/21; Boyle, 1968: V/410;

Evli bir kadm, hitkiimdarin beZenisini kazanir ise kadimin kocasimn esini bosayarak onu sultana géndermesi
gerekiyordu. Bak. Hafiz Abrd, 1317 hs: 164-165; Mirhand, 1338 hs. V/507-509; Handmir,1362 hs. I11/209-210;
Miineccimbagi, 1285 h. III/6; Deguignes,1923, VI1/66-67; Howorth, 1876-1892, 111/605; Spuler, 1957: 15;

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Ebu Said, oglunun intikamini almak icin harekete gegecegini bildigi, giiciiniin
zirvesinde olan Emir Coban’in da ortadan kaldirilmasma hiikmetti. Horasan’da Emir
Coban’la birlikte bulunan Ekreng, Mahmud, Isen Kutlug ve Emir Nevruz’a haber
gondererek Emir Coban’1 ortadan kaldirmalarimi emretti. Ancak bu emirler, Coban’mn
yanina giderek onu durumdan haberdar ettiler ve kendisi ile beraber olduklarini séylediler.

Yasanan bu gelismeler iizerine Emir Coban, Horasan’dan da topladigi takviye
birliklerle beraber bilyiik ve donanimli bir ordu ile Azerbaycan’a yoneldi. Yolda Ebu Said’e
elci ile konsensiis saglamak istese de olumlu bir sonu¢ alamadi. Nihayet iki ordu arasinda
bir giinliik mesafe kaldiginda Emir Coban’m ordusunda dagilmalar meydana geldi. Bu
dagilma ve ¢6ziilme gece boyunca devam etti. Emir Coban, bu olumsuz gorinti iginde,
ordusunu tekrar toplamak i¢in, Herat Melik’i Giyasiiddin Kert’e sigindi. Giyasiiddin Kert,
kendisini yetigtiren, hamiligini iistlenen, Herat Meliki yapan Emir Coban’i, 1328’de
istemeyerek de olsa Ebu Said’in emri ile 6ldiirdii (Ibn-i Battita, 1376 hs: 1/279; El-Eherf,
1954: 153-155; ibn-i Haldn, 1375 hs: 1V/791; Hafiz Abra, 1317 hs: 168-180; Fasih-i
Havafi, 1341 hs: 11I/38; Mirhand, 1338 hs: V/512-523; Handmir, 1362 hs: 111/211-213;
Deguignes, 1923: VI1/68-70; Howorth, 1876-1892: 111/608-611; Ikbal, 1312 hs: 337-338;

Emir Coban’in 6liimii {izerine, ilhanli Devleti’nin Anadolu eyalet valisi olan oglu
Emir Timurtag’ta isyan etti. Onun isyan edebilecegini onceden tahmin eden Ebu Said,
kendi dayis1 ve Uyrat kabilesi reisi olan Emir Ali Padisah’1 Anadolu Eyaleti Genel Valisi
olarak bu bolgeye gondermisti. Emir Ali Padisah kalabalik bir kuvvetle Anadolu’ya gelerek
Kemah Kalesi'ne yerlesti. Timurtag’m naibi Emir Eretna ise Ali Padisah’in huzuruna
gelerek ona ve Ebu Said’e itaatini bildirdi. Timurtas isyan tesebbiisiinde basar1 elde
edemeyince, Memluk Sultam Melik Nasir’a sigindi. Sultan Ebu Said ile arasimin bozulmasi
ihtimalini géze alamayan Melik Nasir da ayni1 y1l icinde (1328-1329) Timurtas’1 6ldiirttil.

Ebu Said, Emir Coban ve Cobanli Ailesi muhalefeti sorununu ¢ozdiikten sonra
Bagdad Hatun’a ulagsmak yolunda en bilyilk engeli ortadan kaldirmusti. O, Kadi
Miibareksah’ (WS lw al8) Emir Seyh Hasan’in yanma gondererek Bagdad hatun’dan

Bagdad Hatun ve ilk esi Emir Seyh Hasan
Celayir’in iilke yonetiminde etkin bir konuma gelmeleri, yonetici ve biirokratlar arasinda
dedikodu ve iftira ¢arkinin yeniden islemesine neden oldu. 1330-1331 yilinda, Bagdad
Hatun’un, Emir Seyh Hasan Celayir ile gizlice goriistiigii ve isbirligi yaparak Ebu Said
Bahadir Han’1 6ldiirmek istedikleri dedikodusunu ortaya attilar. Bu dedikodu, Ebu Said’in
kulagina gidince, Emir Seyh Hasan’in 6ldiiriilmesi emrini verdi. Fakat Ebu Said’in halasi
olan Seyh Hasan Celayir’in annesi Olcaytu Hatun (silalsl), oglunun bagislanmasini istedi.
Sultan Ebu Said de bu istegi kabul etti ve Emir Seyh Hasan Celayir’i Kemah Kalesi’ne
siirgiine génderdi (Sabankarei, 1376 hs: 285; Ibn-i Battiita, 1376 hs: 1/540; el- Eherf, 1954:

Hiidavendigar makamindan higlige
siiriiklenmis, hak etmedigi bir sekilde yasami elinden alnmus: yiligi, hosgorii ve tevazusu,
giizelligi, siyasi zekas1 ve dirayeti ile iinlenen (Askallani, 1966: 11/13) Bagdad Hatun’a bir
avug toprak bile ¢ok goriilmiistiir. 3

1336 yilinda Ebu Said ve Bagdad Hatun’un &liimiinden sonra ilhanli Devleti’nde
uzun siire devam edecek olan bir kargasa dénemi basladi. Ilhanlik makami, ¢ok sayida
liyakatsiz ve feodal emirlerin kuklasi durumundaki Mogol sehzadeleri ile birbirine rakip
kabile begleri ile devlet adamlarinin iktidar ve hesaplagma araci haline geldi. Bu sehzade ve
emirlerin birbirlerine tam anlamyla bir {istiinlik kuramamalar1 sonucunda ise Ilhanl
Devleti topraklart pargalanarak Horasan’dan Anadolu’ya, Azerbaycan’dan Irak ve
Suriye’ye kadar uzanan cografyada ¢ok sayida devlet, beylik veya atabeylik seviyesinde
