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Ozet: Tiirkiye'de 60°ll yillarda hakim olan ithal ikameci sanayilesme modeli, genis kabul
géren ideolojik bir yaklasimi da (retmis, bu dénemde kalkinma ideolojisinin etkinligi ve
planlamanin kazandigi prestij, mekan tasarimi disiplinlerini derinden etkilemistir. Devlet
odakl kalkinma dlsiincesine tarihsel olarak yakin olan mimarlar ve sehir plancilari, bu
dénemde yasanan hizli kentlesme sorunlari baglaminda, fiziksel planlamanin, kalkinma
projesinin 6nemli bir bileseni oldugunu savunmuslardir. Bu kosullar ¢ercevesinde, 60l
yillar, devlet kurumlari iginde ¢alisan ve toplumcu bir duyarliligi tasimakta olan meslek
insanlarinin paylastigi  bir “toplumcu teknokrat” kimliginin ortaya cikisina tanik
olmustur. 1961 Anayasasi ve onun tanimladigi “kamu yaran” kavrami ekseninde
gelisen bu kimlik, 60‘arin siyasal kosullarinda ve O&zellikle AP hikimetlerinin
uygulamalari karsisinda planli kalkinmaya olan inancin giderek zayifladigi bir ortamda
hizla déniisecek ve 1971 askeri miidahalesi ile yok olacaktir. Makale, s6z konusu kisa
tarihsel sdreg iginde bu kimligin ortaya c¢ikisini ve gecirdigi déndsimi, mekan
tasarimiyla udrasan disiplinler acgisindan ele almaktadir. Ozellikle 60%ari (niversite
6grencisi olarak karsilamis bulunan 60 kusagina mensup mimar ve sehir plancilari,
mesleki pratikleri ile bu kimligin dénidsiminde énemli rol oynamislardir. 60"arin ikinci
yarisinda giderek devletgi retorikten uzaklasan ve teknokratik etkinliklerini toplumla
bulusturmaya calisan farkll kusaklara ve farkl disiplinlere mensup teknokrat grubu,
Mimarlar Odasi’nin kurumsal mekaninda bir araya gelerek etkinlesmis, elit bir teknokrat
pozisyonundan uzaklasarak yeni bir sinifsal konum insa etmeye g¢alismistir.
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The Rise and Fall of The Social(Ist) Technocrat: Planning As a
Political Instrument in Turkey in the 1960s

Abstract: The import-substituting industrialization model that was effective in Turkey
during the 1960s also produced a particular ideological approach. In this period, the

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influence of developmentalism as an ideology and the prestige of planning deeply
affected the disciplines of spatial planning. Architects and urban planners, who
historically shared a belief in state-oriented development, advocated the importance of
physical planning as a component of the development project within the context of
rapid urbanization. Under these conditions, the 1960s witnessed the emergence of the
identity of “"social(ist) technocrat” among professionals who worked in state institutions
and shared social concerns. This identity legitimized itself with reference to the 1961
Constitution and the notion of “public good” as defined in the Constitution. It would
however transform parallel to the gradual decline of the belief in planned development
under the Justice Party and eventually disappear with the military intervention in 1971.
The article analyzes the emergence and transformation of this identity with regard to
the disciplines of spatial planning within the short period under discussion. Particular
consideration is given to the architects and urban planners of the generation of 60,
who experienced the 1960 coup as university students and were influential in the
formation of the “social(ist) technocrat” identity. In the second half of the decade,
technocrats from various disciplines and different generations, who grew distant from
statism and searched for means to build alliance with the popular masses, utilized the
institutional space of the Chamber of Architects for defining a new class position for
them.
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
