I. SUS ESYALARI :

Urartu sanatgilar1 siis esyalari konu-
sunda degisik metal yada maddelerden ve
degisik tip ve sekillerde eserler vermisler-
dir. Bunlar arasinda, Pandantifler, igneler,
bilezikler, koku kaplari, kolyeler vs. 6nem-
li birer yer iggal ederler. Halen Adana
Bolge Miizesinde mevcut bulunan Urartu
siis egsyalarindan bazilar1 bu yaz ile tani-
tilmaya c¢alisilacaktir,

A. Pandantifler :

1 — Bronz Pandantif: Env. No.117.4.1971

7,5 X 16,5 cm. boyutlarindaki eserin
hemen yariya yakin bir kismi eksik du-
rumdadir (Res. 1, Fig. 1). “Giyimli” bu-
luntularindan olan?® ve simetrik olmas: ge-
reken pandandifin ortasindaki hayat aga-
c1 eksen kabul edildigi zaman, bu motifin
sag ve solunda baslar1 agaca doniik birer
‘arslan ve gerdanlhifin uglarina yakin yer-
lerde keza birer arslan figiirii yer almak-
tadir. Enteresan husus hayat agacinin
sagindaki arslanin sag arka ayagmin be-
lirtilmemis olmasidir ki sanatgr muhteme-
len bu ayagi iglemeyi unutmustur. Top-
rakkale kazilarindan elde edilen bronz
sfenks figiirliiniin? ayrica keza Toprak-
kale’de bulunan bir bagka bronz figiiriin
gogisleri Ustiinde yer alan Pandantiflerle
sekil yoniinden benzesen eserin bir Or-
negine Nor-Aresh I. mezarindada rastlan-

dantifin M.O. 7. yy. ortalarinda viicuda
getirildigi sOylenebilir.

2 — Bronz Pandantif: Fig No. 1606;

3 X 9 cm. boyutlarmndaki bu pandan-
tifte bronzdan yapilmistir. Sag ucu giirii-
mil§ olan eserin gerek ¢evresindeki bor-
diir ve aralarda alt ve {ist bordiire paralel
olan ve gerekse bu paralel hatlar arasinda
kalan zik zak hatlar bronz levhanin arka-
sindan ucu sivri bir aletle ve darp suretiyle
viicuda getirilmis noktalardan tesekkiil
etmistir (Res. 2). Eserin sol ucunda yer
alan delik, sag uctada boyle bir deligin
var oldugu hususunu ortaya koymakta-
dir. Bir 6ncekinde oldugu gibi bu eserde
Giyimli buluntusudur. Giyimlide bulunan
diger eserlerle kiyaslandifi zaman panda-
ntifin MO. 600 yillarinda yapilmis olmasi
muhtemel goriilebilir.

Uglarda yiiz ylize bakan iki arslan
baginin biribirine baglanmasindan tesek-
kil etmis olan bu bilezigin benzerlerine
Igdir kazilarinda da rastlanmilmistir (Res.
3)4. Eser giinliimiize oldukga iyi bir halde
intikal etmigtir.

Bronz bileziklerle benzerlikleri bulu-
nan eser iyi is¢ilik gbstermektedir ve gii-
nlimiize iyi bir durumda intikal etmistir
(Res. 5 a,b.). Bilezigin isleniginde kiibik
stil karekterinin hakim olmasi nedeni ile
MO. 7. yy. sonlarma tarihlenmesi sakin-
casiz olsa gerektir. Adana Bdlge Miize-
sinde ayn1 karakterde 8 adet daha bilezik
vardir (Res. 4 alt).

¢) Bogumlu Bilezikler :

1 - Bogumlu bilezik: Env. No. 25.3.-
1973/1; R: 7,7 em.

