Alper Kaliber'in “Bati Merkezci Uluslararasi iliskilerde Devletin ve Devlet Ozerkliginin Kuramsallastirlmasi: Realist ve
Tarihsel Sosyolojik Yaklagimlarin Karsilastirmali Bir Analizi” baslikli makalesi, uluslararasi iligkilerin en temel ve bir o
kadar da tartismali kavramlarindan “devlet” olgusunu elestirel bir perspektiften ele aliyor. Realist uluslararast iliskiler
gelenedine esas teskil eden devlet kavraminin limitlerini ortaya koyan bu ¢alisma, Yeni-Weberci Tarihsel Sosyoloji
yaklasimi tizerinden devletin insa edilmisligini vurguluyor. Elestirel ve kuramsal karakteriyle bu makalenin, Siyaset
Bilimi ve Uluslararasi iliskiler arastirmacilari kadar bilimlerde karsilastirmali tarihsel ¢céziimlemeyle ilgilenen tim
okuyucularimiza hitap edecegini diisiiniiyoruz.

Bir onceki sayida oldugu gibi bu sayimizda da yasamimizi etkilemeye devam eden COVID-19 ile ilgili bir calismaya
yer verdik. Cagla Bucak ve Burcu Tirkcan'in kaleme aldiklari “Kiresel Stirdurilebilir Kalkinma Hedefleri Kapsaminda
Cocuk Goécmenler ve COVID-19 Pandemisinin Cocuk Gécmenler Uzerindeki Etkileri” bashkli makalede kiiresel
stirdurdlebilir kalkinma hedefleri baglaminda ¢ocuk go¢menler olgusu tartisiliyor ve 6zellikle pandeminin ¢ocuk
gocmenler agisindan yarattigi sonuglar ele aliniyor. Glincel istatistikler araciligiyla konuyu ele alan ¢alismanin isaret
ettigi bulgular tizerinden ¢cocuk go¢menlerin yasam kalitelerinin ylkseltilmesine yonelik politika dnerilerine de yer
veriliyor.

Bu sayinin tclincli makalesi son yillarda Tirkiye'de kullanimi yayginlasan elektrik scooter araglarini konu aliyor.
“Elektrikli Scooter Kiralamada Algilanan Tuketici Faydasi: Tuketici Yenilik¢iligin Rold,” bashkli calismanin yazarlari
Murat Aktan, Bilgehan Bozkurt ve Sibel Aydogan elektrikli scooter kullanma niyetini etkileyen faktorleri tartisiyorlar.
Orijinal bir veri setine dayali bu arastirmanin sonuglari tiketici yenilikgiligi olgusunun dnemine isaret ediyor.

Burak Kesgin'in makalesi, “Brezilya'da Esitsizlik, Sosyal Politika ve Siyaset: Bolsa Familia Ornegi” yoksullukla
micadeleye yonelik Brezilya'da gelistirilen en kapsamli sosyal politika programlarindan biri olan Bolsa Familia'yi
cesitli boyutlariyla ele aliyor. Tiirkce literatiirde nispeten az ¢alisiimis bu program hakkindaki zengin literatiirden
yola ¢ikan bu calisma, ayni zamanda Bolsa Familia etrafinda yakin dénemde yasanan tartismalari da irdeleyerek s6z
konusu literatlire 6zgiin bir katkida bulunmayi amacliyor.

Ahu Karabal'in “Bilimsel Etik ve Tiirk Hukukunda intihal Meselesi” konulu makalesi giiniimiizde bilimsel bilginin
tretiminde énemini koruyan intihal konusunu etik ve hukuk cercevesinden ele almaktadir. intihal konusuna yénelik
temel tartismalarinin irdelendigi bu calismada ayni zamanda intihal turleri, 6rnekleri ve intihalin 6nlenmesi gibi
konulardaki giincel mevzuat incelenmis ve ilgili diizenleme ve mueyyideler derlenmistir.

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The December 2021 Issue of AURUM Journal of Social Sciences presents articles from various disciplines.

Alper Kaliber’s article, “Theorizing The State and Its Autonomy in Western IR: A Comparative Analysis of Realist and
Historical Sociological Approaches,” offers a critical perspective on the “state,” a fundamental yet equally contested
concept in international relations. The article highlights the limits of the realist view of the state and draws on the
Weberian historical sociology instead to reconceptualize the state as a socially constructed entity. As an exercise in
critical theory, this piece will appeal not only to scholars of political science and international relations but also to
anyone interested in comparative historical analysis.

In this issue we included a compelling article on COVID-19, which continues to affect our lives. Cagla Bucak and
Burcu Tirkcan’s article, “Child Migrants in the Scope of the Global Sustainable Development Goals and The Effects
of COVID-19 Pandemic on Child Migrants” discusses the phenomenon of the child migrants with an emphasis on
the impact of the pandemic on this particularly vulnerable social category. Drawing on the most recent statistics
on this subject, the article seeks to inform the policy making debate on how to improve the lives of child migrants.

The third article in this issue deals with a subject which has been very popular in Turkey: the electric scooters.
“Perceived Customer Benefits in Renting Electric Scooter: The Role of Consumer Innovativeness” by Murat Aktan,
Bilgehan Bozkurt and Sibel Aydogan examines the factors affecting the consumers’ preference for electric scooters.
Dwelling on a rich original dataset, this article’s findings highlight the importance of the concept of consumer
innovativeness.

The article by Burak Kesgin, titled “Inequality, Social Policy and Politics in Brazil: The Case of Bolsa Familia” takes a
comprehensive look at one of the most important social programs developed in Brazil. Dwelling on the burgeon-
ing literature on the subject, this article also highlights the recent debates surrounding Bolsa Familia. Thus, this
research makes an important contribution to the literature on Bolsa Familia, which has hitherto been relatively
understudied in Turkish language publications.

Ahu Karabal's “Scientific Ethics and Plagiarism in Turkish Law” presents a comprehensive review of the current ethi-
cal and legal thinking on plagiarism, which remains a key issue in the production of scientific knowledge today. The
article evaluates the current debates on plagiarism, focusing on different forms and cases of plagiarism as well as
approaches to its prevention. The article also surveys the contemporary Turkish legal codes and practices regarding
plagiarism.

Lastly, we offer a book review. Seda Gézde Tokatl’s piece on David Shambaugh'’s “China goes Global” serves well to
inform the readers about the translation of this highly influential work on one of the most debated issues today,
China’s rise.
