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Uzaktan egitimin c¢esitli alanlarda katkilarini ele alan bircok c¢alisma
bulunmakla birlikte sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitimle yuritilmesini
ogrencierin bakis agisindan degerlendiren bir c¢alisma bulunmamaktadir.

Bu calisma sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitiminde o6grencilerin
beklentileri, basarilari ve oOnerilerine iliskin goérislerini ortaya koymasi
acisindan alanyazina katki saglayacaktir.

Sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitimdeki eksileri ve artilarini 6drencilerin
bakis acgisiyla ele almasi ve 6neriler sunmasi agisindan 6zgin bir ¢alismadir.

Bu calisma ile uygulamada sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitimine yonelik
eksiklikler tespit edilmis, bu eksikliklerin giderilmesi icin dneriler sunulmustur.

Calismada veri toplama araci olarak arastirmaci
tarafindan hazirlanan yari yapilandiriimis  goriisme formu
kullanilmigtir. Veriler, 6grencilerden online goérisme programlari
kullanilarak toplanmistir. Verilerin analizi i¢in igerik analizi
yonteminden faydalaniimigtir.

Bulgular: Arastirma bulgularinda, Covid-19 salgini siirecinde sosyal
bilgiler dersinde uzaktan egitimle basarli olamayacagini
dusunenlerin gogunlukta oldugu saptanmistir.

Sonug: Arastirma sonucunda 6grencilerin uzaktan egitimle sosyal
bilgiler dersinde basarili olamayacaklarini disinme sebebinin,
uzaktan egitimin ylz yuze egitim kadar faydali olmadigini
distinmeleri ve uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersini anlamakta
zorlanmalari oldugu belirlenmisgtir.
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Giris

Veba, kolera, Ispanyol ve domuz gribi gibi salgin hastaliklar insanlhik tarihinde
Oonemli bir yere sahiptir. 2019 yilinin son aylarinda ortaya ¢ikan ve ¢ok kisa bir
siirede tiim diinyada etkisini hissettiren Covid-19 salgm ise Diinya Saghk Orgiitii
tarafindan “insanlarda ilk kez goriilen yeni bir hastalik” olarak tanimlanmustir.
Covid-19 salgini, egitimi olumsuz etkilemistir. UNESCO’nun resmi sitesindeki
istatistiklere gore salgininin etkisinin yogun hissedildigi 2021 yili Subat ayinda,
diinya genelinde 28 iilkede toplam 221.964.3206grenci okullarin kapali olmasi
sebebiyle okula devam edememistir. Tiirkiye’de ise ilk ve orta dereceli okullardaki
16,5 milyon 6grenci bu durumdan etkilenmis ve okula gidememistir (UNESCO,
2021). Tiirkiye’de ilk vaka 11 Mart 2020 tarihinde goriilmiis vel12 Mart 2020°de ilk
ve orta dereceli okullarda egitime ara verilerek uzaktan egitime gegis icin
calismalar baslamistir (MEB, 2020).

Uzaktan egitim Covid-19 salgimi siirecinde kisilerin egitim ihtiyacim1 karsilamak
icin kullanilan bir yontem olarak 6ne ¢ikmug olsa da 1960 ve 1970°1i yillarda
OttoPeters bu kavrami Almanya’da tanitmis ve Fransa’da uzaktan egitim aktif
olarak ilk defa kullanilmaya baslanmistir (Kaya, Erden, Cakir, Bagirsakli, 2004).
“Uzaktan egitim, Ozel bir iletisim gerektiren elektronik olan ya da olamayan
kanallarla gerceklestirilen, smirlandirilmis zaman ve mekan kavramlarinin
olmadig: egitim faaliyetlerinin planli ve kapsamli bir sekilde yapildigi 6grenme
etkinligi” olarak tanimlanmaktadir (Altiparmak, 2011). Uzaktan egitim sayesinde
farkl birikim ve 6zelliklere sahip 6grenciler kolay bir sekilde egitim alabilmektedir
(Rovai, Downey, 2010). Uzaktan egitim faaliyetlerini yiiriiten dgretim elemanlari
derslerine iligkin beklentilerini igeren not ve bilgileri paylasabilmekte, bu durumda
Ogrencilerin dersi yiiriiten 0gretmenlerinin kendilerinden ne bekledigini net olarak
anlamalarmi kolaylastirmaktadir (Waterhouse, Rogers, 2004). Ayrica uzaktan
egitimde Ogrencilere verilen 6devlerde karsilikli iletisim kolay saglanmakta, 6dev
teslimi ve degerlendirme agsamasi daha kisa siirede gergeklesmektedir. Uzaktan
egitim, katilimcilarim1 6gretim siirecinde daha etkin hale getirerek kisinin kendi
Ogrenimini kontrol etmesine ve bu sayede kendi kendine 6grenmeye yonelik
motivasyonun artmasina katki saglamaktadir (Lin, Lehman, 1999).

Uzaktan egitim faaliyetlerinin sagladigi olumlu katkilar yaninda uygulanmasi
stirecinde istenmeyen durumlar da olusabilmektedir. Uzaktan egitim esnasinda
Ogrencilerin birbirleriyle ve &gretmenleri ile olan iletisimleri sinif ortamindaki
kadar etkili saglanamamakta ve smif ortaminda olusturulan olumlu iletisim
ortaminin etkisi azalmaktadir. Olumlu iletisim ortaminin smif ortamindaki kadar
etkili saglanamamasi Ogrencilerin derse karst motivasyonlarini  olumsuz
etkilemekte ve motivasyon kaybina sebep olmaktadir (Cetin ve digerleri, 2004;
Uzoglu, 2017). Ayrica Covid-19 salgimi siirecinde uzaktan egitimde gesitli teknik
ve ckonomik sebeplerden Ogrenci ve Ogretmenlerin yasadigi problemler
bulunmaktadir. Bu sorunlar arasinda &gretmenlerin Covid-19 salgmi siirecinde
yasadigt kisitlamalar, yasanilan yerdeki internet altyapisinda ¢ikan sorunlar,
bilgisayar kullanmadaki yetersizlikler, uzaktan egitime kars1 olusan tutumlar,
kisisel bilgisayara sahip olma durumu, Covid-19 salgininin olusturdugu kaygi ve

korku uzaktan egitimi etkileyen unsurlardir (Agnoletto, Queiroz, 2020). Covid-19
salgimi siirecinde O6zellikle kirsal kesimdeki sosyo-ekonomik durumu yetersiz
Ogrencilerin internet olmamasi, baglanti sorunu, derse katilacak teknolojik
cihazlara sahip olmama gibi sorunlar sebebiyle uzaktan egitime ulasamadiklar1 ve
ailelerinden uzaktan egitime katilma konusunda yeterli destegi alamamalari
uzaktan egitim siirecinde yasanan olumsuzluklar arasindadir (Kus, Mert, Boyraz,
2021). Covid-19 salgminin yasandigi siiregte uzaktan egitim uygulamalari ilk, orta
ve yiiksek dgretimde yogun bir sekilde kullanilmig ve bu durum daha 6nce tecriibe
edilmemis teknik, psikolojik ve sosyal sorunlari da beraberinde getirmistir. Bu
sorunlar uzaktan egitimi etkilemekle birlikte 6grencilerin uzaktan egitime yonelik
tutum ve gorlsleri de uzaktan egitimin verimliligini etkilemektedir (Basar, Arslan,
Giinsel, Akpimnar, 2019). Covid-19 salgininin ortaya ¢ikistyla birlikte egitim
Ogretimin verilis sekline yonelik bakis agisindaki degisimin yansimasi olarak
uzaktan egitime karsi bakis agisinda da degisim yasanmis, uzaktan egitimin
kullanilabilirligi ve gerekliligine yonelik anlayis Covid-19 salgmi siirecinde
pekismistir (Bozkurt, Sharma, 2020).

