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As the annual peer-reviewed periodical of the newly founded Turkish Institute of Archaeology
and Cultural Heritage, this journal hopes to establish international readership in Turkey and
beyond through publishing peer-reviewed articles bilingually in both English and Turkish. We
aspire to become a highly valued research institute journal, as known from other worldwide ex-
amples. The main aim of the Institute is to promote scholarship and further scholarly discussions
that document, preserve, discuss, study, and advance the understanding of the cultures of Anatolia
and its environs as well as the intercultural relations in the region. The journal functions toward
accomplishing this mission. Our goal is to disseminate information, create an academic discus-
sion platform, and promote interdisciplinary dialogues.

Given that there are already a large range of journals serving Anatolian archaeology and
related disciplines, adding a new journal to the list may seem superfluous. However, unlike many
other periodicals the Journal of the Turkish Institute of Archaeology and Cultural Heritage (TARE
for short) publishes articles bilingually in both Turkish and English; this facilitates worldwide
visibility of Turkish research and enables international research to gain recognition at the national
level. Moreover, the publishing of articles in Turkish also contributes to the enrichment of much-
needed discipline related terminology. The journal also aims geographically to extend beyond
Anatolia’s geographic borders in an effort embrace a broad range of topics related to the insti-
tute’s functions. We welcome submissions from Anatolia but also neighboring regions, including
the Mediterranean, the Aegean, the Black Sea, and the Balkans, as well as Southwest and Central
Asia. All periods from prehistory to the present day, including (but not limited to) the Bronze Age,
the Iron Age, the Archaic, Classical, Hellenistic, and Roman periods, Late Antiquity, and the Byz-
antine, Seljuk, Beylik, and Ottoman periods are included and embraced by the journal. Scholarly
articles in the disciplines of history, archacology, history of art, anthropology, epigraphy, history
of architecture, archaeometry, geographical information systems (GIS), numismatics, maritime
archaeology, landscape archaeology, theoretical archaeology, cultural heritage management, dig-
ital heritage management and museum studies are welcome. The journal is also happy to receive
methodical articles that aim to advance education, policies of dissemination of cultural heritage,
digitization efforts, or field or laboratory techniques.

To summarize the publication policies, synthetic research articles that typically do not ex-
ceed 5,000 words and address the accompanying data in an interpretive framework are preferred.
Exclusive of exceptional cases, catalogues and excavation reports are beyond the scope of the
journal. Papers that bring in theoretical angles and that discuss a defined theme are considered for
publication. The journal aims to publish the accepted articles in full or a large section therefrom
in both languages and to embrace an open access policy.! Book reviews of recent relevant publi-

Tﬁrk Arkeoloji ve Kiiltiirel Miras Enstitiisiiniin y1llik hakemli periyodik yayimni olarak misyo-
numuz, nitelikli bilimsel makaleleri hem Ingilizce hem de Tiirkge olarak ¢ift dilde yayilaya-
rak ulusal ve uluslararasi okuyucu kitlesine ulasmak ve diinyadaki diger arastirma enstitiilerinde
oldugu gibi saygin bir dergiye sahip olmaktir. Enstitiiniin ana amaci, Anadolu ve gevresi cograf-
yalardaki her doneme ait kiiltiirlerin ve aralarindaki iliskilerin aragtirilmasi, belgelenmesi, ko-
runmasi, tartisilmasi ve incelenmesidir. Bu dergi de Enstitliniin temel amaci dogrultusunda yayin
yapacaktir. Hedefimiz bilgiyi yayarak akademik tartisma ortami yaratmak ve bu sayede bilimsel
diyalog ile bilimler arasi iligkiyi de tesvik etmektir.

Halihazirda Anadolu arkeolojisine ve ilgili disiplinlere hizmet veren ¢ok sayida dergi var-
ken, listeye yeni bir dergi eklemek gereksiz goriilebilir. Ancak Tiirk Arkeoloji ve Kiiltiirel Miras
Enstitiisii Dergisi (kisaca TARE), Tiirkiye’de pek ¢ok dergiden farkli olarak yayinladigi maka-
leleri hem Ingilizce hem de Tiirkge olarak ¢ift dilli yaym yapmaktadir; bu sayede Tiirkiye’de-
ki arkeolojik caligmalar1 uluslararasi akademik camiada daha goriiniir kilmay1 ve ayn1 zamanda
Tiirkiye diginda yapilan ¢aligmalarin da yurtiginde ses getirmesini ve bilimsel terminolojinin zen-
ginlesmesini hedeflemektedir. Ayrica, Tiirk Arkeoloji ve Kiiltiirel Miras Enstitlisii Dergisi, kap-
sam olarak Tiirkiye’nin cografi smirlarinin 6tesine gegmeyi, Anadolu ve komsu cografyalari olan
Akdeniz, Ege, Karadeniz ve Balkanlar, Giineybat1 ve Orta Asya ile ilgili makaleleri dahil etmeyi
ve Enstitiinilin islev ve faaliyetleriyle iliskili tarih, arkeoloji, sanat tarihi, antropoloji, epigrafi, mi-
marlik tarihi, arkeometri, cografi bilgi sistemleri (CBS), niimizmatik, sualt1 arkeolojisi, peyzaj ar-
keolojisi, teorik arkeoloji, kiiltiirel miras yonetimi, dijital miras yonetimi ve miize ¢aligmalari gibi
alanlar1 da igeren cesitli konular1 kapsamay1 amaglamaktadir. Arastirma makaleleri prehistorik
donemlerden baslayarak Tung Cagi, Demir Cagi, Arkaik, Klasik, Helenistik ve Roma Dénemleri,
Geg Antik Cag, Bizans, Selguklu, Beylikler ve Osmanli Dénemlerini kapsar ve bunlarla sinirlt
kalmamak iizere tarih dncesinden giiniimiize kadar tiim donemlerle ilgili bilimsel ¢caligsmalari ice-
rebilir. Ayn1 zamanda dergi, yontemsel acidan egitimi, kiiltlir mirasinin halka yayilma politikala-
rini, dijitallesme ¢abalarini veya arazi ya da laboratuvar tekniklerini ilerletebilecek makaleleri de
tesvik etmektedir.

Derginin teknik yazim kurallarimi ve yayin yaklagimini da birkag ciimleyle 6zetlemek ge-
rekirse, genel itibariyle sonuglari ve fikirleri 6ziimsenmis, verileri yorumlayici bir ¢ergevede ele
alan 5.000 kelimeyi asmayan arastirma makaleleri tercih edilir. Istisnai durumlar harig, kataloglar
ve kazi raporlart derginin kapsami disindadir ve dolayisiyla teorik agilarla beslenmis ve belirli
bir temay: tutarl: ifadelerle tartisan makaleler yayimlanmak iizere degerlendirilir. Kabul edilen
makalelerin tamamin1 veya biiyiik bir boliimiinii Tiirkce veya Ingilizce olmak iizere iki dilde
yaymlanmakta ve agik erisimli olarak okuyucuya ulagtirilmaktadir.'
