The British authorities out here have apparently taken a
positive stand against the nationalist movement under Mustapha
Kemal which may lead to very serious consequences They appear
to remain, as in the past, hostile to the Union and Progressive
Party which claims to represent the national cause of the Turks
and once supported by a large majority of the Turkish army. As
the Mustapha Kemal movement apparently is believed absolutely
to be identical with the Young Turk Party which has not been
materially veakened by the loss of its absoluteing leaders some
kind of a clash would seem inevitable. General Woodbury, British
Commander in Chief in the Smymma region, has ordered the
dispersion of Turkish nationalist bends in that section. Some
people profess to believe that the British are secretly supporting
Mustapha Kemal while making a show of opposition. I am unable
to verify this at present. They are said to have asked to be allowed
to send a representative to the sivas convention. Please repaat to
Washington as the Comissioners number 364. Ravndal American
Commissioner.

Things Turkish seem to be reaching a crisis. All of anatolim
occupied by Allied troops appears in ofeen rebellion against the
government. Nazim Pasha Minister of war is said to have resigned
offering as an excuse the escape from prison in Constantinople of
Falil Pasha uncle of Envier, but in fact because the situation in
the interlor renders him helpless. The government's authority is
confined to a limited sphere around Constantinople. This is the
alarming news brought back by two reconstruction
commissioners. In some places like Oushak and Escshebir the
insurgents are reported as having deposed the local officials and
teken possession of public funds. The position of the cabinet
seems untenable but if Damad Faurid Pasha resigns he will be
probably replaced by Damat Tewfick Pasha who is 80 years old
and of the same school as the present Grand Visier. Ultimately it
is not unlikely that the question of the Sultan's abdication may
be raised by Mustafa Kemal's partisans in favor of the Crown
Prince, who is preferred by the socalled intellectuals who furnish
brains to the Insurgent movement. The Allied comanders here may

From Contantinople. "160, August 26 th 4 P.M. Rumors are
thickening of acttve British intervention out here in the settlenant
of Turkish affairs. On the one hand it is reported that some of the
leaders of the Young Turk party tho were taken to Malta to be
tried have been brought to England after having agreed to swing
the Nationalist movoment in Turkey into line for a British
mandate.

Secondly : it is claimed that Great Britains' representatives
here ith the aid of the Sultan are on the point of concluding an
arrangement regarding Turkey similar to the recent Anglo-Persian
agreement and that they are promoting a marriage between the
Shah now here and a daughter of the Sultan. These stories sound
very wild and would not even be mentioned in these despatches
but for the fact that they are talked of in responsible Turkish
circles. It is, perhaps, true that the Sultan is growing more and
more suspicious and afraid of the Mustapha Kemal movement
which is believed to call for immediate parliamentary clections and
cabinet’s restoration to the parliament and that he is now able to
convert his Grand Vizier from being a Francophi to be an ardent
advocate of British guardianship. The Nationalists ridicule the
idea of their being sold to Great Britain by Young Turk leaders
such as Prince Halim and Halil Bey and Mithat Shukri. As regards
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the Sultan's allaged intrigue with Great Britain they point to the
presen reported inrest and indignation in Persia and declare that
Turkey would never stand for such a deal. Numberous Nationalist
apparently remain firm in their allegiance to an American
mandate abviously believing that they stand better chances in
dealing with America of saving the country from dismemberment
and of escapling titelage. They do their best to neutralize the talk
of Armenian independence as an American doctrine and the inter-
nationalization of Constantinople is not even mentioned. The (?)
convention is said to have opened the 24th instant. A simil but
less important convention is scheduled to be held at Alasher back
of Smyrna. Please repeat to Washington as the Commissioner's
number 372. Ravndal American Commissioner”.
