THE SIMILARITY BETWEEN THE CONCEPTS OF “KUT” IN
GOKTURKS AND “FARRAH” (XVARRAH) IN SASSANIDS

Miladi 6. yiizyildan itibaren Orta Asya bolgesinde goriinmeye baglayan ve kisa siirede biiyiik
bir imparatorluga doniisen Goktiirkler, cagin bir diger etkili devleti olan Sasaniler ile ticari ve siyasi
iliskiler kurmugtur. Goktiirklerin o donemde gdcebe bir medeniyet siivmesi, Sasanilerin ise yerlesik
bir hayata sahip olmasina ragmen iki devletin hakimiyet anlayislar1 arasinda bazi ortak benzerliklerin
oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Bilhassa devlet mekanizmasi ve siyasi giiciin kullammini mesrulagtiran,
Farrah ve Kut gibi kavramlar buna érnektir. Farrah kelimesi; saadet, mutluluk, talih ve sans gibi
manalara gelmektedir. Tabii Farrah kavrami bu anlamlart disinda daha ¢ok Sasani sahlarinin, devleti
ve millet idare etmek icin Ahura Mazda tarafindan kendilerine verildigine inanilan siyasi ve dini
giicii ifade ederdi. Eski Tiirklere 0zgii olan Kut kavrami da Farrah kelimesine benzer anlamlara
gelmekle birlikte, Goktiirk Kaganlarinin kontrol ettikleri devlet ve o devleti olusturan millet unsurunu
iyi sekilde yonetmek icin Kok Tengri tarafindan kendilerine itd edildigini diisiindiikleri tanrisal bir
giicii temsil etmekteydi. Bu c¢alisma, tarihte ilk Tiirk devleti olarak bilinen Asya Hunlarindan
Goktiirklere intikal eden Kut kavramu ile Farrah arasinda ne gibi benzerlikler oldugu konusunu sinirl
kaynaklar 15181nda ortaya koymay: amaglamaktadir.
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Abstract

The Gokturks, which began appearing in the Central Asian region in the 6th century AD, turned
into a tremendous political power within a short time and started to establish commercial and political
relations with another influential state of the age, i.e., the Sassanids. Although the Gokturks had a
nomadic civilization at that time and the Sassanids had a settled life, it is understood that there are
some common similarities between the understanding of domination of the two states. In particular,
concepts such as Farrah and Kut, which legitimize the use of state machinery and political power, are
examples of this. The word “Farrah” means happiness, luck, felicity, and good fortune. However,
besides these meanings, this concept mainly refers to the political and religious power that Ahura
Mazda gave to the Sassanid shahs to run the state and nation. Although the concept of “Kut” has the
same meaning as the word “Farrah”, it represents a divine power that was believed to be given to the
Gokturks Khagan by Kok Tengri to manage the nation element of the state. This study aims to reveal
the similarities between the concept of Kut, which was transferred from the Asian Huns to the
Gokturks, known as the first Turkish state in history, and Farrah, in the light of limited sources.

EXTENDED SUMMARY

Iranian-Turkish relations date back to prehistoric times. We witness that these
bilateral relations gained momentum, especially in the 6th century AD. Because the
Akhuns, considered one of the powerful states of the era, held some important
commercial cities on the Silk Road route, paving the way for the Sassanids and
Gokturks to contact each other. In this context, Istemi Yabgu agreed with the
Sassanid shah Husrev Anushirvan, of which he was a contemporary, and
eliminated the Akhuns and divided the Akhun lands, including Ceyhun. As a
result of the political and commercial relations these two states entered with each
other, they had the opportunity to get to know each other's civilizations closely. Of
course, the fact that the Gokturks led a nomadic life and the Sassanids led a settled
life reveals that the two civilizations have different characteristics. However, when
we examine the understanding of the sovereignty of the two states, it will be
understood that some common aspects are similar to each other.

One of these commonalities concerns the ideology of political legitimacy
needed to govern the state. While the equivalent of this ideology was Kut in the
Gokturks, it was Farrah in the Sassanids. When we look at the word meanings of
the two concepts, it will be understood that they have meanings such as happiness
and luck. However, these two concepts were perceived as a divine power bestowed
by God to the rulers to rule the state rather than these meanings. In this respect, it
is understood that the Gokturk Khans and Sassanid shahs emphasized such
ideologies to legitimize their reign in the inscriptions they had erected. Of course,
it is possible to see these concepts outside the descriptions. For example, some
Gokturk Khagans wanted to consolidate their power politically and religiously by
adding the word Kut to their titles. The use of the title "Kutluk" by Gokturk Kagan
ilteri§ is an example of that. The Sassanid shahs, like the Gokturk Khagans, had
some expressions corresponding to the word Farrah printed on the minted coins to
make their reign effective.

This study, written here, aims to point out the similarities between the concepts
of Farrah and Kut, as well as point out how the Sassanid shahs and Gokturk

Khagans used these concepts to legitimize their power.
