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Conception of death and spirit design in Uzbek folklore 

Abstract 

Death, which is one of the most important transition periods of human life, has occupied the human 

mind for thousands of years because of being an unexplained personal experience. In the face of this 

mystery, mankind has made various designs in order to clarify the issues of death and life after death, 

and has applied to some practices in line with their beliefs. Although these beliefs and practices differ 

according to the lifestyles, perspectives, beliefs and situations of societies; Some beliefs and practices 

may also show similarities due to the similar approaches of human beings in perceiving the universe. 

Although the perspective of death, acceptance of death, beliefs about death and various practices after 

death in Turkish communities, which have ruled in different geographies and entered various cultural 
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circles, have undergone some changes and transformations over time, it is observed that the basis of 

the understanding of death is the old Turkish belief. It is seen that death in Turks is sometimes 

conceived as a "reunion" or "return". In this article, the concept of death and spirit among the Uzbeks, 

one of the Turkish communities, and the designs, beliefs and practices that emerged depending on 

this understanding, were discussed, and the religious and cultural aspects of death were emphasized. 

In this study, it is aimed to deal with the understanding of post-mortem of sipirit in various aspects 

and to clarify the perspective of the Uzbeks on the concept of death and sipirit with various data. The 

evaluations made in the light of the data obtained are presented at the end of the study.
