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Examining the early literacy skills of pre-school children in terms of different 
variables 

Abstract 

Early literacy skills cover a process that starts with birth and continues until primary school. 

Vocabulary develops with the sound schemes that the child develops for what s/he hears from her 

environment, and language-specific skills are acquired through imitation and modeling from her 

social environment. Along with motor development, learning pen-holding skills and body postures 

for reading and writing, and the development of hand-eye coordination are all prerequisites for 

literacy skills. Preschool period is a process in which children are supported in a holistic, systematic 

and planned manner in terms of all developmental areas. Early literacy skills are among the skills 

expected to be acquired in this process. Within the scope of this study, individual interviews of 45-50 
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minutes were conducted with 23 children aged 60-72 months and their phonological awareness skills, 

print awareness, story comprehension, visual matching and pre-writing skills were examined 

according to education and training examined according to the educational and professional status 

of the parents. As a result of the study, while there was no significant difference in terms of early 

literacy skills according to the educational professional status of the parents, it was concluded that 

the early literacy skills of the children increased when the educational status of the mothers increased 

and the mothers were teachers and the fathers were health personnel.
