Bu sayimizin ilk makalesi uluslararas iligkiler alanindan. Calisma “Liderlerin Ge¢mis Isyan
Deneyimi ve Bu Deneyimin Kisi Dokunulmazhg Hakki Uzerindeki Etkisi” baghgim
tasimakta. Adil Yildiz tarafindan gerceklestirilen calismanin amaci, liderlerin 6nceki
deneyimlerinin, onlarin kisinin dokunulmazhg: hakkini ihlal etme egilimini neden ve nasil
etkiledigini agiklama ve liderlerin bu haklarn korumadaki roliine iligkin olarak gelisen
literatiire katk: saglamaktir. Sonugcta, tek basina isyan deneyimine sahip olmanin bir liderin
insan haklariyla ilgili davranisini etkilemedigi, etkili olan seyin isyan deneyiminin sonucu
oldugu bulunmustur. Ayrica haklara saygi gosterme olasiliginin, bir isyan kazanmldiginda
azalirken, daha 6nce bir isyanda kayip verildiginde arttig1 gdzlenmistir.

Sayimizin ikinci calismasi Murat Terlemez tarafindan kaleme alinan, “Sporda Beyaz Yakal
Cahganlarin Orgiitsel Sinizm, Orgiitsel Adalet ve Orgiitsel Muhalefet Diizeylerinin
Orgiitsel Bagliiga Etkisi” baghkh, endiistri ve orgiit psikolojisi alanindan bir calisma.
Isminden de anlagilabilecegi gibi calismamin amaci, spor sektoriinde calisan beyaz
yakalilarin orgiitsel sinizm, orgiitsel adalet ve ¢rgiitsel muhalefet diizeylerinin 6rgiitsel
baglihga etkilerinin incelenmesidir. Sonugcta, orgiitsel sinizm diizeyi ile 6rgitsel baghhk
diizeyi arasinda negatif, orgiitsel adalet diizeyi ile orgitsel baghhk diizeyi arasinda ise
pozitif dogrusal anlaml iligki oldugu bulunmustur. Calismada ayrica orgiitsel sinizm ve
orglitsel adalet diizeyi arasinda da anlamh bir iligki tespit edilmis olup Orgltsel sinizm ve
orgiitsel adaletin birlikte 6rgiitsel baghlig: anlamli sekilde yordadig tespit edilmigtir.

Dergimizde yer alan bir diger calisma, “Ulusotesi Ailelere Kavramsal Bir A¢ilim: Siradisi
Uzak Mesafe Aileler” bashgini tagimaktadir. Nur Banu Kavakl tarafindan gergeklestirilen
calismada, Judith Stacey’nin “postmodern aile durumu”’ndan yola ¢ikarak, ulusétesi
ailelerin tartigilmasina yeni bir kavramsal yaklasim sunulmasi amaglanmstir.

Bu sayimizda yer alan dérdiincii cahsmamz ise “Iran’m Dig Politikasinda Milliyetcilikten
Islamciiga Gecis” baghgini tagimaktadir. Uluslararas: iliskiler alanindan olan bu calisma
Reza Pashayi ve Timucin Kodaman tarafindan gerceklestirilmistir. Bu calismada 1979 Iran
Islam Devrimiyle birlikte Iran’in dis politikasindaki déniisim incelenmistir. Amerika
Birlesik Devletlerinin ekonomik yaptinmlarinin da etkisiyle Iran’m Amerikan dis
politikasinda Pers milliyetciliginden siyasal Islam'a gecis oldugu iddia edilmektedir.

Bu sayimizdaki bir diger calisma isletme alanindandir. Bella Gulshan ve Mohsen
Muhammad Liaqgat tarafindan gerceklestirilen calisma “Savagin Yiktig1 Bélgede Isbirligi ve
Kar Amaci Giitmeyen Kurulus Performansi: Dis Bilginin ve Yenilik¢i Iklimin Roli” baghigim
tasimaktadir. Calismada is birliginin, savastan zarar gormus bir bolgedeki kér amaci
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glitmeyen kuruluslarin 6rgiitsel performansi tizerindeki etkisini kavramsallastirmak ve test
etmek amaclanmustir.

