Amag: Engellilerde Spor ve Rekreasyon dersi kapsaminda yaptigimiz gérme engelliler futsal maci etkinligimizde ni-
versitemiz blinyesinde engellilerde sporu tanitmak, diger engelli bireyleri tesvik etmek ve bu konuda farkindahg art-
tirmak amacglandi. Futsal salon futbolu olarak bilinen ve genel olarak futbol'a benzese dahi kendine 6zgl kurallari olan
bir spordur.

Cankaya Bele-
diyesi Gérme Engelliler Spor Kuliibii ile ve istanbul'dan iki milli takim oyuncusuyla maca katilimlari icin goriisiildi. Mag
icin Universitemizin Beytepe Kampiisiindeki kapali spor salonu mac icin ayarlandi. Engelli Ogrenci Birimi destegiyle
Spor, Klltir ve Saglik Daire Baskanhgi tarafindan takimimiz igin gerekli olan formalar yaptirildi. Sonuglar: Etkinligimiz
iki farkli mactan olusmaktaydi. Maclardan birisi géren bireyler ile gérme engelli bireyler arasinda yapildi.ikinci mag
ise gorme engelli bireylerden olusan iki takim arasinda yapildi. Misabakalar TRT Engelsiz Spor programi tarafindan
kaydedildi ve ulusal diizeyde televizyonda yayinlandi. Tartisma: Ulkemizde engellilerde spora yeterince dnem veril-
memektedir. Bu tarz etkinlikler ile engelli kisilerin rol model olmalarini saglamak planlanmistir. Farkindalik etkinlikleri
toplumdaki dezavantajli gruplari topluma kazandirmak icin blylk énem tasimaktadir.
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ABSTRACT

Purpose: By organizing an indoor football match as a part of Sports and Recreation class we aim to introduce sports
to the disabled people in the University, promote sports activities to other disabled people and raise awareness on
this issue. Indoor football is a sport which has its own specific rules, even though it is similar to football. Athletes are
classified as B1, B2, B3 according to their visual acuity. B1 consists of totally blind players while B2 and B3 consist of
partially blind players. Materials and Method: In our study, two different indoor football matches were planned. Two
visually impaired national team players were asked to participate to the Cankaya Municipality Sports Club Team. Hac-
ettepe University Beytepe indoor sports hall was used for the match. Our team uniforms were prepared by Students
with Disabilities Unit with the support of Department of Sport, Culture and the Health. Results: Our event consisted of
two different matches. The first match was between visually impaired individuals and people who did not have such a
disability. The second match was between the two teams both consisting of visually impaired individuals. Competitions
were recorded by TRT Engelsiz Spor Program (Sport without Barriers Program) and were featured on national televi-
sion. Conclusion: Enough attention is not paid to disabled sports in our country. By this kind of activities, people with
disabilities can have the chance of being role models. This kind of awareness activities can help disadvantaged groups
to participate in the society.
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
