Seramik ¢aligmalarinin agirlikli oldugu bu sayimizda 6zellikle de Orta Anadolu
seramik buluntulari konusundaki ¢aligmalara yogunluklu olarak yer verilmektedir.
Cappadociadaki Aksaray Buyiik Deller kazisi ile Lycaonia bélgesindeki Karaman
Sisan Hoylk kazisi seramiklerine iligkin makalelerin yaninda Karaman Eminler
Hoytk aragtirmalarinda tespit edilen Erken Tung Cag: IIT seramik buluntularina
iliskin ¢alisma bolge tarihinin ¢ok daha erken evrelerini yansitmakta; MO {igiincii
binyil sonlarinda Karaman Ovasi yerlesimleri konusunda aydinlatici bilgiler
sunmaktadir. Yine Orta Anadolu arkeolojisini aydinlatan verileri i¢eren bir makale
de Cappadociada Avanos ve ¢evresinde yapilan yiizey arastirmalarinin sonuglarini
okuyucularimiza sunmaktadir. Aksehir Nasreddin Hoca Arkeoloji ve Etnografya
Mizesi koleksiyonunda yer alan bir grup pismis toprak unguentarium’un ele alindig1
¢aligmada incelenen eserlerin bircogu her ne kadar miizeye satin alma ve zoralim
yolu ile ulagmis olsalar da bunlarin bir kisminin Aksehirde ele ge¢mis olmast,
kargilagtirmalar yapma imkanini vermekte ve bslgenin MO birinci yiizyil ortalar: ile

MS ikinci ytzyil arasindaki tarihine 11k tutmaktadir.

Bu sayida sadece Orta Anadolu degil, diger bolgelerinden gelen seramikler
konusundaki ¢aligmalara da yer verilmektedir. Tarsus buluntusu Roma
Imparatorluk Dénemi ve Geg¢ Antik Cag amphoralari baglaminda kentin diger
bolge ve merkezlerle kurdugu genis iliski ag: ile ilgili sonuglara ulagilmakta; Bati
Anadolu seramik ¢aligmalar: ise Lebedos ylizey aragtirmalarinda ele gegen siyah
firnisli Attika seramikleri ile temsil edilmektedir. Karadeniz bélgesi arkeolojisini
yansitan bir seramik ¢aligmas: “Sinop Balatlar Kilisesi Kazilarindan Ele Gegen
Herakleia Pontika Amphora Buluntulari” baglhigini tagimaktadir. British Museum
koleksiyonundaki miihirli bir Rhodos amphorasindan yola ¢ikilarak, Hellenistik
Dénemdeki yonetici-tiretici baglantis1 konusuna yaklagimlar getirilen ¢aligmanin

da okuyucularimizin ilgisini ¢ekecegini imit etmekteyiz.

Seleucia'nin XIV. sayisinda heykeltiraghik ¢alismalara da yer almaktadir. Bunlardan
ilki, Tire Miizesi'nde bulunan Izmir-Kiraz (Koloe) buluntusu Roma heykeltiraglik
eserlerine iligkindir.

oldugu ve bunun bir Parthia personifikasyonu oldugu 6nerisinde bulunulmaktadr.

PREFACE

In Seleucia’s 2024 issue we are proud and happy to present many distinguished
archaeological studies. This issue focuses mainly on pottery studies, particularly on
the finds from Central Anatolia such as the material from Aksaray Biyik Deller
excavations in Cappadocia or Karaman Sisan Hoytik excavations in Lycaonia. Early
Bronze Age III pottery discovered in Karaman Eminler Hoyiik provides data on
much earlier phases of the history of the Karaman Plain providing enlightening
information about the Karaman Plain in the late third millennium BC. Another
illuminating article on the archeology of Central Anatolia presents to our readers
the results of the surface surveys carried out in Avanos and its surroundings in
Cappadocia. Although many of the terracotta unguentaria studied in another article
in the collection of Akgehir Nasreddin Hoca Archeology and Ethnography Museum
reached the museum through purchase and confiscation, the fact that some of them
were recovered in Aksehir makes it possible to make comparisons and sheds light
on the settlement history of the region between the mid-first century BC and the
second century AD.

'This issue includes studies on pottery not only from Central Anatolia but also from
other regions. The study on the Roman Imperial and Late Antique amphorae found
in Tarsus reveals the wide network of relationships established by the city with other
regions and centers. Western Anatolian finds are represented by an article on the
black glazed Attic pottery found in the Lebedos surface surveys and Black Sea
region by another study on the Heracleia Pontica amphorae discovered in Sinop
Balatlar Church Excavations. We hope that the study, which approaches the issue
of the manager-producer connection in the Hellenistic Period, based on a sealed
Rhodian amphora in the British Museum collection, will attract the attention of

our readers.

This issue also includes articles on ancient sculptures. The first example is related
to the Roman sculptural pieces found in Izmir-Kiraz (Koloe) now in the collection
of Tire Museum. It is suggested that they are the works of sculpture production
center in Philadelphia. After a detailed evaluation of the bust with Phrygian cap and
yashmak (veil) in the British Museum, it is suggested that the work depicts a woman

and is a Parthia personification.



