“Stirekli Yayin Modeli”, hakemli dergilerde kabul edilen makalelerin belirli say:
periyotlarini beklemeksizin, kabul edildikten hemen sonra ¢evrimigi erisime agilmasi
esasina dayanir. Elektronik yayimciligin basili yayimciliga kiyasla sagladigi esneklik ve
hiz sayesinde bu model, makalelere daha hizli erisim olanag1 sunar. Stirekli yayin modeli;
dergilerin igeriklerini gecikmeksizin yayimlayabilmesi, makalelerin bekletilmeksizin
giincel bicimde erisime agilmasi ve yazarlarin kabul edilen ¢alismalarini say1 takvimini
beklemeksizin yayimlayabilmesi gibi 6nemli avantajlar saglar. Bununla birlikte,
liniversitelerde atama ve dogentlik gibi resmi siireclerde belirli sayida ve belirli tarihler
icinde makale yayimlama sartinin bulunmasi, ayrica bazi tiniversitelerde yiiksek lisans
ve doktora Ogrencilerinin tez savunmasina girebilmek igin makale yayimlama
zorunlulugu getirilmesi, arastirmacilari son teslim tarihleri éncesinde yayin baskisiyla
kars1 karsiya birakmaktadir. Arastirmacilar bu zorunluluklar nedeniyle makale
stireclerini baslatsalar da “yayimlanacak say1 icinde makaleye yer olmamasi” veya hakem
stirecinden gectikten sonra dahil edilecegi sayinin aylar sonra yayimlanacak olmasi ciddi
zorluklara yol agmaktadir. Ozellikle indeksli dergilerde, makale kabul edilse bile sayiya
atanma ve yayimlanma siireci oldukca uzayabilmektedir. Stirekli yayin modeli, hakem
siirecinden gecen makalelerin dogrudan sayiya atanarak yayimlanmasina imkin
tanimasiyla bu sorunlara ¢dziim sunabilir. Ancak, dergiler agisindan makale kabul ve
hakemlik stireclerinin daha etkin ySnetilmesi, ayrica TR Dizin ve diger indekslere makale
verilerinin diizenli sekilde génderilmesi gibi yeni sorumluluklari da beraberinde
getirmektedir, Agik erisim yayncilik pratikleriyle uyumlu olan bu model, arastirmalarin
hizla ve genis bir kitleye ulasmasini saglayarak bilimsel bilginin daha etkin bicimde
yayilmasina katkida bulunmaktadir. Tiirkiye merkezli bazi dergilerde bu modelin
uygulanmaya baglanmast ise stirecin giiglii ve zayif yénlerinin goriilmesine ve taraflarca
degerlendirilmesine imkan taniyacaktir.
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Abstract

“The Continuous Publishing Model” is based on the principle that articles accepted in
peer-reviewed journals are made available online immediately after acceptance, without
having to wait for specific issue periods. Thanks to the flexibility and speed offered by
electronic publishing compared to print publishing, this model provides faster access to
articles. The continuous publishing model offers significant advantages such as enabling
journals to release content without delay, making articles accessible in their current
form without being held back, and allowing authors to have their accepted work
published without waiting for an issue schedule. However, in academia, requirements
such as publishing a certain number of articles within specific timeframes for
appointments and promotions, as well as the obligation in some universities for master’s
and doctoral students to publish an article before defending their thesis, put researchers
under pressure to publish before strict deadlines. Although researchers initiate the
publication process due to these requirements, problems often arise when there is “no
available space in the forthcoming issue” or when, after peer review, the assigned issue
is scheduled for publication months later. Particularly in indexed journals, even if an
article is accepted, the assignment to an issue and the final publication process may be
significantly prolonged. The continuous publishing model can provide a solution to these
problems by allowing peer-reviewed articles to be directly assigned to an issue and
published. On the other hand, it also introduces new responsibilities for journals, such as
more efficient management of manuscript acceptance and peer-review processes, and
the regular submission of article data to TR Dizin and other indexing services.
Compatible with open access publishing practices, this model facilitates the rapid
dissemination of research to a broad audience and contributes to the more effective
circulation of scientific knowledge. The adoption of this model by some Turkey-based
journals will make it possible to observe its strengths and weaknesses in practice and to
evaluate them by all stakeholders.
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
