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Vatandaglarin Moral Egitimine Biitiinciil Liberal
Bir Yaklagim

Ozet

Bu ¢alisma; toplulukgularin, liberalleri, vatandas-
larin moral (ahlaki) egitimini goézardi ederek
ozelde formel egitimde basarisizlik ve genelde
ise ahlaki yozlagma gibi sorunlari da igeren
giincel yaygin sorunlardan sorumlu tutmalarina
karsin; so6z konusu bu elestirinin liberalizmi
Hobbesgu —aragsal- versiyona indirgedigi ve ne
moral egitimi gozardi eden ne de aragsal bir
toplum gorisline sahip olan alternatif liberalizm
tirinG gozardi etmesinden dolay hatal oldugu-
nu, ileri strmektedir. Bu galisma, s6z konusu
alternatif liberalizm o6rnekleri olarak Mill ve
Hume’un siyasal teorilerini analiz ederek, bu
alternatif liberalizm tiiriintin vatandaslarin moral
egitimini ihmal etmedigini ve toplumun bireyler
tzerinde sekillendirici etkisini  benimsedigini
ortaya koymaya calismaktadir. S6z konusu bu
dustnurler, karakter egitimini pek ¢ok farkl
kurumun ve formal egitimi de igeren pratigin bir
sonucu olarak algilamaktadirlar.
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Abstract

This study argues that although communitarians
criticize liberalism as ignoring moral education of
citizens and thus responsible for the current
widespread problems including formal educatio-
nal failure in particular and moral deterioration
in general, this criticism is mistaken in reducing
liberalism to its Hobbesian - instrumentalist -
version and thus ignoring an alternative strand
of liberalism which neither discards moral educa-
tion nor endorses an instrumentalist view of
society. This article analyzes Mill’s and Hume’s
political theories as examples of this alternative
liberalism to show that this alternative strand of
liberalism does not necessarily discards moral
education of citizens and recognizes the formati-
ve impact of society on individuals. They perceive
character education as a product of many diffe-
rent institutions and practices including formal
education.
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
