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Tiirkler ve Ociiler:Korku ve Urkiiyle ilgili Bazi Kavramlara Yeni Bazi Koken Agiklamalari

Ozet

Bazi kelimelere tabiattaki seslerin taklidi, argo veya gocuk dili gibi tasniflerin yapilmasi glincel
sozluk lzerinde galisanlar icin makuldir, ancak kelimelerin kékenlerini gudenler agisindan boyle
bir bakis 6nemli kayiplara sebep olabilmektedir. Kaldi ki bagka dillere ait kdken galismalarinda bu
tasniflere yer verilmez ve ‘cocuklara ait’ kelimelerle bihakkin incelenir. Bunlardan birisi de sadece
Tirkiye Tlrkgesinde var goziken ve sadece yeni zamanlarda kayda geg¢mis bulunan oci
kelimesidir. Genis bir anlam penceresinden bakildiginda bunun g¢ocuk diline ait olmadigi,
Tirkgenin en eski ¢aglarina giden ve nihayetinde gli¢ ve iktidar bildiren bir kdk olan ed-‘den
tireyen bir kelime oldugu gorilmektedir.

Abstract

It is very plausible to classify some words as imitations of natural voices, slang expressions or
childish words for those studying on current vocabularies; however, in etymological studies these
kinds of approaches cause loss of data. Just as, students of many other languages do not tend to
disregard those kinds of words in their etymological works, and especially the words belonging to
children are properly examined. One of the disregarded ‘childish’ words is 6cli ‘bugbear’, which
has been recorded only in Turkish and only in the modern times. From a wide semantic point of
view, one would see that the word does not belong solely to children, but goes to very ancient
times, and eventually stems from the root *ed, which denotes strength and power.
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
