XVII. yizyil Osmanli Devleti’'nin her alanda kendi klasiklerini ortaya ¢ikardigi bir dénem olarak kabul
edilmektedir. Bu asirda yasayan Tirk klltlr ve edebiyatinin klasik sahsiyetleri siir, tarih, cografya, bibliyografya,
hat, resim, minyatir ve seyahatndme alaninda ortaya koyduklari saheserlerle, bu asri estetik agidan zirveye
tasimislardir. Buh(ri-zade Mustafa Itri, dogdugu ve yasadigi sehirden egitimine kadar her konuda yasadigi asrin
kendisine sundugu imkanlardan yararlanmayi bilmis bir misikisinas olarak, Klasik Tiirk Masikisi’nin en biiytk
bestekari kabul edilmektedir. Itri, dini ve 1a-dinT formda erisilmez besteler yapmis ve hem Tirk maziginin hem
de evrensel mizigin dahi sanatkarlarindan biri oldugunu kabul ettirmistir. Vefatinin 300. yilinda UNESCO, 2012
yitlini “Uluslararasi ‘Itri Yili” olarak ilan etti. Sunacagimiz makalede, besteledigi Segdh Tekbir ile diinyanin en ¢ok
okunan bestecisi ve “bizim 6z masikimizin piri” olan Buhiri-zade Mustafa ‘Itri, basta yasadig asir ve gevresi
olmak tizere, aldigi klasik edebiyat ve klasik mUsiki egitimi yonlerinden incelenecektir.
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Abstract

17th century is accepted in every field as a period in which the Ottoman Empire created it’s own classics. The
classical individual of Turkish culture and literature whom lived in this century, carried the century to its peak
with masterpieces in fields of poetry, history, geography, bibliography, calligraphy, painting, miniature and
journey-notes. Buhdri-zade Mustafa ‘Itri, as a musically skilled individual, has benefited in every aspect from
the opportunities provided by the century he lived in, is accepted as the greatest composer of Classical Turkish
Music. Itrf created grandiose compositions in religious and secular forms and ranked among the genius artists
of both Turkish music and universal music. On the 300th anniversary of his death, UNESCO declared 2012 as
“International ‘Itri Year.” In this research, Buh(ri-zdde Mustafa ‘Itri, whom is the worlds most performed
composer with his composition Segdh Tekbir and “the master of our own music,” the century he lived in and his
environment, also his education in classical literature and classical music education will be examined.
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
