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-Tayr and Hermann Hesse's Siddhartha texts 
were examined in the context of mysticism and literature by bringing these texts together. 
"Close reading" technique was used to approach those texts as a model and these texts 
were reinterpreted according to the philosophical doctrines and approaches of Islamic and 
Buddhist mysticism. In the selection of these texts, it was significant that both works 
covered the mystical journey of an individual built around a real journey story and spoke 
in similar subjects with their readers. In this study, symbols and motifs on these texts 
explaining different mystical experiences to their readers were examined. In the conclusion 
part, the role of both symbols and writers in reflecting the mystical philosophy through the 
language is positioned by making a reading on the contextual relationship of these 
partnerships with the geographies in which -Tayr and Siddhartha emerged. This 
study emerged from the interpretation and examination of mystical literature between 
cultures / religions aimed to provide a new contribution to the field by showing universal 
reception and personal production over the mysticism of Islam and Buddhism to 
researchers working in the field of comparative literature. 
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Extended Abstract 

Mysticism is a common name given in belief systems, which is defined an inner experience and a search 
of divine truth as discussed in this article. Mysticism, contrary to general belief, does not necessarily have to 
exist in a religion.

-Tayr and Hermann Hesse's Siddhartha writings were compared 

The way to deal with these writings was demonstrated as a 
"close reading" method, and these writings were reinterpreted by philosophical principles and methodologies of 
Islamic and Buddhist mysticism. In the determination of these writings, it was critical that these writings were 
secured by the mysterious adventure of an individual built around a genuine traveling story, and they talk in 
comparable ways with their readers.

He seeks to 
reflect the mysticism of Buddhism that has a wide scopeon the basis of Indian philosophy in a modern 
geography and modern time. He shared his mystical experiences in his texts. Therefore, both his texts shared his 

this study; while the natural beings such as birds, valleys and rivers were used intensively to explain the 
teachings of mystical beliefs in both texts, the journey motif was the motto of transferring both mystical 
experiences. At that point, in the transfer of inner experiences, the different religion and teachings do not prevent 
the usage of common motifs by mystical narratives. Common motifs and symbols used in the narratives 
examined are not unique to the mysticism of Islam or Buddhism.
