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1955 yilinda kurulan Ege Universitesi on iki fakiiltesi ile bugiine kadar Tiirkiye
Cumhuriyeti'nin en parlak birkac tiniversitesinden biri olmustur.

Rektor, Prof. Dr. Candeger Yilmaz'in gayretleri ile on {gcilinciu fakiltenin
acllmasi saglanmis ve Bakanlar Kurulu bu fakiltenin Giizel Sanatlar Fakiiltesi olmasi
yoniinde karar almistir.

Sayin Rektor'iin gosterdigi gayret ile elde edilen bu olanak, elbette kiiltiir ve
sanat cevrelerinde biyuk heyecan yaratmistir.

Her ne kadar ulkemizin her kdsesine agilan universitelerde bol sayida gtizel
sanatlar fakiltesi varsa da, Ege Universitesi icinde acilacak olan bir giizel sanatlar
fakiltesi acilmis olanlarin ¢cok 6tesinde anlam tasimaktadir.

Cuinkii Ege Universitesi icinde acilacak bir fakiiltenin, zorlama kosullarda acilan
ve gelecek umudu zayif olan diger fakiltelerden ¢ok farkli olacadi bir gercektir.

Fakilte acilmasi kararn ¢ikmistir ama bu asamadan sonra yapilacak olanlar,
bundan 6nce verilen emeklerden daha yogun ve dikkatli olmak zorundadir. Clinki
yeni bir fakiiltenin-hele de glizel sanatlar fakultesinin- catisinin saghkh bir sekilde
kurulmasi hic de kolay degildir.

Yeni fakdlte, klasik bir giizel sanatlar fakiltesi olmasinin yani sira, ilkemizin
geleneksel sanat ve kiiltir 6zelliklerine uygun bir modeli de icinde barindirdigi
takdirde daha ilk glinden iddiasini ortaya koyacaktir.

Bircok konuda oldugu gibi akademik egitimde de derin bir yozlasmanin
yasandigi bir dénemden geciyoruz. insan sagligiyla ugrasan tip fakiiltelerinin bile
ayaga dusuruldugi ve tip fakiiltesi dgrencilerinin bile artik cok iyi yetismedigi
Ulkemizde, sanat egitimi veren akademik kurumlarin iyi olmasi beklenemez.

Daha acikcasi, herkesin boyle bir kurulusta kurucu olarak gorev alma arzusu,
dogru ile yanlisi ayirt etmek zorunda olan yoneticilerin 6niinde en buytuk tehlikedir.
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Sanatgl, dodasindan gelen —ve olmasi gereken- 6zelligi nedeniyle, bencildir ve
hatta biraz da megalomandir. Clnki strekli Gretebilmesi icin Urettigi sanati 6nce
kendinin begenmesi gerekir. Sanatci akademisyenlerde daha belirgin olan bu kisisel
megalomani, meslek sovenizmi ile birlesince durum farkh bir boyutlara
ulasabilmektedir.

(Aslinda, gelismis
bir Calgi Yapim Bolimii fakdilte icine bir bolim olarak eklenebilirse, otantik 6zellikleri
nedeniyle batililarin ¢cok ilgisini ¢cekecektir.)

Ama Halkoyunlar Bolimi ile Ses Egitimi Bolima adini tasiyan Tirk Halk
Muzigi Bolim, kurulacak yeni fakilte icin dnemli bir kurucu potansiyele sahiptir.

Aslinda konu, Konservatuarin hangi boliimlerinin yeni kurulacak fakilte icine
alinacagindan cok, yeni fakiiltenin catisinin nasil kurulacagi olmalidir.

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FACULTY of FINE ARTS and EXPECTATIONS

Prof. Dr. Suat CAGLAYAN

Together with its twelve faculties, Ege University which was founded in 1955
has been one of the most successful universities of Turkish Republic up until today.

Thanks to the efforts of Rector Prof. Dr. Candeder Yilmaz, thirteenth faculty
was opened and the Council of Ministers decided to name this faculty as the Faculty
of Fine Arts. This opportunity achieved through Dear Rector’s efforts has caused a
huge excitement in the cultural milieu.

Although there are so many faculties of fine arts in the universities founded
everywhere in our country, a faculty of fine arts, that is going to be founded in Ege
University, will be more significance than the ones already exist. Because this faculty
will be more different from the others established around every corner as the fill and
without any hope for the future.

After this stage the more labor must be given, given than before. Because the
right thing to do then, is the establishment of the new faculty roof in a healthy way.
The decision concerning the foundation of the Faculty was finalized, however; the
activities ahead have to be more rigorous and intense, then the ones already realized.
It isn't easy at all to prepare a healthy basis for a new faculty especially a faculty of
fine arts.

Apart from being a fine arts faculty with its common sense, the new faculty
will become prominent from the very first day on condition that it contains a model
that is in consistence with our country’s cultural and artistic characteristics

We are passing through a period witnessing a deep corruption in education as
well as many other areas. It is impossible to expect the academic institutions offering
education of fine arts to be at their best in a country where even the faculties of
medicine whose main objective is human health have fallen to the ground and fail to
educate fully competent doctors.

Because, there is neither sufficient number of tutors nor necessary equipment
in many of those faculties of fine arts in the universities founded to enhance the
economical states of the provinces rather than for scholarly purposes.

