Azat obalari projesi Trakya’nin Bes Yillik Koy Kalkinma Programinda yer almistir. Kazim Dirik’in Trakya
umum mifettisligi doneminde Trakya’da on bes kamp agiimistir. 1938 yilinda bu kamplara 800 ¢ocuk
katilmistir.

Kamplarin yonetimi Milli Egitim Midurltgi, Belediye ve Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi’nden birer temsilci,
ilgili kdy muhtari ve bir doktordan olusmaktaydi.

Bu kamplarin amaci hasta ve zayif kdy cocuklarini iyilestirmek ve giiclendirmekti. Onceleri hasta
cocuklar koylerden zorla toplanarak kampa aliniyordu. Daha sonralari kdyliler ¢ocuklarini kamplara
gonlll olarak gondermeye basladilar.

Ufuktaki ikinci Diinya Savasi ve ekonomik zorluklar nedeniyle bu kamplar uzun émiirlii olmamustir.
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CAMPS FOR RURAL CHILDREN: AZAT OBALARI

Azat Obalari (summer camps for rural children) were planned in Trakya’s Rural Development Program
for Five-year in 1936. In the period of Kazim Dirik’s general inspectorship, fifteen children camps
were opened in Trakya. Eight hundred children participated to these camps in 1938.

The camp management comprised of five members, one from local directorate of national education,
one from municipality and one from Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi (Republican People’s Party), together
with a village reeve and a doctor.

The main purpose was to give health service and personal care in order to heal and improve the
health and general condition of sick and weak children.

In the beginning, only sick children collected forcibly from villages. Later, peasants parents
volunteered to send their children to these camps.

These camps did not last for long periods because of the world war possibility and some economical
difficulties.
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
