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SAGLIK MERKEZi OLARAK OSMANLI SARAY ECZANELERI

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Topkap! Sarayri’'nda ilaglar Hekimbasi Odasi/Baslala Kulesi’nde, hekimbasinin gozetiminde ve siki
glvenlik onlemleri altinda eczacibasi tarafindan hazirlanirdi. Ayrica sarayda biyiik bir eczane
bulunuyordu. Helvahane’de de dénemin ilaglari sayilan gesitli macun, surup, tiryak, hap ve pastiller
ile sac boyasl, sabun ve pudralar Uretilirdi.

Fatih Sultan Mehmed, gece hastalananlar i¢in Kiler-i Hassa Kogusu kapisinin disina bir ecza dolabi
yaptirmisti. Bu dolaba gay, thlamur, gicek sulari, lokman ruhu, afyon ruhu, kirmiz, tiryak ve hintyagi
gibi zararsiz seyler konurdu. Ayrica kan almak icin hacamat aleti ve lavman aletleri de bulunurdu.
Ecza dolabi kogusta bulunan eski ve tecriibeli agalarin gozetiminde kullanilirdi.

Hemen hemen 400 yil Osmanl Devleti’nin yonetim merkezi olan Topkapi Sarayi, Sultan Abdilmecid’in
once Ciragan (1844) sonra da Dolmabahce Sarayi’na tasinmasiyla (1856), eski padisahlarin ailelerine
terk edilmistir. Dolmabahge Sarayi’'nda 15 yil oturan Abdilmecid’in yerine gecen kardesi Sultan
Abdiilaziz (1861-1876), Ciragan ve Beylerbeyi Saraylarini kullanmistir. Yildiz Sarayi’ni tercih eden II.
Abdilhamid (1876-1908) tahttan indirildikten sonra yerine gegen V. Mehmed Resad (1909-1918)
Dolmabahce Sarayi’'na yerlesmistir. Sultan Vahideddin (1818-1922) ise Yildiz Sarayi'nda yasamistir.
Sultan Abdilmecid’den itibaren devletin yonetim merkezi olarak kullanilan saraylarda hastane
bulunmamaktaydi. Saray hastanelerinin yerini, saghk merkezleri olarak kullanilan saray eczaneleri
almisti.

OTTOMAN COURT PHARMACIES AS HEALTH CENTERS

At the Topkap! Palace, medications were prepared by the chief pharmacist with high-security
measures, under strict supervision of the head physician. There was also a large pharmacy at the
Palace. In Helvahéne (imperial kitchen), various pastes, syrups, theriacs, pills and pastilles as well as
hair dyes, soaps, and powders were produced.

Fatih the Conqueror had installed a medicine cabinet outside the Savor Pantry Dorm for people getting
sick at nights. Harmless substances such as tea, linden, neroli, ethyl ether, laudanum, cochineal, theriac
and castor oil were place in this cabinet. It also included bloodletting tool and enemata tools. The
medical cabinet was used under supervision of the old and experienced masters in the Dorm.

The Topkapi Palace, which served as the administration center of the Ottoman State for nearly 400
years, was left to the families of ex sultans as Sultan Abdiilmecid, first moved to the Ciragan Palace
(1844) and later to the Dolmabahge Palace (1856). Abdiilmecid, who habited the Dolmabahge
Palace for 15 years, was replaced by his brother Sultan Abdiilaziz (1861-1876) that used the Ciragan
and Beylerbeyi Palaces. After Abdilhamid Il (1876-1908), who preferred the Yildiz Palace, was
overthrown, he was replaced by Mehmed Resad V (1909-1918) that settled in the Dolmabahce
Palace. Sultan Vahideddin (1818-1922) lived in the Yildiz Palace. Beginning from Sultan Abdiilmecid,
palaces that were used as the administrative center of the state no longer included any hospitals.
The palace hospitals were replaced by palace pharmacies that were used as health centers.

This study will handle the court pharmacies that were used as health centers during the 19th century.
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
