James Joyce’un “Dublin yok olursa bu kitabi kullanarak tekrar insa edilebilsin” diye yazdigi Ulysses’in
merkez karakteri Dublin’dir. Dublin’in tarihi, topografyasi, sokak isimleri, tramvay sistemleri gibi
tim detaylar sehrin insanlariyla beraber kitapta betimlenmistir. Ulysses’da 16 Haziran 1904 gini
Dublinlilerin glnltk ritGelleri anlatilmistir. Kitapta kullanilan glizergah dinyanin dort bir tarafindan
binlerce okuyucunun sehir rehberi haline gelmistir. “Sweny’s Pharmacy” bu rotada yer alan Joyce’un
detaylica anlathgl duraklardan birisidir. Ginimuzde “Sweny’s Pharmacy” gonilliiler tarafindan
Joyce’un anlathg haliyle korunmaktadir. Joyceseverler eczanede diizenli olarak bir araya gelerek
Ulysses okumaktadirlar. 1904 irlanda’sinin eczanelerini ve eczacisini anlatan bu eser, eczanelerin ve
eczacilarin toplumun dokusunda sahip oldugu 6nemi yansitmaktadir.
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A PHARMACY IN JAMES JOYCE’S ULYSSES: THE SWENY’S PHARMACY

James Joyce made Dublin a central character in Ulysses, which was written ‘to give a picture of Dublin
so complete that if the city one day suddenly disappeared from the earth it could be reconstructed
out of the book’. Living details about the city such as its history, topography, street names, tram
systems and citizens are described in this book. The daily routines of Dubliners on 16 June 1904
were mentioned in Ulysses. The route traced in the narrative has become an official guide to the city
to thousands of readers around the world. Sweny’s Pharmacy is one of the stops in this trail and is
depicted in detail in the Ulysses. Today, Sweny’s is maintained by volunteers, who have preserved
the pharmacy as originally described by Joyce. Joyce fans come together regularly at the pharmacy
and recite Ulysses. The novel portrays Ireland’s pharmacies and pharmacists of 1904, reflecting their
significance in the social fabric.
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
