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Bu bildiride ibn Sina’nin dilimize gevrilerek giincel kullanima kavusturulan “al-Kan(n al-Sagir” (Kuigiik
Kanun) adli kitabi konu edilecektir. ibn Sina, cogu felsefe, din, tip, fizik, astronomi ve doga bilimleriyle
ilgili olmak Uzere bircok bilim dalinda, kimisi birka¢ sayfa, diger bazisi birkac ciltten olusan 270’
askin eser yazmistir. Farsca olan birkaci disinda eserlerinin hepsi Arapga yazilidir. O devirde bilim dili
Arapca olarak kabul gérmus ve eserlerini Arap diliyle yazmak bilim adamlarinin gelenegi olmustu.

ibn Sina’nin birbirinden degerli eserleri arasinda en hacimli ve en taninmis olanlarinin basinda
felsefe agirhklh «Kitab al-Sifa» adli eserinin yaninda Tip Kanunu anlamina gelen «al-Kan(n fi't-Tib»
isimli, tamamen bir tip ansiklopedisi niteliginde olan bes ciltlik diger kitabi gelmektedir. ibn Sina,
yizyillar boyunca, hem Avrupa, hem Anadolu ve hem de islam cografyasindaki tip okullarinda
temel kitap olarak okutulan kitabinin kisa bir 6zeti mahiyetinde olan «al-Kan(n al-Sagir» (Klguk
Kanun) adli bir eser de kaleme almistir. Eserin istinsah edilmis bir niishasi istanbul, Bayezid Devlet
Kitluphanesi, Yazma Eserler Kismi, Veliyliddin Efendi Koleksiyonu 2529 numarada kayithdir. Bu eser,
baskanligimda olusturulan ekip tarafindan 2013 yilinda Tirkgeye terciime edilmis ve kitap olarak
yayinlanmistir. «El-Kan(n fi’t-Tibb»da oldugu gibi, bu kiiciik eserde de ibn Sina konulari gayet iyi
sistematize etmistir. On makaleden olusan bir eser olup, her bir makale i¢in kisa, tanitici birkag
cimlelik agiklamadan sonra alt basliklar (bolim-bab) verilmistir. Eserde, insanin yaratilisi, bedeninin
olusmasi, tip biliminin kisimlari 6zetlenerek anlatilmistir. Ayrica, Nabiz detayh olarak siniflandiriimis,
idrar, bedenin diger organlariyla ilgili temel bilgiler, yiyecek ve iceceklerin gticleri, sagligi koruma,
cocuklarin egitimi, hamile ve emzikli kadinlarin yonlendirilmesi, bas ve bastan baslayip g6gus sinirina
kadar olan boélgenin hastaliklari, gogis ve gdglisten karina kadar olan bolimiin hastaliklari, mide ve
sindirim sistemi hastaliklari, idrar yollari hastaliklari, nefes, eklem agrilari, sitmalar, bedenin disindaki
arizi hastaliklar, kan verme, zehirli haseratin sokmasi konulari 6zetlenmistir.
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THE «BOOK AL-KANUN AL-SAGIR» OF IBN SINA

The subject of this paper is the book of Ibn Sina, “al-Kanln al-Sagir” (The Abridged Canon) which
was translated into modern Turkish and published in Turkey in 2013. Ibn Sina wrote more than
270 books; some were of about a few pages, others extending to several volumes dealing with
philosophy, religion, medicine, natural sciences, and other scientific issues. All books that were
written by lbn Sina are in Arabic; some of them are in Persian. Arabic was the scientific language
at that time and writing in Arabic was a tradition. Ibn Sina’s major philosophical treatise, “Kitab al-
shifa” (The Book of Healing), was a comprehensive account of learning that ranges from logic and
mathematics to metaphysics. His best known medical book was The Canon of Medicine (al-Kan(n
fi't-Tibb) in 5 volumes. He wrote an abridged book, “al-Kan(n al-Sagir”, about medicine and diseases,
a summary of his Canon of Medicine. A copy of this work is kept at the Bayezid State Library, Istanbul,
section of manuscripts, and recorded in the Veliyuddin Efendi Collection nr. 2529. This work has
been translated into modern Turkish by a committee headed by the author of this presentation and
published in 2013. Ibn Sina systematized in this work the medical knowledge as he did in his Canon
of Medicine. At the beginning of every section (makale) he gave short information and divided the
section into subsections (bdbs). “Al-Kanin al-Sagir” consists of ten sections. The topics included the
creation of the human being, the shaping of the body, and the parts of the medical science. The
pulse is described in details. The basic knowledge related to the organs, the urine, the power of the
foods and drinks, keeping healthy, the training of children, the management of the pregnant and
breastfeeding and to the basic diseases are given.
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
