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1929 DUNYA EKONOMIiK BUNALIMINDA TURKIYE’DE HEKIiMLERIN
ECZACILARA KARSI TUTUMU

Cumbhuriyetinilk yillarinda hekim ve eczaclilar, yerliilag Gretiminin artirilmasi icin isbirligi yapmislardir.
Yabanci ilaglarin ithali 1927'de biyik olclide sinirlanmis; 1928’de eczanelere ‘tahdid’ uygulamasi
getirilmistir. 1929 Diinya ekonomik bunaliminin Turkiye’deki basat etkisi: dis ticaretin daralmasi ve
tarimsal Grlinlerin % 50’ye varan deger kaybi ile birlikte halkin alim glicliniin azalmasi olmustur.
1930’lara gelindiginde, hekimler, saglik harcamalari igindeki paylarini koruyabilmek igin, ucuz yerli
ilaclarin kullanilmasina yonelirken, eczacilar, ticaretini daha kazangh gordiikleri yabanci ilag ithalinin
genisletilmesini istemektedirler. Etibba Muahedenet ve Teaviin Cemiyeti, liyelerine “yerli Calinosi
mistahzarlara” 6ncelik verilmesi ¢agrisi yapmis (28 Subat 1930); Dariilfiinun Tip Fakiltesi’nden Dr.
Akil Muhtar (Ozden) 23 Ocak 1931’de ‘Tedavide tasarruf” baslikli bir konferans vermistir. Yeni kurulan
istanbul (3. Mintika) Etibba Odasi da ayni dogrultuda bir genelge yayimlamistir.

Dr. H. Hiisnii Pinarbasi (1880-1953) tarafindan cikarilmaya baslanan ila¢ ve Tedavi dergisi, tlkiisiini
“haricten getirilerek sarfettigi ilaglarin senevi yekununu azaltmak ve belki de istikbalin bu ugurda
yuridyen mesaisile, hic mesabesine indirerek memleket sanayi ve iktisadiyatina bir hizmet” olarak
aciklarken; TBMM’nde eczacilari savunmaya ¢alisan Tokat Milletvekili Ecz. H. Hisni Sari (1888-
1963) yerli ilaglarin bir kisminin, ‘bir takim ecza ve kimyevi maddeleri fenni usulii dairesinde
karistirarak ve onlara fenni sekiller vererek piyasaya bir isim altinda ¢ikarilmis ilaglar’ oldugunu
aciklayinca, Dr. Mazhar Osman (Uzman)'in istanbul Seririyat’nin basyazilarinda agikca kinanmustir.
GUmruk tarifelerinin Ekim 1929'da % 13’ten % 46’ya yikseltilmesinin ardindan, 31.12.1929 ile
31.12.1930 tarihleri arasinda, Sihhat ve ictimai Muavenet Vekaleti tarafindan ruhsatlandirilmis yerli
mistahzarlarin sayisi 163’ten (% 39’luk artisla) 226’ya; yabanci mistahzarlarin sayisi 657’'den (%
52'lik artisla) 999’a ¢ikmistir. Hikiimet, 3.8.1936 tarih ve 2/5127 sayili Bakanlar Kurulu karari ile, yerli
ilag retimini korumayi segmistir.
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PHYSICIANS AGAINST PHARMACISTS IN TURKEY DURING THE WORLD
ECONOMIC CRISIS OF 1929

In the first years of the Republic, physicians and pharmacists rallyed in an effort to increase local
production of medicinal products. By 1928 imports were restricted, and certain limitations on
pharmacies were imposed. The world crisis of 1929 led to a contraction in Turkish foreign trade,
and prices of agricultural produce declined, diminishing the purchasing power of consumers and
patients alike.

In the early 1930s physicians opted to prescribe inexpensive locally-produced medication, while
pharmacists called for the liberalisation foreign imports, which were more profitable. The Society for
Conciliation and Mutual Assistance among Physicians, advised its members to prefer “local galenic
preparations,” while Dr. Akil Muhtar (Ozden), an influential Professor of Therapeutics, stressed
“Economising treatment”. The new founded Turkish Medical Association in istanbul endorsed the
campaign.

Dr. H. Hiisnii Pinarbasi (1880-1953) launched ilag ve Tedavi (Medicine and Treatment), in a mission
for “decreasing annual expenditure for imported drugs, and eventually reducing pharmaceutical
imports to a bare minimum, as a service to national industry and economy.” A pharmacist by
profession, MP H. Hiisni Sari (1888-1963), voiced the problems of his colleagues in the Parliament.
He was denounced in an editorial of Dr. Mazhar Osman (Uzman)’s istanbul Seririyati (Istanbul Clinics),
after claiming that most local preparations “were simply mixtures of drugs and chemicals prepared
in laboratories and marketed with under different brand names.” Drugs licensed in Turkey multiplied
following the hike in customs duties on imports from 13 to 46%, in October 1929. Between year-end
of 1929 and 1930 the total number of drugs produced locally increased from 163 to 226 (39%), and
imported specialities raised from 657 to 999 (52%). In 1936, the Turkish government moved towards
the protection of the national pharmaceutical industry.
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
