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Jeolojik devirlere taniklik etmis ve glinimize ulasmis bilge bir eczacidir Liquidambar orientalis.
Anadolu’da Sigla ya da Giinlik Agaci olarak bilinen bu endemik mirasin Hipokrat zamanindan bugiine
aglayarak sifa dagithigi, gézyaslarindan elde edilen yagin yizyillardir insanligin gelir kaynaklarindan
biri oldugu bilinmektedir. Batmis Fenike gemilerinden c¢ikarilan igi sigla yagi dolu amforalar, sigla
yagi ticaretinin Fenikeliler zamaninda basladigini ve Akdeniz ticaretinde 6nemli bir yer tuttugunu
gostermektedir. Eski Misir'da mumyalama isleminde kullanilan, ayni zamanda Misir Kralicesi
Kleopatra’nin parfim olarak kullandigi sigla yaginin ticareti Osmanli déneminde Kanuni Sultan
Stleyman’in kiz kardesi Mihrisah Sultan’in esi Misir Hidivi Ali Pasa tarafindan da devam ettirilmis,
azalarak da olsa gliniimiize kadar gelmistir.

Siglayagi Osmanli imparatorlugu déneminde siinnet olan ¢cocuklarin yarasinin iyilestiriimesinde, balla
karistirihp hap yapilarak Ulser tedavisinde, ayrica yanik, egzama ve sedef tedavisinde kullanilmistir.
Nazara karsl, kotl ruhlari uzaklastirmak ve huzur bulmak icin buhur halinde kullanilis ise yaga mistik
bir hava kazandirmistir.

Bu calisma ile yok olma tehlikesiyle karsi karsiya kalmis Anadolu’nun endemik tirlerinden Sigla
agacinin gegmisten gliniimuze hikayesi ve ticari degeri incelenmistir.
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THE CRYING PHARMACY OF ANATOLIA IS 65 MILLION YEARS OLD!

Liquidambar orientalis (Styrax) is a wise pharmacist and a witness from the geological eras to present.
It is known that this endemic heritage, also known as “Sigla Tree” or “Ginlik Tree” in Anatolia, heals
the wounds by crying, i.e. with the drops of its own tears, and the oil obtained from the drops is an
opportunity of income for the people for centuries.

Styrax oil-filled amphorae found in the sunk Phoenician ships show that the Styrax oil trade started
from the days of Phoenicians and had an important role in the Mediterranean trade.

The trade of Styrax oil, the essence of which was used in the mummification process in Egypt and
as a perfume by Cleopatra the most famous Queen of the Ancient Egypt, pursued by Ali Pasha,
the Khedive of Egypt and the husband of Mihrisah Sultan, the sister of Sileyman the Magnificent.
Despite the decrease of its volume, the Styrax oil trade is pursuing today.

The Styrax oil was used for healing the wounds of the circumcised children, as pills mixed with honey
to heal the ulcer and also in healing of the burns, eczemas and psoriasis. In order to get rid of the evil
eye its incense form is used, which adds mystic to the oil.

In this study, historical and commercial story of an endemic plant of Anatolia, the Sigla Tree which is
at risk of extinction, is investigated.
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
