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ISTANBUL ECZANELERININ ISLAHI HAKKINDA 1914 TEBLIGATNAMESI

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Eczanelerin denetimleriyle ilgili yazismalar, eczanelerin genel durumu hakkinda fikir verecek
niteliktedir ve eczacilik tarihinin kaynaklari arasinda sayilmalidir. istanbul ve bilad-i selasedeki (Eyiip-
Galata-Uskiidar) eczaneleri yilda iki kez denetlemekle gérevli olan Sihhiye Miidiriyet-i Umumisi 1913
yihninikincive 1914 yilininilk denetimleri sonucunda, 24 madde ve (i¢ zeylden olusan bir tebligatname
yayimlayarak eczaneleri uyarmistir. Bu sunumda tanitilacak olan resmi tebligatnamede, eczanelerde
gorilen baslica hata ve eksikler séyle siralanmistir:

(i) Toksik ilaglar agiktadir; kiiglk ¢iraklar bu maddelere ulasabilmektedir, (ii) Deneyimsiz ¢iraklara
ilac yaptirilmaktadir, (iii) Kokain, kodein ve morfin, gibi uyusturucular kagitlar icinde saklanmaktadir;
ilac siselerinin etiketleri okunaksizdir, (iv) Eczanelerin temizligine yeterince 6zen gosterilmemektedir;
hastalarin kullandigi siseler toplanip tekrar kullaniimaktadir, (v) Kodekse uygun olmayan ilaglar
yapildigi, depolardan alinan maddelerin incelenmeden kullanildigi belirlenmistir, (vi) Eczanelerde
bulundurulmasi zorunlu ilaglarin bir kismi yoktur, (vii) Hekimlerin “sifreli suretde rakam veya hurufat
ile yazilmis olan regeteler” diizenleyerek belirli eczanelerle anlastiklari saptanmistir.

S6zii edilen denetimlerin ilkinde 20 eczaclya, ikincisinde 25 eczaclya para cezasli verilmis, dort eczane
ise kapatilmistir. Buna gére, istanbul’daki eczanelerin yaklasik olarak % 10’u cezalandirilmis olmaktadir.
Tebligatname, Birinci Diinya Savasi éncesinde istanbul’daki eczanelerin ciddi denetimlerden gecirilip
cezalandirildigini gésteren bir belge olmasi bakimindan 6nemlidir.
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A DECREE ISSUED IN 1914 AIMING TO IMPROVE QUALITY OF SERVICES IN
ISTANBUL PHARMACIES

Official inspections together with audit reports, and related correspondence constitute minor
sources for the history of pharmacy. Prior to WWI, the pharmacies in Istanbul were inspected semi-
annually. In 1914 the General Health Directorate issued a decree of 24 articles, with another three
addenda, admonishing pharmacies of Istanbul. A report based on the second inspection of 1913 and
the first inspection of 1914 underlines faulty practices observed in the pharmacies of the capital:

(i) Toxic substances were left in the open, within the reach of young apprentices, (ii) Inexperienced
apprentices were allowed to prepare medication, (iii) Narcotics such as cocain, codein, and
morphine, were kept in paper bags, and labels of glass containers were illegible, (iv) Pharmacies
were untidy; bottles collected from patients were re-used for dispensing, (v) Non-compliance to
the pharmaceutical codex was noted, and drugs and chemicals procured from suppliers were used
without scrutiny, (vi) Pharmaceuticals and drugs deemed compulsory were lacking, (vii) Prescriptions
encrypted with letters and numbers, instead of standard formulas, were communicated between
physicians and pharmacist accomplices.

In total, 20 pharmacists were fined after the first inspection, and another 25 pharmacists were fined
and four pharmacies were suspended following the second inspection, corresponding to about 10%
of the pharmacies in the metropolis.
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
