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Bu arastirmada Yiksek Ziraat Enstitiisi ve bunun devami olan Ankara Universitesi Veteriner
Fakiltesi'ne 1933-1972 doneminde kayit yaptiran kiz 6grencilerin istatistiksel degerlendirilmesi
ve fakiltelerde bulunan kadin hocalarin yaptigi goérevler incelenmistir. Turkiye’de ayni donemdeki
genel durum ile karsilastinilmistir. Arastirmada Devlet Istatistik Enstitiisi’niin yayinladigi “Milli
Egitim Hareketleri 1927-1966, 1942-1972” raporlari ve Muzaffer Bekman’in “Veteriner Tarihi” kitabi
baslica kaynaklar olarak kullanilmistir. M. Bekman’in kitabinda verilen mezun listeleri ile “MillT Egitim
Hareketleri” raporlari arasinda bazi yerlerde farkhliklar géze ¢arpmistir. Bu konuda Devlet istatistik
Enstitlisi’nlin raporlari esas degerlendirme unsuru olarak alinmistir.

Osmanli'da ilk veteriner hekimligi egitimi 1842 yilinda istanbul’da “Askeri Baytar Mektebi”nin
aciimasiyla baslamistir. Sivil veterinerlik okulu da 1889 yilinda egitim 6gretime baslamistir. Bu iki okul
1920 yilinda birlestirilip “Yiiksek Baytar Mektebi” adi verilerek istanbul’da egitim 6gretime devam
etmistir. Tarkiye’de 1933 yilinda yapilan Universite reformuyla birlikte Ankara’da “Yuksek Ziraat
Enstitiisii” kurulmus istanbul’da bulunan okul “Baytar Fakiiltesi” adini alarak Ankara’ya tasinmistir.
Ankara Universitesi’nin kurulmasinin ardindan 1948 yilinda iiniversite biinyesine katilmistir.

Bircok meslekte oldugu gibi veteriner hekimligi meslegi de baslangigta erkekler tarafindan yapiimistir.
Uzun bir siire boyunca veteriner okullarina kiz 6grenciler ilgi gostermemislerdir. 93 yillik slirede
veteriner hekimlikten diploma alan ilk kiz 6grenci 1935 yilinda Merver Ansel olmustur.

Yiksek Ziraat Enstitiisi ve Ankara Universitesi Veteriner Fakiltesi’ne (AUVF) 1933-1972 vyillari
arasinda 15. 347 6grenci kayit yaptirmistir. Bu sayinin % 6,66’sini1 kiz 6grenciler % 93,34’(inli erkek
ogrenciler olusturmustur. Ayni tarih araliginda Tirkiye’nin genelindeki yiksek okul ve fakiiltelerdeki
Ogrenci sayisi 1 920 366, bu sayinin % 19,20’sinin kiz 6grencilerden olustugu gorilmektedir.

Veteriner hekimlerin bilimsel olarak yetistiriimeye baslanmasindan itibaren belirli bir déneme kadar
veteriner hekimler daha ¢ok kirsalda, hayvancilik (izerine hizmet vermekteydiler. Durum boyle
olunca bu meslek erkekler tarafindan tercih edilmekteydi. Ulkenin gelismesi ve halkin ihtiyaglarin
farkhlasmasiyla beraber veteriner hekimligin sehirlerde 6nem kazanmis.

Bildiride 1933-1972 vyillari arasinda veteriner hekimligi egitimindeki kiz Ogrenci istatistikleri
karsilastirilmis. Faklltedeki kadin hocalarin gorevleri degerlendirilmistir.
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FEMALE STUDENTS AND LECTURERS IN HIGHER INSTITUE OF AGRICULTURE
AND ANKARA UNIVERSITY FACULTY OF VETERINARY MEDICINE BETWEEN
1933-1972

In this study, the statistical evaluation of the female students, who enrolled between 1933-1972 in
Ankara University Faculty of Veterinary and Higher Institute of Agriculture the tasks of the female
academicians in faculty were examined. In this study compared with the general situation in Turkey
in the same period. “National Education Movements 1927-1966, 1942-1972" reports issued by the
State Institute of Statistics and Muzaffer Bekman’s book, named “Veterinary History”, were examined
as the main sources of the study. There were some differences in the lists of graduates, between in
the some part of M. Bekman’s book and “National Education Movements” reports. In this regard,
the State Institute of Statistics report was taken as the basic document of the study.

The first veterinary education in the Ottoman Empire began with the opening of “Military Veterinary
School” in Istanbul in 1842. In 1889, the first civilian school of veterinary was began to the training
and the education. These two schools were combined under the name of “Higher Veterinary School”
in 1920 in Istanbul and the veterinary education continued there. In 1933, to get her with the
university reform in Turkey, was established in Ankara and the veterinary school located in Istanbul
was moved to Ankara as “Faculty of Veterinary” After the establishment of the University of Ankara
in 1948, the faculty of veterinary was integrated into this university.

Initially, as in many other professions, the veterinary medicine were made by men. Over a long
period, the female students were not interested in veterinary school. Last 93 years in the history
of the faculty, Merver Ansel was the first female student who has gotten a degree in veterinary
medicinein 1935. Between the years of 1933-1972; totally 15. 347 students were enrolled to Ankara
University Faculty of Veterinary Medicine (AUVF) and Higher Institute of Agriculture. They were 6.66
% female students and, 93.34 % the male students. At the same period, in Turkey, the number of
students in colleges and faculties were 1 920 366 students and 19.20 % of them were female.

Veterinarians, from the begining of the training with the science methods, served on live stock in rural
areain a certain period. Therefore, these professions were preferred by men. With the development
of the country and the differentiation of the needs of people, the veterinary medicine has gained
importance in the city. In the statement, the female student statistics are compared in the period
that Turkey had a just one veterinary school and also, the tasks of the female academicians in the
faculty were evaluated between 1933-1972.
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
