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Veteriner hekimligi tarihi alaninda yapilan c¢alismalardan, “baytar” sézcUginin Arapca ve
Farsca’da veteriner hekim anlaminda kullanildigi ve veteriner hekimligi ile ilgili yazma eserlere de
baytarnamenin yani sira farkl isimler verildigi bilinmektedir. Baytar sézctgii ile “ev, beyit, mesken vb”
anlaminda kullanilan “hdne” s6zctgliniin birlesimi olan “baytarhdne” s6zciginiin ilk bakista bir yer
adi (baytar evi, binasi vb) olusturacagi ngorilebilir. Ancak glinimiize kadar veteriner hekimligi tarihi
alaninda yapilan ¢alismalarda ve cesitli sozliiklerde baytarhane ile ilgili bir bilgiye rastlaniimamustir.
Bu calisma, baytarhane (baytar-hane) kavramini irdelemek, veteriner hekimligi tarihindeki yeri ve
onemini belirlemek amacini tasimaktadir.

Calismanin materyalini, arsiv belgeleri ve konu ile ilgili kaynak kisilerden elde edilen veriler olusturdu.
Konu ile ilgili arsiv belgelerinin bilimsel kritigi yapildi. Milakat yolu ile kaynak kisilerden elde edilen
veriler degerlendirildi.

Giniimizde iran’da (Farsca dilinde) “veteriner klinigi” anlaminda kullanilan “baytarhane”nin
Osmanli’nin son dénemlerinde hayvan hastaliklari teshis ve tedavileri konusunda (uygulama agirhkli)
egitim-06gretim yapilan bina ve Cumhuriyet Donemi’'nde de “veteriner hekimligi hizmetlerinin
ylirttildigi bina” gibi farkh anlamlarda kullanildigi belirlendi.

Sonug olarak, Osmanli Devleti’nin son yillarinda ve Cumhuriyet Dénemi’nin erken déneminde varlig
bilinen baytarhanelerin veteriner hekimligi tarihindeki yerinin ortaya cikarilmasi, hem uygulama
agirlikh bir egitim-6gretim kurumu niteligi, hem de veteriner hekimligi hizmetlerinin verildigi yer
anlaminda kullanildiginin belirlenmesiyle veteriner hekimligi tarihininin tozlu raflarinda kesfedilmeyi
bekleyen ve veteriner hekimligi tarihi fotografina ait eksik kalan pargalardan birinin giderilmesine
katki saglanacagi ileri strulebilir.

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BAYTARHANE: THE PLACE AND IMPORTANCE IN THE HISTORY OF
VETERINARY MEDICINE

From the studies in the history of veterinary medicine, it is known that the word “baytar” meant
veterinarian in Arabic and Persian and that the manuscripts related to veterinary medicine were
called as “baytarname,” alongside with some other names. It may be predicted at first sight that the
word “baytarhane,” which is composed of “baytar” and “hane”, meaning “home, house, dwelling
place etc.”, refers to a place (such as house, building of veterinarians etc). However, no information
concerning “baytarhane” has so far been found either in the studies in the history of veterinary
medicine or in various glossaries. This study aims at examining the concept of baytarhane (baytar-
hane) and determining its place and importance in the history of veterinary medicine.

The study materials comprise archival documents and the data obtained from relevant source
persons. Related archival documents were analysed scientifically. The data gathered through
interviews were evaluated.

It was found that the word baytarhane, which is today used to mean “veterinary clinic” in iran (in
Persian), was used with different meanings; towards the end of Ottoman Empire, it referred to the
building, where education (practice based) on the diagnosis and treatment of animal diseases took
place and in the Republican era, it was used to refer to the building, where veterinary services were
carried out.

As a result, it may be claimed that this study on the place and importance of baytarhane, known
to exist in the late Ottoman and early Republican periods, will contribute to the completion of the
whole picture with regard to the history of veterinary medicine that awaits discovery in the dusty
shelves of history of veterinary medicine by establishing that baytarhane was used to mean both an
educational institution based on practice and a place where veterinary services were carried out.
