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MALUMAT GAZETESINDE SAGLIKLA iLGiLi HABERLER (1895-1903)
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Yazinin bulunmasi ile birlikte gelisen haberlesme, gazete ve dergi gibi sireli yayinlarin gikariimasini
tesvik etmis; matbaanin bulunmasi ve yayginlasmasiyla birlikte habere olan ilgi ve okuma orani da
artis gostermistir. Siireli yayinlarin basimi resmi olarak 17. ylzyilda baslamistir. Tirk basini ise ilk
defa 1727 yilinda, ibrahim Miteferrika tarafindan kurulan matbaa ile baslamis; ilk gazete Fransizlar
tarafindan cikarilmissa da, ilk Tirkce gazete (Takvim-i Vakayi) 1831 yilinda basiimisti. Osmanli
déneminde saglikla ilgili ilk Tirkce yayin ise 1849 yilinda yayimlanmaya baslayan Vakayi-i Tibbiye
olmus, bunu gesitli slireli yayinlar takip etmistir. Osmanli déneminde 6zellikle 19. ylizyilda artmaya
baslayan siireli yayinlar, insanlarin giincel haberleri ve diinyadaki olaylari takip etmelerine yardim
etmis, déneme ait ulusal ve uluslararasi bilgilere ulasma imkani sagladigi gibi saghkla ilgili bilgiler
almalarinda da 6nemli bir kaynak olmuslardir. Bildiride ele alinan Malimat Gazetesi, Osmanl
basininda 6nemli yer tutan ve sadece istanbul’da degil, Anadolu’nun diger illerinde ve yurt disinda
da aboneliklere sahip olan bir gazetedir. Gazetenin Artin Asaduryan ve Mehmet Tahir olmak Uzere iki
imtiyaz sahibi olmustur. Bildiride, gazete icerisinde yer alan saglik ile ilgili haberlerin incelenmesi ve
bunun tip tarihi agisindan dneminin vurgulanmasi amaglanmistir.

Mal(mat gazetesinin 23 Mayis 1895 (R. 11 Mayis 1311) — 2 Temmuz 1903 (R. 19 Haziran 1319)
tarihleri arasinda ¢ikmis olan 391 sayisi bulunmaktadir. Gazetenin Milli Kitiiphane Sireli Yayinlar Bilgi
Sisteminde (www.surelimillikutup.org) 1960 SB 116 yer numarasi ile yer alan 391 sayisi icerisindeki
haberlerden saglik ile ilgili olanlara site Gizerinden ulasilarak incelenmistir.

Gazetenin yayimlanan 391 sayisinda donemin siyasi olaylari disinda askerlik, sanat, fen, edebiyat,
egitim vb konular yani sira saglik alanlarinda da (tip, veteriner hekimlik) yazilar yer almistir. Yazilarin
yani sira gazete sayfalariigerisinde hastaneler, hastaliklar ve uygulanan ameliyatlarlailgili fotograflarin
oldugu ve gazetenin ilave sayfalarinda bu fotograflarla ilgili bilgilerin verildigi gérilmustir.

Doneme ait saglik gazete ve dergilerinin yani sira sadece halka yonelik Malimat gazetesinin
incelenmesinin, doneme ait saghk ile ilgili bilgileri vermesi yaninda Osmanl Devleti sinirlari
icerisindeki saglik hizmetleri ile ilgili de bilgileri vermesi agisindan énemli oldugu disliniilmektedir.
Bu calisma ile Osmanli doneminde halka yonelik saglk haberleri hakkinda bilgi edinilmeye ve bunun
tip ve saglik tarihi agisindan énemi vurgulanmaya calisiimaktadir.
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HEALTH RELATED NEWS IN THE MALUMAT NEWSPAPER (1895-1903)

With the invention of writing, developing communication has encouraged the publication of
periodicals such as newspapers and magazines. The invention and widespread use of the printing
press has also enhanced the rate of reading and the interest in the news. The periodicals have officially
begun to be published in the 17" century. Turkish media has been started with the establishment
of printing press in 1727 by Ibrahim Miiteferrika. Although the first newspaper in the Ottoman
Empire has been published by the French minorities, the first Turkish newspaper (Takvim-i Vakayi)
has been published in 1831. Vakayi-i Tibbiye, the first Turkish medical publication, has begun to be
published in 1849 and various periodicals have followed it. During the Ottoman period, especially in
the 19th century, with the increase in the number of periodicals such as newspapers and journals,
people have the chance to follow up the daily and current news, and also health news national and
worldwide. Malimat Newspaper holds an important place in the Ottoman media. It had subscribers
not only in Istanbul, but also in Anatolia, other provinces and abroad. It had two franchise owners,
Artin Asaduryan and Mehmet Tahir. In the paper, it’s aimed to analyze the health related news at the
Malimat Newspaper and to highlight its importance for the history of medicine.

Mallmat Newspaper has 391 numbers published between May 23, 1895 — July 2t, 1903. Health
related news of the Mallimat Newspaper’s 391 numbers have been analyzed online at National
Library of Turkey Periodicals Information System (www.surelimillikutup.org) with the call number
1960 SB 116.

MalGmat newspaper has published articles on military, art, science, literature, education etc. also
articles on health (medicine, veterinary medicine) excluding political events in its 391 numbers. In
addition to the published articles, the newspaper has published photographs on hospitals, diseases
and operations with their explanations at the end.

Reviewing Mallimat newspaper, along with health related publications of the period, has the
importance for achieving information on periodical health knowledge and also health services
among the boundaries of Ottoman Empire. In this study, it’s aimed to achieve information on health
related news in the Ottoman period and to emphasize its importance in terms of the history of
medicine and health.
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