Muhtemelen gilimiig-bakir karigimin-
dan ve dokiilmek suretiyle viicuda geti-
rilen bilezik (Res. 7) Igdir kazilarindan
elde edilen orneklerle yakin benzerlikler
gostermektedir . Adana Bolge Miizesinde
bu tip bilezikten bir adet daha vardir.

C. Kolyeler:

En biiyiik boncuk R: 2,9 cm.

Akikten kiire sekilli boncuklarla vii-
cuda getirilmis olan bu kolye giiniimiize
gayet iyi bir durumda intikal etmistir (Res.

D. Amulet:

1 — Bronz Amulet: Fis. No. 1414.15;
H: 2,6 cm.

Eser bir arslan bast seklinde iglenmigtir
ve basin gerisinde amuletin asilmasi igin
bir delik vardir (Res. 10 a). Arka yiiziinde
ise bir akrep tasvirine yer verilmistir (Res.
10 b).

E. Koku kab::
1 — Koku kabu: Fis. No. 1481; H: 4,5 cm.

Kirmizimtrak, bir nevi damarh steatit-
ten yapilmis olan kab iki kulplu olup
agiz kismt kiriktir (Res. 11a). kulplar ara-
sinda kalan her iki yilizde baglar1 aga-
giya dogru birer kegi figiirii ile eserin
gliniimiize oldukc¢a yipranmis olarak in-
tikal etmis olmasi dolayis1 ile katiyetle
tesbit edilemeyen bir bagka yarim yuvarlak
sekilli figlir bulunmakta ve diz ¢6kmiis
keci figiirlerinin ayaklar1 bu ne oldugu
kesinlikle anlagilmayan figiire temas et-
mektedir (Res. 11. b).

F. Bronz Igne:

1 — Bronz Igne: Fis. No. 1587 H: 10,5
cm.

Siis egyast olarak kullanilmis olmast
gereken bu eserin Ust kisminda govdeleri-
nin gogiisten yukarilari sirt sirta 3 kartal
basi yer almaktadir. Alt kismu bir dizi
dekoratif bogumlar ihtiva eden ignenin bu
bogumlardan sonraki boliimiinde bir delik
yer almakta ve eser asagi dogru bir ifne
seklinde incelmektedir (Res. 12). Aym tip-
te bronz ignelere Igdir Urartu mezarligt
kazisindada rastlanilmigtir ®.

II. BRONZ DELICI ALETLER :

Siis egyasi olmaktan ¢ok deri ig¢iliginde
kullaniimis olmasi gereken bu bronz ob-
jelerden ilk tigii ozellik yonlinden ayni
karekterdedir. Ve bunlarin objenin bas

kullanilma izleri objenin deligi deldikten
sonra bu geri kismu ile dikilen yeri doverek
dikisi saglamlastirmak {izere kullanildik-
larim1 ortaya koymaktadir. Bu tip eser-
lerden bir baska Ornege Ziwiye’de rast-
lanilmigtir 1°, ancak Ziwiye Ornegi daha
cok siis esyast karekteri gostermektedir ve
muhtemelen Urartu’da kullanilan bu tip
delici aletlerden esinlenerek yapilmistir.

1 — Bronz delici: Env. No. 25.1.1973/1;

13,4 cm. uzunlugundaki aletin bas kis-
m1 topuz seklinde olup, Ustli diagonal
hatlarla tezyin edilmistir (Res. 13/1). To-
puz kisminin altinda i¢ adet ¢ikintisi
bulunan eserin bu boliimiinde enine hat-
lar seklinde bir tezyinat vardir.

2 — Bronz delici: Env. No. 25.1.1973/2;

15,4 cm. uzunluktaki bu alette bir 6n-
ceki eserle, aym1 ozellikleri tagimaktadir
(Res. 13/2). Ancak topuz kisminin altin-
daki ¢ikintilar dort adettir.

3 — Bronz delici: Env. No. 25.1.1973/3;

20 cm. uzunlugundaki bu delicide 6n-
cekilerle benzesmektedir (Res. 13/3) ozel-

likle bir Onceki delici aletle ayn: karek-
terdedir.