Alanyazin incelendiginde uzaktan egitime yonelik arastirmalar arasinda Sayan
(2020), Bozkurt(2017), Giirer, Tekinarslan, Yavuzalp (2016), Simonson, Schlosser,
Orellana (2011), Karakus, Ucuzsatar, Karacaoglu, Esendemir, Bayraktar (2021),
Hodges, Moore, Lockee, Trust, Bond (2020), Karahan (2020), Cakir, Arslan
(2020), Karaca, Kalem (2020) bulunmaktadir. Ancak bu aragtirmalarda sosyal
bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitimine yonelik 6grenci goriislerini iceren bir ¢aligmaya
rastlanmamustir. Bu ¢alisma uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersine iliskin 6grenci
gorlislerinin  incelenmesine yonelik alanyazindaki boslugu dolduracaktir.
Arastirmamiz; sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitim siirecine yonelik 6grenci
goriislerinin belirlenmesi, bu goriisler ¢ergevesinde ders islenis siirecinin gdzden
gecirilmesi i¢in uygulayicilara katki saglamasi ve uzaktan egitim faaliyetlerinin
verimliligini arttirilmasi noktasinda uygulayicilara rehberlik edecek nitelikler
tagimaktadir.

Amac

Aragtirmanin amact; Covid-19 salgini siirecinde sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan
egitimine yonelik Ogrenci goriislerini belirlemektir. Bu baglamda arastirmanin
problem ciimlesi:

“Covid-19 salgin siirecinde sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitimine yonelik
ogrenci goriisleri nelerdir?” seklinde belirlenmistir.

Metodoloji

Aragtirma nitel arastirma desenlerinden (fenomenoloji) goriingiibilim deseniyle
yurltilmiistiir. Creswell (2017) fenomenoloji desenini “birkag kisinin bir fenomen
ya da kavramla ilgili yasantis1 ya da deneyimlerinden hareketle durumun

anlamlandirilmasi” olarak tanimlamaktadir. Arastirmada lizerinde durulan
fenomen, 6grencilerin Covid-19 salgini siirecinde uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler
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dersine yonelik deneyimleridir. Arastirmada belirtilen fenomene uygun alarak,
Covid-19 salgim siirecinde sosyal bilgiler dersinin uzaktan egitim yoluyla
verilmesine iligkin 6grencilerin diislinceleri, bakis agilar1 ve yasantilarina yonelik
tespitler ortaya konulmustur

Calisma Grubu

Arastirmanin ¢alisma grubu, belirlenen oOlgiitlere gore amacl olarak segilmistir.
Caligma grubunun amaclh olarak belirlendigi durumlarda c¢alisma grubundaki
kisilerin ulasilabilirlik, ekonomiklik, calismaya uygunluk vb. ozellikleri dikkate
alarak kisiler ve yerler maksada uygun, kasith ve kontrollii olarak belirlenir
(Creswell, 2017).

Arastirmada amagli 6rneklem tiirlerinden 6lgiit 6rneklem kullanilmigtir. Caligma
grubu belirlenirken baglica {i¢ Olcilit dikkate alinmigtir. Bu olgiitler; c¢alisma
grubunda yer alacak oOgrencilerin c¢alismaya katilmak igin goniilli olmalari,
ogrencilere kolay ulasilabilir olmas1 ve &grencilerin Covid-19 salgini siirecinde
uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersine katilim deneyimine sahip olmalar seklinde
belirlenmistir.

Caligma grubu, Kirsehir il merkezinde yer alan bir devlet okulundaki 37
ogrenciden olusmaktadir. Bu &grencilerin simf, cinsiyet dagilimlar1 asagidaki
tabloda belirtilmistir.

Caligma grubunu olusturan 6grenciler, Kirgehir il merkezinde sosyo-ekonomik
acidan dezavantajli ¢gevrede yer alan bir okulda egitim gérmektedirler. Bu okulda 5
farkli kdyden tasimali egitimle gelen 6grencilerin yani sira merkez ilgede yasayan
Ogrenciler bulunmaktadir. Calisma grubundaki Ogrencilerden 27°si  sehir
merkezinde, 10’u kdyde yasamaktadir. Ogrencilerin tamammin annesi ev
hanmudir. 30 6grencinin babasi ¢iftgi, 7 Ogrencinin babasi is¢idir. Katilimci
ogrencilerin 30’u c¢ekirdek aile, 7’si genis aile seklinde yagamaktadir. Calisma
grubunda, internet erisiminde limit sinirlamasi yasayan ve koyiinde internet
baglantisinda sorun olan 10 égrenci bulunmaktadir. Ogrencilerin biiyiik bir kismi
uzaktan egitime telefonla baglanmaktadir.
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Veri Toplama Araci

Calismada veri toplama araci olarak aragtirmaci tarafindan hazirlanan yart
yapilandirilmig goriisme formu kullanilmigtir. Goriisme formu 2 boliimden
olusmaktadir: ilk béliimde katilimcilarm demografik bilgileri, ikinci béliimde
konuya iliskin sorular yer almaktadir. Goriisme formunun soru bdliimiinde 5 soru
bulunmaktadir. Katilimcilara goriigme esnasinda yoneltilen sorular sunlardir;1-
Covid-19 salgmi siirecinde sosyal bilgiler dersini uzaktan egitimle isleme
konusundaki duygulariniz hakkinda neler soyleyebilirsiniz? 2- Covid-19 salgini
stirecinde uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersinde dgretmeninizle etkili iletisim
kurma konusunda neler sdyleyebilirsiniz? 3- Covid-19 salgim siirecinde uzaktan
egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersindeki basariniz hakkinda diisiinceleriniz nelerdir? 4-
Covid-19 salgin1 siirecinde uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersi islemenin ortaya
¢ikardig1 durumlar hakkinda neler sdyleyebilirsiniz? 5-Covid-19 salgint siirecinde
uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler derslerinin daha verimli olmasi i¢in yapilmasi
gerekenler hakkinda neler soylersiniz? Ayrica yari yapilandirilmig goriisme formu
ile 6grencilerin demografik 6zellikleri hakkinda bilgi toplanmistir. Bu demografik
bilgiler 6grencinin siifi, cinsiyeti, yasadig: yer, gelir diizeyi, anne-baba meslegi,
kardes sayisi, evdeki oda sayisi seklinde belirlenmistir. Miles ve Hubermen’a
(1994) gore nitel arastirmalarda uzmanlar arasindaki goriis birligi calismanin
glivenilirligin saglanmasi i¢in 6nem tasimaktadir. Yar yapilandirilmis goriigme
formunda yer alan sorular hazirlanirken uzman goriigsiine bagvurulmus, bu
goriisler dogrultusunda kapsam ve dil bilgisi agisindan eksik goriilen noktalarda
diizenleme ve diizeltmeler yapilmigtir. Uzmanlar tarafindan, katilimcilan
yonlendirme ihtimali olan ifadelerin ¢ikartilmasi Onerilmis ve bu ifadeler
cikartilmigtir. Ayrica yart yapilandirilmis form, dil bilgisi agisindan bir Tiirkce
Ogretmeni tarafindan incelenmis ve uygun bulunmustur. Yar1 yapilandirilmis
gorliisme formu i¢in pilot uygulama yapilmistir. Pilot uygulamada 6grenciler
sorular1 anlamada sorun yasamamuis, uygun ve yeterli cevaplar vermislerdir.