Sayimizdaki son ¢alisma Gokg¢in Cubukcu ve Giler Ertan tarafindan gerceklestirilen
“Fotograf Disiplininde Sokak Fotografciigi Kavraminin Ayrimui ve Algillanmasi” baghkh
calismadir. Calismanin temel amaci, fotograf sanatinin evrimini anlamaya yonelik bir
temel olusturmakken; diger amaclan fotografin giicii ve etkisini agiklamak ve sokak
fotografcihig ile belgesel fotografcilik arasindaki farklar saptayarak, taniklik iglevinin nasil
kullanildiginin daha iyi kavramasina yardimci olmaktir. Sonugta, giinimiizde sokak
fotografciiginin sanat ve gorsel iletisim kiiltiird igindeki 6nemi artmis olsa da bu alanin
belgesel fotografcilikla karistinldig: ve bundan dolay: sokak fotografi kavraminin 6ziiniin
ve niteliginin golgelendigi bildirilmistir.

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Editorial

We are happy to present you the December 2023 issue of our AURUM Social Sciences
Journal, which mainly accepts articles in the fields of economics, fine arts, law, business
administration, psychology, political science and public administration, sociology and
international relations. We have included six valuable research articles in this issue.

The first article of this issue is from the field of international relations. The study is titled
“Prior Rebel Experience of Leaders and Its Influence on Physical Integrity Rights”. The
aim of the study conducted by Adil Yildiz is to explain why and how leaders' previous
experiences affect their tendency to violate the right to personal immunity and to
contribute to the developing literature on the role of leaders in respects these rights. The
author found that having experience of rebellion alone does not inherently influence a
leader's behavior regarding human rights; what matters is the outcome of the rebellion. In
addition, the probability of showing respect for rights decreases when a rebellion is won,
while it increases when there has been a previous loss in rebellion.

The second study in this issue is from the field of industrial and organizational psychology
titled “The Effect of Organizational Cynicism, Organizational Justice and Organizational
Dissent Levels of White-Collar Employees in Sports on Organizational Commitment” by
Murat Terlemez. As the title suggests, the aim of the study is to examine the effects of
organizational cynicism, organizational justice and organizational opposition levels on
organizational commitment of white-collar workers working in the sports sector. The
results of this study show that there is a negative linear significant relationship between
organizational cynicism and organizational commitment levels, and positive, linear and
significant relationship between organizational justice levels and organizational
commitment levels. The study also found a significant relationship between organizational
cynicism and organizational justice levels, and organizational cynicism and organizational
justice together significantly predicted organizational commitment.

Another study in our journal is titled “A Conceptual Take on Transnational Families:
Atypical Families from A Distance”. The author, Nur Banu Kavakl, aims to offer a new
conceptual approach to the discussion of transnational families departing from Judith
Stacey’s (1996) “postmodern family condition”.

The fourth study in this issue is “The Transition from Nationalism to Islamism in Iran’s
Foreign Policy”. This study from the field of international relations was conducted by
Mohammad Reza Pashayi ve Timug¢in Kodaman. The aim of the study is to investigate
evolution of Iranian foreign policy after the 1979 Iran Islamic Revolution. And the authors
argue that with the influence of the United States economic sanctions, Iranian foreign
policy towards to the United States has changed from pre-revolutionary Persian
nationalism to post-Revolutionary political Islam.

Another study in this issue is form the field of business administration. The study
conducted by Bella Gulshan and Mohsen Muhammad Liaqat is titled “Coopetition and
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Non-Profit Performance in War-Torn Region: Role of Outside Knowledge and Innovative
Climate”. The article conceptualizes and tests the impact of coopetition (simultaneous
cooperation and competition) on the organizational performance of non-profit
organizations in a war-torn region.

The last study in this issue is from the fine arts. The article by Gék¢in Cubukcu ve Giiler
Ertan is titled “The Distinction and Perception of the Concept of Street Photography in
the Discipline of Photography”. The main purpose of this study is to provide a basis for
understanding the development of the art of photography. Additionally, it aims to
elucidate the potency and influence of photography and identify the disparities between
street photography and documentary photography in order to enhance the understanding
of how testimony function is utilized. As a result, the authors claim that despite the current
increase in the importance of street photography within art and visual communication
culture, it is frequently confused with documentary photography, therefore resulting in
overshadowing the essence and quality of the concept of street photography.

We hope you enjoy reading our journal, which includes studies from different fields of
social sciences.