The only article on glass is a comment on two Roman mold-blown glass vessels

found in Anatolian findspots and with possible Christian connotations.

The inscription on the Roman Imperial Period statue base mentioning Sisiphernes,
which is considered a Persian name, is introduced in another article. As a study
reflecting the Iron Age of Eastern Anatolia, we think that the article titled “A Group
of Urartian Artifacts from the Ahlat Museum”will benefit researchers in their studies

on various material groups.

Deadline for sending papers is
February of each year. Seleucia features previously unpublished studies and book reviews on
archaeology, ancient languages and cultures, ancient history and history of art written only in

Turkish or English.

Publishing Principles

Articles should be submitted as word documents, with font type Times New Roman, font sizes
12 points for headings (first letters should be capitalized), 10 points for text, and 9 points for
footnotes and references. The number of pages of each article should not be longer than ten
pages, including the bibliography. If the study is on some material/materials from a museum or
an excavation, the permission for publication should be submitted together with the article. The
book reviews should not be longer than three pages. If there are sub-titles, the headings should
be written bold with small letters. Abstracts written in both Turkish and English should appear
below the heading of the article, should be size of 9 points and minimum count of words should
be 200. Below the abstracts, a minimum of 5 keywords for both languages should be included (of
size 9 points) below the headings “anahtar sozciikler” and “keywords”. The articles produced out
of master’s theses or doctoral dissertations will not be accepted for publication.

¢ Footnotes should be given under each page. The ordering of author surname, year of publication
and page number should be as follows: Demirig 2006, 59.

¢ 'The reference list should appear at the end of the study and should explain the abbreviation
given in the footnote.

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A Stamped Rhodian Amphora from the British Museum:
A New Eponym-Fabricant Couple

Erkan Alka¢’ — Handegiil Canl™

Abstract

Within the British Museum’s collection resides a complete stamped Rhodian amphora preserved
in its entirety. On one handle of this amphora, the name of the eponym Ayépayog (c. 181/179
BC) with the month name @sopo@dprog is inscribed, while the other handle bears the name of
the fabricant Nwayig (c. 184 — c. 144 BC). Until the publication of this article, the connection
between the eponym Ayéuoyog and the fabricant Nikayig was unknown. Herein, we present for
the first time to the scholarly community, the relationship between the eponym and the fabricant.
Amphorae with both handles preserved and bearing stamps elucidate the relationship between
the eponyms and the fabricants. Identifying the eponyms associated with a fabricant is crucial
for determining the activity period of the fabricant. This, in turn, aids in ascertaining the number
of years a fabricant was active in amphora production. Moreover, establishing the association
between an eponym and a fabricant is of significance for research on amphora stamps. This article
aims to identify the names of the eponym and the fabricant on the stamps located on the two
handles of a Rhodian amphora in the British Museum collection and to date these are based on
the findings. Due to the eponym Ayépayog, dated to c. 181/179 BC, the years c. 184 — c. 144
BC have been proposed for the dates when the producer Nwayig was active. The stamps on the
handles of the subject amphora are pivotal in revealing a hitherto unknown connection between
the eponym and the fabricant.

British Museumdan Miihiirlii Bir Rhodos Amphorasi:
Yeni Bir Yonetici-Uretici Cifti

British Museum envanterine kayith bitiin olarak korunmus miihiirli bir Rhodos amphorasinin
muhir yoninden incelenmesi bu ¢aligmanin konusunu olusturmaktadir. Bu amphoranin bir
kulpunda yonetici (eponym) Ayéuaxogun (MO c. 181/179) ismi ile ay adi @ecpodpiog ve
diger kulpunda ise tiretici Nicoyi¢'in (MO c. 184 - c. 144) ismi bulunmaktadir. Bu makaleye
kadar yonetici Ayépoyog ile tretici Nwkayic'in baglantis: bilinmemekteydi. Burada bu yénetici
ve iretici arasindaki iligki ilk kez bilim diinyasina sunulmustur. Tki kulpu korunmug miihiirli
Rhodos amphoralari, yonetici ve tretici arasindaki iligkiyi ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir. Bir treticinin
iligkili oldugu yonetici ya da yoneticilerin belirlenmesi, tireticinin faaliyet tarihinin saptanmasi
i¢in 6nemlidir. Bu yolla Greticinin kag yil amphora urettigi belirlenebilmektedir. Ayrica yénetici
ile wretici birlikteliginin saptanmasi, amphora mithir aragtirmalar: icin de 6nem tagimaktadur.
Bu makalede British Museum koleksiyonunda bulunan bir Rhodos amphorasinin iki kulbunda
bulunan mihiirlerdeki yonetici ile iretici isimlerini belirlemek ve bunlardan yola ¢ikarak tarihlemek
amaglanmistir. MO c. 181/179 yillar1 arasina tarihlendirilen eponym Ayéuayog araciligila iiretici
Nukayic'in aktif oldugu tarihler igin MO c. 184 — c. 144 yillari aras: 6nerilmistir. Aragtirmaya
konu olan amphoranin kulplarindaki mihiirler, simdiye kadar bilinmeyen bir yonetici ve Gretici

baglantisini ortaya koymasi agisindan 6nem arz etmektedir.