Of course, there is a different situation in Ege University. Many tutors
competent enough in the field of fine arts will be eager to serve in the founding
process of such a faculty. Some other scholars from Ankara and istanbul will surely
want to take part in this process.

A tremendous amount of rigor and selectivity is required at this point because;
the first danger awaiting the newly established foundations lays here.
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To be clearer, everyone desires to serve as a founder in such an establishment
is a big jeopardy for the executives who have to distinguish between the right and
the wrong.

The artist is, by his/her nature, selfish and even a little bit megalomania
because he/she has to admire the work of art before anyone else. This personal
megalomania is more obvious in scholars who are artists at the same time, can leads
to different consequences when combined with occupational chauvinism.

The authorities have to consider these risks in the process of establishing a
new faculty of fine arts. Because giving the authority to an art teacher who displays
occupational chauvinism may result in a basis not strong enough.

During the foundation process all aspects must be considered thoroughly, our
country’s unique values should be incorporated into the process next to a classical
fine arts faculty system.

APPLIED ANATOLIAN CULTURE

At this point the authorities are expected to safeguard our unique culture and
art acting determinedly to take the Anatolian reality into account.

People migrating from Central Asia to Anatolia a thousand years ago met the
local culture here and they socialized with them.

These cultures were the successors of Sumerians, Hittites, Phrygians, Lydians,
Trojans, Luvians, and many other cultures.

Anatolia is a land that was inhabited by many civilizations with profound
cultures long before the Ottoman Empire.

The cultures that inhabited Anatolia through many centuries have thrived
thanks to the inheritance that they exchanged and every civilization left a legacy that
has lived up until today.

The flute, played by Cybele and Marsyas, has become the ‘kaval’ played by the
shepherd today.

The tiara, worn by a young Hittite girl, has become a hair accessory worn by a
bride in Yozgat.

Is it possible not to be amazed at the resemblance of the musical instruments
on the Sumerian relieves to the ones we used today?

Next to this profound inheritance Anatolia is also rich in terms of other wealth.
Next to this profound inheritance Anatolia is also rich in terms of other wealth.
This is the cultural wealth of music and folk dances.

Anywhere with a unique folk music also holds a unique folk dance.

Folk music and dance are among the elements that are the best
representatives of folk culture on a universal level.

We know that Anatolia is one of the wealthiest recourses when it comes to
folk music and dance.
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This is why you can not classify our folk music and dance according to the
regions. Because, due to the rich repertory, sometimes the villages that are really
close to each other have different dance and music let alone the regions and
provinces.

Handcrafts in Anatolia are as rich as folk dance and music. It must be one of
the main duties of fine arts faculties to academically approach these branches of art
that are appreciated on a regional, national and international basis.

BENEFITTING FROM THE CONSERVATORY

Ege University is fortunate to have State Conservatory of Turkish Music as a
resource for the new faculty.

Conservatory should by all means continue to serve as it is, especially Turkish
Art Music Department offering ‘classical’ music. Also Instrument Making Department
which is a really significant department should be improved in order to maximize its
huge potential (In fact, if an improved Instrument Making Department is added to
the new faculty, it will attract the attention of the Western World because of its
authentic qualities)

Nevertheless, Folk Dances Department and Vocal Training Department’s
Turkish Folk Music Branch are of vital importance for the new faculty.

In fact, the important thing here is how the new faculty will be structured
rather then which departments of the conservatory will be included.

The new faculty should be a classic fine arts faculty and also contain
programmes that will deal with Anatolian civilizations and cultures on a scholarly
basis.

PREVIOUS STUDIES

About ten years ago, a new faculty was planned to be founded in Ege
University.

In the report prepared the name of the new faculty was offered as ‘Faculty of
Music and Performance Arts’

As this report was based on Ege University Conservatory, the music and folk
dances departments were planned to be used as a resource.

However, according to the plan today branches like art and sculpture are
considered to be included in the new faculty thus the new mission here has to be
verifying this.

In this respect, the following titles can be appropriate fort he new faculty as
they associate with some basic elements.

(In fact, although faculty’s title has been decided, it won’t be hard to make
additions at the end of this title. This will also make the authorities happy)
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“Faculty of Fine Arts and Anatolian Civilizations”

“Faculty of Fine Arts, Music, and Performance Arts”
“Faculty of Handcrafts, Vocal, Performance, and Fine Arts”
“Faculty of Fine Arts and Folk Culture”

The last suggestion is especially appealing due to its capacity to include many
things. There can be many more suggestions of course.

The title of a faculty is important in terms of representing its function. The
coherence between the title and the material offered is also future graduates’ life-
saver for the possible difficulties to make themselves understood.

However, the vital thing here is to prepare a well-built structure which will also
be promising in terms of practice that is to say it has to have really well chosen
departments.

Great efforts were spent to issue a decision in terms of founding the faculty
and they turned out well.

Nevertheless, this administrative talent shown should also be crowned with
technical skills during the founding process.

Choosing the right founders is the only way to do this.

Lastly, and a little boldly, I'd like to draw attention to triskaidekaphobia in
mythology.

And as for the ones who are curious about its meaning I'd suggest them to
look it up on the internet.