Uzerlerinde birer delik bulunan 4 ve
5. deliciler sekil yoniinden de éncekilerden
farkh oOzelliktedirler.

4 — Bronz delici: Env. No. 25.2.1971/1;

21,1 cm. vzunlugundaki bu bronz de-
licinin bas kismmdaki topuz 8 kollu bir
yildiz seklindedir (Res. 13/4). Objenin or-
tasina yakin bir yerinde bir delik yer
almaktadirki, bu husus eserin dikis (muh-
temelen deri) dikmekte kullanmildigi husu-
sunu ortaya koymaktadir,

5 — Bronz delici: Env. No. 25.2.1973/2;

27 cm. uzunlugundaki bu objenin ise
topuz kismi 4 kanath bir pervane seklin-
dedir ve govdesi enine bogumlarla tezyin
edilmistir. Eserin sivri ucuna yakin bir
yerinde keza bir delik vardir ve bir dnce-
kinde oldugu gibi bu objeninde dikis dik-
mek {izere viicuda getirildigi anlasilmak-
tadir (Res. 13/5).

URARTIAN JEWELRY AND NEEDLES IN THE
ADANA REGIONAL MUSEUM *

I JEWELLERY

Urartian artists used many different
materials and produced many types and
shapes in the manufacture of their jewel-
ry. The types include pendants, needles,
arm bracelets, perfume bottles and neck-
laces. These are the most important dis-
tinct types created by Urartian artists.
This article will deal with the Urartian
jewelry types in the Adana Regional
Museum.

A. Pendants

1. Bronze Pendant : Inv. No. 1174..
971 ‘

H. 7.5 cm. W. 16.5 cm. Slightly more
than half preserved (Ill. 1, Fig. 1). It was
found along with the “Giyimli”’ treasure .
The decoration must have been symmet-
rical on either side of the Tree of Life
which was placed at the central point in
the decorative scheme. If we accept the
Tree of Life as the central axis, then there
was a lion on either side, facing the tree.
Also, there must have been a similar
animal at either end of the pendant. At
Toprakkale a bronze sphinx with a pen-
dant of this shape depicted in relief on
its chest was found? Another sphinx
from Toprakkale also bears this form of
pendant on its chest. In the grave of Nor-

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Aresh I was found a pendant of the same
shape®. The distinctive style of the lions
on the Adana pendant makes certain a
date in the mid-seventh century B.C.

2. Bronze Pendant: Accession No. 1606

H. 3 cm. W. 9 cm. Bronze. Right
corner missing. The pendant is decorated
with four concentric half-circles of sphe-
res in relief, formed by means of a poin-
ted instrument applied to the back (Ill.
2). There is a hole for suspension in the
top left corner. The hole on the right is
missing. This pendant, too, was found
with the “Giyimli” treasure and when one
compares it with the other “Giyimli> pie-
ces, it appears to have been made c. 600
B.C.

B. ARM BRACELETS
a) Bronze Arm Bracelets

1. Bronze Arm Bracelet: Inv. No.

29.7.1972

D. 7.3 cm. The ends of the bracelet
consist of lions’ heads face to face. Com-
parable bracelets were found in the
excavations at “Igdwri’ (Ill. 3)% Fully
preserved. There are four more examples
of this type in the Adana Regional Mu-
seum (T1l. 4 upper).

2. Bronze Arm Bracelet:
No. 1516

D. 7 cm. Similar to above but the
style is more debased (Ill. 5). In the

the same type of bracelet was found?.
Another bracelet of similar type is in the
collection of the Adana Regional Museum.

b) Silver Bracelets

1. Silver Bracelet: Accession No. 1241

D. 6.5 cm. This bracelet is similar to
the bronze examples. Well preserved, and
well made (Ill. 6 a, b). The art is charac-
teristic of the Cubic Style and hence the
bracelet can probably be dated to the end
of the seventh century B.C. There are
eight other examples of this type in the
Adana Regional Museum (Ill. 4, below).