Verilerin Toplanmasi

Veriler, Covid-19 salgim siirecinde online goriismelerle toplanmigtir. Goriigmeler
aragtirmaci tarafindan hazirlanan yar1 yapilandirilmig gériigme formu uygulanarak
yapilmistir. Veri toplama siirecinin saglikli yiiriitiilmesi i¢in yar1 yapilandirilmig
gorliisme formu ogrencilere kagit lizerinde ulastirilmistir. Sorular sirali olarak
yoneltilmis ve cevaplar istenmistir.  Ogrencilerin cevaplarinin ses kayitlari
alinarak veri kaybinin Oniine geg¢ilmistir. Gorlismeler ortalama 40 dakika
stirmiigtiir. Koéyde yasayan Ogrencilerle yapilan goriismelerde internet
baglantisindan kaynaklanan sorunlar yasanmis, bazi goriismeler belirlenen siire
icinde tamamlanamamustir. Ogrencilerin internet kotalarinin yetersizligi 6zellikle
koylerdeki 6grencilerden veri toplamada teknik zorluklar yasatmistir. Veli ve
Ogrencilere uygun zamanlar belirlenerek teknik sorunlarin yasanmadigi bir
zamanda goriismeler gerceklestirilmistir.
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Gecerlik ve Glivenirlik

Aragtirmanin  aktarilabilirligini arttirmak i¢in; O6grencilerin Covid-19 salgini
stirecinde uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersine yonelik deneyimlerine iliskin
goriisleri ile smrlandirilmistir.  Ogrencilerden gdriisme esnasinda  alan
cevaplardan konuyla iligkili olmayanlar elenerek arastirmaya dahil edilmemistir.
Ogrenci cevaplarmin dékiimii yapildiktan sonra dgrencilere incelettirilerek teyit
ettirilmistir. DOkiimii yapilan veriler bagka bir uzman tarafindan da incelenerek
verilerin dogru aktarilmasina ve veri kaybinin yaganmamasina 6zen gosterilmistir.
Veriler dogrudan alintilarla desteklenmigtir.  Arastirmanin  inandiriciligini
arttirmak i¢in; Calisma grubu belirlemede amagl O6rneklem tiirlerinden 6lgiit
orneklem kullanilmustir. Calisma grubuna dahil olacak 6grencilerin belirlenen
Olciitleri tasimalar1 esas alinmistir. Verilerin analizinde elde edilen kodlara ve
temalara iligkin goriis birliginin saglanmasi i¢in uzman goriisiine bagvurulmustur.
Veri toplama aracma iliskin, alan uzmanlar1 ve Tiirkge 6gretmeninin gorisleri
alinmis; sorular ¢alismanin amacina uygun, nicelik ve nitelik olarak yeterli ve
anlagilabilir bulunmustur. Arastirmanin tutarhiligini arttirmak i¢in; Aragtirma
sonuglarnin verilere uygunlugu i¢in uzman goriisii alinarak, arastirma verileri ve
sonucunun tutarlilig incelenmistir. Veri toplama aracina pilot uygulama yapilmis
ve pilot uygulama sonucu Ogrencilerin sorulara uygun cevaplar verdikleri
gorilmiistiir. Aragtirmanin  teyit edilebilirligini  arttirmak i¢in; Uzmanlar
tarafindan ham verilerin ve arastirma bulgularinin tutarliligi kontrol edilmis ve
uygun bulunmustur.

Arastirmacinin Rolu

Arastirma siirecinde arastirmact yari yapilandirilmis  goriisme  formunun
hazirlanmasi ve uygulanmasi asamasinda uygulayici olarak yer almistir. Verilerin
toplanmas1 asamasinda verilerin igerigini etkilemeye yonelik tutumlardan uzak
durmaya Ozen gosterilmistir. Aragtirmaci calismayr ylrittiigii okulda sosyal
bilgiler Ogretmeni olarak goérev yapmaktadir. Calisma grubunda yer alan
katilmcilar1 ¢alisma Oncesinde tanimaktadir. Calisma grubundaki katilimcilarin
aileleri, ekonomik durumlari, kisilik o6zellikleri gibi birgok konu arastirmaci
tarafindan bilinmektedir. Bu durum c¢alismaya olumlu sekilde yansimustir.
Katilimecilarm aragtirmaci tarafindan taninmasi, veri toplama asamasindaki
gorlismelerde samimi bir ortamin olusmasina ve katilimecilarin duygularini agik
ifade etmelerine katki saglamigtir. Arastirmacinin goriisme esnasindaki agik fikirli
ve anlayish tutumu, katilimeilarin fikirlerini sdyleme hususunda olasi kaygilarini
ortadan kaldirmigtir. Arastirmacmin ¢aligma yliriitiilen okulda 6gretmen olmasi
veri toplama siirecinde, gerektiginde yeni verilere ulasma hususunda kolaylik
saglamigtir. Arastirmacinin katilimcilarin okul ve aile durumlarini, ekonomik
diizeylerini bilmesi elde edilen verilerin anlamlandirilmasinda arastirmaciya yol
gosterici olmus ve kolaylik saglamistir.
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Verilerin Analizi

Arastirma  verilerinin analizinde igerik analizinden faydalamlmistir. Igerik
analizinde temel amag¢ toplanan verileri agiklayabilecek kavramlar ve iligkiler
olusturmaktir. Bu amagla elde edilen verilerin ilgili kavram ¢ergevesinde
toplanmasi, daha sonra bu kavramlarin diizenlenerek uygun agiklayici temalarin
olusturulmasi gerekir (Yildirim. Simsek, 2016). Arastirma sonucunda elde edilen
veriler bir araya getirilerek titizlikle incelenmis ve konuya iligskin &grencilerin
ifadeleri tek tek okunarak, her soruya yonelik cevaplar alt alta yazilip bilgisayar
ortaminda veri havuzu olusturulmustur. Daha sonraki siiregte veriler incelenerek
konuyla iligkili olmayan veriler elenmistir. Anahtar kelimeler belirlenmis, bu
anahtar kelimelerden hareketle kodlama islemi yapilmis, bu kodlarin iligkili oldugu
kategori ve temalar olusturulmustur. Verilerin yazimi, incelenmesi, konuyla iliskili
olmayan cevaplarin elenmesi hususunda uzman goriisiine de bagvurularak olasi
yanilgilarin 6niine gegilmistir. Boylece 6grencilerin uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler
dersine yonelik goriisleri derinlemesine incelenmistir.

Elde edilen ham veriler Dey’in (1993) veri analiz siirecinde uyguladigi asamalar
izlenerek betimleme, smiflama ve iliskilendirme olarak tii¢ bdliimde analiz
edilmistir.

Betimleme

Bu asamada calismada elde edilen veriler incelenmis, 6grencilerin ayni sorulara
verdikleri cevaplar eksiksiz olarak toplanmis ve her soruya ait cevaplar alt alta
yazilip gruplandirilmigtir.  Bu yOntemle verilerin analizindeki diger asamalarda
verilere iligkin bilgilerin gozden kagmasi engellenmis, kontroliikolaylasmistir.

Siniflama

Bu asamada oOgrencilerin sorulara verdigi cevaplara gore anahtar kelime ve
climleler belirlenmis, bu anahtar kelimelere gore kodlama yapilarak temalar
olusturulmustur.

iliskilendirme

Bu asamada benzer kodlar iligkili kategorilere ayrilmis daha sonrabenzer
kategoriler ayni tema altinda toplanmis ve bulunan temalar betimsel analiz ile
yorumlanmistir.

Arastirma sonuglarini
destekler nitelikte Kaynar, Kurnaz, Dogrukok ve Sentiirk Barigik (2020) “Ortaokul
Ogrencilerinin Uzaktan Egitime Iliskin Goriisleri” baslikli arastirmalarinda EBA ve
diger online iletisim kanallar tizerinden dersi takip eden 6grencilerin internet ve
EBA baglantisinda sorun yasamalarinin uzaktan egitime karsi olumsuz goriis
bildirmelerinde etkili oldugunu tespit etmislerdir. Ayn1 arastirmada EBA ve
internet baglant1 sorunu yagamayan Ogrencilerin, yasayanlara gore daha olumlu
goriis bildirdikleri belirlenmistir.

Arastirma bulgularin1 destekler nitelikte Gomleksiz ve Pullu (2020)
“Meslek Yiiksekokulu Ogrencilerinin Uzaktan Egitime iliskin Gériisleri” baslikli
aragtirmalarinda 6grencilerin gergcek sinif ortaminda olmamasindan kaynakli
arkadaglartyla yan yana olmamalarmin iletisimlerini olumsuz etkiledigini ve
Ogretmenlerine sormak istedikleri sorular i¢in yeterli silirenin olmamasindan
kaynakli iletisim sorunlar1 yasadiklar1 sonucuna ulasmislardir. Tuncer ve Tanas
(2011), “Akademisyenlerin Uzaktan Egitim Programlarmma Yonelik Goriislerinin
Degerlendirilmesi” baglikli arastirmalarinda uzaktan egitimle materyal hazirlama
ortamlarmin smifta oldugu kadar etkili bir sekilde olusturulamadigi ayrica
Ogrencilerin Ogretmenleriyle kurduklart iletisimde sorunlar yasadiklari ve ders
sunumunda ortaya ¢ikan sorunlar oldugu sonucuna ulagmislardir.