Rhodian amphorae usually have the name of an eponym on one handle and the name of
a fabricant on the other. The eponyms were selected from among the priests of Helios and
were responsible for overseeing the commercial production and sales activities of Rhodes for
a year. The fabricant is known as the individual who manufactured the amphora.!. Amphorae
with both handles preserved and bearing stamps reveal the relationship between the eponym
and the fabricant.?. The eponym stamp precisely indicates the production date of such
amphorae. The names of eponyms enable the determination of how many years a fabricant
produced amphorae. Identifying the earliest and latest eponyms associated with a fabricant

plays a crucial role in determining the operational period of an amphora producer®.

Material and Descriptions
A complete Rhodian amphora (Inv. No. BM 2006,0331.2), is in the British Museum.

Museum records do not disclose its provenance. The names of an eponym and a fabricant

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are inscribed on its handles. This article aims to date the amphora and identify the names
of the eponym and the fabricant on the stamps. The stamps on the amphora’s handles are

significant for revealing an unknown connection between the eponym and the fabricant.

'The amphora, with a canonical rim edges, has oval-sectioned vertical handles extending
from the upper part of the neck to the shoulder. The neck is long and cylindrical, with the
shoulder sloping and transitioning smoothly to the body. The swollen body narrows down in
a triangular shape towards the canonical base. Rectangular stamps are observed on the upper

part of both handles of this amphora (no. 1a)*.

Through these stamps, it is understood that the amphora was produced by the fabricant
Nuwkayig during the year the eponym Ayépoxos. The stamp is attributed to the eponym
Ayépoyog, and the month is @eopopoptog. (no. 1b). The eponym Ayépayog is thought to
have held office around ¢. 181/179 BC in Period I1Ic’. The eponym Ayépoyog is linked with
the fabricants such as Ayoforfg I11° (c. 183 —c. 161 BC), Ayopava&’ (c. 209-¢. 205 — c. 164-
c. 162 BC), Apioteidag I8 (c. 192 — ¢. 170/168 BC), Apictov’ (c. 183 — ¢. 1170/168 BC),
Aaporpatng I (c.203-¢.199 - ¢. 167/165 BC),Koopog 11" (c. 181/179 BC) and Mapovog'
(c. 186 — c. 151 BC)™. The stamps associated with the eponym Ayépayog discovered in
various centres such as Tulcea', Sinope’*, Amisos', Pella'’, Pergamon®, Nagidos', Paphos®,

Seleukia®, Jerusalem?, Jordanie*, Crocodilopolis-Arsinoe?, Alexandria®, National

Museum of Athens®*, Varna Museum?, University of Milan Collection®® and Benaki
Collection in Alexandria®. This stamp is identical to the one found in the Graeco-Roman

Museum in Alexandria®.

The name of fabricant Nwkayig is visible on the upper part of the other handle (no.
1c). He is known for his associations with eponyms such as Tipacayépoc™ (c. 184 BC),
Kakporidag 113 (c. 175/173 BC), and probably Actoundng II* (c. 144 BC). Depending
on his association with these eponyms and their magistracy years, the fabricant’s activity is
dated between c. 184 and c. 144/166 BC**. Stamps of the fabricant Nwoyig have been found
in the centres such as Tanais*, Histria*, Sinope®’, Amisos®, Pergamon®, Kition*, hinterland
of Tarsus*, Jerusalem®, Alexandria®®, Syracusa National Museum* and Benaki Collection
in Alexandria . The stamp of the amphora in the British Museum, which is the subject of
this study, is identical to the one found in Alexandria®.

Conclusion

'The Rhodian amphora in the British Museum bears a stamp naming the eponym Ayéuayog,
who served for a year around 181/179 BC, on one handle. On the other handle, the name
of the fabricant Nwkayig, determined to have produced amphorae between c. 184 and c.
144 BC based on the eponyms associated with him, is inscribed. The association of the
eponym Ayépayog and this fabricant Nukayig has been recorded for the first time confirming

fabricant’s amphora production in the magistracy year of this eponym. This new connection is

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a significant contribution to the study of amphora stamps. The presence of both the fabricant’s
X die, and the eponym’s X die on the same amphora is significant’’. Knowing which eponym
is paired with which fabricant allows for the identification of amphorae belonging together,
even if their handles are found separately during excavations*. For instance, handles bearing
the stamps of both Ayépoyog and Nucoyig have been found separately in Amisos*. Thus,
these stamped handles from Amisos should belong to the same amphora. The amphora
preserved in the British Museum is dated to the years 181/179 BC based on the tenure of
the eponym Ayépayog.