¢) “Indented” Bracelets

1. Bracelet: Inv. No. 25.3.1973/1

D. 7.7 cm. The material is possibly a
mixture of copper and silver. Moulded
(Il. 7). Similar examples were found in
the “Igdir” excavations®. There is one
other example in the Adana Regional
Museum.

C. NECKLACES

1. Agate Necklace: Inv. No. 25.6.1973

D. of biggest bead 2.9 cm. Made of
round beads of agate. Well preserved (Ill.
8) The same type of necklace was found
in the excavations at “Karmir-Blur 7.

2. Stone Necklace: Inv. No. 25.5.1973
D. of biggest bead 1.9 cm. The type
of stone is not certain. The beads are not
well preserved (Ill. 9). There are some

similar examples from the excavations at
“Igdir 8,

D. AMULETS

1. Bronze Amulet: Accession No. 1414,

L. 2.6 cm. Amulet in the shape of a
lion’s head with a hole for suspension at
the top (Ill. 10a). On the reverse side is
the figure of a scorpion (Ill. 10b).

E. PERFUME FLASKS
1. Perfume Flask: Accession No. 1481

H. 4.5 cm. Made of mottled reddish
steatite. Broken at the neck (Ill. 11a). Bet-
ween the handles on the body is the badly
worn figure of a goat with the head depic-
ted on the base of the Vessel. The forelegs
and hindlegs of the goat rest on the top
of a semicircular object which is not iden-

tifiable. The goat is in a kneeling position
(ILL. 11b).

F. BRONZE NEEDLES
1. Bronze Needle: Accession No. 1587

H. 10.5 cm. This object must have
been used as a decorative piece of jewellery.
The top consists of three eagles’ heads.
heads. Below the heads are four decora-
tive mouldings. Between the mouldings
and the shaft is a hole (ILL. 12). The same
type of needle was found in the excava-
tions at “Igdir”®,

II BRONZE AWLS

The first three awls are probably not
articles of jawelry, but rather appear to
have been used in the leather-working
process. On the tops of these three are
slight traces of percussion marks. The
object was first used to punch a hole
through the leather and then leather strips
were used to sew the pieces together. The
Flat top of the instrument was then used
to pound the leather strips to make them
stronger. The same process of leather-
working can be observed in Turkey today.
There is an example of similar type in the
“Ziwiye” treasure %, This piece, however,
looks more like an article of jawelry and
perhaps its form imitates the form of
Urartian tools.

1. Bronze awl. Inv. no. 25.1.1973/1.
H. 13.4 cm. The head of the awl consists
of three cone-shaped knobs, horizontally
placed, surmounted by a biconical knob
with a flattened disk above. On the bico-

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nical knob are applied rosettes and incised
diagonal lines (ILL. 13/1).

2. Bronze awl. Inv. no. 25.1.1973/2

H. 154 cm. Similar to the above ex-
cept that the knob is rounded rather than
biconical and there are four horizonatally
placed coneshaped objects. (ILL 13/2).

3. Bronze awl. Inv. no. 25.1.1973/1.

H. 20 cm. Similar to no. 2.

The last two awls are different in
shape from the preceding. In each case
the shaft bears a hole (I11.13/3).

4. Bronze awl. Inv. no. 25.2.1973/1.

H. 21 cm. The head is in the shape
of an eight-sectioned convex knob. There
is a hole just above the mid-point on the
shaft. This indicates that the object was
used for sewing (probably leather). (I IL
13/4)

5. Bronze awl. Inv. no. 25.2.1973/2.

H. 27 cm. The head consists of four
vertical half-disks attached to the shaft,
which consists of alternating beads and
rings with a hole near the bottom. As in
the preceding example it indicates that
the object was used for sewing (I 1. 13/5).