Basarili
olamayacagmi diisiinme sebeplerinin uzaktan egitimin yiiz yiize egitim kadar
faydali olmadigmi diistinmeleri, uzaktan egitimle sosyal bilgiler dersini anlamakta
zorlanmalari, uzaktan egitimin sevilmemesi ve yasanan teknik sorunlar oldugu
tespit edilmistir. Aksoy ve Ozyiirek (2021) “Covid-19 Salgini Donemindeki
Uzaktan Egitim Uygulamalarmin Universite Ogrencilerin Gériislerine  Gore
Incelenmesi” baslikl1 arastirmalarinda, 6grencilerin uzaktan egitimde yiiz yiize ders
isleme sansinin olmamasimin dgrenci basarisini olumsuz etkiledigi, 6grencilerin
uzaktan egitimde derse odaklanma sorunu yasadiklari, yiiz yiize egitimde 6grenilen
bilginin daha kalict oldugunu diisiindiikleri sonucuna ulasmglardir.

Iliskin Goriisleri” bashkli arastirmalarinda, uzaktan egitim siirecinde canh
derslerdeki uygulamalarin dersi sikici ve anlasilmasi zor hale getirdigini bunun
dersi olumsuz etkiledigini ayrica smif ortaminda derslere yeteri kadar
odaklanilamadig1 ve ders siirelerinin yetersiz olmasindan kaynakli derslerin etkisiz
ve verimsiz gectigini ortaya koymuslardir. Karakus, Ucuzsatar, Karacaoglu,
Esendemir, Bayraktar (2020) “Tiirkce Ogretmeni Adaylarinin Uzaktan Egitime
Yonelik Goriigleri” baslikli aragtirmalarinda Tiirk¢e 6gretmeni adaylarinin uzaktan
egitime genel anlamda olumsuz yaklastiklarin1 ortaya koymuslardir. Aym
aragtirmada Ogrencilerin dersleri takip etmede en ¢ok akilli telefon kullandiklar,
yasadiklar1 internet ve baglanti sorunlarindan dolay1 dersleri yeterince takip
edemedikleri ifade edilmistir. Ayrica bu durumun Ogrenciler arasinda firsat
esitsizligi yarattig1 vurgulanmistir. Kus, Mert ve Boyraz, (2021) “Covid-19 Salgim

Tuncer ve Bozkurt (2020) arastirmalarinda uzaktan
egitimin ilkogretim Ogrencilerine her yerde ve istedikleri zaman egitim alma
imkani olusturdugu ve bu durumun 6grencilerin kendi egitiminin sorumlulugunu
almasina olumlu katk1 sagladigi sonucuna ulagsmiglardir.

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Introduction

Epidemics such as plague, cholera, Spanish and swine flu have an important place in
human history. The Covid-19 epidemic, which emerged in the last months of 2019 and
made its impact felt all over the world in a very short time, was defined by the World
Health Organization as "a new disease seen for the first time in humans". The Covid-19
pandemic has negatively affected education. According to the statistics on the official
website of UNESCO, in February 2021, when the impact of the epidemic was felt
intensely, a total of 221.964.320 students in 28 countries around the world could not
attend school due to the closure of schools. In Turkey, 16.5 million students in primary
and secondary schools were affected by this situation and could not go to school
(UNESCO, 2021). The first case in Turkey was seen on March 11, 2020, and on March
12, 2020, education was suspended in primary and secondary schools and studies for the
transition to distance education started (MEB, 2020).

Although distance education has come to the fore as a method used to meet the education
needs of people during the Covid-19 epidemic, OttoPeters introduced this concept in
Germany in the 1960s and 1970s, and distance education has been actively used for the
first time in France (Kaya, Erden, Cakir, Guttalli, 2004). “Distance education is defined
as a learning activity in which educational activities are carried out in a planned and
comprehensive way, without the concepts of time and space, carried out through
electronic or non-electronic channels that require special communication” (Altiparmak,
2011). Thanks to distance education, students with different backgrounds and
characteristics can receive education easily (Rovai, Downey, 2010). Instructors who
carry out distance education activities can share notes and information about their
expectations about their courses, which makes it easier for students to clearly understand
what their teachers expect from them (Waterhouse, Rogers, 2004). In addition, in the
assignments given to the students in distance education, mutual communication is
provided easily, the homework submission and evaluation phase are realized in a shorter
time. Distance education makes its participants more active in the teaching process,
contributing to the control of one's own learning and thus increasing the motivation for
self-learning (Lin, Lehman, 1999).

In addition to the positive contributions of distance education activities, undesirable
situations may occur during the implementation process. During distance education, the
communication of students with each other and with their teachers is not as effective as
in the classroom environment, and the effect of the positive communication environment
created in the classroom environment decreases. The inability to provide a positive
communication environment as effectively as in the classroom environment negatively
affects the motivation of the students towards the lesson and causes a loss of motivation
(Cetin et al., 2004; Uzoglu, 2017). In addition, during the Covid-19 epidemic, there are
problems experienced by students and teachers in distance education due to various
technical and economic reasons. Among these problems, the restrictions experienced by
teachers during the Covid-19 epidemic, problems in the internet infrastructure in the
place where they live, inadequacies in using computers, attitudes towards distance
education, having a personal computer, anxiety and fear caused by the Covid-19
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epidemic are the factors affecting distance education (Agnoletto, 2007). Queiroz, 2020).
During the Covid-19 epidemic, the fact that students with insufficient socio-economic
status, especially in rural areas, cannot access distance education due to problems such as
lack of internet, connection problems, and not having technological devices to attend the
lesson, and that they cannot receive sufficient support from their families to participate in
distance education are among the negativities experienced in the distance education
process (Kus, Mert, Boyraz, 2021). In the process of the Covid-19 epidemic, distance
education applications have been used extensively in primary, secondary and higher
education, and this has brought with it technical, psychological and social problems that
have not been experienced before. While these problems affect distance education,
students' attitudes and opinions towards distance education also affect the efficiency of
distance education (Basar, Arslan, Gilinsel, Akpinar, 2019). With the emergence of the
Covid-19 epidemic, there has been a change in the perspective towards distance
education as a reflection of the change in the perspective on the way education is given,
and the understanding of the usability and necessity of distance education has been
strengthened during the Covid-19 epidemic process (Bozkurt, Sharma, 2020).

When the literature is examined, studies on distance education include Sayan (2020),
Bozkurt (2017), Giirer, Tekinarslan, Yavuzalp (2016), Simonson, Schlosser, Orellana
(2011), Karakus, Cheapsatar, Karacaoglu, Esendemir, Bayraktar (2021), Hodges, Moore,
Lockee, Trust, Bond (2020), Karahan (2020), Cakir, Arslan (2020), Karaca, Kalem
(2020). However, in these studies, no study was found that includes student views on
distance education of social studies course. This study will fill the gap in the literature
regarding the examination of student views on distance education and social studies
course. Our research; It has the qualifications to guide the practitioners in determining
the students' views on the distance education process of the social studies course,
contributing to the practitioners to review the course teaching process within the
framework of these views, and increasing the efficiency of the distance education
activities.

Purpose

Purpose of the research; To determine the views of students on distance education of
social studies course during the Covid-19 epidemic. In this context, the problem
statement of the research is:

“What are the student views on distance education of social studies course during the
Covid-19 epidemic?” determined as.

Method

The research was carried out with the phenomenology design, one of the qualitative
research designs (phenomenology). Creswell (2017) defines the phenomenology pattern
as “making sense of the situation based on the experiences or experiences of a few
people regarding a phenomenon or concept”. The phenomenon focused on in the
research is the students' experiences with distance education and social studies course
during the Covid-19 epidemic. In accordance with the phenomenon stated in the
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research, the opinions, perspectives and experiences of the students regarding the social
studies course through distance education during the Covid-19 epidemic were revealed.

Working Group

The study group of the research was chosen purposefully according to the determined
criteria. In cases where the working group is determined purposefully, the accessibility,
affordability, suitability to work, etc. of the people in the working group. Taking into
account their characteristics, people and places are determined in a purposeful, deliberate
and controlled manner (Creswell, 2017).

Criterion sampling, one of the purposeful sampling types, was used in the study. Three
main criteria were taken into consideration while determining the working group. These
criteria are; It has been determined that the students who will be in the study group are
volunteers to participate in the study, they are easily accessible to the students, and the
students have the experience of participating in the social studies course with distance
education during the Covid-19 epidemic.

The study group consists of 37 students from a public school located in the city center of
Kirsehir. The class and gender distributions of these students are given in the table
below.

The students forming the study group are studying in a school located in a socio-
economically disadvantaged environment in the city center of Kirsehir. In this school,
there are students living in the central district as well as students coming from 5 different
villages by bussed education. 27 of the students in the study group live in the city center
and 10 live in the village. The mothers of all students are housewives. The father of 30
students is a farmer and the father of 7 students is a worker. Thirty of the participating
students live in nuclear families and 7 of them live in extended families. In the study
group, there are 10 students who have limited internet access and have problems with
internet connection in their village. Most of the students are connected to distance
education by phone.

Data Collection Tool

In the study, a semi-structured interview form prepared by the researcher was used as a
data collection tool. The interview form consists of 2 parts: The first part includes the
demographic information of the participants, and the second part includes questions
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about the subject. There are 5 questions in the question section of the interview form.
The questions asked to the participants during the interview are as follows; 1- What can
you say about your feelings about teaching the social studies lesson with distance
education during the Covid-19 epidemic? 2- What can you say about communicating
effectively with your teacher in the social studies course with distance education during
the Covid-19 epidemic? 3- What are your thoughts on your success in social studies with
distance education during the Covid-19 epidemic? 4- What can you say about the
situations caused by teaching social studies with distance education during the Covid-19
epidemic? 5-What would you say about what needs to be done to make social studies
lessons more efficient with distance education during the Covid-19 epidemic? In
addition, information about the demographic characteristics of the students was collected
with a semi-structured interview form. This demographic information was determined as
the student'’s class, gender, place of residence, income level, parental occupation, number
of siblings, and number of rooms in the house. According to Miles and Hubermen
(1994), consensus among experts in qualitative research is important to ensure the
reliability of the study. While preparing the questions in the semi-structured interview
form, expert opinion was sought, and in line with these opinions, arrangements and
corrections were made in the points that were found to be deficient in terms of scope and
grammar. It was suggested by the experts to remove the statements that might direct the
participants and these statements were removed. In addition, the semi-structured form
was examined by a Turkish teacher in terms of grammar and found appropriate. A pilot
application was made for the semi-structured interview form. In the pilot application, the
students did not have any problems in understanding the questions and gave appropriate
and sufficient answers.

Data Collection

The data were collected through online interviews during the Covid-19 outbreak.
Interviews were conducted using a semi-structured interview form prepared by the
researcher. In order to carry out the data collection process in a healthy way, the semi-
structured interview form was delivered to the students on paper. The questions were
asked sequentially and the answers were requested. Data loss was prevented by taking
audio recordings of students' answers. The interviews lasted an average of 40 minutes.
During the interviews with the students living in the village, there were problems arising
from the internet connection, and some interviews could not be completed within the
specified time. The inadequacy of students' internet quotas caused technical difficulties
in collecting data especially from students in villages. Appropriate times were
determined for parents and students, and interviews were held when technical problems
were not experienced.

Validity and Reliability

To increase the transferability of the research; This study was limited to the views of
students regarding their experiences with distance education and social studies course
during the Covid-19 epidemic. Among the answers received from the students during the
interview, those that were not related to the subject were eliminated and were not
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included in the study. After the students' answers were recorded, they were examined
and confirmed by the students. The data were analyzed by another expert, and care was
taken to transfer the data correctly and to prevent data loss. The data are supported by
direct quotations. To increase the credibility of the research; Criterion sampling, one of
the purposeful sampling types, was used to determine the study group. It is based on the
fact that the students who will be included in the study group meet the determined
criteria. Expert opinion was sought to ensure consensus on the codes and themes
obtained in the analysis of the data. Regarding the data collection tool, the opinions of
field experts and Turkish teachers were taken; The questions were found suitable for the
purpose of the study, sufficient and understandable in terms of quantity and quality. To
increase the consistency of the research; The consistency of the research data and the
result was examined by taking expert opinion for the suitability of the research results to
the data. A pilot application was made to the data collection tool and it was seen that the
students gave appropriate answers to the questions as a result of the pilot application. To
increase the confirmability of the research; The consistency of the raw data and research
findings was checked by the experts and found appropriate.

The Role of the Researcher

During the research process, the researcher took part as a practitioner during the
preparation and implementation of the semi-structured interview form. At the stage of
data collection, care was taken to avoid attitudes towards influencing the content of the
data. The researcher works as a social studies teacher at the school where she carried out
the study. He gets to know the participants in the study group before the study. Many
subjects such as the families of the participants in the study group, their economic status,
and personality traits are known by the researcher. This situation reflected positively on
the study. Recognition of the participants by the researcher contributed to the creation of
a sincere atmosphere in the interviews during the data collection phase and the open
expression of their feelings by the participants. The open-minded and understanding
attitude of the researcher during the interview eliminated the possible concerns of the
participants about expressing their opinions. The fact that the researcher was a teacher in
the school where the study was conducted facilitated the access to new data when
necessary during the data collection process. The fact that the researcher knew the school
and family status and economic level of the participants provided guidance and
convenience to the researcher in making sense of the data obtained.

Analysis of Data

Content analysis was used in the analysis of the research data. The main purpose of
content analysis is to create concepts and relationships that can explain the collected
data. For this purpose, the data obtained should be collected within the framework of the
relevant concept, and then these concepts should be arranged and appropriate
explanatory themes should be created (Yildirim. Simsek, 2016). The data obtained as a
result of the research were brought together and examined meticulously, and the
statements of the students on the subject were read one by one, the answers for each
question were written one under the other and a data pool was created in the computer
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environment. In the next process, the data were examined and the data that were not
related to the subject were eliminated. Keywords were determined, coding was done
based on these keywords, and the categories and themes associated with these codes
were created. Possible misconceptions were avoided by taking expert opinion on writing
and examining the data and eliminating answers that are not related to the subject. Thus,
the students' views on the social studies course with distance education were examined in
depth.

The raw data obtained were analyzed in three parts as description, classification and
association by following the steps applied by Dey (1993) in the data analysis process.

Description

At this stage, the data obtained in the study were examined, the answers given by the
students to the same questions were collected completely, and the answers to each
question were written one under the other and grouped. With this method, the
information about the data is prevented from being overlooked at other stages in the
analysis of the data, and it is easier to control.

Classification

At this stage, keywords and sentences were determined according to the answers given
by the students to the questions, and themes were created by coding according to these
keywords.

Attribution

At this stage, similar codes were divided into related categories, then similar categories
were gathered under the same theme and the themes found were interpreted with
descriptive analysis. In addition, student statements were included by directly quoting.
The obtained data were examined by another expert to ensure the reliability of the
analyzes.

Findings

Students’ Opinions on Their Feelings About Social Studies Lesson with
Distance Education During the Covid-19 Epidemic

According to the statements of the students participating in the research, the students
have three different views about taking the social studies course with distance education.
Students stated that they like, dislike, and are undecided about taking social studies
lessons with distance education.
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Liking

Students; They stated that the teacher, the content of the course, the teaching of the
course, being cautious, and the comfort factor were effective in liking the social studies
course with distance education.

Teacher

The positive feelings towards their teachers were effective in the response of the students
who like to take the social studies course with distance education, "I love it". For
example, (T28) I like to take social studies lessons with distance education, my teacher is
very interested in it, it is fun and very good.

Course Content and Processing

The students stated that the course content and teaching, which is one of the factors
related to the course, is effective in liking the social studies course with distance
education. The fact that the course topics attracted the attention of the students was
effective in their love of the distance education and social studies course. For example,
(S11) Yes, I love it. We learn about our culture, our history; The topics are good.

The teaching of the course was another factor in the students' love of the social studies
course with distance education. For example, (T1) I love it, because we chatted with the
teacher and made it like face-to-face education.

Being Cautious

The idea that it is necessary to be cautious during the epidemic period is also effective in
the love of the social studies course with distance education. It has been observed that
the students think that distance education is necessary in order to prevent the spread of
the epidemic and to protect from the disease, and because of this thought, the students
have a positive approach towards the social studies lesson with distance education. For
example, (T15) Distance education is necessary to prevent the spread of the disease,
that's why 1 like it. (S5) There is a disease, we cannot go to school; We do distance
education so that we don't get sick.

Comfort

The fact that the students liked the social studies course with distance education was
effective in the fact that they taught in a comfortable environment at home. The students
reasoned that they like the fact that they do lessons at home, in their own rooms, and that
they do not have to stay up early in the morning. For example, (T19) | love it, it is more
comfortable during the lesson; There are seats instead of rows.

(T21) It's nice to be at home; You don't have to get up in the morning to go to school,
you can lie down and rest in between.
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Dislike

Students stated that they did not like the social studies lesson with distance education,
they could not understand the lesson with distance education, they had technical
problems, they compared distance education with face-to-face education, and they
missed school and their friends.

Inability to Understand Lesson

The students stated that their inability to understand the course with distance education
was effective in not liking the social studies course with distance education. The reasons
for not understanding; They expressed it as not liking to spend time in front of the
screen, not being able to pay attention in the home environment as in the classroom. For
example, (T2) | don't like it because | don't understand much. It's not like in the
classroom at home. I'm distracted. (T20) | don't like it; | don't understand it because it is
very boring to spend time in front of the screen.

Technical Issues

The students stated that one of the reasons why they did not like the social studies course
with distance education was technical problems. Disconnection from the Internet has
been a factor in students' dislike for distance education and social studies. For example,
(T13) I do not like social studies with distance education; the live class is not that good,
there is constant interruption.

Comparison

Another reason why students do not like social studies with distance education is that
they find face-to-face education better when compared to face-to-face education. For
example, (T13) | don't like it, the live lesson is not that good. (T27) I don't like it; face-
to-face education is better.

Longing

In the statements of the students, it is seen that the longing of the students for the school
and their friends is effective in the dislike of the social studies course with distance
education. For example, (T20) | don't like it because | miss my friends. (S16) | don't like
it because | miss going to school.

Instability

According to student statements, the reason for their indecision in their feelings about
distance education and social studies course is the technical problems and the content of
the course.
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Technical Issues

The disconnection of the students from the internet was effective in their indecision. For
example, (T25) Sometimes | like it and sometimes | don't because either your teacher's
or my internet is cut off, the lesson is interrupted.

Course Content

Whether the subject covered attracts the attention of the students or not is effective in
their indecision. According to the subject of the course, the students stated that the
distance education and social studies course was sometimes enjoyable and sometimes
boring. For example, (T12) | am undecided because sometimes it is enjoyable,
sometimes it is boring, depending on the subject.

Students’ Opinions on Effective Communication in Social Studies Lesson
with Distance Education during the Covid-19 Epidemic

Students expressed two different views on communicating in distance education in social
studies course. Some of the students stated that they were able to communicate
effectively and some of them stated that they had communication problems. Those who
stated that they could communicate effectively; teachers, technical facilities and
democratic education environment are the factors that have a positive effect on their
communication. They stated that technical problems and the educational environment
negatively affected their communication.

Effective Communication

The students stated that the teacher, technical facilities and democratic education
environment had a positive effect on their communication in the social studies course
through distance education.

Teacher

The students stated that the teacher factor was effective in establishing effective
communication in the social studies course with distance education. They stated that the
teacher's communication skills, being understanding, being open to different ideas, being
interested and being fair contribute positively to effective communication. for example
(T18) 1 communicate effectively because our teacher is good at communication,
communication is easy.

(T31) We can communicate effectively; our teacher is very interested.

(T21) I can communicate effectively; | can speak easily because my teacher is not angry.
(T15) I communicate effectively; | tell my teacher my ideas as | want; she never gets
angry.

(T7) I can communicate effectively, | can say what | want; Our teacher is understanding
in this regard, he attaches importance to our opinion.

(T23) I communicate effectively; Our teacher treats everyone fairly and gives an equal
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say.
Technical Opportunities

Students stated that keeping internet connection and having sufficient internet speed
contribute positively to effective communication in distance education social studies
course. For example, (T9) There is effective communication because my internet is
good. (T17) I can communicate effectively because my internet speed is good; | don't
experience downtime.

Democratic Educational Environment

Students; They stated that the features that should be in a democratic education
environment, such as giving an equal voice in social studies lessons through distance
education, and being able to express their opinions comfortably, positively affect
effective communication. For example, (T5) | can communicate effectively, | can speak
like everyone else when | want the right to speak, | tell the teacher my ideas.

(T33) | communicate effectively, when I ask for a voice, | am given a voice as much as
everyone else; In the classroom, everyone is talking, and communication is established.

Communication Issues

The students expressed the factors that negatively affect their effective communication in
the distance education social studies course as technical problems and problems related
to the educational environment.

Technical Issues

As technical problems that negatively affect students' effective communication in
distance education social studies course; They stated the problems of having connection
problems in EBA, limited internet limit, sound interruption, and lack of internet
infrastructure. For example, (T29) No, | cannot, because the most important problem is
that there is no internet in our village; | use my father's internet, the room is not working,
it is always cut off, it ends immediately.

(T24) 1 can't, because there is a problem in EBA, our teacher's voice is sometimes cut
off.

Issues Related to the Educational Environment

The students stated that the problems related to the educational environment in the
distance education social studies course had a negative effect on their communication in
the course. The negative aspects of the educational environment; They stated that the
number of students is high, not being able to speak, and lack of classroom environment.
For example, (T10) I cannot communicate effectively in distance education and social
studies lessons, | usually raise my hand, but there are many students; That's why it's not
my turn, | can't talk. (T30) Effective communication is not an environment like in the
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classroom in distance education.

Students’ Opinions on Their Success in Social Studies Lesson with Distance
Education During the Covid-19 Epidemic

The students expressed their thoughts on whether they would be successful in the social
studies course with distance education with three different views: These views; Those
who think that they can be successful, those who think that they will not be successful,
and those who are undecided about whether they will be successful or not.

Success

In the statements of the students, those who think that they will be successful in the
social studies course with distance education stated that the factors of teachers, fulfilling
their responsibilities regarding the course and loving the course positively affect their
success in the course.

Teacher

Students think that their teachers contribute positively to their success in social studies
lessons through distance education. The teacher's nice lecture and the fluent teaching of
the lesson were expressed as the reasons for the students to think that their teachers
contributed positively to the social studies course through distance education. For
example, (T10) I think 1 will be successful in the social studies course with distance
education. Our teacher explains it clearly.

(T23) | think I will be successful in the social studies course with distance education.
Our teacher explains the lesson clearly; it is nice that he teaches the lesson; | think | will
be successful.

(T12) I think that I will be successful in the social studies course with distance education.
The lessons are going well, fluent; It is not clear how time passes.

Fulfilling Class-Related Responsibilities

Students think that another factor that contributes positively to their success in distance
education in social studies course is to fulfill their responsibilities related to the course.
Fulfilling the responsibilities related to the course such as preparing for the course,
repeating the course, and doing the homework related to the course are expressed as the
factors that positively affect the success of the students in the teaching of the course with
distance education. For example, (T13) I think I will be successful. Because | prepare for
the lesson and then | repeat it. (T22) | think I will be successful. Because | do my
homework, | study my class.

Don’t Like the Lesson

Students stated that their success in the social studies course through distance education
affects their success in the course positively.
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Failure

Students used expressions stating that the negative aspects of distance education, course-
related elements and technical problems were effective in their failure in the social
studies course with distance education.

Negative Sides of Distance Education

By causing students to be unsuccessful in the social studies course with distance
education; They argued that distance education is not as effective as face-to-face
education, face-to-face education is more beneficial, and it is difficult to focus on the
lesson in distance education. For example, (T6) | am unsuccessful. Because | think that
there is no substitute for face-to-face education. (S9) | cannot be successful. Because
face-to-face education is more beneficial, distance education is not good at all. (T19) |
will be unsuccessful. Because | cannot focus on the lesson in distance education. I'm
distracted.

Course Relevant Elements

Students stated that course-related factors were effective in their failure in the social
studies course with distance education. They stated that factors related to the course such
as not being able to understand the course, not liking the course, and not getting
efficiency from the course were effective in their failure. For example, (T25) No because
I do not understand with distance education. (T29) No, because | don't like distance
education, it alienated me from the course. (T21) No, because | can't get much efficiency
from the lessons.

Technical Issues

The students stated that being disconnected from the course as a technical problem was
effective in their failure in the social studies course with distance education. For
example, (T36) No because there are problems in the lessons; cut off, incomprehensible.

Instability

Students stated that they could not benefit enough from distance education and did not
have enough experience in distance education for their indecision about whether they
would be successful in the social studies course with distance education.

Inability to benefit

The fact that the students were uncertain about whether they would be successful in the
social studies course with distance education was effective because they thought that the
distance education courses were not efficient enough and they could not benefit from the
courses. For example, (T11) I am undecided about being successful because the lessons
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are not very productive.
Experience

The fact that students were undecided about whether they would be successful in the
social studies course with distance education was effective because they did not
experience this course with distance education. For example, (T1) | am undecided
because | have never received such an education before.

Students’ Opinions on the Situations of Distance Education in Social
Studies Course During the Covid-19 Epidemic

The students stated that the social studies course with distance education creates positive
and negative situations.

Positive Situations

In their statements, the students stated that the sustainability of the course, protection
from the epidemic, being able to communicate and understanding the importance of the
school were among the positive situations.

Course Sustainability

Students stated that the social studies course with distance education has positive
reflections and that the continuation of education during the Covid-19 epidemic is one of
the positive situations that emerged. Students expressed positive situations not to stay
away from the lessons and to continue the lessons during the Covid-19 epidemic. For
example, (T4), during the Covid-19 epidemic, it is better than not taking any lessons, at
least we do not stray too far from the lessons. (T34) The positive aspect of distance
education is that we can teach at home, at least we teach lessons.

Pandemic Protection

Students stated that they think that social studies with distance education is necessary in
order to prevent the spread of the epidemic and not to be sick during the Covid-19
process, and stated that taking the course through distance education contributes to
protection from the epidemic. For example, (T6) Teaching at home is an advantage
during the Covid-19 epidemic process, the disease does not spread through distance
education.

(T25) The positive aspect of distance education is that we are at home and the disease
does not spread.

Communication

A student in the study group stated that he communicated well with his teacher through
distance education and expressed this among positive situations. The student stated that
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the comfort provided by distance education positively affects communication. For
example, (T12) We are more comfortable at home in distance education, so we
communicate better with our teacher.

Importance of School

Students stated that during the Covid-19 epidemic, distance education and social studies
course contributed to their understanding of the place of school in education and that
they realized how important the school was to them. For example, (T8) We understood
the positive aspect, the value of the school. Lessons are not like in school with distance
education. (S14) | understood how important school is for me.

Adverse Situations

The students stated that they had technical problems, problems related to the course and
their health was adversely affected.

Technical issues

In their statements, the students stated that they had technical problems such as being
disconnected from the internet, not being able to connect to the internet, and lack of
internet, and that these problems created a negative situation such as not being able to
participate in distance education. For example, (T8) Negative internet problems are
experienced. (T36) The negative side is that when there is no internet, not everyone can
participate, as it is face-to-face, and those who cannot attend are left behind.

Lesson Related Issues

In the statements of the students; They stated the problems such as having difficulty in
understanding the lesson, boring lesson, not being productive, not being able to pay
attention to the lesson, inadequacy of lesson times, and not being able to do activities
together in the lesson as the negativities in the distance education social studies lesson.
For example, (T28) Our lessons are not as productive as in school. (T23) The negative
side is that | stay away from the activities and games done together in the lesson and |
cannot pay attention to the lesson. (T7) Lessons are very boring from a distance, they are
not understood. (T12) We cannot deal with the negative aspects in detail. The time is not
enough.

Health
In their statements, the students stated that they had eye problems from being in front of

the screen all the time, and stated their health problems among the negative situations.
For example, (T15) Our eyes may be damaged by constantly looking at the screen.
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Students' Suggestions for More Efficient Social Studies Lessons Through Distance
Education During the Covid-19 Pandemic

The students made suggestions for the course, for the students and about the
opportunities in order to make the social studies course more efficient with distance
education.

Lesson Suggestions
Course Parts

Students suggest that there should be sections such as the chat section, the lesson control
section, the section reserved for the game, and the teacher and student sections. For
example, (T34) In order to focus on the lesson, the lesson should consist of parts. For
example, the teacher should tell for 10 minutes, the student for 10 minutes, the game for
10 minutes, etc. (T12) There should be sections such as games and chat in the lesson, it
should not always be a lesson.

Events

Students suggest that there be videos, games, competitions and various activities in the
lessons. For example, (T3) There should be videos related to the course and activities
should be done. (T24) More videos and images should be used. (T31) In order to be
more fluent and immersive, there should be award-winning competitions. (T26)
Computer games should be used in lessons.

Lesson Duration

The students made suggestions for increasing the duration of the social studies course,
the number of courses and shortening the time between courses. For example, (T4)
Lesson hours should be increased. (T20) The course duration should be longer. (T22) 10
minutes’ break, it should be shortened.

Participation

The students made suggestions for class participation and dividing the number of
participants in crowded classes. For example, (T14) Student participation should be
increased. (T15) In crowded classrooms, everyone should not attend the lesson at the
same time.

Compensation
The students suggested that there should be make-up lessons for the students who could

not attend the lesson. For example, (T33) For those who could not attend the course, a
separate course should be held, and those who did should not repeat the same topic.
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Push-up

Students suggested that exams be held at regular intervals in live lessons. For example,
(T16) Let's have live exams in class at certain intervals.

Image Sharing

Students recommend that the cameras be on during the live lesson and that their friends
and teachers share images. For example, (T2) Teachers should open the image. (S5) The
teacher should open the image and the students should too.

Student Advice

Student Participation

During the lesson, the students suggested determining the right to answer time for each
student and giving more opportunity to speak. For example, (T9) In order for each
student attending the course to have the right to speak, each participant must be given a
right to reply. (T26) We should be given more say in the lessons.

Encouragement

Students suggest that students who provide continuity in class participation in distance
education should be rewarded, thus encouraging students to attend classes. For example,
(T18) Students should be rewarded according to their participation rate in the course.
Suggestions on Opportunities

Educational Material

Students want their textbooks to be removed; They suggest that there are e-books that
can be used in the electronic environment and that contain various activities and
educational games. For example, (T28) It should not be a textbook, it should be an
electronic book, it should contain games related to the course.

Technical Opportunities

The students stated that the connection problem in distance education should be solved.
For example, (T25) There should be no connection problem.

Appropriate Educational Environment
The students stated that extracurricular noises originating from the environment should

be prevented during the lesson in distance education. For example, (T32) During the
lesson, some noises should not come from behind.
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Discussion and Conclusion

In the literature review, it is seen that the published studies on distance education and
social studies course are insufficient. During the Covid-19 epidemic, no study was found
that evaluated the distance education of the social studies course in terms of students. On
the other hand, there are studies at different educational levels and in different fields that
support the research findings.

The research findings revealed that the majority of the students liked the social studies
course with distance education. It has been determined that the teacher, the course
content and the teaching of the course are effective in the students' love of the social
studies course with distance education. In addition, it has been determined that the
students believe that distance education is a reliable way for the continuation of
education during the Covid-19 epidemic and the comfort of teaching at home is effective
in liking the social studies course with distance education. Kaynar, Kurnaz, Dogrukdk,
and Sentiirk Barisik (2020) determined in their research titled "Secondary School
Students' Views on Distance Education”, and determined that students are satisfied with
interacting with their teachers and friends in live lessons. In their research titled
"Distance Education and Its Applications”, Arat and Minister (2011) concluded that
students prefer live lessons in distance education and they feel more comfortable in
distance education than in the classroom environment. Bulut and Equalti (2020) in their
research titled "Evaluations of Undergraduate Tourism Students on Distance Education
in the Process of Covid-19" determined that undergraduate students had positive
opinions about taking courses with distance education. They concluded that they had
connection problems.

The research findings revealed that the reasons why students do not like to take social
studies lessons with distance education are that they have difficulties in understanding
the lesson with distance education and have connection problems. Supporting the results
of the research, Kaynar, Kurnaz, Dogrukok, and Sentiirk Barigik (2020) found that in
their research titled "Secondary School Students' Opinions on Distance Education”, it
was found that students who follow the course through EBA and other online
communication channels have problems with internet and EBA connection, which is
effective in reporting negative opinions about distance education. They detected. In the
same study, it was determined that students who did not experience EBA and internet
connection problems reported more positive opinions than those who did.

The research findings revealed that most of the students communicated effectively with
their teachers in the social studies course through distance education. It has been
determined that the teacher's communication skills, not having internet connection
problems and ensuring student participation in the lesson are effective in establishing
effective communication. It has been determined that the technical problems experienced
in connection, the density of participants in crowded classrooms and the lack of
classroom environment affect communication negatively. In their study titled
"Vocational School Students' Opinions on Distance Education™ in support of the research
findings, Temiz and Pullu (2020) concluded that the fact that students are not in a real
classroom environment affects their communication negatively, and that they experience
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communication problems due to not having enough time for the questions they want to
ask their teachers. Tuncer and Tanas (2011), in their research titled "Evaluation of
Academicians’ Opinions on Distance Education Programs”, concluded that materials
preparation environments with distance education cannot be created as effectively as in
the classroom, and that students have problems in communicating with their teachers and
there are problems in the course presentation

The research findings show that the reasons why students think that they will be
successful with distance education in social studies course; It has been revealed that the
lesson is loved, prepared for the lesson and the way the teacher handles the lesson. It has
been seen that the majority of those who think that they will not be successful. It has
been determined that the reasons for thinking that they will not be successful are that
they think that distance education is not as beneficial as face-to-face education, they have
difficulties in understanding the social studies course with distance education, they do
not like distance education and there are technical problems. Aksoy and Ozyiirek (2021),
in their research titled "Examination of Distance Education Applications During the
Covid-19 Epidemic According to the Opinions of University Students”, stated that the
lack of the chance to teach face to face in distance education negatively affects student
success, students have problems focusing on the lesson in distance education, and what
is learned in face-to-face education. They concluded that they think that knowledge is
more permanent. Students and lecturers stated that distance education is not a suitable
method for them; students stated that face-to-face education should be started as soon as
possible, and distance education should not be done except in compulsory cases. It has
been concluded that the students think that face-to-face education is superior to distance
education due to the problems they experience in distance education. Andsoy, Giingor,
Bayburtluoglu, and Yaman (2012) in their research titled "The Opinions of First Year
Nursing Students of Karabiik University Health School on Distance Education System"
concluded that the students were reluctant to attend the classes and the subjects were
difficult to understand in the lessons not given face-to-face. Bayram, Peker, Aka, and
Vural (2019) concluded that the technical problems experienced in distance education
negatively affect the students' expected efficiency in the lessons.

In the research, the negative aspects of distance education were expressed by all the
students participating in the study. It has been revealed that the negative aspects of
distance education and social studies course are technical problems in connection, not
being able to understand the course with distance education, insufficient course times,
the course is boring and being in front of the screen all the time is harmful to health. In
their research titled "Vocational School Students' Opinions on Distance Education",
Shirtless and Pullu (2020) stated that the applications in live lessons in the distance
education process make the lesson boring and difficult to understand, which negatively
affects the lesson. and proved to be ineffective. Karakus, Cheapsatar, Karacaoglu,
Esendemir, Bayraktar (2020) revealed in their research titled "The Views of Turkish
Teacher Candidates towards Distance Education”, that Turkish teacher candidates
approach distance education negatively in general. In the same research, it was stated
that students mostly use smart phones to follow the lessons, and they cannot follow the
lessons sufficiently due to the internet and connection problems they experience. In
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addition, it was emphasized that this situation creates inequality of opportunity among
students. Kus, Mert and Boyraz (2021), in their research titled “(Your) Opportunity in
Education During the Covid-19 Pandemic: Teachers and Parents' Views in Rural Areas”,
stated that students in rural areas do not have sufficient technical devices and internet
infrastructure regarding distance education, and their parents are aware of this. that they
did not receive adequate support; They found that this situation creates inequality of
opportunity.

In the research findings, it has been determined that the positive aspects of taking social
studies lessons with distance education are to prevent the disease, to prevent its spread,
to stay away from the lessons in this process and to be able to take lessons in a home
environment. Elective and Kurnaz (2020) found that students thought that it would be
better to go to school and receive education compared to distance education, they found
distance education positive in terms of health during the Covid-19 epidemic, and the
biggest problem with distance education was the problems experienced in internet
connection. In their research, Tuncer and Bozkurt (2020) concluded that distance
education provides primary school students with the opportunity to receive education
anywhere and whenever they want, and this situation contributes positively to students
taking responsibility for their own education.

Based on the data obtained in the research, students should,;

Having different parts in the lessons (game, chat, homework control, etc.),

Opening the image mutually in the lessons, diversifying the activities in the lessons
(games, competitions, etc.),

Increasing the duration of the lesson hours,

Limiting the number of students attending the lesson in crowded classrooms in order to
prevent the intensity of the lesson,

Defining the right to reply periods for students,

Creating an electronic book containing activities, games and competitions related to the
course,

Ensuring participation in the lesson,

To be able to watch the lessons again,

Solving technical problems in connection,

They made suggestions such as making make-up lessons.

Aksoy and Ozyiirek (2021), in their research titled "Examination of Distance Education
Applications During the Covid-19 Epidemic According to the Opinions of University
Students”, for distance education students; It has been determined that the lessons can be
taken at suitable times for the students, studies can be carried out to increase student
participation, students' voice participation in the lesson can be ensured, the students'
speaking time in the lesson can be increased.

Implication and Suggestions

According to the results of the research, we can make the following suggestions for the
social studies course to be taught more effectively and efficiently with distance
education:

- Computer-assisted games, competitions and activities that will ensure active
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participation of the student should be used in the social studies course, which will
contribute to the understanding of the subjects through distance education.

- The social studies textbook should be made suitable for distance education, and an
electronic book should be created. In the book, educational games, activities,
competitions where the student can test himself, etc. should take place.

- Arrangements should be made for the duration and number of courses in the distance
education of the social studies course. The number of courses and their duration should
be extended and divided into certain sections. In these sections, there should be sections
such as the treatment, discussion and evaluation of the subject with a student-centered
approach.

- As in the social studies course, in order for other courses to be processed better with
distance education, technical problems in connection should be solved and all students
should be able to access distance education.

- In order for the communication to be stronger in the lessons, the teachers should be
more sensitive about the visual processing of the lessons.

- Studies on what should be done to ensure that the social studies course through distance
education is carried out efficiently and the content is transferred in accordance with the
distance education conditions and student expectations should be carried out by
researchers in the future.

Research Limitations and Future Research

The research was limited to the opinions of 37 students studying at a public school in the
city center of Kirsehir in the 2020-2021 academic year, regarding the teaching of social
studies by distance education during the Covid-19 epidemic. This research will
contribute to other studies to be conducted on the social studies course through distance
education. In the research, the problems experienced in the distance education of the
course were revealed. In order to solve these problems, researches can be conducted on
how the teaching methods and techniques applied in social studies education can be used
effectively in distance education.
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what the data will be used for, and how to ensure the confidentiality of the data are
explained. In addition, it was stated to the students that participation in the study was on
a voluntary basis and that they could leave the study whenever they wanted without
giving a reason. After the answers given by the students in the research were recorded,
the answers were examined by the students and they were asked to indicate the parts that
they thought were not their own statements. Students confirmed that the statements were
their own.
